  Most young boys are trained to believe that men should be strong, tough, cool, and detached. Thus, they learn early to hide 　36　 emotions such as love, joy, and sadness because they believe that such feelings are feminine and 　37　 weakness. Over time, some men become strangers to their own emotional lives. It seems that men with traditional views of 　38　 are more likely to suppress outward emotions and to fear emotions, 　39　 because such feelings may lead to a loss of composure (镇定). Keep in mind, however, that this view is challenged by some researchers. As with many gender gaps, differences in emotionality tend to be small, inconsistent, and dependent on the situation. For instance, Robertson and colleagues found that males who were more traditionally masculine were more emotionally 　40　 in a structured exercise than when they were simply asked to talk about their emotions.


  Males' difficulty with“tender”emotions has serious consequences. First, 　41　 emotions can contribute to stress-related disorders. And worse, men are less likely than women to seek help from health 　42　. Second, men's emotional inexpressiveness can cause problems in their relationships with partners and children. For example, men who endorse traditional masculine norms report lower relationship satisfaction, as do their female partners. Further, children whose fathers are warm, loving, and 　43　 toward them have higher self-esteem and lower rates of aggression and behavior problems. On a positive note, fathers are 　44　 involving themselves with their children. And 30 percent of fathers report that they take equal or greater responsibility for their children than their working wives do.

  How to Deal with Kids' Cheat


  A) When Kaci Taylor Avant got caught cheating on a test a few months back, the teacher called her mother, who was nothing less than stunned. After all, Kaci always does her homework and gets mostly As in school. Mother and daughter had already had the talk about how cheating was wrong.“Wow, really? She is only 8!”asked her mother Laina Avant, a Paterson, New Jersey, network engineer. As school-testing season heats up this spring, many elementary-school parents are getting similar calls.


  B) The line between right and wrong in the classroom is often hazy for young children, and shaping the moral compass of children whose brains are still developing can be one of the trickiest jobs a parent faces. Many parents overreact or misread the motivations of small children, say researchers and educators, when it is actually more important to explore the underlying cause.


  C) A growing body of research suggests responses for parents, adjusting strategies in subtle ways by each age. The challenge with 5- and 6-year-olds is helping these little black-and-white thinkers liken cheating with other actions they already know are bad. Most children understand as early as ages 2 1/2 to 4 that it is wrong to hit, shove or tease another child, says a 2012 study in the journal Child Development. And preschoolers typically know it is wrong to cheat at games.“But translating that understanding from a game situation to an academic situation is a huge leap,”says Eric Anderman, a professor of educational psychology at Ohio State University in Columbus.


  D) First- and second-graders are often taught to work together and share ideas in small classroom groups. When told they must start working independently, it's naturally confusing to a 7-year-old, Dr. Anderman believes. By third grade, the high pressure starts as more students begin taking state standardized tests, says Mark Terry, president of the National Association of Elementary School Principals. Most schools also begin giving grades, and children may cheat to keep up or to please parents or teachers. Children with poor study skills or learning disabilities are especially vulnerable. Poor impulse control is linked with a higher readiness to cheat, says 2010 study of 189 children in the Journal of Clinical Child & Adolescent Psychology.


  E) Other children start feeling pressured at this stage by busy sports and activity schedules that don't allow time to study, says Kenneth Shore, an author and psychologist, New Jersey.“Parents can get a little panicky”and compound the problem by orchestrating (指导) kids' science projects, dictating sentences or typing their kids' essays, he says. Not only does this send the message that presenting someone else's work as your own is OK, but it suggests that grades are more important than learning—an attitude linked in research to higher rates of cheating. By fifth grade,“peer pressure to cheat is huge. If somebody asks you for answers and you don't share them, it can be a major offense among the kids,”Mr. Terry says. Parents can help by giving a child an out:“Well, you know I'd share it with you, but my dad would kill me if I did.”


  F) More schools are allowing cellphones in classrooms, expanding opportunities to cheat via text message, photos or stored notes. And research shows that while most fifth-graders know that copying words off the Internet is cheating, many don't understand“exactly how much is too much to pull from a source, and how to paraphrase information,”says Kimberly Gilbert, an associate professor of psychology at Hofstra University in Hempstead, New York.


  G) About 30% of elementary students report cheating when asked on anonymous (匿名的) surveys, according to a research review in 1999 that is still cited by researchers and administrators. Some researchers believe the incidence is rising. Cheating happens more and more, at younger ages, especially as younger children bring more mobile devices to school. It is estimated that about 1 in 3 students cheat at some point during elementary school.


  H) Cheating rates rise through middle school and by high school. 51% of students admit to cheating on a test in the past year, and 74% say they have copied another student's homework, according to a 2012 survey of 23,000 high-school students by the Josephson Institute of Ethics, in Los Angeles, a nonprofit character-education organization. Founder Michael Josephson says the findings reflect a pervasive cheating culture.


  I) All of which heightens the need for parents to teach and model strong decision-making behavior to their younger children, who are becoming vulnerable to such pressures at ever-earlier ages. Dr. Shore advises parents to“take a breather”to calm down if they receive a call about their child's cheating. Then, he advises telling the child you're disappointed, cheating is unacceptable and it mustn't happen again. Beyond that, says Dr. Shore, it is important to meet with the teacher or principal and help the child figure out what kind of pressures or stresses led him to cheat.


  J) Ms. Avant got the call about Kaci's cheating while commuting (上下班往返) home on the bus from her job at a New York City law firm. Horrified and embarrassed, she had time to calm herself before picking Kaci up after school. When Ms. Avant asked her daughter that evening why she cheated, Kaci said she was afraid her mom would be angry over a bad grade. When Kaci said that, the mother thought maybe she needed to check herself.


  K) A former college athlete and founder of a girls' T-shirt company, Ms. Avant admits she has always spoken loudly to assert herself. But she realized that using that tone of voice with Kaci, and demanding that she study and put forth her best effort at school, made her daughter afraid to admit she sometimes didn't understand her homework.


  L) Ms. Avant explained to Kaci that cheating was wrong, said she was disappointed in her and met with her teacher and principal. She says she also spends more time now going over homework, lowering her voice and encouraging Kaci to“be more up front”when she doesn't understand something. Kaci has since been showing her mother all her papers, including answers she got wrong. The third-grader still gets mostly As, and she has learned that“cheating is bad,”Kaci says in a phone interview. If she doesn't know a test answer,“I just do the best I can,”she says.


  M) For parents, stressing intrinsic goals like mastery of learning and doing one's best can be tough. But research shows it is one of the best ways to prevent cheating. Lisa Endlich Heffernan, mother of three sons who are now 17, 20 and 21, says she tried to instill a sense of right and wrong by teaching them starting in elementary school that cheating was like lying. If facing a choice between cheating or getting a low grade, she told them to“take the D,”says the Bedford Hills, New York author and parenting blogger (博主) at GrownandFlown.com.


  N) Looking back, Ms. Heffernan wishes she could correct one mistake, that is to say, telling her sons that cheaters are always punished. To tell them that kids who cheat will get caught and they will be punished and that they will not gain by cheating, isn't true anymore, she says. Insisting otherwise only leads kids to conclude,“Mom doesn't understand,”she says. Her sons shot down that argument in elementary school, telling her they'd seen other students cheat without getting caught.


  O) It worked better, she said, to tell her kids that cheating flies in the face of the values of our family and the rules of the school. She told them they'd be letting her down if they cheated, and she wouldn't defend them.“Not only will they be in trouble at school but they will also be in hell at home.”

  Passage One


  Questions 56 to 60 are based on the following passage.


  In the early 20th century, few things were more appealing than the promise of scientific knowledge. In a world struggling with rapid industrialization, science and technology seemed to offer solutions to almost every problem. Newly created state colleges and universities devoted themselves almost entirely to scientific, technological, and engineering fields. Many Americans came to believe that scientific certainty could not only solve scientific problems, but also reform politics, government, and business. Two world wars and a Great Depression rocked the confidence of many people that scientific expertise alone could create a prosperous and ordered world. After World War II, the academic world turned with new enthusiasm to humanistic studies, which seemed to many scholars the best way to ensure the survival of democracy. American scholars fanned out across much of the world—with support from the Ford Foundation, the Fulbright program, etc.—to promote the teaching of literature and the arts in an effort to make the case for democratic freedoms.


  In the America of our own time, the great educational challenge has become an effort to strengthen the teaching of what is now known as the STEM disciplines (science, technology, engineering, and math). There is considerable and justified concern that the United States is falling behind much of the rest of the developed world in these essential disciplines. India, China, Japan, and other regions seem to be seizing technological leadership.


  At the same time, perhaps inevitably, the humanities—while still popular in elite colleges and universities—have experienced a significant decline. Humanistic disciplines are seriously underfunded, not just by the government and the foundations but by academic institutions themselves. Humanists are usually among the lowest-paid faculty members at most institutions and are often lightly regarded because they do not generate grant income and because they provide no obvious credentials (资质) for most nonacademic careers.


  Undoubtedly American education should train more scientists and engineers. Much of the concern among politicians about the state of American universities today is focused on the absence of“real world”education—which means preparation for professional and scientific careers. But the idea that institutions or their students must decide between humanities and science is false. Our society could not survive without scientific and technological knowledge. But we would be equally impoverished (贫困的) without humanistic knowledge as well. Science and technology teach us what we can do. Humanistic thinking helps us understand what we should do.


  It is almost impossible to imagine our society without thinking of the extraordinary achievements of scientists and engineers in building our complicated world. But try to imagine our world as well without the remarkable works that have defined our culture and values. We have always needed, and we still need, both.

  Will there ever be another Einstein? This is the undercurrent of conversation at Einstein memorial meetings throughout the year. A new Einstein will emerge, scientists say. But it may take a long time. After all, more than 200 years separated Einstein from his nearest rival, Isaac Newton.


  Many physicists say the next Einstein hasn't been born yet, or is a baby now. That's because the quest for a unified theory that would account for all the forces of nature has pushed current mathematics to its limits. New math must be created before the problem can be solved.


  But researchers say there are many other factors working against another Einstein emerging anytime soon.


  For one thing, physics is a much different field today. In Einstein's day, there were only a few thousand physicists worldwide, and the theoreticians who could intellectually rival Einstein probably would fit into a streetcar with seats to spare.


  Education is different, too. One crucial aspect of Einstein's training that is overlooked is the years of philosophy he read as a teenager—Kant, Schopenhauer and Spinoza, among others. It taught him how to think independently and abstractly about space and time, and it wasn't long before he became a philosopher himself.


  “The independence created by philosophical insight is—in my opinion—the mark of distinction between a mere artisan (工匠) or specialist and a real seeker after truth,”Einstein wrote in 1944.


  And he was an accomplished musician. The interplay between music and math is well known. Einstein would furiously play his violin as a way to think through a knotty physics problem.


  Today, universities have produced millions of physicists. There aren't many jobs in science for them, so they go to Wall Street and Silicon Valley to apply their analytical skills to more practical—and rewarding—efforts.


  “Maybe there is an Einstein out there today,”said Columbia University physicist Brian Greene,“but it would be a lot harder for him to be heard.”


  Especially considering what Einstein was proposing.


  “The actual fabric of space and time curving? My God, what an idea!”Greene said at a recent gathering at the Aspen Institute.“It takes a certain type of person who will bang his head against the wall because you believe you'll find the solution.”


  Perhaps the best examples are the five scientific papers Einstein wrote in his“miracle year”of 1905. These“thought experiments”were pages of calculations signed and submitted to the prestigious journal Annalen der Physik by a virtual unknown. There were no footnotes or citations.


  What might happen to such a submission today?


  “We all get papers like those in the mail,”Greene said.“We put them in the junk file.”

Scientists agree that the key player in this scenario is the West Antarctic ice sheet, a Brazil-size mass of frozen water that is as much as 7,000 feet thick. Unlike floating ice shelves which have little impact on sea level when they break up, the ice sheet is anchored to bedrock well below the sea surface.[17] Surrounded by open ocean, it is also vulnerable, but Antarctic experts disagree strongly on just how unstable it is. [18] Now, new evidence reveals that all or most of the West Antarctic ice sheet collapsed at least once during the past 1.3 million years, a period when global temperatures probably were not significantly higher than they are today. And the ice sheet was assumed to have been stable. In geological time, a million years is recent history. The proof, which was published last week in Science, comes from a team of scientists from Uppsala University in Sweden and the California Institute of Technology who drilled deep holes near the edge of the ice sheet. Within samples collected from the solid substance lying beneath the ice, [19] they found fossils of microscopic marine plants which suggest that the region was once an open ocean—not solid ice. As Herman Engleheart, a co-author from the California Institute of Technology, says,“the West Antarctic ice sheet disappeared once and can disappear again.”

  Psychologists are finding that hope plays a surprisingly vital role in giving people a measurable advantage in realms [26] as diverse as academic achievement, bearing up in tough jobs, and coping with [27] tragic illness. And, by contrast, the loss of hope is turning out to be a stronger sign that a person may [28] commit suicide than other factors long thought to be more likely risks.


  “Hope has proven a powerful predictor of [29] outcome in every study we've done so far,”said Dr. Charles R. Snyder, a psychologist who has devised a [30] scale to assess how much hope a person has.


  For example, in research with 3,920 college students, Dr. Snyder and his [31] colleagues found that the level of hope among freshmen at the beginning of their first semester was a more [32] accurate predictor of their college grades than were their S.A.T. scores or their grade point [33] averages in high school, the two measures most commonly used to predict college performance.


  “Students with high hope set themselves higher goals and know how to work to attain them,”Dr. Snyder said.“When you compare students of equivalent intelligence and past academic achievements, what [34] sets them apart is hope.”


  In devising a way to assess hope scientifically, Dr. Snyder went beyond the simple notion that hope is merely the sense that everything will [35] turn out all right.“That notion is not concrete enough and it blurs two key components of hope,”Dr. Snyder said.“Having hope means believing you have both the will and the way to accomplish your goals, whatever they may be.”

  Section B


  怎样应对孩子的作弊行为


  A) 几个月前，凯茜·泰勒·阿万特因考试作弊被抓，她的老师给她妈妈打电话，她妈妈感到非常吃惊。毕竟，凯茜总能完成家庭作业，且在学校考试时大都拿到A的成绩。母女俩已就作弊为何是错误的进行了交流。“我的天啊，这是真的吗？她只有8岁呀！”凯茜的妈妈莱纳·阿万特（在电话中）问道，她是一位来自新泽西州帕特森市的网络工程师。[47]随着今年春天学校考试季升温，很多小学生的父母都接到了类似的来电。


  B) [55]在课堂上，对与错之间的界线对于幼童来说往往是朦胧的，而塑造那些大脑仍在发育的儿童的道德观念，是父母面临的最为棘手的工作之一。研究人员和教育工作者说，许多家长对于小孩子的动机反应过度或对其误解，但实际上探究动机的根本原因才是更重要的。


  C) 越来越多的研究建议：父母的反应应当结合每个年龄段而做出细微的策略调整。对于5-6岁的孩子，家长可以帮助这些具有“非黑即白”思想的儿童树立这样一种理念，即作弊与其他孩子们已知的坏行为一样是不好的。一项2012年发表在期刊《儿童发展》上的研究表明，早在2岁半至4岁时，大部分孩子都知道打其他小孩、推其他小孩或取笑其他小孩的行为都是错的。并且学龄前儿童通常都明白，在游戏中作弊是不对的。来自哥伦布市俄亥俄州立大学的教育心理学教授埃里克·安德曼说：“但是，将此道理从游戏情境推及到学术环境中则是一个巨大的飞跃。”


  D) 一年级和二年级的学生经常被教导在班级小组中与人合作，分享想法。当被告知他们必须开始独立学习时，安德曼博士认为，这自然会使一个7岁的孩子感到困惑。全国小学校长协会主席马克·特里说，到了三年级，随着更多的学生开始参加国家标准化考试，高压就来了。大部分学校也开始给学生打分，孩子们或是为了跟上别人，或是为了让父母或老师高兴，就可能作弊。[51]那些学习技能不精或有学习障碍的儿童特别容易受到影响。2010年发表在《临床儿童和青少年心理学期刊》的针对189名儿童的一项研究声称，冲动控制力比较差与较高的作弊倾向有关。


  E) 来自新泽西的作家兼心理学家肯尼斯·肖尔说，还有一些孩子，因在这个阶段忙于参加体育项目和各种活动而没有时间学习，这让他们开始感受到了压力。肖尔说，“家长会有一点恐慌”，而问题又会因指导孩子们进行科学实验、为他们听写句子或替他们打出作文而加剧。此类行为不仅告诉孩子这样一种信息，即把别人的成果当成自己的劳动成果呈现给他人是被允许的，而且还暗示着，学习过程没有分数重要，这种心态又与研究中出现的高作弊率有关。[48]到了五年级，“对于是否参与作弊，孩子们会承受来自同龄人的巨大压力。如果有人向你要答案，你却没给的话，这种行为在孩子们的世界里就是一大罪过。”特里先生说。父母可以通过给孩子出主意来帮助他们，“嗯，你知道我想与你分享，但如果我这样做，我爸会杀了我。”


  F) [54]越来越多的学校正允许手机出现在课堂上，这就增加了孩子们通过用短信、照片或存档笔记来作弊的机会。研究表明，大部分五年级的学生都知道从互联网复制信息是一种欺骗行为。纽约州亨普斯特德县霍夫斯特拉大学的心理学副教授金伯利·吉尔伯特说，但很多人不明白“从源文章上直接采用多少字才算作弊和该怎样用自己的话来转述那些信息”。


  G) 据1999年进行的一项研究综述，在匿名调查中，大约有30%的小学生称自己作过弊。该研究综述仍被研究员和管理人员引用。一些研究人员认为，儿童的作弊率还在呈上升趋势。在年龄更小的孩子中，作弊行为越来越多，尤其是年幼的孩子把更多的移动设备带到学校。[49]根据估计，大约每3个孩子中就会有1个孩子在小学的某个时期作过弊。


  H) 作弊率在初中和高中时期呈现上升趋势。位于洛杉矶的一个非营利性品质教育组织——约瑟夫森伦理研究所2012年针对23,000名高中学生所做的一份调查显示，51%的学生承认在过去一年的测试中作过弊，74%的学生说他们抄袭过其他学生的作业。该组织创始人迈克尔·约瑟夫森说，调查结果反映了一种普遍的作弊文化。


  I) 所有这一切都加强了父母教育自己年幼的孩子并在强有力的决策行为上给孩子树立榜样的必要性，因为如此年幼的孩子容易遭受到这种压力。[53]肖尔博士建议，如果家长接到有关自己的孩子作弊的电话，要先松一口气，冷静下来，然后再告诉孩子，你很失望，作弊行为不可接受，不允许再有下次。除此之外，肖尔博士说，重要的是要与老师或校长见面，并帮助孩子弄清楚是什么样的压力导致他们作弊。


  J) 阿万特女士接到有关凯茜作弊的电话时，正在乘公共汽车回家的路上，她刚从纽约一家律师事务所下班。虽然既惊恐又尴尬，但她还来得及在接女儿放学回家前使自己平静下来。那天晚上，当阿万特女士问到女儿为什么作弊时，凯茜说她害怕妈妈会由于她成绩不好而对她动怒。听到女儿的话后，阿万特女士觉得也许自己需要反思一下。


  K) 阿万特女士曾经是大学运动员，还曾经创立了一家女生T恤衫公司。她承认她一直都用大声说话的方式来坚持自己的意见。但她意识到，使用那样的语气与凯茜说话，并要求她竭尽全力在学校学习，会让女儿害怕承认她有时不明白该如何去完成功课。


  L) 阿万特女士向凯茜解释道，作弊是错误的，自己对她很失望，她还与女儿的老师和校长会了面。[50]阿万特女士说，她现在还花更多的时间帮女儿复习功课，压低了自己的嗓门，鼓励凯茜当遇到不明白的地方时要尽早弄懂。从此，凯茜将她的所有功课都交给妈妈看，包括她做错的答案。这名三年级学生如今得到的分数大部分还是A。凯茜在一次电话采访中说，她了解到“作弊是不好的行为”。如果她不知道考试的答案，她说：“我只是尽我所能。”


  M) 对于父母来说，强调像掌握好学习知识和尽力而为这样的内在目标是很难的。但研究表明，这是防止孩子作弊的最好的方法之一。利萨·安德丽琪·赫弗南是三个儿子的母亲，他们今年分别是17、20和21岁。[46]赫弗南说，她在孩子们上小学时就开始告诉他们，作弊与说谎一样。利用这样的方式，赫弗南努力给孩子灌输一种对与错的思想认识。她告诉他们，如果要在作弊和得低分之间选择，“那就选择D吧”。赫弗南还是一名来自纽约贝德福德山的作家和GrownandFlown.com网站的育儿博主。


  N) 回首往事，赫弗南女士希望她能改正一个错误，即曾经告诉她的儿子作弊者总是要被惩罚的。她认为，要告诉孩子们作弊的人将会被抓到并受到惩罚以及他们不会通过作弊获得任何好处这个说法已不再现实。她说，坚持这样做只会让孩子们得出这样的结论：“妈妈根本就不明白情况。”她的儿子们在小学阶段就曾反对这样的说法，他们告诉她，他们看到其他学生作弊而没有被抓住。

  在当今的美国，教育上所面临的重大挑战是如何加强现在被称为“主干*”科目（科学、技术、工程、数学）的教学实力。[58]许多人正在担忧，美国在这些基础科目上正在慢慢落后于其他很多发达国家，而且这些担忧合乎情理。印度、中国、日本以及其他地区似乎正在争夺技术领导地位。


  同时，似乎也是不可避免地，人文学科虽然在精英学院和大学还是很受欢迎的，但已经严重衰落了。[59]人文学科的经费严重不足，不单单是政府和基金资助不足，就连大学自身给予的支持也不够。在绝大多数大学里，人文学者的工资通常是教员中最低的，并且经常不受重视，因为他们不能为学校争取拨款，也不具备胜任其他非学术岗位的资质。


  毋庸置疑的是，美国教育应该培养更多的科学家和工程师。对于当今美国大学的现状，政治家们比较担忧的是“现实世界”教育的缺失——即为职业和科学生涯做准备的教育。但是学校和学生必须在人文科学和自然科学之间二选一的观念是错误的。我们的社会离不开科学技术。但是如果没有人文知识，我们同样会变得贫困。科学技术教会我们能够做什么，而人文思想使我们明白我们该做什么。


  如果没有科学家和工程师建造我们复杂世界的卓越成就，我们简直无法想象这个社会会变成什么样。[60]但也请想象一下：如果没有阐述我们文化和价值观的伟大作品，我们的社会又会变成什么样呢？这两者对我们来说一直缺一不可，未来也是如此。

  Passage Two


  还会出现另一个爱因斯坦吗？在今年的爱因斯坦纪念会上，这是人们对话的潜台词。[61]科学家们说爱因斯坦还会出现。但是也许要再过很长一段时间。毕竟，爱因斯坦和能与之匹敌的艾萨克·牛顿相隔了两百多年的时间。


  [61]很多物理学家都认为下一个爱因斯坦要么还没出生，要么还是个婴儿。这是因为寻找能够解释自然界所有力量的统一理论已经使现在的数学走到了极限。想要解决这个问题，数学上就必须要有新的突破。


  但是，研究人员称还有很多其他因素会给近期内出现下一个爱因斯坦带来阻碍。


  首先，如今的物理领域已经大不相同了。在爱因斯坦的年代，全世界总共不过几千名物理学家，而且在智力上能够与爱因斯坦匹敌的理论家大概还坐不满一辆电车。


  另外，如今的教育也不一样了。[62]爱因斯坦所受教育中有一个重要的方面常常被人们忽略，那就是他少年时代阅读了大量的哲学书籍——康德、叔本华、斯宾诺莎等等。这教会他如何独立、抽象地思考关于空间和时间的问题，而且他自己不久也成了一位哲学家。


  爱因斯坦在1944年写道：“在我看来，一个工匠或专家与真正的真理追求者之间的差别在于是否拥有由哲学家洞察力所形成的独立性。”


  而且，他还是一位颇有成就的音乐家。音乐和数学之间的相互影响是广为人知的。在思考物理难题的时候，爱因斯坦会疯狂地拉小提琴。


  如今，大学培养出了上百万的物理学家。但是科研领域能提供的工作机会不多，[63]所以他们去了华尔街和硅谷，在更实际、回报更高的工作岗位上施展自己的分析才能。


  “也许现在就有一个爱因斯坦，”哥伦比亚大学的物理学家布赖恩·格林说，“[64]但是他要出名就要比以前困难得多了。”


  尤其是考虑到爱因斯坦所提出的理论。

  New Views of Motion Sickness


  A) There's nothing quite like motion sickness to ruin summer travel, with symptoms including dizziness, headache, nausea and most unfortunately, vomiting. Some 25% to 40% of the population suffers from some degree of motion sickness, depending on the mode of transportation.

  B) Researchers from the Navy, the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) and academia are studying causes and potential treatments of motion sickness, hoping to formulate better products for situations that range from the extreme (space) to the mundane (road trip to Grandma's).

  C) At Siena College, in Loudonville, N.Y., researchers have studied the effectiveness of ginger capsules, facial cooling and listening to music as a distraction for lessening symptoms and physiological responses to motion sickness.

  D) NASA and the Navy are collaborating with company Epitome Therapeutics, of Irvine, Calif., to develop a nasal spray containing scopolamine, a drug currently used in a prescription-only patch for those prone to seasickness. Researchers say the drug's strong possible side effects, such as drowsiness and dry mouth, would be significantly reduced with a nasal spray.


  E) Part of the difficulty with devising treatments is that experts don't know exactly what causes motion sickness. The prevailing belief is it is caused by a sensory mismatch between the visual and vestibular systems (前庭系统). The vestibular system, which is part of the inner ear, monitors movement and helps control balance. In other words, our inner ear tells our brain that we are moving, but our eyes tell us we aren't, or vice versa.“When one of these is telling you you're in motion and the other one is telling you you're sitting, the brain gets confused with the mixed signals, and it causes this sense of sickness,”says Abash Vick, director of the travel and tropical medicine clinic at Mayo Clinic in Rochester, Minn.


  F) What remain unknown are the reasons why the mismatch causes some individuals to react adversely. One long-standing theory is that the reactions are triggered by the brain's false identification of a toxin in the body, with nausea and vomiting a protective response to get rid of it. Another theory is that body sway, or the change in a person's movements over short time intervals, can explain a propensity to get motion sickness. In Tom Stoffregen's lab at the University of Minnesota, the kinesiology (运动机能学) professor measures each subject's body sway over a short period. He has found that individuals who are more susceptible have a more erratic sway during and even before they are exposed to any stimulation.


  G) Dr. Stoffregen uses a force plate and a weighing scale with pressure sensors, to take measurements of body movement as often as 200 times a second. He studies people in a lab simulator. He also tested the body sway of 35 cruise passengers aboard a ship in the Caribbean before departure. Passengers then reported the intensity of their seasickness. He found a link: Those who reported getting more sea sickness had more body sway at the dock.“There may be sort of a general classification that people who are susceptible to motion sickness have,”Dr. Stoffregen said.“Maybe they just move differently in general.”


  H) Max Levine, an associate professor of psychology at Siena College, studies behavioral and alternative motion sickness treatments. In a recent experiment on about 50 individuals, half received capsules with ginger root and the remainder got a placebo (安慰剂). Then the individuals were seated in a chamber and exposed to a rotating device called an optokinetic drum (视动性眼震仪) that induces motion sickness.“The folks who got ginger beforehand ended up doing much better both in terms of the symptoms they developed and in terms of the physiological reaction that they had in the stomach,”he said.


  I) Recent behavioral experiments have found that cool compresses or gel (凝胶) packs placed on the forehead are kind of effective at controlling physiological changes, such as abnormal rhythmic stomach activity that generally accompanies nausea, but didn't significantly reduce nausea. Listening to one's favorite music as a distraction showed improvements in symptoms including nausea, as well as in physiological changes, Dr. Levine said. Now, he is studying how deep breathing and relaxation may aid in motion sickness.


  J) Doctors say a common misperception is that traveling on an empty stomach helps. In fact this is wrong. It's better to eat a light meal beforehand, especially one high in protein. In a 2004 study in Alimentary Pharmacology & Therapeutics, 18 individuals completed three trials. In one, they had a protein drink before exposure to a device that induces motion sickness. In a second trial, they had a carbohydrate drink, and the third time they had nothing. They fared best after the protein drink.“Protein really tends to get the stomach into that slow normal rhythmic activity more than fats and carbohydrates,”Dr. Levine said.


  K) Children over age 2 seem more prone to motion sickness than adults. Some experts think children's extra-sharp senses may make them aware of even a slight mismatch. Adults in their golden years seem to experience motion sickness less often perhaps because of habituation.


  L) Women have a greater tendency than men to get motion sickness. Some experts believe this is because women also are more prone to getting migraines (偏头痛), and migraine sufferers have a higher rate of motion sickness. Or women may simply report motion sickness symptoms more often.


  M) Doctors say prescription drugs and over-the-counter options like Dramamine are the best treatment option, though some can cause side effects. Such drugs work by suppressing the central nervous system's response to nausea-producing stimuli. They reduce symptoms for many people but aren't universally effective.


  N) Some travelers rely on homeopathic (顺势疗法的) remedies such as ginger or acupressure wrist bands. Sajama Chandrasekhar, director of New York Otology (耳科) in New York City, said“they aren't universally effective, but are worth trying.”Also, there are behavioral tips for preventing or minimizing symptoms. Cynthia Ryan knows them all. The 45-year-old Portland, Oregon, resident has suffered from motion sickness since she was a child commuting to school along winding roads, her vomiting bag in hand. Now the executive director of the Vestibular Disorders Association, Ms. Ryan says individuals with vestibular disorders are prone to motion sickness.


  O) Her rule of thumb is to always be the driver.“I almost never let somebody else drive,”she said.“And if I cannot, I'll sit in the passenger seat.”Even when sitting as the front passenger, Ms. Ryan says she does deep-breathing exercises and tries to focus on a fixed point on the road in front of her.“I can't participate in conversations,”she said.“I can't read. Sometimes someone will pass me a smartphone and say,“Can you read me the directions?”And I'll say,“Not unless you want me to throw up in your car.”


  P) Watching television or reading in a car is a no-no.“Face forward in the vehicle to be as alert to what's happening outside the vehicle as the driver would be,”Chandrasekhar said.“You want to try to match your eyes to what's going on and to what your inner ear is feeling.”Experts say: Just close your eyes and sleep.

Others highlight the strain that undocumented immigrants place on public services, like schools, hospitals, and jails. Still others emphasize the role of race, arguing that foreigners add to the nation's fears and insecurities. There's some truth to all these explanations, but they aren't quite sufficient.


  To get a better understanding of what's going on, consider the way immigration's impact is felt. Though its overall effect may be positive, its costs and benefits are distributed unevenly. David Card, an economist at UC Berkeley, notes that the ones who profit most directly from immigrants' low-cost labor are businesses and employers—meatpacking plants in Nebraska, for instance, or agricultural businesses in California. Granted, these producers' savings probably translate into lower prices at the grocery store, but how many consumers make that mental connection at the checkout counter? As for the drawbacks of illegal immigration, these, too, are concentrated. Native low-skilled workers suffer most from the competition of foreign labor. According to a study by George Borjas, a Harvard economist, immigration reduced the wages of American high-school dropouts by 9% between 1980-2000.


  Among high-skilled, better-educated employees, however, opposition was strongest in states with both high numbers of immigrants and relatively generous social services. What worried them most, in other words, was the fiscal (财政的) burden of immigration. That conclusion was reinforced by another finding: that their opposition appeared to soften when that fiscal burden decreased, as occurred with welfare reform in the 1990s, which curbed immigrants' access to certain benefits.


  The irony is that for all the overexcited debate, the net effect of immigration is minimal. Even for those most acutely affected—say, low-skilled workers, or California residents—the impact isn't all that dramatic.“The unpleasant voices have tended to dominate our perceptions,”says Daniel Tichenor, a political science professor at the University of Oregon,“But when all those factors are put together and the economists calculate the numbers, it ends up being a net positive, but a small one.”Too bad most people don't realize it.

  Picture a typical MBA lecture theatre twenty years ago. In it the majority of students will have conformed to the standard model of the time: male, middle class and Western. Walk into a class today, however, and you'll get a completely different impression. For a start, you will now see plenty more women—the University of Pennsylvania's Wharton School, for example, boasts that 40% of its new enrolment is female. You will also see a wide range of ethnic groups and nationals of practically every country.


  It might be tempting, therefore, to think that the old barriers have been broken down and equal opportunity achieved. But, increasingly, this apparent diversity is becoming a mask for a new type of conformity. Behind the differences in sex, skin tones and mother tongues, there are common attitudes, expectations and ambitions which risk creating a set of clones among the business leaders of the future.


  Diversity, it seems, has not helped to address fundamental weaknesses in business leadership. So what can be done to create more effective managers of the commercial world? According to Valerie Gauthier, associate dean at HEC Paris, the key lies in the process by which MBA programmes recruit their students. At the moment candidates are selected on a fairly narrow set of criteria such as prior academic and career performance, and analytical and problem solving abilities. This is then coupled to a school's picture of what a diverse class should look like, with the result that passport, ethnic origin and sex can all become influencing factors. But schools rarely dig down to find out what really makes an applicant succeed, to create a class which also contains diversity of attitude and approach—arguably the only diversity that, in a business context, really matters.


  Professor Gauthier believes schools should not just be selecting candidates from traditional sectors such as banking, consultancy and industry. They should also be seeking individuals who have backgrounds in areas such as political science, the creative arts, history or philosophy, which will allow them to put business decisions into a wider context.


  Indeed, there does seem to be a demand for the more rounded leaders such diversity might create. A study by Mannaz, a leadership development company, suggests that, while the bully-boy chief executive of old may not have been eradicated completely, there is a definite shift in emphasis towards less tough styles of management—at least in America and Europe. Perhaps most significant, according to Mannaz, is the increasing interest large companies have in more collaborative management models, such as those prevalent in Scandinavia, which seek to integrate the hard and soft aspects of leadership and encourage delegated responsibility and accountability.

This responsibility takes her to many different places every week—the police station, the court and the hospital. Most of the crimes that she writes about fall into two groups: violent crimes and crimes against property. [23] There isn't much violent crime in a small town like Greenville, or at least not as much as in the large urban areas. But assaults often occur on Friday and Saturday nights, near the bars downtown. There're also one or two rapes on campus every semester. Florence is very interested in this type of crime and tries to write a long article about each one. She expects that this will make women more careful when they walk around Greenville alone at night.

  Section C


  听力原文&译文


  In America, people are faced with more and more decisions every day, whether it's picking one of 31 ice cream [26] flavors or deciding whether and when to get married. That sounds like a great thing. But as a recent study has shown, too many choices can make us [27] confused, unhappy—even paralyzed with indecision.


  That's [28] particularly true when it comes to the workplace, says Barry Schwartz, an author of six books about human [29] behavior. Students are graduating with [30] a variety of skills and interests, but often find themselves [31] overwhelmed when it comes to choosing an ultimate career goal.


  In a study, Schwartz observed decision-making among college students during their [32] senior year. Based on answers to questions regarding their [33] job-hunting strategies and career decisions, he divided the students into two groups:“maximizers”who consider every possible option, and“satisficers”who look until they find an option that is good enough.


  You might expect that the students who had undertaken the most exhausted search would be the most satisfied with their final decisions. But it turns out that's not true. Schwartz found that while maximizers [34] ended up with better paying jobs than satisficers on average, they weren't as happy with their decision.


  The reason why these people feel less satisfied is that a world of possibilities may also be a world of [35] missed opportunities. When you look at every possible option, you tend to focus more on what was given up than what was gained. After surveying every option, a person is more acutely aware of the opportunities they had to turn down to pursue just one career.

  施瓦茨在一项研究中观察了大学生在[32]大学四年级的决策情况。他们回答了有关[33]求职策略和职业决策的问题，根据他们的答案，施瓦茨将这些学生分为两类：“机会最大化者”（考虑所有可能的选择）和“追寻满足者”（致力于找到足够好的选择）。


  你也许会觉得那些穷尽寻找的学生会最满意于自己的最终决定。但结果并非如此。施瓦茨发现，尽管机会最大化者[34]最终找到的工作的平均工资比追求满足者的要高，但他们并不满意于自己的决定。


  这些人之所以感到不满意，是因为大量的可能性或许也意味着大量[35]错过的机会。当你审视每种可能的选择时，你倾向于更关注放弃了什么而不是得到了什么。在审视完每种选择后，人们会更加痛苦地意识到为了追求某一职业他们所必须放弃的机会。


  


Part III　Reading Comprehension


  Section A

  这里是另外一种情况。你最不喜欢的记者提出了一个愚蠢的报道创意。这本该很容易处理，但其实不然。如果你说不，即使很[41]礼貌，也可能会冒扼杀更多创意的危险——那些创意不仅来自那位记者，还包括那些听说你否决了这个创意的其他人。这在[43]缺乏系统性过滤选题建议机制的编辑部是常见的[42]情景。


  有必要采取两个步骤。首先，你需要一个提议和[44]评估新闻报道的制度。如果记者们认为他们有公平的申辩机会，便能容忍创意被否决。即使是对一个毫无价值的创意，你的本能反应和轻蔑的否决都不能算作系统性的或公正的。


  第二，和你一起工作的同事需要达成“要是……会如何”的共识，包括“要是我的想法被否决了会如何？”在事情发生前就设想好“要是……会如何”的情形，你就能获得理解，并帮你避免[45]敌对情绪。

  Section B


  对晕动症的新解读


  A) 因晕动症而毁了夏季旅游，再也没有什么事情比这更糟了，晕动症的症状包括头晕、头痛、恶心等，情况最糟糕时还会引发呕吐。[47]因交通方式的不同，大约有25%到40%的人在某种程度上遭受晕动症的折磨。


  B) [55]来自美国海军、美国国家航空航天局（NASA）以及学术界的研究人员正在对晕动症的成因及潜在治疗方法进行研究，希望能研制出更好的产品，以应对从极端情境（例如太空）到普通情境（诸如坐车去外婆家）等各种情境。


  C) 在纽约州的劳顿维尔市，锡耶纳学院的研究人员研究发现：通过服用生姜胶囊、脸部冷敷以及听音乐分散注意力等手段，可以缓解晕动症状及其引发的生理反应。


  D) 美国国家航空航天局（NASA）、美国海军与位于加州尔湾的制药公司Epitome Therapeutics正在进行合作，以研发出一种含莨菪碱的鼻用喷雾剂，目前莨菪碱被用于仅凭处方购买的治疗易晕船患者的贴片中。[46]研究人员声称，莨菪碱可能会产生强烈的副作用，譬如使人困倦和口干等，而使用鼻用喷雾剂可大幅减轻这些副作用。


  E) 找出晕动症的治疗方法有困难，部分原因是由于专家们并未确切了解其病发原因。[54]普遍的观点是它是由视觉系统与前庭系统在感觉上的不一致所导致。作为内耳的一部分，前庭系统监测着身体的移动并帮助控制身体的平衡。也就是说，当我们的内耳发出信号，告诉大脑我们正在移动时，我们的眼睛却告诉大脑说我们并没有移动，反之亦然。来自明尼苏达州罗切斯特市梅奥诊所的旅行和热带医学门诊部的主任阿比什·维克认为：“当两个系统的一方告诉你说你正身处运动中，而另一方却告诉你说你正坐着，大脑就会被这些混杂不一的信号搞糊涂，进而引发恶心感。”


  F) 人们仍然不知道的是，为什么系统失调会导致某些人产生不良反应。[50]一种长期存在的说法是，产生不良反应的原因是大脑对身体中的一种毒素辨认有误，从而以恶心和呕吐这种方式来消除毒素，这是一种保护性反应。另一种说法是，身体的摇摆或身体在短暂时间内的移动是人们易患晕动症的原因。明尼苏达大学的运动机能学教授汤姆·施托夫雷根在其实验室中测算了每名受试者在短时间内的身体晃动情况。他发现，更容易得晕动症的人在受到刺激期间的身体晃动较不稳定，甚至在受到刺激之前就会如此。


  G) 施托夫雷根博士使用了一块动力板和一台带压力传感器的体重秤，以每秒多达200次的速率测算身体的晃动。他在实验室中进行实验，还在加勒比海的一艘游轮上测试了35名游客在出发前的身体晃动情况，这些游客后来报告了他们的晕船程度。[48]他发现了某种联系：那些报告自己晕船程度越重的人，在码头时身体的晃动频率就越高。施托夫雷根博士说道：“易患晕动症的人或许有某种共性，那就是他们身体的移动可能通常就和别人不同。”


  H) 锡耶纳学院教授心理学的副教授马克斯·莱文研究治疗晕动症的行为疗法和替代疗法。在最近的一次对大约50人的实验中，他让一半的人服用生姜胶囊，其余的人则服用安慰剂。然后，这些人被安置在一个房间内，接触一种叫做视动性眼震仪的旋转装置，该装置可诱发晕动症。莱文认为：“那些事前服过生姜胶囊的人，就他们的症状以及胃部产生的生理反应而言，最终表现的要（比没服用生姜胶囊的人）好得多。”


  I) 最近的行为实验发现，贴在前额上的冷敷膜和冷敷凝胶袋对控制生理变化有某种程度的效果，比如通常伴有恶心症状的胃部间歇性异常活动，但是，冷敷膜和冷敷凝胶袋并不能大幅度减轻恶心症状。[53]莱文博士认为，通过聆听自己最喜欢的音乐来分散注意力可改善恶心等症状以及其他生理变化。目前，他正在研究深呼吸和放松心情对治疗晕动症可能会有多大帮助。


  J) 医生们指出，常见的误解是空腹旅行有助于缓解晕动症。事实上，这是不对的。最好在出发前吃些清淡食品，尤其是高蛋白食物。2004年，《营养药理学与治疗学》杂志发表了一项研究，该研究针对18名受试者完成了三个实验。在第一个实验中，受试者在接触可引发晕动症的装置之前先饮用了蛋白质饮料；在第二个实验中，他们饮用的是碳水化合物饮料；而在第三个实验中，他们什么都没喝。喝过蛋白质饮料的人感觉最好。[51]莱文博士称：“相比脂肪和碳水化合物，蛋白质确实更能让胃部产生缓慢的、正常的规律性活动。”


  K) 两岁以上的儿童看起来比成年人更易于患晕动症。有些专家认为，儿童格外敏锐的感觉或许能使他们意识到哪怕是一丁点的失调。处于黄金年龄段的成年人似乎更不常患晕动症，这大概是因为他们习以为常了。


  L) 女性比男性更易患晕动症。[52]某些专家认为这是因为女性也更容易得偏头痛，而偏头痛患者患晕动症的几率也更高。或者是因为女性也许只是比男性更经常报告自己有晕动症状。


  M) 医生们认为，治疗晕动症的最佳药物是处方药和类似茶苯海明等之类的非处方药，虽然一些会引发副作用。通过抑制中枢神经系统对造成恶心的刺激物的反应，这些药物发挥作用。它们可以减轻许多人的症状，但并不是对所有人都有疗效。


  N) 有些旅行者则借助使用生姜或指压防晕腕带等顺势疗法来治疗晕动症。来自纽约市纽约耳科医院的主任萨亚马·钱德拉塞卡说：“这些疗法并不是对所有人都有效，但值得一试。”此外，一些行为方面的偏方也可预防晕动症或将症状减到最轻。辛西娅·瑞安知道所有偏方。这位45岁的俄勒冈波特兰市居民从孩童时期起就遭受晕动症之苦，那时她每天要坐车沿着弯弯曲曲的道路往返学校，手里总是拿着呕吐袋。现在，她是前庭系统疾病协会的执行理事。瑞安女士说，前庭系统失调者容易患晕动症。


  O) [49]她的秘诀就是总是包揽驾驶工作。她说：“我几乎从不让别人开车；就算不开，我也要坐在副驾驶的座位上。”她还说，即便是坐在副驾驶的座位上，她也要做些深呼吸运动，努力把注意力集中在前方路面上的一个固定点上。她说：“我不能和别人交谈，也不能阅读。有时候有人会把智能手机递给我说，‘你能给我念念路线吗？’我会回答道，‘不能，除非你想让我吐在你的车里。’”

  在有关非法移民的争论核心中有一个关键的问题：移民对经济有益还是有害？[56]美国公众普遍认为有害无益。然而，大多数经济学家却一致认为，无论是合法还是非法的移民，都对经济起到了少许的正面促进作用。[57]移民提供了廉价的劳动力，降低了从农产品到新建房屋等各种商品的价格，使消费者的口袋里多剩下了些钱。那么为什么在对移民对经济影响的认知和现实之间存在着如此不对应的情况呢？


  这里有不少常见的看法。一些人觉得新输入的劳动力对他们构成了威胁，使他们感到忧虑。另一些人强调说这些没有登记的移民给公共服务部门如学校、医院和监狱等带来了压力。还有一些人突出了种族的因素，说外国人给这个国家增添了恐惧和不安全感。这些理由都有一定的合理性，但都不够充分。


  为了更好地理解这一问题，我们来考虑一下移民影响体现在哪些方面。虽然其总体影响可能是积极的，但其代价和益处的分配却不均衡。戴维·卡德是加利福尼亚大学伯克利分校的经济学家，他指出，从移民提供的低成本劳动力中直接获益最多的是企业和雇主们——比如内布拉斯加州的肉类加工厂，或加利福尼亚州的农产品企业。诚然，[57]这些生产商节约的成本很可能转化为杂货店商品的低价格，但有多少消费者能在结账时联想到这一点呢？至于非法移民的弊端，这倒同样是焦点所在。当地低技能的工人在与外国劳动力的竞争中最吃亏。哈佛经济学家乔治·博尔哈斯的一项研究表明，在1980年至2000年间，[58]移民使得美国高中辍学生的收入下降了9%。

  A Different Formula for Happiness


  A) Say the words“therapy session (心理治疗)”and many people will picture an hour spent on a couch dredging up unhappy childhood memories. A different approach suggests that redirecting the focus onto the present and future can make people happier, healthier and lead to better relationships.


  B) The method, called Time Perspective Therapy, involves figuring out which of six different outlooks a person has: past-positive (you love the past)；past-negative (you have regrets and bad things happened in your past—or things that you now exaggerate as bad)；present hedonism (you enjoy the present and like to reward yourself)；present fatalism (you feel that events are beyond your control, so why bother?)；goal-oriented future (you plan ahead and weigh the costs and benefits of any decision)；transcendental future (you live a good life because you believe the reward is a heaven after death).


  C) The best profile to have, says Philip Zimbardo, psychologist and professor honorably retired at Stanford University, is a blend of a high level of past-positive, a moderately high level of future orientation and a moderate level of selected present hedonism. In other words, you like your past, work for the future—but not so hard that you become a workaholic—and choose when to seek pleasure in the present. Dr. Zimbardo, an influential thinker in this field who lectures widely, administers a 56-item questionnaire to determine a patient's profile.


  D) The worst time-perspective profile to have is a high level of past negative coupled with a high level of present fatalism.“These people are living in a negative past and think nothing they do can change it,”says Dr. Zimbardo, co-author of the book The Time Cure. They also score low on present hedonism and have a low future orientation. People who are clinically depressed or have Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder (创伤后压力心理障碍症) typically have this profile.


  E) Our individual time perspective is influenced by many things, including family and friends, culture, religion, education and life events. As very young children, we were all pretty much purely hedonistic—focused on getting what we wanted when we wanted it. Some, but not all of us, become more future-oriented as we get older.


  F) In a famous study in the 1960s, psychologist Walter Mitchel, now a professor at Columbia University, tested the ability of young children to resist temptation for a future goal. He placed one marshmallow (棉花糖) in front of each child and explained that they could eat it right away if they wanted, but if they waited about 10 to 15 minutes, they could have a second one to eat. About half the children wolfed down the treat right away; the other half managed to hold out for a second marshmallow.


  G) The time perspective that the children had when they were young had a large impact on the way they behaved later in life. Dr. Mitchel followed up with the children when they were teens, and then in middle age. The individuals who resisted the marshmallow at roughly ages 4 and 5 performed better in school, scored an average of about 250 points higher on their SATs and had happier family lives. Those who ate the marshmallow immediately had more emotional problems throughout their lives.


  H) The good news, says Dr. Zimbardo: People can change their time perspective. Between 2004 and 2012, Time Perspective Therapy was administered by Dr. Zimbardo's co-authors Rick and Rosemary Sword, therapists in Maui, to 32 veterans with Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder, all of whom had been through other therapies without positive results. All 32 saw a significant decrease in anxiety, depression and PTSD symptoms (症状).


  I) A person can raise a past-positive score, Dr. Zimbardo says, by focusing on the good in your past: create photo albums, write letters of gratitude to people who inspired you, start an oral history of your family. Your future orientation can get a boost by organizing your calendar or planning a family vacation, actions that get you to envision and plan for a positive future. And volunteering or becoming a mentor can help you see that your actions can have a positive impact. Besides, you can increase your present hedonism by doing something to balance your mood, such as exercise or a nature walk. Also, reward your hard work with an activity you enjoy: dinner with a friend, a massage, an afternoon playing your favorite sport.


  J) To lower your past-negative scores you can work to silence your pessimistic inner critic by meditating or keeping an ongoing list of all the good things in your life right now.“It's thinking about what's good in your life now, rather than what was bad in your life then,”says Dr. Zimbardo. And you can reduce your future fatalistic perspective by learning a new skill or hobby that allows you to see your change, and doing it with a partner—it's less isolating and the other person can give you positive feedback.


  K) Dominic Monahan not surprisingly had a negative perspective after he was laid off from his job as a project manager at a printing press manufacturer in 2009, and moved into his mother's suburban Chicago basement. He sent out hundreds of resumes—and landed no interviews.“I had no hope and was living in the past,”says the 42-year-old.“I was ready to give up.”


  L) Mr. Monahan admits he was always pretty focused on present gratification. He preferred to ride his mountain bike, run, hunt, or do anything instead of studying. He dropped out of college, joined the Navy and held a series of technician jobs after he got out. He says he tried college several more times without graduating.


  M) He tried psychotherapy after he lost his job, but quit because he felt it was just paying someone to listen to him complain. While he didn't try Time Perspective Therapy specifically, his experience shows how the method can help a person recover from a downward spiral.


  N) He eventually gained 60 pounds (eating peanut butter by the spoonful) and began sleeping 18 hours a day. When he outgrew his sweatpants, he says, he decided to turn his life around. He signed up for an online finance degree, and the condensed classes helped him to feel he was making progress. He recently graduated. He also got a temporary consulting job at a company that uses new technology to purify wastewater.


  O) He started to exercise and took up the martial art Tae Kwan Do (跆拳道). His instructor, who is also a psychologist, taught him to talk back to his negative inner voice. Now, when he starts reflecting upon mistakes he's made in the past, or tells himself there is no hope, he says out loud:“Stop... This behavior is not going to move us in a positive direction or make us happy.”


  P) Monahan still lives with his mom. He has lost 35 pounds and says his hunt for a financial analyst position and his goal of achieving more Tae Kwan Do belts keep him focused on the future.“The small steps I took all added up and helped me get out of the negative past, be in the present and plan for the future,”he says.“Over time they started to change my subconscious into believing there is hope.”

  When the Commerce Department reported last week that the trade deficit in June approached $50 billion, it set off a new round of economic doomsaying. Imports, which soared to $200.3 billion in the month, are subtracted in the calculation of gross domestic product. The larger the trade deficit, the smaller the GDP. Should such imbalances continue, pessimists say, they could contribute to slower growth.


  But there's another way of looking at the trade data. Over the past two years, the figures on imports and exports seem not to signal a double-dip recession—a renewed decline in the broad level of economic activity in the United States—but an economic expansion.


  The rising volume of trade—more goods and services shuttling in and out of the United States—is good news for many sectors. Companies engaged in shipping, trucking, rail freight, delivery, and logistics (物流) have all been reporting better than expected results. The rising numbers signify growing vitality in foreign markets—when we import more stuff, it puts more cash in the hands of people around the world, and U.S. exports are rising because more foreigners have the ability to buy the things we produce and market. The rising tide of trade is also good news for people who work in trade-sensitive businesses, especially those that produce commodities for which global demand sets the price—agricultural goods, mining, metals, oil.


  And while exports always seem to lag, U.S. companies are becoming more involved in the global economy with each passing month. General Motors sells as many cars in China as in America each month. While that may not do much for imports, it does help GM's balance sheet—and hence makes the jobs of U.S.-based executives more stable.


  One great challenge for the U.S. economy is slack domestic consumer demand. Americans are paying down debt, saving more, and spending more carefully. That's to be expected, given what we've been through. But there's a bigger challenge. Can U.S.-based businesses, large and small, figure out how to get a piece of growing global demand? Unless you want to pick up and move to India, or Brazil, or China, the best way to do that is through trade. It may seem obvious, but it's no longer enough simply to do business with our friends and neighbors here at home.


  Companies and individuals who don't have a strategy to export more, or to get more involved in foreign markets, or to play a role in global trade, are shutting themselves out of the lion's share of economic opportunity in our world.

  A recurring criticism of the UK's university sector is its perceived weakness in translating new knowledge into new products and services.


  Recently, the UK National Stem Cell Network warned the UK could lose its place among the world leaders in stem cell research unless adequate funding and legislation could be assured. We should take this concern seriously as universities are key in the national innovation system.


  However, we do have to challenge the unthinking complaint that the sector does not do enough in taking ideas to market. The most recent comparative data on the performance of universities and research institutions in Australia, Canada, USA and UK shows that, from a relatively weak starting position, the UK now leads on many indicators of commercialisation activity.


  When viewed at the national level, the policy interventions of the past decade have helped transform the performance of UK universities. Evidence suggests the UK's position is much stronger than in the recent past and is still showing improvement. But national data masks the very large variation in the performance of individual universities. The evidence shows that a large number of universities have fallen off the back of the pack, a few perform strongly and the rest chase the leaders.


  This type of uneven distribution is not peculiar to the UK and is mirrored across other economies. In the UK, research is concentrated: less than 25% of universities receive 75% of the research funding. These same universities are also the institutions producing the greatest share of PhD graduates, science citations, patents and licence income. The effect of policies generating long-term resource concentration has also created a distinctive set of universities which are research-led and commercially active. It seems clear that the concentration of research and commercialisation work creates differences between universities.


  The core objective for universities which are research-led must be to maximise the impact of their research efforts. These universities should be generating the widest range of social, economic and environmental benefits. In return for the scale of investment, they should share their expertise in order to build greater confidence in the sector.


  Part of the economic recovery of the UK will be driven by the next generation of research commercialisation spilling out of our universities. There are three dozen universities in the UK which are actively engaged in advanced research training and commercialisation work.


  If there was a greater coordination of technology transfer offices within regions and a simultaneous investment in the scale and functions of our graduate schools, universities could, and should, play a key role in positioning the UK for the next growth cycle.

Of the 15,000 mice housed there in a typical year, [16] most give their lives for humanity. These are“good”mice and as such won the protection of the animal-care committee. At any given time, however, some mice escape and run free. These mice are“pests”. [17] They can disrupt experiments with the bacteria organisms they carry. They are“bad”mice and must be captured and destroyed. Usually, this is accomplished by means of sticky traps, a kind of fly paper on which they become increasingly stuck. But the real point of this cautionary tale, says animal behaviorist Herzog, is that the labels we put on things can affect our moral responses to them. Using stick traps or the more deadly snap traps would be deemed unacceptable for good mice. [18] Yet the killing of bad mice requires no prior approval. Once the research animal hits the floor and becomes an escapee, says Herzog, its moral standing is instantly diminished. In Herzog's own home, there was a more ironic example: when his young son's pet mouse Willy died recently, it was accorded a tearful ceremonial burial in the garden. [19] Yet even as they mourned Willy, says Herzog, he and his wife were setting snap traps to kill the pest mice in their kitchen.   In the past, one of the biggest disadvantages of machines has been their inability to work on a micro-scale. For example, doctors did not have devices allowing them to go inside the human body to [26] detect health problems or to perform [27] delicate surgery. Repair crews did not have a way of [28] identifying broken pipes located deep within a high-rise [29] apartment building. However, that's about to change. Advances in computers and biophysics have started a microminiature (超微）[30] revolution that allows scientists to envision—and in some cases actually build—microscopic machines. These devices promise to [31] dramatically change the way we live and work.


  Micromachines already are making an impact. At Case Western Reserve University in Cleveland, Ohio, research scientists have designed a 4-inch silicon chip that holds 700 tiny [32] primitive motors. At Lucas NovaSensor in Fremont, California, scientists have perfected the world's first microscopic blood-pressure sensor. Threaded through a person's [33] blood vessels, the sensor can provide blood pressure readings at the valve of the heart itself.


  Although simple versions of miniature devices have had an [34] impact, advanced versions are still several years away. Auto manufacturers, for example, are trying to use tiny devices that can sense when to release an airbag and how to keep engines and brakes [35] operating efficiently. Some futurists envision nanotechnology (纳米技术) also being used to explore the deep sea in small submarine, or even to launch finger-sized rockets packed with microminiature instruments.

  当领导力协会的创始人兼主管斯蒂芬·科维在过去的十年间探索领导风格时，他重点研究了[40]大量高效能人士的习惯。他撰写的《高效能人士的七个习惯》很快成了广受欢迎的畅销书。他的观点促使人们重新审视以前的领导力范例，据他观察，以前的领导力范例集中在品德和个人魅力等[41]特征上。品德暗示成功源于正直、谦虚、忠诚、勇气和耐心等品质。而个人魅力暗示人的态度而不是行为能够[42]激发成功，而且这种魅力建立在积极的心态之上。与上述两种观点不同，科维主张领导者应理解高效能的[43]普遍法则，他强调如果领导者希望在自己的工作环境中获得杰出成就的话，最重要的是首先[44]亲自管理好自己。为了实现企业的良好愿景，企业领导者应该对自己[45]前进的方向和看重的方面有一个自我认识，这一点至关重要。

  语义判断：符合语法条件的动词过去式有headed“朝向；领导”、coined“杜撰；创造”、inspired“激励；启迪”以及considered“考虑”。结合空后的the phrase可知coined为正确答案。故选H。

  语义判断：备选项中符合语法条件的名词有check和traits。结合句末的character ethic and the personality ethic可知，只有traits符合这里的语意，代入句中表示品德和个人魅力等“特征”。故选L。

  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，该空缺少一个及物动词。从上下文时态可知，该动词是过去式。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的过去式及物动词有headed、inspired和considered。结合空格前后的one's attitude和success可知，inspired符合语意，因此答案是I。

  语法判断：空前是动词understand，空后是名词principles，因此可以断定这里缺少形容词或可作形容词的分词，修饰principles。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的只有形容词universal。universal principles意为“普遍法则”，为惯用表达。故选F。

  语法判断：该空所在的句子结构完整，因此可以断定这里缺少一个副词，以修饰空后的动词manage。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的副词有highly“高度地”和personally“本人地；亲自地”。结合句意，personally符合此处表达，代入文中表示“亲自”管理好自己。故选J。

  语法判断：该空所在部分是一个由where引导的从句，做介词of的宾语，空前是you are，因此可以断定这里缺少一个动词的分词形式。


  语义判断：符合语法条件和句意的只有动词的过去分词headed。be headed for意为“朝……行进；前往”，符合此处语意，故选G。


  Section B


  对幸福的不同解读


  A) 说到“心理治疗”，很多人会联想到这样一幅画面：斜靠在沙发上，花一个小时来回忆不幸的童年经历。一种与之不同的治疗方法表明，把关注的焦点转向现在和将来会让人觉得更加幸福、健康，进而建立起更好的人际关系。


  B) 这种被称为“时间观疗法”的方法，涉及弄清楚一个人拥有六种不同时间观念的哪种观念：过去积极时间观（你喜欢自己的过去）；过去消极时间观（你有悔恨，过去发生过不幸事件——或者是现在被你夸大为不幸的事情）；现在享受时间观（你享受当下，喜欢自我褒奖）；现在宿命时间观（你感觉事情不受自己控制，那又何必烦恼呢？）；目标导向未来时间观（你未雨绸缪，总是权衡得失后再做决定）；[49]超验未来时间观（你过着有道德的生活，因为你相信这么做的奖励是死后进入天堂）。


  C) [51]已从斯坦福大学光荣退休的心理学家兼教授菲利普·津巴多说，最佳心态是拥有非常强烈的过去积极时间观、比较强烈的未来导向时间观以及强度适中的选择性现在享受时间观。也就是说，你喜欢你的过去，为将来而努力（但不是太辛苦，把自己变成了工作狂），并适时寻求当下的享受。作为该领域颇具影响的思想家，津巴多博士在许多地方做讲座，他利用一份由56个题目组成的问卷来确定一个人的时间观。


  D) 最坏的时间观就是既有强烈的过去消极观，又有强烈的现在宿命观。作为《时间疗法》一书的合著作者，津巴多博士认为：“这些人活在消极的过去，觉得无论做什么都于事无补。”他们在“现在享受”及“未来导向”这两项中的得分也不高。[55]在临床上被诊断为抑郁症或者患有创伤后压力心理障碍症的人一般就是这种状况。


  E) [48]我们个体的时间观念受许多因素的影响，这些因素包括家庭和朋友、文化、宗教、教育和生活事件。年幼时，我们都是相当纯粹的享受主义者，强调当下欲望的满足。有些人（但不是所有）会随着年龄的增长变得更加注重未来。


  F) 20世纪60年代，现为哥伦比亚大学教授兼心理学家的沃尔特·米切尔进行了一项著名的研究，他测试了幼童为实现未来目标而抵制诱惑的能力。他在每个孩子面前放了一块棉花糖，对他们解释说，如果他们想吃，可以马上就吃；但如果等待10~15分钟左右，就可以再吃到另外一块。[54]大约一半的孩子马上就狼吞虎咽地吃掉了棉花糖；另有半数的孩子成功地坚持等来了另一块棉花糖。


  G) 孩子在年幼时的时间观对其日后的行为方式有着很大的影响。米切尔博士对这些孩子在青少年及中年时期的情形进行了追踪研究。那些四五岁左右时能抵制棉花糖诱惑的孩子在学校里表现更优异，SAT考试分数平均高出250分左右，他们的家庭生活也更加幸福。而那些立即就把棉花糖吃掉的孩子在一生当中则有更多情感问题。


  H) [47]津巴多博士说，好消息是人们可以改变自己的时间观。在2004至2012年期间，与津巴多博士共同撰写《时间疗法》一书的里克和罗斯玛丽·索德（毛伊岛上的心理咨询师）对32名患有创伤后压力心理障碍症的老兵施行了时间观疗法，这些老兵都曾接受过其他治疗，但疗效并不显著。经过治疗，这32名老兵的焦虑、抑郁和创伤后压力心理障碍症的症状都得到明显的缓解。


  I) [52]津巴多博士认为，人们可以通过关注过去的美好事物来使自己变得更具有过去积极时间观：创建相册，给那些激励过你的人写感谢信，着手一部家庭口述史。你的未来导向得分可以通过建立日程表或者规划家庭度假来提升，这些活动都能让你展望并规划积极的未来。其次，进行志愿活动或者成为一名导师有助于你看到自己的行动能带来积极的影响。你还可以通过做一些譬如运动或在大自然中散步等活动来平衡你的情绪，来增加对现在的享受。另外，用你喜欢的活动来犒赏自身的辛勤工作：和朋友一起吃晚饭，做做按摩，利用一下午时间做你最喜欢的体育运动。


  J) 为降低在过去消极时间观上的得分，你可以进行冥想或保持记录当下生活中的一切美好，让你内心中那个悲观的批评家保持沉默。津巴多博士称：“要想你现在生活中的美丽，而不是过去生活中的不堪。”另外，要减少在未来宿命时间观上的得分，可以学学能让你看到自己变化的新技能或爱好，并与一名同伴一起来做——这样你就不会感到孤独，对方也能给你积极的反馈。


  K) [46]多米尼克·莫纳汉拥有消极观念一点也不足为奇：他曾在一家印刷机制造厂担任项目经理，2009年遭到解雇，此后他搬进母亲位于芝加哥市郊的地下室里。虽然投了数百份简历，但莫纳汉没有得到任何面试机会。42岁的他说道：“我没有希望，生活在过去，我准备放弃了。”


  L) 莫纳汉先生承认，他总是十分关注当下的满足。与学习相比，他更喜欢骑山地车、跑步、打猎或者做任何与学习无关的事情。他大学辍学，加入海军，退役后从事过一系列的技术员工作。他说，他尝试攻读过几次大学学位，但都没有毕业。


  M) 失业后，他尝试过心理治疗，但后来放弃了治疗，因为他觉得自己只是在付钱给别人来听他抱怨。虽然他没有专门尝试过时间观疗法，但他的经历却证明了这种方法是如何帮助人从恶性循环中恢复过来的。


  N) 一勺又一勺地吃花生酱让莫纳汉的体重最终增加了60磅，他开始一天睡18个小时。当他穿不下自己的宽松长运动裤时，便决定彻底改变自己的生活。他报名参加了一个在线金融学位课程，密集的课程让他感觉到自己在进步。最近他毕业了，还在一家运用新技术来净化污水的公司谋取到了一份临时性的顾问工作。


  O) 他开始锻炼身体，还开始练习武术——跆拳道。[53]他的教练，也是一位心理学家，指导他抵制内心的消极声音。现在，当他开始反思过去的错误或告诉自己没有希望时，他都会大声说：“不要这样……这种行为不会让我们朝着积极的方向前进，也不会让我们幸福。”


  P) 莫纳汉仍然和他母亲生活一起。[50]他的体重降了35磅。他说他正在寻求一份金融分析师的职位，还怀有获得更高的跆拳道级别的目标，这些目标使他关注未来。他说：“我迈出的每一小步都累积起来，帮助我摆脱了消极的过去，活在当下，筹划将来。它们渐渐改变我的潜意识，使我相信希望还在。”

  A) Celina McPhail's mom wouldn't let her have a Facebook account. The 12-year-old is on Instagram instead. Her mother, Maria McPhail, agreed to let her download the app (应用软件) onto her iPod Touch, because she thought she was fostering an interest in photography. But Ms. McPhail, of Austin, Texas, has learned that Celina and her friends mostly use the service to post Photoshopped photo-jokes and text messages they create on another free app called Versagram. When kids can't get on Facebook,“they're good at finding ways around that,”she says.


  B) It's harder than ever to keep an eye on the children. Many parents limit their preteens' access to well-known sites like Facebook and monitor what their children do online. But with kids constantly seeking new places to connect—preferably, unsupervised by their families—most parents are learning how difficult it is to prevent their kids from interacting with social media.


  C) Children are using technology at ever-younger ages. About 15% of kids under the age of 11 have their own mobile phone, according to eMarketer. Scholastic will preview a new version of Storia, an interactive e-reading application aimed at kids ages 3 to 14.“As kids migrate more to devices, we don't want to be left out,”says Deborah Forte, president of Scholastic Media.


  G) “Digital media is a great thing for kids; even a 12-year-old can have a personal brand,”says Stephanie Schwab, the founder of the Digital Family convention. Her 3-year-old uses an iPad every day. When Ms. Schwab recently wondered out loud what the weather was like, her son responded,“Ask Siri.”


  H) KidzVuz is a social media start-up aimed at teaching kids how to create content at an early age. Kids create a profile with a handle (say,“GossipGirl”) but no name, and parents have to approve the account. Kids then create video reviews of books, films, food and clothes. There is no private messaging, and comments are actively monitored for nastiness. The site was launched by two technologically active mothers in New York City. One co-founder, Ms. Levey, says the idea is to create a safe place for children to learn how to communicate effectively and politely on a medium that will be key to their social, academic and economic lives.


  I) Faith King, a 9-year-old third grader in RedBank, N.J., says since she started posting video reviews to KidzVuz, she has learned important lessons of film production.“You need to make sure the lights are on so people can see you,”she says. She also has learned to focus on interesting contents.“Don't review a dictionary,”she advises. Her mother, Cristie Ritz-King, says her daughter's love of the site has prompted many conversations about the importance of being skeptical about strangers online and questioning the accuracy of information. She wants her daughter to learn early on to be agile (机敏的）with social media.“It's never going away,”she says.


  J) The University of Southern California's Annenberg Innovation Lab has created Playground, a social platform for school-age students. The idea is for kids to learn how to create Internet content—and to consider the implications of privacy, the permanence of a Web footprint, the basics of brand building and a little about online manners. Educators need to teach Internet literacy at an early age, says Erin Reilly, Playground's creator.“Kids are always going to find a back door for communication and collaboration,”she says.


  K) Along with established social sites for kids, such as Walt Disney Co.'s Club Penguin, kids are flocking to newer sites such as FashionPlaytes.com, a meeting place aimed at girls' ages 5 to 12 who are interested in designing clothes, and Everloop, a social network for kids under the age of 13.   As anyone who has tried to lose weight knows, realistic goal-setting generally produces the best results. That's partially because it appears people who set realistic goals actually work more efficiently, and exert more effort, to achieve those goals.


  What's far less understood by scientists, however, are the potentially harmful effects of goal-setting.


  Newspapers relay daily accounts of goal-setting prevalent in industries and businesses up and down both Wall Street and Main Street, yet there has been surprisingly little research on how the long-trumpeted practice of setting goals may have contributed to the current economic crisis, and unethical (不道德的) behavior in general.


  “Goals are widely used and promoted as having really beneficial effects. And yet, the same motivation that can push people to exert more effort in a constructive way could also motivate people to be more likely to engage in unethical behaviors,”says Maurice Schweitzer, an associate professor at Penn's Wharton School.


  “It turns out there's no economic benefit to just having a goal—you just get a psychological benefit.”Schweitzer says,“But in many cases, goals have economic rewards that make them more powerful.”


  A prime example Schweitzer and his colleagues cite is the 2004 collapse of energy-trading giant Enron, where managers used financial incentives to motivate salesmen to meet specific revenue goals. The problem, Schweitzer says, is the actual trades were not profitable.


  Other studies have shown that saddling employees with unrealistic goals can compel them to lie, cheat or steal. Such was the case in the early 1990s when Sears imposed a sales quota on its auto repair staff. It prompted employees to overcharge for work and to complete unnecessary repairs on a companywide basis.


  Schweitzer concedes his research runs counter to a very large body of literature that commends the many benefits of goal-setting. Advocates of the practice have taken issue with his team's use of such evidence as news accounts to support his conclusion that goal-setting is widely over-prescribed.


  In a rebuttal (反驳) paper, Dr. Edwin Locke writes:“Goal-setting is not going away. Organizations cannot thrive without being focused on their desired end results any more than an individual can thrive without goals to provide a sense of purpose.”


  But Schweitzer contends the“mounting causal evidence”linking goal-setting and harmful behavior should be studied to help spotlight issues that merit caution and further investigation.“Even a few negative effects could be so large that they outweigh many positive effects,”he says.


  “Goal-setting does help coordinate and motivate people. My idea would be to combine that with careful oversight, a strong organizational culture, and make sure the goals that you use are going to be constructive and not significantly harm the organization,”Schweitzer says.

  For most of the 20th century, Asia asked itself what it could learn from the modern, innovating West. Now the question must be reversed: what can the West's overly indebted and sluggish (经济滞长的) nations learn from a flourishing Asia?


  Just a few decades ago, Asia's two giants were stagnating (停滞不前) under faulty economic ideologies. However, once China began embracing free-market reforms in the 1980s, followed by India in the 1990s, both countries achieved rapid growth. Crucially, as they opened up their markets, they balanced market economy with sensible government direction. As the Indian economist Amartya Sen has wisely said,“The invisible hand of the market has often relied heavily on the visible hand of government.”


  Contrast this middle path with America and Europe, which have each gone ideologically overboard in their own ways. Since the 1980s, America has been increasingly clinging to the ideology of uncontrolled free markets and dismissing the role of government—following Ronald Reagan's idea that“government is not the solution to our problem; government is the problem.”Of course, when the markets came crashing down in 2007, it was decisive government intervention that saved the day. Despite this fact, many Americans are still strongly opposed to“big government.”


  If Americans could only free themselves from their antigovernment doctrine, they would begin to see that America's problems are not insoluble. A few sensible federal measures could put the country back on the right path. A simple consumption tax of, say, 5% would significantly reduce the country's huge government deficit without damaging productivity. A small gasoline tax would help free America from its dependence on oil imports and create incentives for green energy development. In the same way, a significant reduction of wasteful agricultural subsidies could also lower the deficit. But in order to take advantage of these common-sense solutions, Americans will have to put aside their own attachment to the idea of smaller government and less regulation. American politicians will have to develop the courage to follow what is taught in all American public-policy schools: that there are good taxes and bad taxes. Asian countries have embraced this wisdom, and have built sound long-term fiscal (财政的) policies as a result.


  Meanwhile, Europe has fallen prey to a different ideological trap: the belief that European governments would always have infinite resources and could continue borrowing as if there were no tomorrow. Unlike the Americans, who felt that the markets knew best, the Europeans failed to anticipate how the markets would react to their endless borrowing. Today, the European Union is creating a $580 billion fund to ward off sovereign collapse. This will buy the EU time, but it will not solve the bloc's larger problem.

  [16] Russell Fazio, an Ohio State psychology professor who has studied interracial roommates there and at Indiana University, discovered an intriguing academic effect. [17] In a study analyzing data on thousands of Ohio State freshmen who lived in dorms, he found the black freshmen who came to college with high standardized test scores earned better grades if they had a white roommate—even if the roommate's test scores were low. The roommate's race had no effect on the grades of white students or low-scoring black students. Perhaps, the study speculated, having a white roommate helps academically prepared black students adjust to a predominantly white university.


  [18] That same study found the randomly assigned interracial roommates at Ohio State broke up before the end of the quarter about twice as often as same-race roommates. Because interracial roommate relationships are often problematic, Dr. Fazio said, many students would like to move out, but university housing policies may make it hard to leave.“At Indiana University, where housing was not so tight, more interracial roommates split up,”he said.“Here at Ohio State, where housing was tight, they were told to work it out. [19] The most interesting thing we found was that if the relationship managed to continue for just 10 weeks, we could see an improvement in racial attitudes.”


  Dr. Fazio's Indiana study found that three times as many randomly assigned interracial roommates were no longer living together at the end of the semester, compared with white roommates. The interracial roommates spent less time together, and had fewer joint activities than the white pairs.

  In a small laboratory at the Medical University of South Carolina, Dr. Vladimir Mironov has been working for a decade to grow meat. A developmental biologist and tissue engineer, Dr. Mironov is one of only a few scientists worldwide involved in bioengineering“cultured”meat. [20] It's a product he believes could help solve future global food crises resulting from shrinking amounts of land available for growing meat the old-fashioned way.“Growth of cultured meat is also under way in the Netherlands,”Mironov told Reuters in an interview,“but in the United States, it is science in search of funding and demand.”


  The new National Institute of Food and Agriculture won't fund it, the National Institute of Health won't fund it, and NASA funded it only briefly, Mironov said.“It's classic disruptive technology,”Mironov said.“[21] Bringing any new technology on the market, on average, costs $1 billion. We don't even have $1 million.”


  Director of the Advanced Tissue Biofabrication Center in the Department of Regenerative Medicine and Cell Biology at the medical university, Mironov now primarily conducts research on tissue engineering, or growing, of human organs.“There's an unpleasant factor when people find out meat is grown in a lab. They don't like to associate technology with food,”said Nicholas Genovese, a visiting scholar in cancer cell biology. [22]“But there are a lot of products that we eat today that are considered natural that are produced in a similar manner,”Genovese said.

  Bernard Jackson is a free man today, but he has many bitter memories. [23] Jackson spent five years in prison after a jury wrongly convicted him of raping two women. At Jackson's trial, although two witnesses testified that Jackson was with them in another location at the times of the crimes, he was convicted anyway. Why? [24] The jury believed the testimony of the two victims, who positively identified Jackson as the man who had attacked them. The court eventually freed Jackson after the police found the man who had really committed the crimes. Jackson was similar in appearance to the guilty man. The two women had made a mistake in identity. As a result, Jackson has lost five years of his life.


  The two women in this case were eyewitnesses. They clearly saw the man who attacked them, yet they mistakenly identified an innocent person. Similar incidents have occurred before. Eyewitnesses to other crimes have identified the wrong person in a police lineup or in photographs.


  [25] Many factors influence the accuracy of eyewitness testimony. For instance, witnesses sometimes see photographs of several suspects before they try to identify the person they saw in a lineup of people. They can become confused by seeing many photographs of similar faces. The number of people in the lineup, and whether it is a live lineup or a photograph, may also affect a witness's decision. People sometimes have difficulty identifying people of other races. The questions the police ask witnesses also have an effect on them.

  About 700,000 children in Mexico dropped out of school last year as recession-stricken families pushed kids to work, and a weak economic recovery will allow only a [26] slight improvement in the drop-out rate in 2010, a top education [27] official said.


  Mexico's economy suffered more than any other in Latin America last year, [28] shrinking an estimated 7 percent due to a [29] plunge in U.S. demand for Mexican exports such as cars.


  The [30] decline led to a 4 percent increase in the number of kids who left [31] primary or middle school in 2009, said Juan de Dios Castro, who [32] heads the nation's adult education program and keeps a close watch on drop-out rates.


  “[33] Poverty rose and that is a factor that makes our job more difficult,”Castro told Reuters in an interview earlier this month.


  Hindered by higher taxes and weak demand for its exports, Mexico's economy is seen only [34] partially recovering this year. As a result, drop-out rates will not improve much, Castro said.“There will be some improvement, but not significant,”Castro said.


  Mexico has [35] historically had high drop-out rates as poor families pull kids out of school to help put food on the table. And children often sell candy and crafts in the streets or work in restaurants.

  受较高的税收和出口需求疲软的阻碍，今年墨西哥的经济只能[34]部分复苏。其结果是，辍学率不会明显地改善，卡斯特罗说。“会有一定的改善，但不会很显著。”


  墨西哥[35]历来都有着很高的辍学率，因为贫穷的家庭会迫使孩子辍学以帮助家里维持生计。孩子们经常会在大街上卖糖果和工艺品，或者去饭店打工。

  Section A


  面对全球变暖，大量工作都[36]集中于采用各种各样的策略以减少温室气体的排放。然而，尽管大量研究和创新方法都专注于寻找污染相对较少的[37]替代能源，但或许还要等上几十年，风能和太阳能之类的无污染技术才能够满足我们[38]大量的能源需求。


  与此同时，空气中的二氧化碳含量正在迅速逼近政府间气候变化专门委员会（IPCC）提出的极限值。哥伦比亚大学的地球物理学者克劳斯·莱克纳说：“只要我们还在使用矿物燃料，我们就在排放二氧化碳，我们不能让大气中的二氧化碳含量[39]无限地增长。”


  这种紧迫[40]感增加了人们[41]收集和储存二氧化碳的兴趣，政府间气候变化专门委员会称，这有助于实现人们所认为的缓解全球变暖所必须做到的（二氧化碳）减排50%以上的目标。壳牌公司二氧化碳与[42]环境事务高级顾问金·科利说：“我们看到了收集和储存二氧化碳在减少排放量方面能发挥不可或缺作用的潜力。”这种前瞻性战略正在获得人们的支持。


  但收集了二氧化碳之后该如何处置呢？一种选择是将其另作他用。北达科他州的达科他气化公司在一家能源厂收集二氧化碳气体（该能源厂将煤[43]转化为合成天然气），然后将二氧化碳通过管道输送到200英里之外的加拿大。在那里，二氧化碳在石油开采作业中被泵入[44]地下。


  然而，科学家们表示二氧化碳的（巨大）排放量要求人们进行长期、大量的储存。有人[45]提议将二氧化碳储存于煤矿中或以液体形式保存于海洋中。

  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词有underground“地下的”、environmental“环境的”和important“重要的”。分析上下文语境，environmental符合语意，environmental affairs意为“环境事务”。故选L。

  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，本空处于一个由关系代词that引导的定语从句中，需要填入一个动词，作从句的谓语。该词应是第三人称单数形式，且与其后的介词into构成常用搭配。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的动词有converts和takes。convert...into...意为“把……转化成……”，此处是说“将煤转化为合成天然气”，符合句意，故选A。


  44. H) underground


  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，该空缺少一个副词，修饰空前的动词pumped。


  语义判断：pump意为“注入；用泵输送”，该空所填词应与地点有关。备选项中只有副词underground合适，故选H。


  45. O) propose


  语法判断：分析句子主干可知，本空所在的句子缺少谓语，需要填入一个动词。结合空格前的Some（代指scientists）和上下文时态可知，该动词应为原形，并且后面跟动词的ing形式。


  语义判断：备选项中的动词原形只有propose，意为“提议，建议”。


  Section B


  青少年的秘密在线生活


  A) 塞莉纳·麦克费尔的妈妈不让她注册Facebook账号，12岁的她转而玩起了Instagram。[48]她的妈妈玛丽亚·麦克费尔认为女儿在培养对摄影的兴趣，因此同意她把这款应用软件下载到iPod Touch上。但是，来自得克萨斯州奥斯汀的麦克费尔夫人了解到塞莉纳和朋友们主要用它来发布PS过的搞笑图片和在另一款名为Versagram的免费软件上创建的文本信息。她说道，当孩子们不能上Facebook时，“他们善于寻找迂回路线”。

  H) KidzVuz是一个新建的社交媒体网站，旨在指导孩子学习如何在年幼时创建内容。孩子们用别名（比如“绯闻女孩”）而非真实姓名创建个人资料，并且家长必须同意其开设账号。此后，孩子们发表对书籍、电影、食品以及服装的视频评论。[52]网站没有收发私人信息的功能，同时评论也受到频繁监控，以防淫秽内容。这家网站是由来自纽约市的两名妈妈所创建，她们都是技术达人。身为创始人之一的利维女士表示，创建网站的初衷就是给孩子们搭建一个安全的平台，让他们学会在一个将对他们的社会生活、学业生活和经济生活产生重要影响的媒介上如何与人进行有效、礼貌的沟通。


  I) 费丝·金是一名来自新泽西州雷德班克市九岁的三年级学生。她说，自从她开始向KidzVuz上传视频评论之后，她汲取了关于电影制作的重要经验。她说道：“你需要确保灯是亮着的，这样人们才能看到你。”她还学会了把注意力放在有趣的内容上。她建议：“别去评论一部字典。”[51]费丝的妈妈克里斯蒂·里茨-金说，女儿对这家网站的热衷促使了她与女儿的多次谈话，谈到不可轻信网络陌生人以及质疑信息是否准确的重要性。她想要女儿早些学会对社交媒体保持机敏的头脑。她说：“社交媒体永远不会消失。”


  J) 南加州大学的安嫩伯格创新实验室为学龄儿童开发了一个名为Playground的社交平台。其初衷是让孩子们学会如何创建网络内容，同时还要考虑到隐私的含义、网页痕迹的永久性、品牌建立的基本知识以及一点关于网络礼仪的知识。该平台的创始人埃琳·赖利觉得，教育者需要在孩子年幼时就教授其网络基础知识。她说：“孩子们总是会找到交流与合作的秘密方式。”


  K) 除了华特·迪士尼公司旗下的企鹅俱乐部这样已经成熟的儿童社交网站之外，一些更为新兴的网站也吸引了孩子们蜂拥而至，例如FashionPlaytes.com，这是一家针对年龄在5-12岁、对服装设计感兴趣的女孩子的社交网站。还有Everloop，一家针对13岁以下儿童的社交网络。还有Viddy，一家视频共享网站，其功能与Instagram类似，在儿童以及青少年中更受欢迎。

  N) [55]即使这样，一些儿童还是在家长的许可下在YouTube和Facebook等社交媒体网站上创建自己的公开页面。来自南加州的10岁女孩奥特姆·米勒在其Facebook粉丝页面的博文拥有将近6,000名粉丝，这些博文包括她化着妆、身着舞蹈服跳着湖人啦啦队女郎风格舞蹈的视频链接。她在YouTube开设的“奥蒂的周五自由式舞蹈频道”拥有近13,000名订阅用户，其中39个视频吸引了超过350万的点击量。


  O) Facebook公共政策关系经理安德鲁·诺伊斯认为，该网站的“粉丝页面”应该由创建个人信息页面的年龄合适者进行管理。各品牌可以创建一个Facebook页面，那些把该品牌加入自己的“喜欢”名单的用户便能看到其发表的博文。[49]奥蒂的父亲米勒先生证实，女儿大都是在他和妻子的监管下成功管理自己的粉丝页面。

  想减肥的人都知道，设定一个现实可行的目标通常会取得最佳结果。部分原因在于，设定现实可行的目标的人，似乎效率更高，也会为实现这些目标而付出更多的努力。


  [56]然而，科学家万万没有想到的是，目标的设定可能会带来不利的影响。


  报纸上每天都充斥着关于华尔街或主街上各行各业制定业绩目标的报道。然而令人惊讶的是，对于这些长期被吹捧的目标设定行为可能加剧当前的经济危机和一般不道德行为，相关研究却寥寥无几。


  “目标设定被广泛应用于各行各业，人们宣称它能带来实实在在的好处。然而，目标在激励人们作出更多建设性的努力的同时，也可能使他们更容易做出不道德的行为。”宾夕法尼亚大学沃顿商学院的副教授莫里斯·施魏策尔如是说。


  “事实证明，单纯地设定目标并不能带来经济利益，而仅仅是在心理上有一定益处。”施魏策尔说，“[57]但在很多情况下，完成目标后会得到经济回报，这便是目标发挥作用的原因。”


  施魏策尔和他的同事引用的一个典型案例就是能源贸易巨头安然公司（Enron）在2004年的倒闭。该公司的管理人员曾经用经济奖励来激励其销售人员完成特定的收益目标。施魏策尔说，问题在于，这些贸易实际上根本无利可图。


  [58]其他的一些研究表明，给员工强加不切实际的目标会迫使他们说谎、欺骗或者盗窃。20世纪90年代初就有这么一个例子。西尔斯公司（Sears）给它的汽车维修部员工强加了销售指标。这使得其员工在工作时收费过高，导致整个公司都做了一些不必要的维修工作。


  施魏策尔承认他的研究与宣称设定目标有诸多好处的大量文献资料相抵触。[59]这种做法（即宣称设定目标有诸多好处）的支持者争辩说，施魏策尔的团队仅仅用新闻报道之类的证据来支持其有关“目标设定被普遍滥用”的结论。


  在一篇反驳性的论文中，埃德温·洛克博士写道：“目标设定不会消失。如果不能专注于期望获得的最终结果，组织机构就无法蓬勃发展，正如一个人如果没有目标赋予的使命感就无法取得长足的进步。”


  [60]然而施魏策尔认为应该对那些不断增加的、把目标设定和有害行为联系起来的因果性证据进行研究，这有助于明确那些值得引起注意和深入调查的问题。他说：“即使少许负面的作用也可能产生很大的影响，以至于会盖过众多积极的作用。”

  Passage Two


  20世纪的大部分时间，亚洲国家一直在问自己能从现代的、创新的西方国家学到些什么。现在这个问题要倒过来了：那些过度负债、经济增长缓慢的西方国家能从经济繁荣的亚洲国家学到些什么？


  就在几十年前，亚洲的两个“巨人”还因错误的经济意识形态而停滞不前。然而，自从中国和印度先后在20世纪80年代和90年代实行自由市场经济改革以来，两个国家的经济都获得了快速增长。[61]但至关重要的是，两国在开放市场的同时，还以合理的政府监管来平衡市场经济。正如印度经济学家阿玛蒂亚·森明智地总结道：“市场这只无形的手经常严重依赖政府这只有形的手。”


  相比中国和印度所走的中间路线，美国和欧洲分别从意识形态上走上了各自的极端。自上世纪80年代以来，美国日益靠拢不受控制的自由市场经济理念，无视政府的作用，奉行（美国前总统）罗纳德·里根的观点——政府并不是解决问题的办法；[62]政府本身才是问题所在。毫无疑问，当市场在2007年轰然垮掉的时候，[63]正是政府的果断介入才使美国化险为夷。尽管如此，许多美国人仍然强烈反对“大政府”。


  如果美国人能够将自身从反政府的信条中解放出来，他们就会发现美国的问题并非无法解决。一些合理的政府措施就可以使美国重新走上正确的轨道。比如说，一项简单的5%的消费税，就能够有效地减少美国巨大的政府赤字而不至于破坏生产力。一项小额的汽油税就能够帮助美国摆脱对石油进口的依赖并将刺激绿色能源的发展。同样，大幅减少奢侈的农业补贴也能够降低赤字。[64]但是如果想利用这些常识性的解决方案，美国人必须将他们对“小政府”和“少监管”观念的依赖放到一边。美国的政客们将不得不培养自己的勇气去接受美国公共政策学校都会教的道理——既有有益的税收也有有害的税收。亚洲国家已经接受了这种智慧，结果是建立了健全的长期财政政策。


  与此同时，欧洲落入了另外一种意识形态的陷阱——[65]他们深信欧洲政府总是拥有无限的资源，能够一直持续借债，仿佛明天不会到来一样。与相信市场万能的美国人不同，欧洲人没能预见到他们不停的借债会导致市场作何反应。现在，欧盟正在启动一项5800亿美元的资金计划，以此来防止国家崩盘。这将给欧盟赢得时间，但是这无法解决这个集团面临的更大问题。

  Tactics to Spark Creativity


  A) Why is it that some people rack their brains for new ideas, only to come up empty while others seem to shake them almost effortlessly out of their sleeves? Whether creativity is an innate gift or a cognitive process that anyone can jump-start is a question so intriguing that researchers keep studying it from different angles and discovering new and surprising techniques.


  B) Several recent studies suggest that the best route to an“aha moment”involves stepping away from daily chores—whether it's taking a daydream break, having a drink or two after work or simply gazing at something green. Of course, personality can make a difference. People who rate high in openness to new experiences in personality tests also may be more distractible and curious, according to a 2010 study in Creativity Research Journal.


  C) But open personality isn't the only path to inspiration, researchers say. Walking away from a problem to do simple, routine tasks, and letting the mind wander in the process, can spark creative new connections or approaches to solving dilemmas, says a 2012 study in Psychological Science. That helps explain why a lot of great ideas occur at transition times, when people are waking up or falling asleep, bathing, showering or jogging.


  D) For years, Amy Baxter, a physician and pain researcher, looked for ways to use cold to relieve children's pain from vaccination shots (疫苗接种). But her light bulb moment didn't come until she was driving home from work, tired after an all-night shift in the emergency room. The steering wheel on her car was vibrating because the tires were poorly aligned, and she noticed as she pulled into her driveway that the vibration had made her hands numb. With help from her husband Louis, she made the connection: Combining vibration and cold might be enough to ease the pain of a shot.


  E) She applied a vibrating massager and a bag of frozen peas to the arm of her 7-year-old son Max, then rolled over his skin a small metal wheel used by neurologists to test sensitivity. Max felt nothing. That discovery sparked the development of“Buzzy”, a toylike vibrating bee fitted with a tiny ice pack. With help from a 2008 federal grant, she produced the device and began marketing it online. Buzzy is now being used in 500 hospitals to ease patients' pain from injections and infusions.


  F) Dr. Baxter's groggy, wee-hour (凌晨) insight wasn't a stroke of luck. Students in a 2011 study solved more problems requiring fresh new insights when they tackled them at off-peak times of day—in the evening for morning people, and in the morning for night owls, says the study, published in Thinking & Reasoning. Such advice runs counter to the conventional wisdom that solving problems requires focusing a person's attention and blocking out distractions.


  G) Viewing the color green may help make those ideas more apparent, according to research published in Personality and Social Psychology Bulletin. When students were given creativity tests, those whose test-cover pages had a green background gave more creative answers than those whose pages were white, blue, red or gray. Many see green as a symbol of fertility, growth and renewal, triggering the positive mood and striving for improvement that fosters creativity, says the study.


  H) Mind-wandering, often seen as daydreaming, allows the brain to incubate new approaches to familiar problems, serving as“a foundation for creative inspiration”, says the 2012 study in Psychological Science. In a test of creativity, researchers divided 145 students randomly into four groups. Three groups were given a 12-minute break with different assignments; a fourth group kept studying. When all the students tackled the same problems a second time, those who had done a simple, boring task during a break had more creative ideas than those who were assigned a tough cognitive puzzle, those who rested, or those who didn't take a break.


  I) Another tactic: Build time for mind wandering into daily routines, breaking away from tasks requiring concentration to take a walk or run, look out a window or do some relaxing, routine physical task. Atlanta ad executive John Stapleton had been trying for three weeks to come up with advertising ideas for a client, the Costa Rica Tourism Board, to encourage people to visit the Central American nation. But it wasn't until he got out of his Atlanta office, traveled to the Costa Rican rain forest and relaxed on his patio (露台) at a resort. Then a storm was approaching. An idea crept into his mind: all the howler monkeys started woofing like dogs, and the rain forest came to life.


  J) He and his colleagues developed an iPad app enabling users to create their own jungle music, syncing the sounds of howling monkeys, frogs, rain, fish and streams into a rhythmic symphony, free for children and potential adult visitors to download as a window into Costa Rica's biodiversity. A key to hatching the idea of illustrating biodiversity via music was to get away from juggling accounts and being constantly distracted, jumping from one task to the next, Mr. Stapleton assumes.


  K) Moderate drinking can also relax inhibitions (抑郁) in a way that seems to let the mind range across a wider set of possible connections. It can also help a person notice environmental cues or changes that a sober brain would block out, Dr. Wiley says.


  L) Priming (填充) the mind with a wide range of experiences and information also helps. Tor Myhren, an ad executive, says he uses“massive creative stimulus followed by total solitary confinement”to start ideas flowing. Anticipating a period of hard work recently, he read Wired magazine cover to cover, then went to see Django Unchained. When he set his brain up properly for it, when he'd fed his brain properly, he could do it.


  M) Entrepreneurial people have ideas about everything all the time, says Jonathan Kaplan, inventor of the Flip pocket camcorder, an idea that sparked a boom in personal videos a few years ago. We always think we're right and always think it's possible to do them, says Kaplan, who is now chief executive of a company based on his latest idea, The Melt, San Francisco.


  N) Straying from your field of expertise can help, studies show. Market-research executive Sterling Lanier was looking for successful new ideas a few years ago.“I was in Death Valley from 2007 to 2010, thinking maybe I lost it,”he says.“Then I relaxed a little, went out to lunch, started telling stories while drinking beer with a friend, a cancer epidemiologist (流行病学专家).”His friend started complaining about all the problems she had of getting research subjects to fill out arduous, 400-question medical surveys.


  O) Then came his light-bulb moment:“You have to make it entertaining. Why don't you just make it super fun and friendly on the iPad?”he asked. By applying market-research techniques to a new field, he came up with a colorful, gamelike medical questionnaire that became the basis for the new company he heads; the product is being used at a growing number of research hospitals and clinics.

  Amid all the job losses, there's one category of worker that the economic disruption has been good for: nonhumans.


  From self-service checkout lines at the supermarket to industrial robots armed with saws and taught to carve up animal bodies in slaughter-houses, these ever-more-intelligent machines are now not just assisting workers but actually kicking them out of their jobs.


  Automation isn't just affecting factory workers, either. Some law firms now use artificial intelligence software to scan and read mountains of legal documents, work that previously was performed by highly-paid human lawyers.


  “Robots continue to have an impact on blue-collar jobs, and white-collar jobs are under attack by microprocessors,”says economics professor Edward Leamer. The recession permanently wiped out 2.5 million jobs. U.S. gross domestic product has climbed back to pre-recession levels, meaning we're producing as much as before, only with 6% fewer workers. To be sure, robotics are not the only job killers out there, with outsourcing (外包) stealing far more jobs than automation.


  Jeff Burnstein, president of the Robotics Industry Association, argues that robots actually save U.S. jobs. His logic: companies that embrace automation might use fewer workers, but that's still better than firing everyone and moving the work overseas.


  It's not that robots are cheaper than humans, though often they are. It's that they're better.“In some cases the quality requirements are so exacting that even if you wanted to have a human do the job, you couldn't,”Burnstein says.


  Same goes for surgeons, who're using robotic systems to perform an ever-growing list of operations—not because the machines save money but because, thanks to the greater precision of robots, the patients recover in less time and have fewer complications, says Dr. Myriam Curet.


  Surgeons may survive the robot invasion, but others at the hospital might not be so lucky, as iRobot, maker of the Roomba, a robot vacuum cleaner, has been showing off Ava, which could be used as a messenger in a hospital. And once you're home, recovering, Ava could let you talk to your doctor, so there's no need to send someone to your house. That“mobile telepresence”could be useful at the office. If you're away on a trip, you can still attend a meeting. Just connect via videoconferencing software, so your face appears on Ava's screen.


  Is any job safe? I was hoping to say“journalist,”but researchers are already developing software that can gather facts and write a news story. Which means that a few years from now, a robot could be writing this column. And who will read it? Well, there might be a lot of us hanging around with lots of free time on our hands.

  You've now heard it so many times, you can probably repeat it in your sleep. President Obama will no doubt make the point publicly when he gets to Beijing: the Chinese need to consume more; they need—believe it or not—to become more like Americans, for the sake of the global economy.


  And it's all true. But the other side of that equation is that the U.S. needs to save more. For the moment, American households actually are doing so. After the personal-savings rate dipped to zero in 2005, the shock of the economic crisis last year prompted people to snap shut their wallets.


  In China, the household-savings rate exceeds 20%. It is partly for policy reasons. As we've seen, wage earners are expected to care for not only their children but their aging parents. And there is, to date, only the flimsiest (脆弱的) of publicly-funded health care and pension systems, which increases incentives for individuals to save while they are working. But China is a society that has long esteemed personal financial prudence (谨慎). There is no chance that will change anytime soon, even if the government creates a better social safety net and successfully encourages greater consumer spending.


  Why does the U.S. need to learn a little frugality (节俭）？Because healthy savings rates are one of the surest indicators of a country's long-term financial health. High savings lead, over time, to increased investment, which in turn generates productivity gains, innovation and job growth. In short, savings are the seed corn of a good economic harvest.


  The U.S. government thus needs to act as well. By running constant deficits, it is dis-saving, even as households save more. Peter Orszag, Obama's Budget Director, recently called the U.S. budget deficits unsustainable and he's right. To date, the U.S. has seemed unable to see the consequences of spending so much more than is taken in. That needs to change. And though Hu Jintao and the rest of the Chinese leadership aren't inclined to lecture visiting Presidents, he might gently hint that Beijing is getting a little nervous about the value of the dollar—which has fallen 15% since March, in large part because of increasing fears that America's debt load is becoming unmanageable.


  That's what happens when you're the world's biggest creditor: you get to drop hints like that, which would be enough by themselves to create international economic chaos if they were ever leaked. (Every time any official in Beijing deliberates publicly about seeking an alternative to the U.S. dollar for the $2.1 trillion China holds in reserve, currency traders have a heart attack.) If Americans saved more and spent less, consistently over time, they wouldn't have to worry about all that.

[19] Scientists have also found that nature seems to give another boost to girls. Baby girls usually talk at an earlier age than boys do. Scientists think that there is a physical reason for this. They believe that the nerve endings in the left side of the brain develop faster in girls than in boys, and it is this side of the brain that strongly influences an individual's ability to use language and remember things.

  Mountain climbing is becoming a popular sport, but it is also a [26] potentially dangerous one. People can fall; they may also become ill. One of the most common dangers to climbers is altitude sickness, which can affect even very [27] experienced climbers.


  Altitude sickness usually begins when a climber goes above 8,000 or 9,000 feet. The higher one climbs, the less oxygen there is in the air. When people don't get enough oxygen, they often begin to [28] gasp for air. They may also feel [29] dizzy and light-headed. Besides these symptoms of altitude sickness, others such as headache and [30] fatigue may also occur. At heights of over 18,000 feet, people may be climbing in a [31] constant daze (恍惚). This state of mind can have an [32] adverse effect on their judgment.


  A few [33] precautions can help most climbers avoid altitude sickness. The first is not to go too high too fast. If you climb to 10,000 feet, stay at that height for a day or two. Your body needs to [34] get used to a high altitude before you climb to an even higher one. Or if you do climb higher sooner, come back down to a lower height when you sleep. Also, drink plenty of liquids and avoid tobacco and alcohol. When you reach your top height, do light activities rather than sleep too much. You breathe less when you sleep, so you get less [35] oxygen.

  几个[33]预防措施可以帮助大多数登山者避免高原反应。第一就是不要很快地爬到太高的地方。如果你爬到10000英尺的高度，在那个高度待上一两天。身体需要在爬向更高高度之前[34]适应一下高海拔。或者，如果你很快就爬到了更高的位置，那么当你要睡觉的时候返回到低处。此外，多喝水，不要抽烟、喝酒。当你到达自己的极限高度时，稍微做一些活动，不要睡太多觉。在睡觉的时候你的呼吸速度放慢，获得的[35]氧气也就更少。


  


Part III　Reading Comprehension


  Section A


  人际交往中的一个关键过程是“社会比较”，在这个过程中我们通过同他人的比较来进行自我[36]评估。尤其是我们要进行两种类型的比较。首先，我们要判定自己在诸如魅力、智力和受欢迎程度等[37]方面是否优于或逊于他人。这里的一个重要方面是与适当的参照人群进行比较。例如，[38]能力有限的慢跑者不应该同奥运会标准的马拉松运动员相比较。其次，我们要评判自己与他人相同或不同的程度。在人生的某些阶段，[39]尤其是在青少年时期，和同伴[40]保持一致的压力非常大。因此，穿对衣服或者鞋子的品牌可能至关重要。我们还需要清楚自己的想法、信念和观念是否与他人一致。这是“自我确认”过程的一部分，在这一过程中我们[41]运用“自我表露”的方式去寻求对“自我认识”的支持。


  无法[42]找到好的倾诉对象的人不仅可能会被剥夺增强自我意识的机会，而且还会在内心的想法和情感的正确性和可接受度方面得不到有价值的反馈。通过与其他人[43]探讨，我们得到这样一些反馈：这些经历是否其他人也有过，又或者这些经历是否[44]很少见。而且，通过[45]测试对“自我表露”的反应，我们能够了解到什么类型的“自我表露”在某些场合对于某些人来说是可以接受或不可接受的。


  36. G) evaluate


  语法判断：该空所在的分句是一个由in that引导的原因状语从句，从句中的主语是we，宾语是ourselves，因此可以断定这里缺少一个动词，作从句的谓语；结合上下文时态可知，该动词是原形。


  语义判断：备选项中动词原形有access“进入；获取”、evaluate“评估；评价”、employ“雇佣；利用”以及appreciate“欣赏；感激”。结合上下文语境，只有evaluate符合语意，代入文中表示“进行自我评估”。故选G。


  37. B) dimensions


  语法判断：由空格前的certain可知，这里需要填入一个名词，且该名词常与介词on搭配使用，构成介词短语。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的名词只有dimensions，意为“维度；方面”。所以B为正确答案。


  38. L) modest


  语法判断：分析句子主干可知，该空所在的句子结构完整，空格处缺少一个形容词，修饰空后的名词joggers，两者一起作句子的主语。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词有common、similar、modest以及different。结合空后的should not compare their performance with Olympic standard marathon runners可知，只有modest的含义符合句意，意为“能力有限的”。故选L。


  39. D) especially


  语法判断：空后的adolescence是空前的certain stages of life的同位语，空格处缺少一个副词。


  语义判断：备选项中副词有rashly“仓促地”和especially“尤其”。显然especially符合句意，因此答案是D。


  40. E) similar


  语法判断：to be seen as ______ to peers是动词不定式，作定语，修饰pressure。根据see...as...结构，这里缺少一个形容词，而且该词与to通常搭配使用。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词只有similar。be similar to...是常用搭配，故选E。


  41. H) employ


  语法判断：该空所在的句子缺少谓语，应填一个动词，且为动词原形。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的动词原形有access、employ和appreciate。employ意为“利用；运用”，代入文中句子意为“运用自我表露的方式去寻求对自我认识的支持”。故本题选H。


  42. F) access


  语法判断：该空所在的部分是一个由关系代词who引导的定语从句，从句中的主语是people，宾语是a good listener, have _______ to作从句的谓语，为常用搭配；空格处需要填入一个名词。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的名词只有access, have access to意为“可以获得”。故选F。


  43. I) discussing


  语法判断：空格前是By，空格后是these，可知空格处需要填入动词的现在分词，作By的宾语。


  语义判断：备选项中的动词现在分词有discussing、gauging和comparing。本句空格后出现了feedback，证明此处填discussing合适，表示“与其他人探讨”。故选I。


  44. C) common


  语法判断：空前是are less，判断空格处应填入一个形容词。


  语义判断：备选项中的形容词还有common和different。结合句中的others have as well可知，common符合句意，意为“常见的；普遍的”，less common意为“少见的”。故选C。


  45. J) gauging


  语法判断：与43题一样，这里需要一个现在分词，作介词by的宾语。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的现在分词还有gauging和comparing。compare后应有比较的对象，故此处应选gauging，意为“测量，测试；评估”。


  Section B


  激发创造力的策略


  A) 为什么有人为了获得新想法挖空心思，却大脑空空，一无所获，而其他人似乎几乎不费吹灰之力就主意百出？[49]关于创造力是与生俱来的天赋还是任何人都能启动的一个认知过程的问题激发了研究人员的极大兴趣，他们从不同角度一直对此进行研究，不断发现出人意料的新技巧。


  B) 最近的几项研究表明，想要获得“灵光乍现”，最佳途径就是从日常琐事中抽身出来——不论是做白日梦以小憩片刻、下班回来后小酌一两杯还是纯粹盯着绿色之物。当然，性格至关重要。2010年发表在《创造力研究期刊》上的一项研究表明，那些在性格测试中对新体验的开放度上得分高的人也许更易分心和具有更大的好奇心。


  C) [54]但研究人员表示，开放的性格并不是通向灵感的唯一途径。2012年发表在《心理科学》上的一项研究表明，从问题中抽身出来，去做简单的日常工作，让思绪在此过程中游荡，这会让人产生具有创造力的新联想或新方法，以解决困境。这也有助于解释为什么许多伟大的思想诞生在“过渡期”，即当人们醒来、睡去、洗澡、淋浴或慢跑的时刻。


  D) 多年来，内科医生兼疼痛研究者埃米·巴克斯特都在寻找使用冰冷来缓解儿童疫苗接种疼痛感的方法。但她的“灵光一刻”一直没有出现，直到疲惫不堪的她在下急诊室夜班后驾车回家的途中才开窍。由于四个车轮排列不齐，她的汽车方向盘一直在震颤，她注意到，当她将车驶进自己的车道时，这种震动感令她双手发麻。[46]在丈夫路易斯的帮助下，她产生了联想：将震颤和冰冷结合起来也许足够缓解打针时的疼痛感。


  E) 埃米将振动按摩器和一包冷冻青豆放在她7岁的儿子马克斯的手臂上，然后将神经科专科医生用的小金属轮在儿子的皮肤上滚动以检测他的敏感度。马克斯对此毫无感觉。这个发现激发了Buzzy的研发，这是一种装有一个小冰袋、形似震动蜜蜂玩具的物件。在2008年获得联邦政府的资金支持后，她研制出了这种物件并开始在网上进行推广销售。目前，Buzzy在500家医院得以使用，以缓解患者注射和输液时的疼痛。


  F) 巴克斯特医生凌晨疲惫之时的顿悟并非一时侥幸。[55]2011年发表在《思维与推理》上的一项研究指出，学生在一天的低潮期中解决了更多需要全新思维才能解决的问题。早起的人的低潮期在晚上，“夜猫子”型的人的低潮期则在早上。这样的建议与“解决问题需要聚精会神、排斥干扰”的传统观念相违背。


  G) 根据《个性与社会心理学公报》上发表的研究，观看绿色之物可能会有助于让那些新想法更清晰。在学生参加创造力测验时，那些得到绿色试卷封面的学生比那些试卷封面为白色、蓝色、红色或灰色的学生所做的答案更具创造性。[47]该研究称，许多人把绿色看作孕育、生长和再生的象征，它能激发人的积极情绪，使其不断寻求进步，促进创造力的产生。


  H) [53]2012年发表在《心理科学》上的那项研究表明，通常被看作白日做梦的走神行为会使大脑针对人们熟悉的问题酝酿出新办法，它是“创造性灵感的基石”。在一项创造力测试中，研究人员将145名学生随机分成了四组，其中有三组学生分到了不同的学习任务，并都获得了12分钟的休息时间，第四组一直在学习。当所有学生第二次解决相同的问题时，那些在休息时被分配了简单枯燥任务的学生萌生了更多创造性的思想，超过了那些在休息时被分配了一道很难的认知型谜题的学生、单纯休息的学生以及那些没有休息的学生。


  I) 还有一种技巧：将“走神时间”纳入日常生活中，摆脱需要聚精会神的工作任务，出去走走或跑步、隔窗远眺或做一些常规的身体放松活动。三周以来，亚特兰大广告公司主管约翰·斯特普尔顿一直在试着为客户哥斯达黎加旅游局构思广告创意，以鼓励人们到这个中美洲国家旅游。但斯特普尔顿一直都没什么想法，直到他离开在亚特兰大的办公室，前往哥斯达黎加雨林旅游并在一家度假酒店的露台上休息。那时，一场暴风雨即将来临，于是他有了想法：所有吼猴开始像狗般低吠，于是雨林就成了现实。


  J) [48]斯特普尔顿和他的同事研发出了一款iPad应用程序，用户可以用它来创造自己的丛林音乐，并将吼猴、蛙鸣、雨滴、鱼和溪流的各种声音同步，编成一曲有节奏的交响乐。儿童和潜在成人游客都可免费下载该程序，它是人们了解哥斯达黎加生物多样性的一个窗口。斯特普顿认为，策划出这个用音乐呈现生物多样性的想法的一个关键因素就是要从繁忙的公务以及持续不断的纷扰中走出来，要从一项任务跳转到下一项任务。


  K) [52]从某种程度上讲，适量饮酒也能放松压抑的身心，而这似乎能让思维跨至一个更广泛的可能联想范围。威利博士说，它还有助于让人察觉到那些清醒者可能忽略掉的环境暗示或变化。


  L) [50]以丰富的经历和信息来填充大脑也有助于激发人的创造力。广告公司高管托尔·米伦称，他使用“大规模创造性刺激以及随之进行的全封闭式独处”来激发思维。预计最近将进入一段时期的繁重工作期，米伦从头至尾地读完了《连线》杂志，接着看完了《被解放的姜戈》。当他的大脑适时地为工作开启，当他用适当的信息“喂饱”自己的头脑，开展工作就水到渠成了。


  M) Flip口袋摄像机发明者乔纳森·卡普兰说，创业人员总是对各种事物充满新想法。几年前，卡普兰的这一发明曾引发了个人视频的热潮。卡普兰说，我们总认为自己是对的，也总觉得有可能会实现自己的想法。如今，卡普兰在旧金山一家名为The Melt的公司担任首席执行官，该公司的诞生就是基于卡普兰的最新创意。


  N) 研究表明，脱离自己的专业领域有助于激发创造力。几年前，市场调研部门高管斯特林·拉尼尔一直在寻找成功的新想法。“2007年至2010年间，我身处‘死亡谷’，认为自己可能失去了创造力。”拉尼尔说，“于是，我稍稍放松了自己，出去吃午餐，在和一位癌症流行病学专家朋友喝啤酒时，我开始讲故事。”拉尼尔的朋友开始抱怨自己遇到的所有问题，这些问题都与让她的研究对象填费时费力、设有400个问题的医学调查问卷有关。


  O) 接着，拉尼尔脑中灵光一闪。他问道：“你得让填写问卷这样的事变得有趣。为什么不把它设置在iPad里，使其超级有趣和有用呢？”通过将市场调研的技巧应用到一个新领域，拉尼尔设计出了一份有趣的、游戏式的医学问卷。[51]这一想法成了他掌舵的新公司成立的基础。越来越多的研究型医院和诊所都在使用这家公司的产品。

  自动化影响的也不仅仅是工厂里的工人。一些律师事务所现在使用人工智能软件来扫描和阅读堆积如山的法律文件，而这些工作以前都是由高收入的律师来完成的。


  “机器人继续冲击着蓝领工人的工作，而白领工人的工作也受到了微处理器的影响。”经济学教授爱德华·利默尔这样说道。经济萧条已经永久性地消除了250万个就业岗位。美国的国内生产总值已经回升到了经济危机前的水平，这意味着我们的生产量与以往相同，所用的工人却比以前少6%。[57]不可否认的是，机器人并非减少工作岗位的唯一因素，外包服务夺走的工作岗位要比自动化多得多。


  杰夫·伯恩施泰因是机器人行业协会的主席，他认为，机器人实际上挽救了美国的工作岗位。[58]他的理由是：采用自动化技术的公司可能会雇用更少的工人，但这仍比解雇所有工人然后在海外设厂要好。


  并不是因为机器人比人类更廉价，虽然情况通常是这样。而是因为机器人能更好地完成工作。“在某些情况下，工作的质量要求非常严格，即使你想要人来完成这样的工作也不太可能。”伯恩施泰因说道。


  [59]外科医生的情况也是如此，他们正在使用机器人系统来做越来越多的手术——这并不是因为机器省钱，而是因为这些机器人操作的精确度较高，病人可以在更短的时间内康复，并发症也更少，马里亚姆·屈雷医生说。


  面对机器人的入侵，外科医生可能会幸存下来，但医院的其他人可能就没有这么幸运了。因为iRobot公司，即机器人吸尘器Roomba的制造商，一直在展示其开发出的机器人Ava，它可以被用做医院的信息传递者。当你在家进行康复休养时，机器人Ava可以让你与医生对话，因此医院就没有必要派人到你家了。“移动远程呈现”在职场也很有用。如果你正在外出旅游，也仍然可以参加会议。仅仅通过视频会议的软件就可以实现连接，然后你的头像就可以出现在Ava的屏幕上了。

In ancient times, Peking Opera was mostly performed in the open air6, so the performers developed a piercing style of song7 that could be heard by everyone.

  Rates are low, but consumers won't borrow


  With heavy debt loads and high joblessness, Americans are cautious.


  The U.S. Federal Reserve (Fed)'s announcement last week that it intended to keep credit cheap for at least two more years was a clear invitation to Americans: Go out and borrow.


  But many economists say it will take more than low interest rates to persuade consumers to take on more debt. There are already signs that the recent stock market fluctuations, turbulence in Europe and the U.S. deficit have scared consumers. On Friday, preliminary data showed that the Thomson Reuters/University of Michigan consumer sentiment index had fallen this month to lower than it was in November 2008, when the United States was deep in recession.


  Under normal circumstances, the Fed's announcement might have attracted new home and car buyers and prompted credit card holders to rack up fresh charges. But with unemployment high and those with jobs worried about keeping them, consumers are more concerned about paying off the loans they already have than adding more debt. And by showing its hand for the next two years, the Fed may have thoughtlessly invited prospective borrowers to put off large purchases.


  Lenders, meanwhile, are still dealing with the effects of the boom-gone-bust and are forcing prospective borrowers to go to extraordinary lengths to prove their creditworthiness.


  “I don't think lenders are going to be interested in extending a lot of debt in this environment,”said Mark Zandi, chief economist of Moody's Analytics, a macroeconomic consulting firm.“Nor do I think households are going to be interested in taking on a lot of debt.”


  In housing, consumers have already shown a slow response to low rates. Applications for new mortgages have deceased this year to a 10-year low, according to the Mortgage Bankers Association. Sales of furniture and furnishings remain 22% below their pre-recession peak, according to SpendingPulse, a research report by MasterCard Advisors.


  Credit card rates have actually gone up slightly in the past year. The one bright spot in lending is the number of auto loans, which is up from last year. But some economists say that confidence among car buyers is hitting new lows.


  For Xavier Walter, a former mortgage banker who with his wife, Danielle, accumulated $20,000 in credit card debt, low rates will not change his spending habits.


  As the housing market topped out five years ago, he lost his six-figure income. He and his wife were able to modify the mortgage on their four-bedroom house in Medford, New Jersey, as well as negotiate lower credit card payments.


  Two years ago, Mr. Walter, a 34-year-old father of three, started an energy business. He has sworn off credit.“I'm not going to go back in debt ever again,”he said,”If I can't pay for it in cash, I don't want it.”


  Until now, one of the biggest restraints on consumer spending has been a debt aftereffect. Since August 2008, when household debt peaked at $12.41 trillion, it has declined by about $1.2 trillion, according to an analysis by Moody's Analytics of data from the Federal Reserve and Equifax, the credit agency. A large portion of that, though, was simply written off by lenders as borrowers defaulted on loans.


  By other measures, households have improved their position. The proportion of after-tax income that households spend to remain current on loan payments has fallen.


  Still, household debt remains high. That presents a paradox: many economists argue that the economy cannot achieve true health until debt levels decline. But credit, made attractive by low rates, is a time-tested way to increase consumer spending.


  With new risks of another downturn, economists worry that it will take years for debt to return to manageable levels. If the economy contracts again, said George Magnus, senior adviser at UBS, then“you could find a lot of households in a debt trap which they probably can never get out of.”


  Mortgage lenders, meanwhile, burned by the housing crash, are extra careful about approving new loans. In June, for instance, Fannie Mae, the largest mortgage buyer in the United States, said that borrowers whose existing debt exceeded 45 to 50% of their income would be required to have stronger“compensating”factors, which might include higher savings.


  Even those borrowers in strong financial positions are asked to provide unusual amounts of paperwork. Bobby and Katie Smith have an extremely good credit record, tiny student debt and a combined six-figure income. For part of their down payment, they planned to use about $5,000 they had received as wedding gifts in February.


  But the lender would not accept that money unless the Smiths provided a certified letter from each of 14 guests, stating that the money was a gift, rather than a loan.


  “We laughed for a good 15 or 20 minutes.”recalled Mr. Smith, 34.


  Mr. Smith, a program director for a radio station in Orlando, Florida, said they ended up using other savings for their down payment to buy a $300,000 four-bedroom house in April.


  For those not as creditworthy as the Smiths, low rates are irrelevant because they no longer qualify for mortgages. That leaves the eligible pool of loan applicants wealthier,“older and whiter,”said Guy Cecala, publisher of Inside Mortgage Finance.“It's creating much more of a divide,”he said,“between the haves and the have-nots.”


  Car shoppers with the highest credit ratings can also get loans more easily, and at lower rates, said Paul C. Taylor, chief economist of the National Automobile Dealers Association.


  During the recession, inability to obtain credit severely cut auto buying as lenders rejected even those with good credit ratings. Now automakers are increasing their subprime (次级债的) lending again as well, but remain hesitant to approve large numbers of risky customers.


  The number of new auto loans was up by 16% in the second quarter compared with the previous year, said Melinda Zabritski, director of automotive credit at Experian, the information services company.


  But some economists warn that consumer confidence is falling. According to CNW Marketing Research, confidence among those who intend to buy a car this year is at its lowest since it began collecting data on this measure in 2000.


  On credit cards, rates have actually inched higher this year, largely because of new rules that curb the issuer's ability to charge fees or raise certain interest rates at will.


  At the end of the second quarter, rates averaged 14.01% on new card offers, up from 13.75% a year earlier, according to Mail Monitor, which tracks credit cards for Synovate, a market research firm. According to data from the Federal Reserve, total outstanding debt on revolving credit cards was down by 4.6% during the first half of the year compared with the same period a year earlier.


  Even if the Fed's announcement helps keep rates steady, or pushes them down, businesses do not expect customers to suddenly charge up a storm.


  “It's not like，‘Oh, credit is so cheap, let's go back to the heydays (鼎盛时期),’”said Elizabeth Crowell, who owns Sterling Place, two high-end home furnishing and gift stores in New York.“People still fear for their jobs. So I think where maybe after other recessions they might return to previous spending habits, the pendulum hasn't swung back the same way.”

  For many families, figuring out how many after-school activities are too many is a struggle. For parents who fear they're“over-scheduling”their children, a new study carries a comforting message. The paper, published last week by the Society for Research in Child Development, is the first to take a data-driven look at the issue—and whether being so busy is really a bad thing. The study suggests the phenomenon is more isolated than media reports suggest: in fact, 40% of children (ages 5-18）are engaged in no activities, typical kids spend just five hours a week in structured activities, and very few children—3-6%—spend 20 hours a week. On average, most kids spend far more time watching TV and playing games. And for kids who're extremely busy, there's also good news: the more activities they do, the better kids perform on measures of educational achievement and psychological adjustment.“This popular concern [about over-scheduling] has been generated by a couple of parenting books and the media,”says Yale professor and lead author Joseph Mahoney. But looking at the data,“it's hard to argue that kids are over-scheduled.”


  That news will be welcome in households like the Oviedos', in Highland Park, Ill. Nine-year-old Bianca spends six hours a week in rhythmic-gymnastics classes and three hours a week at ballet, plus a half-hour piano lesson.“The alternative would be playing on the computer or watching TV,”says her mother, Anca, who believes Bianca benefits by learning to focus, making new friends and acquiring new skills.


  The new paper doesn't sway some experts who've advocated against activity-creep. They say kids are far busier—and overstressed by it all—than the numbers suggest.“This is an example of researchers using big data sets to dispute the lived experience of many, many parents and families,”says William Doherty, a University of Minnesota family-studies professor. Some skeptics question whether the self-reported time-diary data are really accurate; others say they don't account for all the time spent getting between activities. Alvin Rosenfeld, co-author of The Over-Scheduled Child, says:“If people follow this advice and do more activities, I think it'll be pretty damaging.”


  Despite the doubters, the new data are a small step toward a better understanding of what's best for kids. And no matter what the numbers show, there's no disputing that every child is different—and some will absolutely do better with less. Lisa Dilg of South Lyon, Mich., feels as though her 6-year-old twins are the only kids in town who don't take skiing and ice-skating lessons.“There is nothing wrong with cuddling up (依偎) on the couch with Mom and Dad,”says Lisa. And for families who prefer to bond on the sidelines of soccer fields, the latest research can provide a different kind of comfort.

  Who's poor in America? That's a question hard to answer. Hard because there's no conclusive definition of poverty. Low income matters, though how low is unclear. Poverty is also a state of mind that fosters self-defeating behavior—bad work habits, family breakdowns, and addictions. Finally, poverty results from bad luck: accidents, job losses, disability.


  Despite poverty's messiness, we've measured progress against it by a single statistic: the federal poverty line. By this measure, we haven't made much progress. But the apparent lack of progress is misleading for two reasons.


  First, it ignores immigration. Many immigrants are poor and low-skilled. They add to the poor. From 1989 to 2007, about three quarters of the increase in the poverty population occurred among Hispanics (西班牙裔美国人)—mostly immigrants and their children.


  Second, the poor's material well-being has improved. The official poverty measure obscures this by counting only pre-tax cash income and ignoring other sources of support, including food stamps and housing subsidies. Although many poor live from hand to mouth, they've participated in rising living standards. In 2005, 91% had microwaves, 79% air-conditioning, and 48% cell phones.


  The existing poverty line could be improved by adding some income sources and subtracting some expenses. Unfortunately, the administration's proposal for a“supplemental poverty measure”in 2011 goes beyond that. The new poverty number would compound public confusion. It also raises questions about whether the statistic is tailored to favor a political agenda.


  The“supplemental measure”ties the poverty threshold to what the poorest third of Americans spend on food, housing, clothing, and utilities. The actual threshold will probably be higher than today's poverty line. Many Americans would find this weird: people get richer, but“poverty”stays stuck.


  What produces this outcome is a different view of poverty. The present concept is an absolute one: the poverty threshold reflects the amount estimated to meet basic needs. By contrast, the new measure embraces a relative notion of poverty: people are automatically poor if they're a given distance from the top, even if incomes are increasing.


  The new indicator is a“propaganda device”to promote income redistribution by showing that poverty is stubborn or increasing. The Census Bureau has estimated statistics similar to the administration's proposal. In 2008, the traditional poverty rate was 13.2%; estimates of the new statistic range up to 17%. The new poverty statistic exceeds the old, and the gap grows larger over time.


  As senator Daniel Moynihan said, the administration is defining poverty up. It's legitimate to debate how much we should aid the poor or reduce economic inequality. But the debate should not be swayed by misleading statistics that few Americans could possibly understand. Government statistics should strive for political neutrality (中立). This one fails.

  Eleven summers ago I was sent to a management program at the Wharton School to be prepared for bigger things. Along with lectures on finance and entrepreneurship and the like, the program included a delightfully out-of-place session with A1 Filreis, an English professor at the University of Pennsylvania, on poetry.


  For three hours he talked us through“The Red Wheelbarrow”and“Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening.”The experience—especially when contrasted with the horrible prose of our other assigned reading—sent me fleeing to the campus bookstore, where I resumed a long-interrupted romance with meter and rhyme (韵).


  Professor Filreis says that he is“a little shocked”at how intensely his Wharton students respond to this unexpected deviation from the businesslike, not just as a relief but as a kind of stimulus. Many write afterward asking him to recommend books of poetry. Especially now.


  “The grim economy seems to make the participants keener than ever to think ‘out of the box’ in the way poetry encourages,”he told me.


  Which brings me to Congress, an institution stuck deeper inside the box than just about any other these days. You have probably heard that up on Capitol Hill (美国国会山), they're very big on prayer breakfasts, where members gather over scrambled eggs and ask God for wisdom. You can judge from the agonizing debt spectacle we've watched this summer how well that's working. Well, maybe it's time to add some poetry readings to the agenda.


  I'm not suggesting that poetry will guide our legislators to wisdom any more than prayer has. Just that it might make them a little more human. Poetry is no substitute for courage or competence, but properly applied, it is a challenge to self-certainty, which we currently have in excess. Poetry serves as a spur to creative thinking, a reproach to dogma and habit, a remedy to the current fashion for pledge signing.


  The poet Shelley, in defense of poetry nearly two centuries ago, wrote,“A man, to be greatly good, must imagine intensely and comprehensively; he must put himself in the place of another and of many others; the pains and pleasures of his species must become his own.”Shelley concludes that essay by calling poets“the unacknowledged legislators of the world,”because they bring imagination to the realm of“reasoners and mechanists.”

  High-intensity Weight Training


  A) Once a week, Maurice Hank Greenberg, the former chief executive of insurer AIG, leaves his Park Avenue office and travels across New York's Central Park to a basement crowded with Rube Goldberg-esque machines in a brownstone building on the trendy Upper West Side. While Mr. Greenberg is renowned for his strong views on business, this crowded room is where the 87-year-old builds his remarkable physical strength.

  B) Greenberg is among a small group of busy New York executives who make a pilgrimage (朝圣之旅) to a place called Serious Strength, a gym that specializes in a technique called high-intensity resistance training, to get a complete body workout in just 30 minutes a week. Unlike spending hours jogging on treadmills or pedaling exercise bikes, high-intensity weight training promises all the benefits of aerobics (有氧运动) plus more strength in just a fraction of the time of conventional workouts.

  C) “The amount of weight I can push or pull is multiples of my own strength,”boasts Greenberg, who is now chairman and CEO of CV Star & Co, a financial services firm.“I'm exercising more strenuously than I ever have in my life. In just 30 minutes a week you can see progress in what you're doing and how good you feel.”

  D) While high-intensity weight training has been practiced since the 1980s, when an entrepreneur named Arthur Jones began making gym equipment under the Nautilus brand, the technique has only recently garnered sufficient scientific support to back up its superiority as a workout.


  E) Books such as Body By Science, by a South Carolina-based emergency room physician named Doug McGuff, and The Slow Burn Fitness Revolution, by Fred Hahn, who owns Mr. Greenberg's gym in New York, describe the scientific basis for exercising compound groups of muscles to total exhaustion using very slow movements. In practice, that means five or six exercises done for just five to six super slow repetitions, or just 15 minutes of actual lifting. Some adherents, such as McGuff, believe that just one workout a week is sufficient, while Hahn and others prefer two workouts.


  F) Hahn points out that high-intensity resistance improves blood pressure, increases the level of good cholesterol (胆固醇) in your blood, lowers triglyceride (甘油三酸酯) levels, maintains blood sugar, helps with insulin sensitivity and builds not only muscular strength but muscular endurance. McGuff, meanwhile, flags up the medical benefits of the high-intensity workout, which he says can help eliminate“diabetes, hypertension, gout, hypercholesterolemia, and all the consequences of being sedentary and eating a diet of fast food.”


  G) Although exercise fads come and go, high-intensity is in the unusual position of advocating that people actually practice it less. Hardcore bodybuilders have raised doubts about whether the system is really superior to their many hours spent in the gym, but proponents such as Hahn say that while you can build muscle in long workouts, why bother when less time spent in the gym can produce such good results. Proponents also point out that everyone has a genetic limit to how strong they can get or how big their muscles will grow, no matter how much exercise they do.


  H) Perhaps counter-intuitively (与直观感受相反地), the high-intensity method seems to have gained more popularity in Europe than in the fitness-crazed US, where it faded from the cover of magazines after a brief surge in popularity about 10 years ago. McGuff thinks this is partly explained by the fact that recent scientific support for the method comes largely from European and Canadian universities. Another reason consists in Europe people's lack of the culture of“more is better”that North Americans have. This work ethic where the answer is always to do more and do it harder makes people a lot more skeptical about an exercise system that restricts volume and frequency as a way to get results.


  I) While it is possible to do a high-intensity workout with barbells or even body weight, most gyms that specialize in high-intensity use machines originally designed by Jones such as Nautilus and Med-X. This is because it can be dangerous to lift a heavy free weight to exhaustion. These machines involve rotation around several joints, working a large group of muscles at one time, reducing the overall time in the gym.


  J) At least initially, the workout consists of what is termed“the big five”—a seated row, chest press, pull-down, overhead press and leg press, each done for about 90 seconds. McGuff says he even gets good results doing just three exercises, provided they are done extremely slowly and to complete exhaustion, followed by several days of recuperative (恢复性的) rest.


  K) One company that has capitalized on the workout's appeal to businesspeople is Kieser Training, a Zurich-based group that has set up many high-intensity gyms in Europe and Asia.“We target the professional, middle-aged executive who wants to exercise in a serious manner,”says Marcel Haasters, a German who runs the Kieser Training gym in London's Camden Town.“There is no music, no mirrors on the wall and no juice bar. It's not for typical gym users but people who don't like typical gyms.”


  L) Kieser appeals especially to mobile executives because for a￡580 annual fee, travelling businessmen can use any gym in the Kieser Training system from Zurich to Australia. The gym uses special machines licensed from the late Arthur Jones's estate and features rehabilitative (使复原的) training as well as pure exercise.

  O) Alastair McLellan, who uses the gym in Camden Town, started the workout about six years ago to help with his bad back. According to the 48-year-old editor of the Health Service Journal, the fact that he can build the strength in just one short session a week and solve his back problem makes it very good use of his time. It's also allowed him to do a lot more exercise. He now cycles to work most days.


  P) However, the workout's proponents admit that while the method has many benefits, a high-intensity workout or any gym programme is unlikely to help executives completely lose those unsightly guts gained from years of eating expense-account lunches. For that, dietary changes are the most important ingredient.

  Questions 56 to 60 are based on the following passage.


  The report from the Bureau of Labor Statistics was just as gloomy as anticipated. Unemployment in January jumped to a 16-year high of 7.6 percent, as 598,000 jobs were slashed from U.S. payrolls in the worst single-month decline since December, 1974. With 1.8 million jobs lost in the last three months, there is urgent desire to boost the economy as quickly as possible. But Washington would do well to take a deep breath before reacting to the grim numbers.


  Collectively, we rely on the unemployment figures and other statistics to frame our sense of reality. They are a vital part of an array of data that we use to assess if we're doing well or doing badly, and that in turn shapes government policies and corporate budgets and personal spending decisions. The problem is that the statistics aren't an objective measure of reality; they are simply a best approximation. Directionally, they capture the trends, but the idea that we know precisely how many are unemployed is a myth. That makes finding a solution all the more difficult.


  First, there is the way the data is assembled. The official unemployment rate is the product of a telephone survey of about 60,000 homes. There is another survey, sometimes referred to as the“payroll survey,”that assesses 400,000 businesses based on their reported payrolls. Both surveys have problems. The payroll survey can easily double-count someone: if you are one person with two jobs, you show up as two workers. The payroll survey also doesn't capture the number of self-employed, and so says little about how many people are generating an independent income.


  The household survey has a larger problem. When asked straightforwardly, people tend to lie or shade the truth when the subject is sex, money or employment. If you get a call and are asked if you're employed, and you say yes, you're employed. If you say no, however, it may surprise you to learn that you are only unemployed if you've been actively looking for work in the past four weeks; otherwise, you are“marginally attached to the labor force”and not actually unemployed.


  The urge to quantify is embedded in our society. But the idea that statisticians can then capture an objective reality isn't just impossible. It also leads to serious misjudgments. Democrats and Republicans can and will take sides on a number of issues, but a more crucial concern is that both are basing major policy decisions on guesstimates rather than looking at the vast wealth of raw data with a critical eye and an open mind.

This nameless person pushed the human race over a historic threshold, for it was in that year that mankind became, for the first time in its history, a predominantly urban species.


  It is a trend that shows no sign of slowing. Demographers (人口统计学家) reckon that three-quarters of humanity could be city-dwelling by 2050, with most of the increase coming in the fast-growing towns of Asia and Africa. His main thesis is that the buzz of urban life, and the opportunities it offers for co-operation and collaboration, is what attracts people to the city, which in turn makes cities into the engines of art, commerce, science and progress. This is hardly revolutionary, but it is presented in a charming format. Mr Smith has written a breezy guidebook, with a series of short chapters dedicated to specific aspects of urbanity—parks, say, or the various schemes that have been put forward over the years for building the perfect city. The result is a sort of high-quality, unusually rigorous coffee-table book, designed to be dipped into rather than read from beginning to end.


  In the chapter on skyscrapers, for example, Mr Smith touches on construction methods, the revolutionary invention of the automatic lift, the practicalities of living in the sky and the likelihood that, as cities become more crowded, apartment living will become the norm. But there is also time for brief diversions onto bizarre ground, such as a discussion of the skyscraper index (which holds that a boom in skyscraper construction is a foolproof sign of an imminent recession).


  One obvious criticism is that the price of breadth is depth; many of Mr Smith's essays raise as many questions as they answer. Although that can indeed be frustrating, this is probably the only way to treat so grand a topic. The city is the building block of civilisation and of almost everything people do; a guidebook to the city is really, therefore, a guidebook to how a large and ever-growing chunk of humanity chooses to live. Mr Smith's book serves as an excellent introduction to a vast subject, and will suggest plenty of further lines of inquiry.

They do research and development for the communications industry. In a division of electronics engineers, who are designing equipment so advanced that they work in teams of up to 150. Co-workers and managers were asked to nominate the standouts—the stars in productivity and effectiveness. They came up with 10 or 15 names, and that group of stars was compared with everyone else. It turned out there was no difference in IQ, no difference in academic qualifications, no difference in years on the job. [17] The only difference was emotional intelligence. The stars were people who knew how to get along, who knew how to motivate themselves, usually the kind of people you like to hang out with. When these people ran up against a technical problem, to which they'd have to turn to someone else for an answer, they'd e-mail and get an answer right away, because they built up networks of people before they needed them. The other people would e-mail and wait up to 2 weeks for an answer.   Disaster movies often portray catastrophes that destroy, or at least threaten to destroy earth's entire population. In fact, a virus emerged in the 1970s; that could've been just that fatal. [22] Named after a river that passes through the Congo, the Ebola virus originally manifested itself in the interior of Africa in 1976. [23] Two strains of the disease, with almost identical symptoms, affected humans: Ebola Zaire and Ebola Sudan. The Sudan version was deadly enough, killing 50 percent of those it infected. However, Zaire, with its 90 percent mortality rate was even worse. The origins, though not the cause of Ebola Sudan, can be traced back to a single individual in a Sudanese town. Ebola Zaire seemed to erupt in over 50 villages simultaneously. [24] Both strains quickly invaded local hospitals where needle sharing and other unhealthy practices ensured the rapid spreading of the infection by bringing people into contact with contaminated body fluids. If the virus had been capable of spreading through the air, or if one infected person had unknowingly entered a large population center, Ebola might have become a worldwide epidemic. However, soon after these fierce outbreaks, the virus died out, at least temporarily. Ebola was so deadly and killed so quickly that within a short period of time there was no one around to infect. Hospital workers in at least one case deserted their workplace in panic, thus halting the administering of potentially unclean disease spreading injections, but Ebola has not disappeared. [25] With no known vaccination or cure available, it seems only a matter of time until another epidemic erupts.

  ► 解析：题目问讲话者相信什么。在文章结尾处讲话者提到，在没有可用的已知疫苗或治疗方法的情况下，下一次传染病毒的爆发似乎只是一个时间的问题，这反映出讲话者的一种推测，即下一次传染病毒引发的流行性疾病迟早都要爆发，C项说法与此一致，故为答案。其他三项文中均未提及，故应排除。


  Section C


  听力原文&译文


  The ideal companion machine would not only look, feel, and sound friendly but would also be programmed to behave in an agreeable manner. Those [26] qualities that make interaction with other people enjoyable would be simulated as closely as possible, and the machine would appear to be [27] charming, stimulating, and easygoing. Its informal conversational style would make interaction comfortable, and yet the machine would remain slightly [28] unpredictable and therefore interesting. In its first [29] encounter it might be somewhat hesitant and unassuming, but as it came to know the user it would progress to a more [30] relaxed and intimate style. The machine would not be a passive [31] participant but would add its own suggestions, information, and opinions; it would sometimes take the [32] initiative in developing or changing the topic and would have a [33] personality of its own.


  The machine would convey presence. We have all seen how a computer's use of personal names often fascinates people and leads them to treat the machine as if it were almost human. Such features are easily written into the software. By introducing [34] a degree of forcefulness and humor, the machine could be presented as a vivid and unique character.


  Friendships are not made in a day, and the computer would be more acceptable as a friend if it simulated the [35] gradual changes that occur when one person is getting to know another. At an appropriate time it might also express the kind of affection that stimulates attachment and intimacy.

  电脑与人类的友谊不是一天就能建立的，而且电脑如果能模仿人与人之间相互了解的过程中所[35]逐步发生的改变，它将会更容易被人接受。在某个合适的时间，电脑也可能会表达出一种情感，这种情感会促进其与人的相互依赖和亲密感。


  


Part III　Reading Comprehension


  Section A


  社会学习理论的核心概念即“人们通过社会[36]互动来学习他人的态度、信仰及行为方式”。社会学习是通过强化、模仿和以他人为榜样来行事的结果。


  强化现象发生在当我们因为做出某些特定的[37]性别角色行为而直接或间接地受到奖励或惩罚之时。比如，一个使用了妈妈的化妆品的小女孩可能会被告知她化妆后很可爱，但做出同样举动的小女孩的哥哥/弟弟则会遭到[38]训斥。儿童也会通过[39]间接的强化了解性别角色。比如，如果一个小男孩的同性伙伴因为哭泣而受到惩罚，那么他就会学到“男子汉不应该哭鼻子”。


  儿童还通过观察和模仿来学会[40]表现得像男孩或像女孩。即使当儿童没有因为“表现得像男孩”或“表现得像女孩”而受到直接的奖励或惩戒，他们也会通过[41]观察家人的所作所为来了解性别知识。因为总是要工作而[42]很少在家的一位父亲会传递出这样的信息：男人应该赚钱。总是抱怨体重超标或年华老去的一位母亲则会传递这样一种信息：女人应该苗条、年轻。


  因为父母在情绪方面对他们的孩子很重要，他们通常是孩子最[43]有影响力的角色典范。其他的角色典范包括看护人、老师、朋友和名人。根据一项洛杉矶青少年多种族研究的调查结果，那些称自己的角色典范为他们认识的某个人（比如父亲或母亲、亲戚、朋友或者不属于家人的医生）的青少年，比那些角色典范为体育界名人、歌手或其他媒体人物的青少年同伴具有更强的自尊心、更好的学习成绩，使用[44]毒品的几率也更低。研究人员得出的结论是，角色典范的选择对于青少年[45]心理的发展会产生正面或者负面的影响。


  36. H) interaction

  语义判断：符合语法条件的名词还有gender、display、substance和connection。本段讲述了与性别角色行为有关的内容，故此处应填gender。


  38. I) scolded


  语法判断：空格前是will be，分析句子结构可知，空格处可填形容词或表被动的过去分词。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词有psychosocial“社会心理的”、indirect“间接的”和powerful“有力的”，过去分词有praised“受表扬的”和scolded“受到责备的”。本句前半部分说使用了妈妈的化妆品的小女孩可能会被告知她化妆后很可爱，空格所在分句以but开头，说明意思发生了转折，应该是说不好的方面。故选I。


  39. D) indirect


  语法判断：空格后是名词，这里很可能缺少一个形容词或可作形容词的分词。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词选项有psychosocial、indirect和powerful，可作名词的现在分词有simulating，过去分词有praised。由本段首句可知，本段是在讲直接和间接强化，前半部分讲了直接强化，那么后半部分就要讲间接强化，此处应填indirect，故选D。


  40. N) behave


  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，这里需要填入一个动词原形。


  语义判断：备选项中的动词原形只有两个：display和behave。下文提到了“behaving like boys”or“behaving like girls”，故此处也应填入behave。故选N。


  41. J) watching


  语法判断：空格前是by，故空格处应填现在分词，作介词by的宾语。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的现在分词有simulating和watching。simulate意为“模仿，仿效”，后面一般接模仿的人、物或事情，但空格后并不是特指某个人、物或事，故选watching。


  42. F) rarely


  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，本空处于一个由关系代词who引导的定语从句中，从句结构完整，故只能填入副词。


  语义判断：备选的副词有rarely和usually。空后提到he's always working，故应选rarely, is rarely at home表示“很少在家”。故选F。


  43. O) powerful


  语法判断：此处句子结构完整，故空格处可能填入形容词，来修饰role models，而且从most可判断该词为多音节形容词。


  语义判断：备选项中的形容词还有psychosocial和powerful。将二者代入文中，很显然powerful更符合句意，表示“父母通常是孩子最有影响力的角色典范”，故选O。

  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，这里缺少一个名词，lower ______ 与空格前面的higher self-esteem和higher grades构成并列结构。


  语义判断：备选项中的名词还有display、substance和connection。由空格后的use可知，只有substance正确，substance在此引申为“毒品”。故选K。


  45. A) psychosocial


  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，这里需要一个形容词，来修饰空格后的名词development。


  语义判断：备选项中的形容词只剩下psychosocial，意为“社会心理的”。故A为正确答案。


  Section B


  高强度重量训练


  A) 莫里斯·汉克·格林伯格是保险服务机构美国国际集团（AIG）的前首席执行官，每周一次，他会离开自己位于公园大道的办公室，穿过纽约中央公园，来到时髦的上西区的一间地下室。地下室位于一栋赤褐色砂石面大楼里，里面堆满了鲁布·戈德堡样式的器械。87岁的格林伯格先生以其强硬的观点闻名于商界，他那非凡的体力就是在这间拥挤的地下室里锻炼出来的。


  B) [51]格林伯格是纽约一小群业务繁忙的企业高管之一，他们朝圣般地定期造访一家叫作“认真的力量”的健身房，这里专门提供一种名为“高强度耐力训练”的健身训练，学员每周仅用半个小时就可以完成一套全身锻炼。不同于花费数小时在跑步机上慢跑或蹬踏自行车来锻炼，高强度重量训练不仅具有有氧运动的全部优势，还增强了力量训练，所花时间也只是传统健身的一小部分。


  C) 格林伯格吹嘘说：“我能推或拉的重量是我自身体重的几倍。”如今，格林伯格是金融服务公司CV Star & Co的董事长兼首席执行官。“我现在的运动强度比我以往生活中所有训练的强度都要大。一周只需要30分钟，你就能看到自己在训练中的进步，这种感觉真好。”


  D) 自20世纪80年代起，高强度重量训练就已经有人尝试。当时，一位名叫阿瑟·琼斯的企业家开始生产“鹦鹉螺”牌健身器材。[48]不过，直到最近，这种锻炼方法的优越性才获得足够的科学支持。


  E) [46]来自南卡罗来纳州急诊中心的内科医生道格·麦古菲所著的《身体的科学》以及格林伯格常去的那家纽约健身中心的所有者弗雷德·哈恩所著的《慢燃烧健身革命》等书，描述了通过非常缓慢的运动彻底锻炼多个肌肉群的科学原理。在实际运动中，高强度健身法包含5组或6组练习，每组只是以极其缓慢的速度重复5-6次或仅仅15分钟的实际负重锻炼。一些提倡高强度健身法的人（例如麦古菲）认为，每周只锻炼一次就足够了，但哈恩和其他人则更喜欢一周进行两次锻炼。


  F) [52]哈恩指出，高强度耐力练习可改善血压指标，增加血液中良性胆固醇含量，降低甘油三酸酯水平，维持血糖浓度，提高胰岛素敏感性；这种锻炼方法不仅可以增强肌肉力量，还可以提高肌肉耐力。同时，麦古菲从医学角度指出了高强度健身法的好处。他说，该方法有助于消除“糖尿病、高血压、痛风和高胆固醇，以及久坐和食用快餐所导致的一切不良后果”。


  G) 尽管健身风潮来了又去，但高强度健身法是不多见的倡导人们减少实际锻炼时间的方法。铁杆健身迷们对其是否真的比在健身房进行数小时的锻炼更优越提出质疑，但像哈恩这样的支持者认为，如果花费更少的健身时间就能取得如此出色的效果，又有什么必要花那么长时间来锻炼肌肉呢？[54]支持者们还指出，不管做多少运动，每个人的强壮程度或者肌肉增大程度都会受到基因的限制。


  H) 或许有悖于人们的直观感受，高强度健身法在欧洲的受欢迎程度似乎比在热衷健身的美国更高。大约10年前，高强度健身潮流曾在美国短暂地风靡过一阵，随后便从杂志封面上消失了。麦古菲认为，这部分是因为近期支持高强度健身法的科学研究主要来自欧洲和加拿大的大学。另外一个原因在于欧洲人缺少北美人那种“越多越好”的文化理念。这种认为锻炼时间总是越长越好、强度总是越大越好的健身观念，使得人们对一套将控制健身时长和频率作为取得健身效果的途径的运动方式持更加怀疑的态度。


  I) [47]尽管高强度健身可以用杠铃甚至体重为负重，但绝大多数专门提供这种训练方式的健身房使用最初由琼斯发明的诸如“鹦鹉螺”和Med-X等牌子的健身器械。这是由于竭尽全力推举一个未被固定的重物可能会有危险。这些器械在多个关节点可进行旋转，可以同时活动多个肌肉群，进而缩短健身总时间。


  J) [49]至少在初始阶段，高强度健身法由一套被称为“五大类”的训练组合构成，即坐姿划船、推胸训练、下拉训练、推肩训练以及压腿运动，每组训练做90秒左右。麦古菲表示，如果这些动作以极慢的速度完成，并用尽全力，再辅以几天的恢复性休息，他甚至只做三组训练就能达到很好的效果。


  K) 总部位于苏黎世的基泽健身集团公司已经开始利用这套健身方法吸引商务人士，该集团在欧亚两洲均成立了数家高强度健身中心。“我们的目标客户是愿意认真锻炼的中年职业企业高管，健身房里不放音乐，墙上也不装镜子，更没有果汁吧。[55]我们不是为典型的健身房用户设计的，而是为不喜欢典型的健身房的人而设计的。”基泽健身伦敦肯顿集市店负责人、德国人马塞尔·哈斯特斯说。


  L) 对那些经常出差的企业高管来说，基泽尤其具有吸引力。花费580英镑办理年卡之后，就可以在出差时使用从苏黎世到澳大利亚的任何一家基泽健身中心。基泽健身中心使用由已故的阿瑟·琼斯的旗下企业授权使用的特制器材。该健身中心还专门提供康复训练以及单纯的健身训练。

  劳工统计局的报告与预计的一样令人沮丧。[56]一月份的失业率跃升至16年来的新高，达到7.6%。美国就业人数创下了自1974年12月以来的最大单月跌幅，59.8万个就业岗位遭到了削减。在过去三个月里，180万个工作岗位不复存在，人们迫切渴望能尽快提振经济。然而，在对这些严峻的数字作出反应之前，华盛顿（美国政府）还是先做个深呼吸（冷静一下）为好。


  总体而言，我们依赖于失业数据和其他数据来对现实情况作出判断。我们利用一系列的数据来判断现状是好是坏，而这些数据反过来又能左右政府政策、企业预算以及个人消费决定，失业数据及其他数据只是此类数据中的一个重要部分。[57]问题在于，这些数据并不能客观地衡量现实情况，它们只是最佳的近似值。就方向而言，它们能够体现出趋势，但如何准确地获知失业人数还是个谜。这就使得寻求解决之道难上加难。


  首先是收集数据的方式。官方公布的失业率是对6万家庭进行电话调查的结果。[58]另外还有一种调查方式，有时被称为“薪资名单调查”，即根据40万家企业报告的薪资名单评估得出。两种调查都存在问题。薪资名单调查很容易把一个人算成两个人，如果某个人拥有两份工作，结果会显示为两个人有工作。薪资名单调查也无法获取个体经营的那部分人数，所以，对有多少人拥有独立收入基本无法得出结果。


  家庭调查的问题更突出。[59]当人们被直截了当地问及有关性别、金钱或就业问题时，往往会撒谎或隐瞒事实。如果你接到一个电话，对方问你是否拥有一份工作，你给予肯定回答的话，你就被认定为有工作。而如果你给出否定回答，则会很惊讶地了解到，只有在过去四个星期里积极寻找工作却无果才能算失业，否则你只是“游荡在劳动力市场的边缘”，而不是真正意义上的失业。


  凡事都要求用数字说话的理念已经在我们的社会中根深蒂固。而统计学家掌握客观情况也并非不可能。但这也会导致严重的判断错误。[60]民主党人和共和党人可以，而且也会在许多问题上有一定的倾向，但更关键的问题在于，这两个党派都基于猜测性的估计来进行重大的政策决定，而不会用批判性的眼光和开放的心态来研究大量的原始数据。

  在2008年的某一刻，某个人（很可能是亚洲人或者非洲人）决定从农村移居到城市。这位不知名的人推动人类跨越了一道历史性的门槛，[61]因为正是在那一年，人类有史以来第一次成为主要生活在城市里的种群（即世界上城市居民的人数首次超过农村居民的人数）。


  [62]这一趋势没有减缓的迹象。人口统计学家预计，到2050年世界人口将有四分之三居住在城市，其中大部分新增城市人口来自于亚洲和非洲发展迅速的城镇。人们移居城市是受到城市中大量的工作岗位以及能够获得医疗和教育资源的吸引，此外，城市还使他们能够逃离当农民的枯燥农业生活。这些因素足以使一些刚刚移居到城市的人愿意住在环境肮脏、疾病肆虐、极度贫困的城市区域，这是很多城市新移民在最初阶段都肯定经常忍受的事实。


  正是城市激发了彼得·史密斯的新作的灵感。他的主要观点是“忙碌的城市生活以及这种生活提供给人们的合作、协作的机会，既是吸引人们来到城市的因素，反过来也使城市变成了艺术、商业、科学与进步的引擎。”这一观点谈不上具有颠覆性，但它呈现出来的形式却是那样的迷人。[63]史密斯先生的新作是一本轻松愉快的指导手册，书中有一系列短小的章节，这些章节致力于描写城市风格的独特方面——比如公园，或者近几年来为建设完美城市而推出的各种各样的方案。这种创作的结果就是，这本书成为了一本高质量的、异常严谨的咖啡桌书籍，其设计旨在适合随便翻阅，而不适合从头至尾仔细品读。


  例如，在讲述摩天大楼的一章中，史密斯先生谈到了建筑方法，谈到了革命性的自动电梯的发明，谈到了居住在云端的可行性以及由于城市正变得越来越拥挤，居住在公寓楼里将成为一种生活常态的可能性。但是，书中有时也会出现一些奇谈怪论作为短暂的消遣，例如对摩天大楼指数的讨论（[64]摩天大楼指数认为摩天大楼越盖越多是经济即将开始衰退的可靠标志）。


  [65]对于这本书的一个明显的批评就是它只有广度而没有深度——史密斯先生的许多散文中提出的问题与他所解答的问题一样多。虽然史密斯的这种做法确实让人感到沮丧，但是面对“城市”这样一个如此庞大的话题，这可能是唯一的处理方式。文明，以及人们所做的几乎每一件事，都以城市为基本素材——因此，一本城市指导手册实际上是关于一个庞大的、人数日益增长的人类群体选择如何生活的指导手册。史密斯先生的著作对这一宽泛的话题起到了很出色的引导作用，它将吸引人们对于“城市”这个庞大的话题展开大量的、深入的研究。

  Norman Borlaug: ‘Father of the Green Revolution’


  Few people have quietly changed the world for the better more than this rural lad from the mid-western state of Iowa in the United States. The man in focus is Norman Borlaug, the Father of the ‘Green Revolution’, who died on September 12, 2009 at age 95. Norman Borlaug spent most of his 60 working years in the farmlands of Mexico, South Asia and later in Africa, fighting world hunger, and saving by some estimates up to a billion lives in the process. An achievement, fit for a Nobel Peace Prize.


  Early Years


  “I'm a product of the great depression”is how Borlaug described himself. A great-grandson of Norwegian immigrants to the United States, Borlaug was born in 1914 and grew up on a small farm in the northeastern corner of Iowa in a town called Cresco. His family had a 40-hectare (公顷) farm on which they grew wheat, maize (玉米) and hay and raised pigs and cattle. Norman spent most of his time from age 7-17 on the farm, even as he attended a one-room, one-teacher school at New Oregon in Howard County.


  Borlaug didn't have money to go to college. But through a Great Depression era programme, known as the National Youth Administration, Borlaug was able to enroll in the University of Minnesota at Minneapolis to study forestry. He excelled in studies and received his Ph.D. in plant pathology (病理学) and genetics in 1942.


  From 1942 to 1944, Borlaug was employed as a microbiologist at DuPont in Wilmington. However, following the December 7, 1941 attack on Pearl Harbor, Borlaug tried to join the military, but was rejected under wartime labour regulations.


  In Mexico


  In 1944, many experts warned of mass starvation in developing nations where populations were expanding faster than crop production. Borlaug began work at a Rockefeller Foundation-funded project in Mexico to increase wheat production by developing higher-yielding varieties of the crop. It involved research in genetics, plant breeding, plant pathology, entomology (昆虫学), agronomy (农艺学), soil science, and cereal technology. The goal of the project was to boost wheat production in Mexico, which at the time was importing a large portion of its grain.


  Borlaug said that his first couple of years in Mexico were difficult. He lacked trained scientists and equipment. Native farmers were hostile towards the wheat programme because of serious crop losses from 1939 to 1941 due to stem rust.


  Wheat varieties that Borlaug worked with had tall, thin stalks. While taller wheat competed better for sunlight, they had a tendency to collapse under the weight of extra grain—a trait called lodging. To overcome this, Borlaug worked on breeding wheat with shorter and stronger stalks, which could hold on larger seed beads. Borlaug's new semi-dwarf, disease-resistant varieties, called Pitic 62 and Penjamo 62, changed the potential yield of Mexican wheat dramatically. By 1963 wheat production in Mexico stood six times more than that of 1944.


  Green Revolution in India


  During the 1960s, South Asia experienced severe drought condition and India had been importing wheat on a large scale from the United States. Borlaug came to India in 1963 along with Dr. Robert Anderson to duplicate his Mexican success in the sub-continent. The experiments began with planting a few of the high-yielding variety strains in the fields of the Indian Agricultural Research Institute at Pusa in New Delhi, under the supervision of Dr. M. S. Swaminathan. These strains were subsequently planted in test plots at Ludhiana, Pantnagar, Kanpur, Pune and Indore. The results were promising, but large-scale success, however, was not instant. Cultural opposition to new agricultural techniques initially prevented Borlaug from going ahead with planting of new wheat strains in India. By 1965, when the drought situation turned alarming, the Government took the lead and allowed wheat revolution to move forward. By employing agricultural techniques he developed in Mexico, Borlaug was able to nearly double South Asian wheat harvests between 1965 and 1970.


  India subsequently made a huge commitment to Mexican wheat, importing some 18,000 tonnes of seed. By 1968, it was clear that the Indian wheat harvest was nothing short of revolutionary. It was so productive that there was a shortage of labour to harvest it, of bull carts to haul it to the threshing floor (打谷场), of jute (黄麻) bags to store it. Local governments in some areas were forced to shut down schools temporarily to use them as store houses.


  United Nation's Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) observed that in 40 years between 1961 and 2001,“India more than doubled its population, from 452 million to more than 1 billion. At the same time, it nearly tripled its grain production from 87 million tonnes to 231 million tonnes. It accomplished this feat while increasing cultivated grain acreage (土地面积) a mere 8 percent.”


  It was in India that Norman Borlaug's work was described as the ‘Green Revolution.’


  In Africa


  Africa suffered widespread hunger and starvation through the 70s and 80s. Food and aid poured in from most developed countries into the continent, but thanks to the absence of efficient distribution system, the hungry remained empty-stomach. The then Chairman of the Nippon Foundation, Ryoichi Sasakawa wondered why the methods used in Mexico and India were not extended to Africa. He called up Norman Borlaug, now leading a semi-retired life, for help. He managed to convince Borlaug to help with his new effort and subsequently founded the Sasakawa Africa Association. Borlaug later recalled,“but after I saw the terrible circumstances there. I said，‘Let's just start growing’”.


  The success in Africa was not as spectacular as it was in India or Mexico. Those elements that allowed Borlaug's projects to succeed, such as well-organized economies and transportation and irrigation systems, were severely lacking throughout Africa. Because of this, Borlaug's initial projects were restricted to developed regions of the continent. Nevertheless, yields of maize, sorghum (高粱) and wheat doubled between 1983 and 1985.


  Nobel Prize


  For his contributions to the world food supply, Borlaug was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1970. Norwegian officials notified his wife in Mexico City at 4：00 a.m., but Borlaug had already left for the test fields in the Toluca valley, about 65km west of Mexico City. A chauffeur (司机) took her to the fields to inform her husband. In his acceptance speech, Borlaug said,“the first essential component of social justice is adequate food for all mankind. Food is the moral right of all who are born into this world. Yet, 50 percent of the world population goes hungry.”


  Green Revolution vs Environmentalists


  Borlaug's advocacy of intensive high-yield agriculture came under severe criticism from environmentalists in recent years. His work faced environmental and socio-economic criticisms, including charges that his methods have created dependence on monoculture crops, unsustainable farming practices, heavy indebtedness among subsistence farmers, and high levels of cancer among those who work with agriculture chemicals. There are also concerns about the long-term sustainability of farming practices encouraged by the Green Revolution in both the developed and the developing world.


  In India, the Green Revolution is blamed for the destruction of Indian crop diversity, drought vulnerability, dependence on agro-chemicals that poison soils but reap large-scale benefits mostly to the American multi-national corporations. What these critics overwhelmingly advocate is a global movement towards“organic”or“sustainable”farming practices that avoid using chemicals and high technology in favour of natural fertilizers, cultivation and pest-control programmes.

  In 2011, many shoppers chose to avoid the frantic crowds and do their holiday shopping from the comfort of their computer. Sales at online retailers gained by more than 15%, making it the biggest season ever. But people are also returning those purchases at record rates, up 8% from last year.


  What went wrong? Is the lingering shadow of the global financial crisis making it harder to accept extravagant indulgences? Or that people shop more impulsively—and therefore make bad decisions—when online? Both arguments are plausible. However, there is a third factor: a question of touch. We can love the look but, in an online environment, we cannot feel the quality of a texture, the shape of the fit, the fall of a fold or, for that matter, the weight of an earring. And physically interacting with an object makes you more committed to your purchase.


  When my most recent book Brandwashed was released, I teamed up with a local bookstore to conduct an experiment about the differences between the online and offline shopping experience. I carefully instructed a group of volunteers to promote my book in two different ways. The first was a fairly hands-off approach. Whenever a customer would inquire about my book, the volunteer would take them over to the shelf and point to it. Out of 20 such requests, six customers proceeded with the purchase.


  The second option also involved going over to the shelf but, this time, removing the book and then subtly holding onto it for just an extra moment before placing it in the customer's hands. Of the 20 people who were handed the book, 13 ended up buying it. Just physically passing the book showed a big difference in sales. Why? We feel something similar to a sense of ownership when we hold things in our hand. That's why we establish or reestablish connection by greeting strangers and friends with a handshake. In this case, having to then let go of the book after holding it might generate a subtle sense of loss, and motivate us to make the purchase even more.


  A recent study also revealed the power of touch, in this case when it came to conventional mail. A deeper and longer-lasting impression of a message was formed when delivered in a letter, as opposed to receiving the same message online. Brain imaging showed that, on touching the paper, the emotional center of the brain was activated, thus forming a stronger bond. The study also indicated that once touch becomes part of the process, it could translate into a sense of possession. This sense of ownership is simply not part of the equation in the online shopping experience.

  Apparently everyone knows that global warming only makes climate more extreme. A hot, dry summer has triggered another flood of such claims. And, while many interests are at work, one of the players that benefits the most from this story are the media: the notion of“extreme”climate simply makes for more compelling news.


  Consider Paul Krugman, writing breathlessly in the New York Times about the“rising incidence of extreme events.”He claims that global warming caused the current drought in America's Midwest, and that supposedly record-high corn prices could cause a global food crisis.


  But the United Nations climate panel's latest assessment tells us precisely the opposite: For“North America, there is medium confidence that there has been an overall slight tendency toward less dryness,”Moreover, there is no way that Krugman could have identified this drought as being caused by global warming without a time machine: Climate models estimate that such detection will be possible by 2048, at the earliest.


  And, fortunately, this year's drought appears unlikely to cause a food crisis, as global rice and wheat supplies remain plentiful. Moreover, Krugman overlooks inflation: Prices have increased six-fold since 1969, so, while corn futures (期货) did set a record of about $8 per bushel (蒲式耳) in late July, the inflation-adjusted price of corn was higher throughout most of the 1970s, reaching $16 in 1974.


  Finally, Krugman conveniently forgets that concerns about global warming are the main reason that corn prices have skyrocketed since 2005. Nowadays 40 percent of corn grown in the United States is used to produce ethanol (乙醇), which does absolutely nothing for the climate, but certainly distorts the price of corn—at the expense of many of the world's poorest people.

  In fact, the latest overview of global wildfire incidence suggests that fire intensity has declined over the past 70 years and is now close to its preindustrial level.


  When well-meaning campaigners want us to pay attention to global warming, they often end up pitching beyond the facts. And, while this may seem justified by a noble goal, such“policy by panic”tactics rarely work, and often backfire.


  Remember how, in the wake of Hurricane Katrina in 2005, Al Gore claimed that we were in store for ever more destructive hurricanes? Since then, hurricane incidence has dropped off the charts. Exaggerated claims merely fuel public distrust and disengagement.


  That is unfortunate, because global warming is a real problem, and we do need to address it.

  Would you trust a robot to park your car? The question will confront New Yorkers in February as the city's first robotic parking opens in Chinatown.


  The technology has been successfully applied overseas, but the only other public robotic garage in the United States has been troublesome, dropping vehicles and trapping cars because of technical problems.


  Nonetheless, the developers of the Chinatown garage are confident with the technology and are counting on it to squeeze 67 cars in an apartment-building basement that would otherwise fit only 24, accomplished by removing a maneuver space normally required.

  The Uses of Difficulty


  The brain likes a challenge—and putting a few obstacles in its way may well boost its creativity.


  A) Jack White, the former frontman of the White Stripes and an influential figure among fellow musicians, likes to make things difficult for himself. He uses cheap guitars that won't stay in shape or in tune. When performing, he positions his instruments in a way that is deliberately inconvenient, so that switching from guitar to organ mid-song involves a mad dash across the stage. Why? Because he's on the run from what he describes as a disease that preys on every artist:“ease of use”. When making music gets too easy, says White, it becomes harder to make it sing.


  B) It's an odd thought. Why would anyone made their work more difficult than it already is? Yet we know that difficulty can pay unexpected dividends. In 1966, soon after the Beatles had finished work on“Rubber Soul”, Paul McCartney looked into the possibility of going to America to record their next album. The equipment in American studios was more advanced than anything in Britain, which had led the Beatles' great rivals, the Rolling Stones, to make their latest album,“Aftermath”, in Los Angeles. McCartney found that EMI's (百代唱片) contractual clauses made it prohibitively expensive to follow suit, and the Beatles had to make do with the primitive technology of Abbey Road.


  C) Lucky for us. Over the next two years they made their most groundbreaking work, turning the recording studio into a magical instrument of its own. Precisely because they were working with old-fashioned machines, George Martin and his team of engineers were forced to apply every ounce of their creativity to solve the problems posed to them by Lennon and McCartney. Songs like“Tomorrow Never Knows”, “Strawberry Fields Forever”, and“A Day in the Life”featured revolutionary sound effects that dazzled and mystified Martin's American counterparts.


  D) Sometimes it's only when a difficulty is removed that we realise what it was doing for us. For more than two decades, starting in the 1960s, the poet Ted Hughes sat on the judging panel of an annual poetry competition for British schoolchildren. During the 1980s he noticed an increasing number of long poems among the submissions, with some running to 70 or 80 pages. These poems were verbally inventive and fluent, but also“strangely boring”. After making inquiries Hughes discovered that they were being composed on computers, then just finding their way into British homes.


  E) You might have thought any tool which enables a writer to get words on to the page would be an advantage. But there may be a cost to such facility. In an interview with the Paris Review Hughes speculated that when a person puts pen to paper,“you meet the terrible resistance of what happened your first year at it, when you couldn't write at all”. As the brain attempts to force the unsteady hand to do its bidding, the tension between the two results in a more compressed, psychologically denser expression. Remove that resistance and you are more likely to produce a 70-page ramble (不着边际的长篇大论).


  F) Our brains respond better to difficulty than we imagine. In schools, teachers and pupils alike often assume that if a concept has been easy to learn, then the lesson has been successful. But numerous studies have now found that when classroom material is made harder to absorb, pupils retain more of it over the long term, and understand it on a deeper level.


  G) As a poet, Ted Hughes had an acute sensitivity to the way in which constraints on self-expression, like the disciplines of metre and rhyme (韵律), spur creative thought. What applies to poets and musicians also applies to our daily lives. We tend to equate (等同) happiness with freedom, but, as the psychotherapist and writer Adam Phillips has observed, without obstacles to our desires it's harder to know what we want, or where we're heading. He tells the story of a patient, a first-time mother who complained that her young son was always clinging to her, wrapping himself around her legs wherever she went. She never had a moment to herself, she said, because her son was“always in the way”. When Phillips asked her where she would go if he wasn't in the way, she replied cheerfully,“Oh, I wouldn't know where I was!”


  H) Take another common obstacle: lack of money. People often assume that more money will make them happier. But economists who study the relationship between money and happiness have consistently found that, above a certain income, the two do not reliably correlate. Despite the ease with which the rich can acquire almost anything they desire, they are just as likely to be unhappy as the middle classes. In this regard at least, F. Scott Fitzgerald was wrong.


  I) Indeed, ease of acquisition is the problem. The novelist Edward St Aubyn has a narrator remark of the very rich that,“not having to consider affordability, their desires rambled on like unstoppable bores, relentless (持续不断的) and whimsical (反覆无常的) at the same time.”When Boston College, a private research university, wanted a better feel for its potential donors, it asked the psychologist Robert Kenny to investigate the mindset of the super-rich. He surveyed 165 households, most of which had a net worth of $25m or more. He found that many of his subjects were confused by the infinite options their money presented them with. They found it hard to know what to want, creating a kind of existential bafflement. One of them put it like this:“You know, Bob, you can just buy so much stuff, and when you get to the point where you can just buy so much stuff, now what are you going to do?”


  J) The internet makes information billionaires out of all of us, and the architects of our online experiences are catching on to the need to make things creatively difficult. Twitter's huge success is rooted in the simple but profound insight that in a medium with infinite space for self-expression, the most interesting thing we can do is restrict ourselves to 140 characters. The music service This Is My Jam helps people navigate the tens of millions of tracks now available instantly via Spotify and iTunes. Users pick their favourite song of the week to share with others. They only get to choose one. The service was only launched this year, but by the end of September 650,000 jams had been chosen. Its co-founder Matt Ogle explains its raison d'être (存在的理由) like this:“In an age of endless choice, we were missing a way to say: ‘This. This is the one you should listen to’.”


  K) Today's world offers more opportunity than ever to follow the advice of the Walker Brothers and make it easy on ourselves. Compared with a hundred years ago, our lives are less tightly bound by social norms and physical constraints. Technology has cut out much of life's donkeywork, and we have more freedoms than ever: we can wear what we like and communicate with hundreds of friends at once at the click of a mouse. Obstacles are everywhere disappearing. Few of us wish to turn the clock back, but perhaps we need to remind ourselves how useful the right obstacles can be. Sometimes, the best route to fulfillment is the path of more resistance.

  There was a time not long ago when new science Ph.D.s in the United States were expected to pursue a career path in academia (学术界). But today, most graduates end up working outside academia, not only in industry but also in careers such as science policy, communications, and patent law. Partly this is a result of how bleak the academic job market is, but there's also a rising awareness of career options that Ph.D. scientists haven't trained for directly—but for which they have useful knowledge, skills, and experience. Still, there's a huge disconnect between the way we currently train scientists and the actual employment opportunities available for them, and an urgent need for dramatic improvements in training programs to help close the gap. One critical step that could help to drive change would be to require Ph.D. students and postdoctoral scientists to follow an individual development plan (IDP).


  In 2002, the U.S. Federation of American Societies for Experimental Biology recommended that every postdoctoral researcher put together an IDP in consultation with an adviser. Since then, several academic institutions have begun to require IDPs for postdocs. And in June, the U.S. National Institutes of Health (NIH) Biomedical Research Workforce Working Group recommended that the NIH require IDPs for the approximately 32,000 postdoctoral researchers they support. Other funding agencies, public and private, are moving in a similar direction.


  IDPs have long been used by government agencies and the private sector to achieve specific goals for the employee and the organization. The aim is to ensure that employees have an explicit tool to help them understand their own abilities and aspirations, determine career possibilities, and set (usually short-term) goals. In science, graduate students and new Ph.D. scientists can use an IDP to identify and navigate an effective career path.


  A free Web application for this purpose, called myIDP, has become available this week. It's designed to guide early-career scientists through a confidential, rigorous process of introspection (内省) to create a customized career plan. Guided by expert knowledge from a panel of science-focused career advisers, each trainee's self-assessment is used to rank a set of career trajectories (轨迹). After the user has identified a long-term career goal, myIDP walks her or him through the process of setting short-term goals directed toward accumulating new skills and experiences important for that career choice.


  Although surveys reveal the IDP process to be useful, trainees report a need for additional resources to help them identify a long-term career path and complete an IDP. Thus, myIDP will be most effective when it's embedded in larger career-development efforts. For example, universities could incorporate IDPs into their graduate curricula to help students discuss, plan, prepare for, and achieve their long-term career goals.

  Questions 61 to 65 are based on the following passage.


  Just over a decade into the 21st century, women's progress can be celebrated across a range of fields. They hold the highest political offices from Thailand to Brazil, Costa Rica to Australia. A woman holds the top spot at the International Monetary Fund; another won the Nobel Prize in economics. Self-made billionaires in Beijing, tech innovators in Silicon Valley, pioneering justices in Ghana—in these and countless other areas, women are leaving their mark.


  But hold the applause. In Saudi Arabia, women aren't allowed to drive. In Pakistan, 1,000 women die in honor killings every year. In the developed world, women lag behind men in pay and political power. The poverty rate among women in the U.S. rose to 14.5% last year.


  To measure the state of women's progress, Newsweek ranked 165 countries, looking at five areas that affect women's lives: treatment under the law, workforce participation, political power, and access to education and health care. Analyzing data from the United Nations and the World Economic Forum, among others, and consulting with experts and academics, we measured 28 factors to come up with our rankings.


  Countries with the highest scores tend to be clustered in the West, where gender discrimination is against the law, and equal rights are constitutionally enshrined (神圣化). But there were some surprises. Some otherwise high-ranking countries had relatively low scores for political representation. Canada ranked third overall but 26th in power, behind countries such as Cuba and Burundi. Does this suggest that a woman in a nation's top office translates to better lives for women in general? Not exactly.“Trying to quantify or measure the impact of women in politics is hard because in very few countries have there been enough women in politics to make a difference,”says Anne-Marie Goetz, peace and security adviser for U.N. Women.s


  Of course, no index can account for everything. Declaring that one country is better than another in the way that it treats more than half its citizens means relying on broad strokes and generalities. Some things simply can't be measured. And cross-cultural comparisons can't account for differences of opinion.


  Certain conclusions are nonetheless clear. For one thing, our index backs up a simple but profound statement made by Hillary Clinton at the recent Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation summit.“When we liberate the economic potential of women, we elevate the economic performance of communities, nations and the world,”she said.“There's a stimulative effect that kicks in when women have greater access to jobs and the economic lives of our countries: Greater political stability. Fewer military conflicts. More food. More educational opportunity for children. By harnessing the economic potential of all women, we boost opportunity for all people.”

  Why can't the herd be thinned the old-fashioned way? The small community of North Haven on Long Island is home to some six hundred to seven hundred deer. The department of Environmental Conservation estimates the optimum population at 60. The town has been browsed bare of vegetation except where gardens and shrubs are protected by high fences.


  Drivers routinely collide with deer and there are so many dead bodies left by the side of the road that the town has made a deal with a local pet cemetery to collect and dispose of the bodies. Some people in the town have become ill from deer-transmitted diseases. On the occasions when hunting has been tried, local animal rights people have worked to secure court orders against the hunts. [17] And when that has failed, they stop the hunters, banging on pots and pans to alert the deer. Town meetings called to discuss the problem inevitably dissolved into confrontations.


  The activists believe simply that the deer are not the problem. Some communities have even discussed the possibility of bringing wolves back into the ecological mix. That means wolves in the suburbs of New York. It is almost too wonderful not to try it. The wolves would kill deer of course. [18] They would also terrorize and kill dogs and cats, which is not what the suburban dwellers have in mind.

James hiked, fished, learnt to sail and experimented with hot air ballooning.   It's difficult to estimate the number of youngsters involved in home schooling, where children are not sent to school and receive their formal education from one or both parents. [26] Legislation and court decisions have made it legally possible in most states for parents to educate their children at home, and each year more people take advantage of that opportunity. Some states require parents or a home tutor to meet teacher certification standards, and many require parents to complete legal forms to verify that their children are receiving [27] instruction in state-approved curricula.


  Supporters of home education claim that it's less expensive and far more [28] efficient than mass public education. Moreover, they cite several advantages: alleviation of school overcrowding, strengthened family relationships, lower [29] dropout rates, the fact that students are allowed to learn at their own rate, increased [30] motivation, higher standardized test scores, and reduced [31] discipline problems.


  Critics of the home schooling movement [32] contend that it creates as many problems as it solves. They acknowledge that, in a few cases, home schooling offers educational opportunities superior to those found in most public schools, but few parents can provide such educational advantages. Some parents who withdraw their children from the schools [33] in favor of home schooling have an inadequate educational background and insufficient formal training to provide a satisfactory education for their children. Typically, parents have fewer technological resources [34] at their disposal than do schools. However, the relatively inexpensive computer technology that is readily available today is causing some to challenge the notion that home schooling is in any way [35] inferior to more highly structured classroom education.

  家庭教育的支持者们声称，这种方式比集中的公共教育更加节约费用，而且更加[28]有效。此外，他们还提到了家庭教育的几点优势：可以缓解学校过度拥挤的状况，巩固家庭成员的关系，降低[29]辍学率，孩子们可以根据自己的进度进行学习，提高学习的[30]积极性，提高标准化测试的成绩，并减少[31]纪律问题。


  反对家庭教育运动的人们则[32]声称，家庭教育产生的问题和它解决的问题一样多。他们承认，在一些情况下，家庭教育提供的教育机会要优于大多数公立学校所提供的教育机会，但只有少数家长能提供这样的教育优势。一些[33]赞成家庭教育的家长让他们的孩子从学校退学，但他们缺乏相应的教育背景，也没有接受过足够的正式培训，无法为他们的孩子提供令人满意的教育。一个典型的问题是，与学校相比，父母[34]可支配的技术资源较少。一种观点认为，家庭教育在任何方面都[35]不如更加高度结构化的课堂教育，然而如今相对而言廉价和便捷的计算机技术正在使一些人挑战这种观念。

  这种具有误导性的建议，即学生应当只说英语，主要是针对那些教育机会有限的贫困家庭，而不是那些拥有许多教育优势的更为富裕的家庭，这一点同样令人担忧。因为来自贫困家庭的孩子经常被[42]认为存在学业失败的风险，因此老师们认为建议这些家庭只说英语是合适的。老师们认为，学习两门语言对于来自贫困家庭的孩子来说太[43]难以应付，他们相信这些孩子由于自己的家庭状况已经不堪重负了。


  如果家人自身不懂英语，或者英语能力有限，他们又如何能够用英语进行交流呢？建议不说英语的家庭只说英语就[44]等同于告诉他们不要和自己的孩子沟通或互动。而且，（这给孩子带来的）[45]潜在信息是他们家庭使用的母语不重要，或者不受重视。

  语法判断：空格前为分句的主语it，空格后为介词from及其宾语misunderstandings about the process of language acquisition，可知此处应填入能与from构成搭配的动词；由句子时态可知，所填动词应为一般现在时，且为第三人称单数形式。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的选项有deviates和stems。空格所在分句意为“这种情况______对语言习得过程的误解”。deviates与stems都可以与from搭配，deviate from意为“偏离，脱离”，stem from意为“源于，源自”，显然stems符合句意，故本题选L。

  语法判断：空格前为will become，空格后为confused，由此可知，此处应填入副词，修饰形容词confused。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的选项有permanently、simultaneously和successively。空格所在的句子意为“教育工作者们可能担心，听两种语言的孩子将______处于困惑之中……”。备选副词中permanently意为“永远地，长久地，长期地”；simultaneously意为“同时地”；successively意为“相继地；接连着地”，结合句意，permanently符合题意，故选I。

  语义判断：符合语法条件的名词选项还有asset和object。根据句意“就全球范围而言，在许多领域，懂不止一门语言被认为是一个______, 甚至是一种必备的能力”可知，asset（优点）符合题意，故选A。

  语法判断：空格前为are，空格后为as at-risk for academic failure，由此可知，此处应填入过去分词，表被动，且能与介词as构成搭配。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的备选项只有identified，意为“识别；认定”，且符合本处“因为来自贫困家庭的孩子经常被______存在学业失败的风险……”的句意，故选E。

  语义判断：符合语法条件的选项有equivalent、overwhelming、prevalent和underlying。本句意为“老师们认为，学习两门语言对于来自贫困家庭的孩子来说太______，他们相信这些孩子由于自己的家庭状况已经不堪重负了”，由此可知overwhelming符合句意，在此意为“难以应对的，难以应付的”，故选H。equivalent意为“等同的，相当的”；prevalent意为“普遍的；流行的”；underlying意为“潜在的，暗含的”。三者均不符合句意。

  困难的用途

  大脑喜欢挑战——为它设置些许障碍也许会很好地提升它的创造力。


  A) 白色条纹乐队的前主唱杰克·怀特在其音乐家同行中是位颇有影响力的人物，他喜欢为自己设置难题。他使用外形和音准都不太好的廉价吉他。演奏时，他故意把乐器放在不方便的位置，这样在弹吉他和用风琴演奏之间转换时，就需要在舞台上疯狂地跑来跑去。为什么（这样做）？因为他在躲避“易用性”，一种据他说折磨着每一名艺术家的“疾病”。[50]当音乐创作变得太过容易，怀特说，这将使得歌唱变得更难。


  B) 这是一种奇怪的想法。为什么一些人要把原本就不易的事情变得更加难办呢？然而我们知道，困难可以带来意想不到的回报。1966年，披头士乐队刚刚完成专辑《橡胶灵魂》不久，保罗·麦卡特尼便研究去美国录制他们下一张专辑的可能性。美国录音室的设备比英国的任何（录音）设备都要先进得多，这帮助披头士的劲敌滚石乐队在洛杉矶制作了他们的最新专辑《后果》。麦卡特尼发现，百代唱片的合同条款里规定同样使用该设备录制的价格令人生畏，披头士乐队不得不采用原始的技术录制专辑《艾比路》。


  C) 这对我们来说很幸运。之后的两年，他们完成了最具开创性的工作，把录音室本身变成了一件神奇的“乐器”。[47]恰恰因为他们使用老式的机器来工作，乔治·马丁和他的工程师团队被迫绞尽脑汁，运用创造力来解决列侬和麦卡特尼向他们提出的难题。一些歌曲，如《明日永远未知》、《永远的草莓地》和《生命中的一天》都以革命性的音效著称，使得马丁的美国同行感到惊奇和费解。

  J) 互联网在我们所有人当中造就了掌握亿万信息的“亿万富翁”，网络体验建筑师正在捕捉这种需求：让事物在创造性上具有难度。[55]Twitter的巨大成功正是根植于这一简单但深刻的洞察力：在一个有着无限的自我表达空间的媒体上，我们能做的最有趣的事情就是将自我表达限制在140字以内。音乐服务网站This Is My Jam现在帮助人们通过Spotify和iTunes快速分享几千万首歌曲。用户可以选择每周最喜欢的歌曲和他人分享。他们只能选择一首。该服务项目于今年刚刚发布，但九月底时已有65万首歌曲被选择。该网站的创办人之一马特·奥格尔这样解释其存在的理由：“在一个有无限选择的年代，我们正缺失这样一种说法：‘这首。这首是你应该听的（歌曲）’。”

  不久前，人们曾一度期望美国的新晋科学领域的博士能从事学术领域的职业。[56]但如今，大部分毕业生最终在学术界以外的领域工作，不仅从事工业领域里的职业，也从事与诸如科学政策、通信和专利法之类相关的职业。从一定程度上来说，这是学术界就业市场黯淡带来的结果，但人们也逐渐意识到对拥有博士学位的科学家的培养未能和职业选择直接挂钩——而只是针对有用的知识、技能和经验。再者，[57]我们目前培训科学家的方式和他们能获得的实际就业机会之间存在严重的脱节，为了帮助弥补两者的差距，急需大力完善培训项目。能帮助推动变革的决定性的一步在于要求博士学生和博士后科学家执行个人发展计划。


  [58]2002年，美国实验生物学协会联盟提出建议说，每名博士后研究员在与一名导师协商后要写出一份个人发展计划。从那以后，一些学术机构开始要求博士后提交个人发展计划。六月份，美国国立卫生研究院的生物医学研究人员工作组提出建议说，美国国立卫生研究院要求其培养的约3.2万名博士后研究员提交个人发展计划。另外一些资助机构，不论是公立的还是私营的，都在朝着同样的方向发展。

  Passage Two


  人类迈入21世纪仅十多年的时间，女性在一系列领域已取得了值得庆贺的进步。从泰国到巴西，从哥斯达黎加到澳大利亚，都是女性在担任国家的最高政治领袖。国际货币基金组织的总裁是女性，获得诺贝尔经济学奖的也是女性。在北京白手起家的亿万富翁、硅谷的科技创新人物、加纳首屈一指的法官——在这些领域以及数不清的其他领域，女性都在留下她们的印记。


  [61]但是先不要急着鼓掌。在沙特阿拉伯，女性还不允许开车。在巴基斯坦，每年有1000名女性死于“荣誉处决（注：有一些社会默许家族中的男性处决令家族蒙羞的女性成员）”。在发达国家，女性在收入和政治权力方面落后于男性。去年，美国女性的贫困率上升到了14.5%。


  为衡量女性地位的提高情况，《新闻周刊》从影响女性生活的五个方面对165个国家进行了排名，这五个方面分别是：女性受到法律的对待的情况、女性的就业情况、政治权力、受教育情况和卫生保健情况。通过分析联合国和世界经济论坛等机构提供的数据以及咨询专家和学者，我们衡量了28项因素，最终确定了排名。


  [62]得分最高的国家往往集中在西方，在这些国家，性别歧视是违法的，“男女享有平等的权利”已经被宪法神圣化。但也有一些事实令人惊讶。[63]一些在其他方面排名靠前的国家在政治代表这一项上得分相对较低。加拿大的综合排名是第3位，但是在女性的政治权力这一项排在第26位，落后于古巴和布隆迪这些国家。[64]这是不是意味着一个国家的顶级政治机构中有女性就能使该国的女性普遍过上更好的生活呢？事实未必如此。联合国女性和平与安全顾问安妮-玛丽·戈茨说：“试图量化或衡量女性从政的影响力比较困难，因为很少有国家有足够多的女性从政，进而产生足够大的影响。”


  当然，没有哪项指数能解释一切。从“如何对待半数以上的国民”这方面来评价两个国家孰优孰劣，需要基于大量的调查，覆盖大多数人群。有些事情就是很难衡量的。而且跨文化的比较无法解释观点的异同。


  尽管如此，我们仍可以得出某些确切的结论。例如，我们的指数支持了希拉里·克林顿最近在亚太经济合作组织峰会上的一段虽简短却意义深远的陈述：“[65]如果我们能让女性的经济潜能得以释放，我们将可以提升一些民众、一些国家甚至整个世界的经济表现。如果女性能够获得更多的就业机会，更多地参与我们国家的经济生活，那么将产生一种刺激效应：政治将更加稳定，军事冲突将鲜有发生，更多的食物会被生产出来，儿童将获得更多受教育的机会。如果能够利用好所有女性的经济潜能，我们将为全人类带来机遇。”

During the night of the day when the bright moon is shining in the sky, there will be family reunions and family members will enjoy the bight moon together4. In 2006, the Mid-Autumn Festival was listed as a Chinese cultural heritage5, and in 2008, it was designated as a public holiday6. The moon cake is seen as the indispensable fine food7 for the Mid-Autumn Festival. People send moon cakes as gifts to their relatives and friends or they eat moon cakes at family gatherings. Traditional moon cakes are imprinted with Chinese characters conveying such meanings as“longevity”, “blessing”or“harmony”8.

  Phyllis Wheatley was a young African-American slave who belonged to landowner John Wheatley in colonial America. She was also a poet and the first African-American ever to publish a book. Her poems on various subjects, religious and moral, was printed in Boston in 1773, three years before the signing of the Declaration of Independence. Early slaves were generally denied education, but Wheatley was allowed by her owner to study poetry, Latin and the Bible. And by the time she reached her late teens, she had written enough poetry to put together a slender book of verse. Even so, publication was difficult. The publisher, fearful of being cheated, forced her to submit to a scholarly examination by a board of educated men, including the colonial governor. The board of judges questioned Wheatley extensively and ruled that she was educated enough to have written the book. Only then was publication permitted. Wheatley may have been the first, but she was not the only slave to write a book during the growing days of the Republic. Unfortunately, most of the early popular African-American writers have been all but forgotten in modern times, until now. A Cornell Professor Henry Louis Gates recently started a research project looking into 19th century African-American fiction and poetry. In the process, he uncovered numerous lost works, almost half of which were written by African-American women. In varied literary styles, the newly resurfaced manuscripts offered a rich stock of African-American culture, recreating among other things the early days of slavery and the importance of religion to the slaves.

  The College Essay: Why Those 500 Words Drive Us Crazy


  A) Meg is a lawyer-mom in suburban Washington, D.C., where lawyer-moms are thick on the ground. Her son Doug is one of several hundred thousand high-school seniors who had a painful fall. The deadline for applying to his favorite college was Nov. 1, and by early October he had yet to fill out the application. More to the point, he had yet to settle on a subject for the personal essay accompanying the application. According to college folklore, a well-turned essay has the power to seduce (诱惑) an admissions committee.“He wanted to do one thing at a time,”Meg says, explaining her son's delay.“But really, my son is a huge procrastinator (拖延者). The essay is the hardest thing to do, so he's put it off the longest.”Friends and other veterans of the process have warned Meg that the back and forth between editing parent and writing student can be traumatic (痛苦的).


  B) Back in the good old days—say, two years ago, when the last of my children suffered the ordeal (折磨) —a high-school student applying to college could procrastinate all the way to New Year's Day of their senior year, assuming they could withstand the parental pestering (烦扰). But things change fast in the nail-biting world of college admissions. The recent trend toward early decision and early action among selective colleges and universities has pushed the traditional deadline of January up to Nov. 1 or early December for many students.


  C) If the time for heel-dragging has been shortened, the true source of the anxiety and panic remains what it has always been. And it's not the application itself. A college application is a relatively straightforward questionnaire asking for the basics: name, address, family history, employment history. It would all be innocent enough—20 minutes of busy work—except it comes attached to a personal essay.


  D) “There are good reasons it causes such anxiety,”says Lisa Sohmer, director of college counseling at the Garden School in Jackson Heights, N.Y.“It's not just the actual writing. By now everything else is already set. Your course load is set, your grades are set, your test scores are set. But the essay is something you can still control, and it's open-ended. So the temptation is to write and rewrite and rewrite.”Or stall and stall and stall.


  E) The application essay, along with its mythical importance, is a recent invention. In the 1930s, when only one in 10 Americans had a degree from a four-year college, an admissions committee was content to ask for a sample of applicants' school papers to assess their writing ability. By the 1950s, most schools required a brief personal statement of why the student had chosen to apply to one school over another.


  F) Today nearly 70 percent of graduating seniors go off to college, including two-year and four-year institutions. Even apart from the increased competition, the kids enter a process that has been utterly transformed from the one baby boomers knew. Nearly all application materials are submitted online, and the Common Application provides a one-size-fits form accepted by more than 400 schools, including the nation's most selective.


  G) Those schools usually require essays of their own, but the longest essay, 500 words maximum, is generally attached to the Common Application. Students choose one of six questions. Applicants are asked to describe an ethical dilemma they've faced and its impact on them, or discuss a public issue of special concern to them, or tell of a fictional character or creative work that has profoundly influenced them. Another question invites them to write about the importance (to them, again) of diversity—a word that has assumed magic power in American higher education. The most popular option: write on a topic of your choice.


  H) “Boys in particular look at the other questions and say，‘Oh, that's too much work,’”says John Boshoven, a counselor in the Ann Arbor, Mich., public schools.“They think if they do a topic of their choice，‘I'll just go get that history paper I did last year on the Roman Empire and turn it into a first-person application essay!’ And they end up producing something utterly ridiculous.”


  I) Talking to admissions professionals like Boshoven, you realize that the list of“don'ts”in essay writing is much longer than the“dos.”“No book reports, no history papers, no character studies,”says Sohmer.


  J) “It drives you crazy, how easily kids slip into clichés (老生常谈),”says Boshoven.“They don't realize how typical their experiences are. ‘I scored the winning goal in soccer against our arch-rival.’ ‘My grandfather served in World War II, and I hope to be just like him someday.’ That may mean a lot to that particular kid. But in the world of the application essay, it's nothing. You'll lose the reader in the first paragraph.”


  K) “The greatest strength you bring to this essay,”says the College Board's how-to book,“is 17 years or so of familiarity with the topic: YOU. The form and style are very familiar, and best of all, you are the world-class expert on the subject of YOU... It has been the subject of your close scrutiny every morning since you were tall enough to see into the bathroom mirror.”The key word in the Common Application prompts is“you.”


  L) The college admission essay contains the grandest American themes—status anxiety, parental piety (孝顺), intellectual standards—and so it is only a matter of time before it becomes infected by the country's culture of excessive concern with self-esteem. Even if the question is ostensibly (表面上) about something outside the self (describe a fictional character or solve a problem of geopolitics), the essay invariably returns to the favorite topic: what is its impact on YOU?


  M) “For all the anxiety the essay causes,”says Bill McClintick of Mercersburg Academy in Pennsylvania,“it's a very small piece of the puzzle. I was in college admissions for 10 years. I saw kids and parents beat themselves up over this. And at the vast majority of places, it is simply not a big variable in the college's decision-making process.”


  N) Many admissions officers say they spend less than a couple of minutes on each application, including the essay. According to a recent survey of admissions officers, only one in four private colleges say the essay is of“considerable importance”in judging an application. Among public colleges and universities, the number drops to roughly one in 10. By contrast, 86 percent place“considerable importance”on an applicant's grades, 70 percent on“strength of curriculum.”


  O) Still, at the most selective schools, where thousands of candidates may submit identically high grades and test scores, a marginal item like the essay may serve as a tie-breaker between two equally qualified candidates. The thought is certainly enough to keep the pot boiling under parents like Meg, the lawyer-mom, as she tries to help her son choose an essay topic. For a moment the other day, she thought she might have hit on a good one.“His father's from France,”she says.“I said maybe you could write about that, as something that makes you different. You know: half French, half American. I said，‘You could write about your identity issues.’ He said，‘I don't have any identity issues!’ And he's right. He's a well-adjusted, normal kid. But that doesn't make for a good essay, does it?”

  Among the government's most interesting reports is one that estimates what parents spend on their children. Not surprisingly, the costs are steep. For a middle-class, husband-and-wife family (average pretax income in 2009：$76,250), spending per child is about $12,000 a year. With inflation the family's spending on a child will total $286,050 by age 17.


  The dry statistics ought to inform the ongoing deficit debate, because a budget is not just a catalog of programs and taxes. It reflects a society's priorities and values. Our society does not—despite rhetoric (说辞) to the contrary—put much value on raising children. Present budget policies tax parents heavily to support the elderly. Meanwhile, tax breaks for children are modest. If deficit reduction aggravates these biases, more Americans may choose not to have children or to have fewer children. Down that path lies economic decline.


  Societies that cannot replace their populations discourage investment and innovation. They have stagnant (萧条的) or shrinking markets for goods and services. With older populations, they resist change. To stabilize its population—discounting immigration—women must have an average of two children. That's a fertility rate of 2.0. Many countries with struggling economies are well below that.


  Though having a child is a deeply personal decision, it's shaped by culture, religion, economics, and government policy.“No one has a good answer”as to why fertility varies among countries, says sociologist Andrew Cherlin of The Johns Hopkins University. Eroding religious belief in Europe may partly explain lowered birthrates. In Japan young women may be rebelling against their mothers' isolated lives of child rearing. General optimism and pessimism count. Hopefulness fueled America's baby boom. After the Soviet Union's collapse, says Cherlin,“anxiety for the future”depressed birthrates in Russia and Eastern Europe.


  In poor societies, people have children to improve their economic well-being by increasing the number of family workers and providing support for parents in their old age. In wealthy societies, the logic often reverses. Government now supports the elderly, diminishing the need for children. By some studies, the safety nets for retirees have reduced fertility rates by 0.5 children in the United States and almost 1.0 in Western Europe, reports economist Robert Stein in the journal National Affairs. Similarly, some couples don't have children because they don't want to sacrifice their own lifestyles to the time and expense of a family.


  Young Americans already face a bleak labor market that cannot instill (注入) confidence about having children. Piling on higher taxes won't help.“If higher taxes make it more expensive to raise children,”says Nicholas Eberstadt of the American Enterprise Institute,“people will think twice about having another child.”That seems like common sense, despite the multiple influences on becoming parents.

  Questions 61 to 65 are based on the following passage.


  Space exploration has always been the province of dreamers: The human imagination readily soars where human ingenuity (创造力) struggles to follow. A Voyage to the Moon, often cited as the first science fiction story, was written by Cyrano de Bergerac in 1649. Cyrano was dead and buried for a good three centuries before the first manned rockets started to fly.


  In 1961, when President Kennedy declared that America would send a man to the moon by the decade's end, those words, too, had a dreamlike quality. They resonated (共鸣) with optimism and ambition in much the same way as the most famous dream speech of all, delivered by Martin Luther King Jr. two years later. By the end of the decade, both visions had yielded concrete results and transformed American society. And yet in many ways the two dreams ended up at odds with each other. The fight for racial and economic equality is intensely pragmatic (讲求实用的) and immediate in its impact. The urge to explore space is just the opposite. It is figuratively and literally otherworldly in its aims.


  When the dust settled, the space dreamers lost out. There was no grand follow-up to the Apollo missions. The technologically compromised space shuttle program has just come to an end, with no successor. The perpetual argument is that funds are tight, that we have more pressing problems here on Earth. Amid the current concerns about the federal deficit, reaching toward the stars seems a dispensable luxury—as if saving one-thousandth of a single year's budget would solve our problems.


  But human ingenuity struggles on. NASA is developing a series of robotic probes that will get the most bang from a buck. They will serve as modern Magellans, mapping out the solar system for whatever explorers follow, whether man or machine. On the flip side, companies like Virgin Galactic are plotting a bottom-up assault on the space dream by making it a reality to the public. Private spaceflight could lie within reach of rich civilians in a few years. Another decade or two and it could go mainstream.


  The space dreamers end up benefiting all of us—not just because of the way they expand human knowledge, or because of the spin-off technologies they produce, but because the two types of dreams feed off each other. Both Martin Luther King and John Kennedy appealed to the idea that humans can transcend what were once considered inherent limitations. Today we face seeming challenges in energy, the environment, health care. Tomorrow we will transcend these as well, and the dreamers will deserve a lot of the credit. The more evidence we collect that our species is capable of greatness, the more we will actually achieve it.

  [20] Phyllis Wheatley was a young African-American slave who belonged to landowner John Wheatley in colonial America. She was also a poet and the first African-American ever to publish a book. Her Poems on Various Subjects, Religious and Moral was printed in Boston in 1773, three years before the signing of the Declaration of Independence. Early slaves were generally denied education, but Wheatley was allowed by her owner to study poetry, Latin and the Bible. And by the time she reached her late teens, she had written enough poetry to put together a slender book of verse. Even so, publication was difficult. [21] The publisher, fearful of being cheated, forced her to submit to a scholarly examination by a board of educated men, including the colonial governor. The board of judges questioned Wheatley extensively and ruled that she was educated enough to have written the book. Only then was publication permitted. Wheatley may have been the first, but she was not the only slave to write a book during the growing days of the Republic. Unfortunately, most of the early popular African-American writers have been all but forgotten in modern times until now. A Cornell Professor Henry Louis Gates recently started a research project looking into 19th century African-American fiction and poetry. [22] In the process, he uncovered numerous lost works, almost half of which were written by African-American women. In varied literary styles, the newly resurfaced manuscripts offered a rich stock of African-American culture, recreating among other things the early days of slavery and the importance of religion to the slaves.

  In today's personality stakes, nothing is more highly valued than a sense of humor. We seek it out in others and are proud to claim it in ourselves, perhaps even more than good looks or intelligence. [23] If someone has a great sense of humor, we reason, it means that they are happy, socially confident and have a healthy perspective on life. [24] This attitude would have surprised the ancient Greeks, who believed humor to be essentially aggressive.“And in fact, our admiration for the comically gifted is relatively new and not very well-founded,”says Rod Martin, a psychologist at the University of Western Ontario.


  Being funny isn't necessarily an indicator of good social skills and well-being, his research has shown—it may just exactly be a sign of personality flaws. [25] He has found that humor is a double-edged sword. It can forge better relationships and help you cope with life, or it can be corrosive, eating away self-esteem and irritating others.“It's a form of communication, like speech, and we all use it differently,”says Martin. We use bonding humor to enhance our social connections, but we also may employ it as a way of excluding or rejecting an outsider.


  Though humor is essentially social, how you use it says a lot about your sense of self. Those who use self-defeating humor, making fun of themselves for the enjoyment of others, tend to maintain that hostility toward themselves, even when alone. Similarly, those who are able to view the world with amused tolerance are often equally forgiving of their own shortcomings.

  B) 两年前，我最小的孩子也遭受过这件事的折磨——（与现在相比）当时算得上是美好的往昔岁月——如果申请大学入学资格的高中生能够忍受得了父母的烦扰纠缠，他们可以一直拖延到高三那一年的元旦才进行申请。但是大学招生的紧张形势瞬息万变。[47]近年来，重点高等学院或大学趋向于早做决定、早采取行动，这使得许多学生将传统的截止日期1月份提前至11月1日或12月初。


  C) 可以拖延的时间已经被缩短，但焦虑和恐惧的真正源头仍同往常一样存在着，其源头并不在于入学申请本身。大学入学申请是一次相对直接的问卷调查，询问以下基本信息：姓名、地址、家族史、工作经历。填写问卷不会带来什么不好的结果——只需要20分钟的时间就可以填写完成——但需随附一篇个人论文那就另当别论了。


  D) “申请过程之所以会造成这样的焦虑是可以理解的。”纽约杰克逊高地花园学校的大学录取咨询处主任莉萨·索默说道。“这不是单纯意义上的写作。到目前为止，其他的所有事情都已确定。你的课程量、等级排名和测试成绩都已经确定。但是论文依然是你可以掌控的，它是开放性的。因此，学生们就会不由自主地写了又改，改完后再改。”要不就是一拖再拖。


  E) 入学申请论文及其神秘的重要性，是最近才有的事情。[55]20世纪30年代时，只有十分之一的美国人能够取得四年制大学的学位，招生委员会只要求申请者提交一篇在校期间所写的论文样例，以此来评估他们的写作能力。到了20世纪50年代，大多数的学校都要求学生提交一份简短的个人陈述，以说明为什么选择申请这所学校而不是别的学校。

  G) [46]那些学校通常有自己的论文写作要求，但是最长的论文，最多500字的那种，是通用申请网通常要求随附的。学生们要在六个问题中选择一个。申请人被要求描述一个他们面临过的道德困境及其对他们的影响，或者讨论一个他们特别关心的公众话题，或者讲述一个虚构的角色或一部给他们带来深刻影响的富有创意的作品。另一个问题要求他们写出“多样化”的重要性（同样是针对他们而言）——“多样化”这个词在美国高等教育里发挥着一种神奇的力量。最受欢迎的选择是：自己选一个话题写作。


  H) “尤其是男孩儿们会看着其他的问题说‘哦，工作量太大了。’”密歇根州安阿伯市的公立学校的顾问约翰·博肖文说道。“他们认为，如果自己选择一个话题的话，‘我就可以用上去年写的有关罗马帝国的历史论文，用第一人称把它改写为申请论文！’结果他们写出的东西十分荒唐。”


  I) 和博肖文这样的招生专家聊过之后，你就意识到论文写作中的“禁忌”远多于“规定”。“读书报告不行，历史论文不行，人物分析也不行。”索默说道。


  J) [51]“孩子们轻易地就陷入老生常谈的境地中，这能把你逼疯，”博肖文说道。“他们意识不到自己的经历有多典型。‘我在和劲敌对决的足球比赛中踢进了制胜的一球。’‘我爷爷曾参加过第二次世界大战，我也希望某天能像他一样。’这些经历或许对孩子个人来说意义重大，但是就入学申请论文来说，它们无足轻重。读者只看第一段就会失去兴趣。”


  K) “这篇论文中你最大的着力点”，大学理事会的入门书上提到，“是大概17年以来你所熟悉的话题：你自己。形式和风格都非常熟悉，最好的是，你是针对“你自己”这个主题的世界一流的专家……自你长高至能够正视浴室里的镜子时，它就一直是你每天早晨近距离观察的对象。”通用申请网提示部分的关键词正是“你自己”。


  L) 大学入学论文包括美国社会最重大的主题——身份焦虑，孝顺父母，智力标准——所以这个国家的文化中过分关注的自尊问题迟早会影响这些主题。[54]即使问题表面上是关于自我以外的事情（描述一个虚构的角色或解决一个地缘政治问题），论文终归还是要回到那个最受人喜爱的主题：它对你有什么影响？


  M) 宾夕法尼亚州摩尔西斯堡高中的比尔·麦克林蒂克说：“至于论文造成的所有焦虑，只是整个难题的一小部分。我从事大学招生有十年了。[53]我看到孩子们和家长们为这件事焦头烂额。在大多数地方，论文并不是大学在做录取决策的过程中的一个重要因素。”


  N) 许多招生负责人说他们在每一份申请（包括论文）上花费的时间只有几分钟。根据一项有关招生负责人的最新调查，只有四分之一的私立大学表示论文在评估申请时起着“相当重要的作用”。公立学院和大学中，这个比例降到了约十分之一。[52]比较而言，86%的高校认为申请者的成绩“相当重要”，70%的高校则看重“课程优势”。

  人口无法更新换代的社会会阻碍投资和创新。商品和服务市场将会萧条和不断萎缩。年龄结构的老化会抑制社会的变革。不考虑外来移民的话，为了稳定人口结构，每名女性必须平均生育两个孩子，就是说人口生育率是2.0。许多经济陷入困境的国家的生育率远远低于这个水平。


  虽然生育子女是非常个人化的决定，但也受到文化、宗教、经济和政府政策的影响。约翰·霍普金斯大学的社会学家安德鲁·切尔林说，对于生育率在不同国家存在差异的原因，“没有人能给出合理的答案”。在欧洲，逐渐衰弱的宗教信仰也许是低生育率的部分原因。在日本，年轻女性或许正在反抗像她们的母亲那样过上脱离社会而去养育孩子的生活。[58]普遍的乐观和悲观情绪也会产生影响。满怀希望助推了美国的婴儿潮。切尔林说，苏联解体以后，“对未来的忧虑”抑制了俄罗斯和东欧的生育率。


  在贫困的社会里，人们生育孩子是为了改善他们的经济状况，因为这样既可以增加家庭劳动力的数量，等他们年老时孩子也可以赡养父母。[59]在富裕的社会里，逻辑通常是相反的。如今政府的养老政策减少了人们生育孩子的需求。《国家事务》杂志的经济学家罗伯特·斯坦报道说，一些研究表明，为退休人员提供的安全网（即社会保障）导致美国的人口出生率降低了0.5，而西欧则下降了近1.0。同样，一些夫妇不生育孩子是因为他们不想牺牲自己的生活方式，不愿花费时间和金钱去照顾一个家庭。


  美国的年轻人面对的是一个已然惨淡的劳动力市场，因此无法为他们生育孩子注入信心。提高税收无济于事。[60]美国企业研究所的尼古拉斯·埃伯施塔特说道：“如果高额的税收使得抚养孩子的费用更高昂，人们对于再要一个孩子会慎之又慎。”这似乎也是人之常情，尽管有很多因素会影响人们做出是否要成为父母这一决定。

  ► 解析：作者在第二段首句指出“这些枯燥的统计数字应该会激化当前关于赤字的争论，因为预算并不仅仅是罗列计划和税收的编目”，并进一步指出“当前的预算政策对父母课以重税来赡养老年人。与此同时，针对儿童的税收减免力度并不大。如果赤字削减进一步加剧这种失衡倾向，可能有更多的美国人会选择不要孩子或少生孩子”。最后一段引用尼古拉斯·埃伯施塔特的话总结，指出“如果高额的税收使得抚养孩子的费用更高昂，人们对于再要一个孩子会慎之又慎”，可见本文主要探讨的是高额的税收不利于人们养育孩子，从而会导致美国经济的衰退，因此呼吁政府为养育孩子减税，从而提高美国的生育率，故答案选D。选项A属于强干扰项，最后一段第一句指出“美国的年轻人面对的是一个已然惨淡的劳动力市场，因此无法为他们生育孩子注入信心”，此处是指就业情况无法给美国的年轻人信心，这是客观情况，并不是指作者要给年轻人抚养孩子注入信心，选项A是对文意的曲解，应排除。最后一段第三句提到，在当前的情况下，人们对于再要一个孩子会慎之又慎，并不是说作者建议人们慎重，实际上，作者是鼓励人们多生育孩子的，可排除B。文中并未“鼓励年轻人照顾老年人”，且显然这不是本文的主旨，应排除。


  Passage Two


  太空探索一直是梦想家的领域：人类的想象力轻松地展翅高飞，而人类的创造力在尽力跟随。[61]《月球旅行》经常作为第一部科幻小说而被提及，这部小说是西哈诺·德·贝热拉克在1649年写成的。在西哈诺故去并且被安葬了整整三个世纪后第一艘载人火箭才飞上天。


  1961年，肯尼迪总统宣布美国将在20世纪60年代末将人类送上月球。[62]他的这番话同样具有梦幻色彩。这番话中蕴含的乐观和雄心，与两年后马丁·路德·金发表的最为著名的梦想演说大致相同。20世纪60年代末，两种梦想都产生了具体的结果，并改变了美国社会。然而，在很多方面，这两种梦想最终表现出来的是彼此之间的差异。[63]为种族平等和经济平等而进行的斗争非常实际，而且它所产生的影响立竿见影。探索太空的推动力却与之截然相反，其目标更具有象征意义，简直给人一种游离现实的感觉。


  待尘埃落定，太空梦想家们失败了。阿波罗计划之后没有宏伟的后续计划。在技术上妥协的太空飞船项目终结了，后继无人。永恒不变的理由是资金紧张，在地球上我们有更多紧迫的问题尚待解决。在大家都为眼前的联邦赤字担忧的情况下，探索太空好似一件可有可无的奢侈品——好像从每年的预算中节省千分之一就能够解决我们（目前面临）的问题一样。


  但是人类的创造力在努力前行。美国国家航空航天局正在研发一系列的机器人探测器，这将使利益最大化。它们将像现代的麦哲伦一样，为后来的探险者——不论是人或者是机器，对太阳系进行测绘。另一方面，类似维珍银河这样的公司正在策划一场自下而上的进军太空的梦想，以使太空旅行对公众开放成为现实。在数年之内，富有的平民百姓也可实现私人宇宙飞行。再过10年或20年，宇宙飞行将成为一件稀松平常的事情。

  Waste Not, Want Not


  Feeding the 9 Billion: The Tragedy of Waste


  A) By 2075, the United Nations' mid-range projection for global population is about 9.5 billion. This means that there could be an extra three billion mouths to feed by the end of the century, a period in which substantial changes are anticipated in the wealth, calorie intake and dietary preferences of people in developing countries across the world. Such a projection presents mankind with wide-ranging social, economic, environmental and political issues that need to be addressed today to ensure a sustainable future for all. One key issue is how to produce more food in a world of finite resources.


  B) Today, we produce about four billion metric tonnes of food per year. Yet due to poor practices in harvesting, storage and transportation, as well as market and consumer wastage, it is estimated that 30-50% of all food produced never reaches a human stomach. Furthermore, this figure does not reflect the fact that large amounts of land, energy, fertilisers and water have also been lost in the production of foodstuffs which simply end up as waste. This level of wastage is a tragedy that cannot continue if we are to succeed in the challenge of sustainably meeting our future food demands.


  Where Food Waste Happens


  C) In 2010, the Institution of Mechanical Engineers identified three principal emerging population groups across the world, based on characteristics associated with their current and projected stage of economic development.


  
    	Fully developed, mature, post-industrial societies, such as those in Europe, characterised by stable or declining populations which are increasing in age.


    	Late-stage developing nations that are currently industrialising rapidly, for example China, which will experience declining rates of population growth, coupled with increasing affluence (富裕) and age profile.


    	Newly developing countries that are beginning to industrialise, primarily in Africa, with high to very high population growth rates, and characterised by a predominantly young age profile.

  


  D) Each group over the coming decades will need to address different issues surrounding food production, storage and transportation, as well as consumer expectations, if we are to continue to feed all our people.


  E) In less-developed countries, such as those of sub-Saharan Africa and South-East Asia, wastage tends to occur primarily at the farmer-producer end of the supply chain. Inefficient harvesting, inadequate local transportation and poor infrastructure (基础设施) mean that produce is frequently handled inappropriately and stored under unsuitable farm site conditions.


  F) In mature, fully developed countries such as the UK, more-efficient farming practices and better transport, storage and processing facilities ensure that a larger proportion of the food produced reaches markets and consumers. However, characteristics associated with modern consumer culture mean produce is often wasted through retail and customer behaviour.


  G) Major supermarkets, in meeting consumer expectations, will often reject entire crops of perfectly edible fruit and vegetables at the farm because they do not meet exacting marketing standards for their physical characteristics, such as size and appearance.


  H) Of the produce that does appear in the supermarket, commonly used sales promotions frequently encourage customers to purchase excessive quantities which, in the case of perishable foodstuffs, inevitably generate wastage in the home. Overall between 30% and 50% of what has been bought in developed countries is thrown away by the purchaser.


  Better Use of Our Finite Resources


  I) Wasting food means losing not only life-supporting nutrition but also precious resources, including land, water and energy. As a global society, therefore, tackling food waste will help contribute towards addressing a number of key resource issues.


  J) Land Usage: Over the last five decades, improved farming techniques and technologies have helped to significantly increase crop yields along with a 12% expansion of farmed land use. However, a further increase in farming area without impacting unfavourably on what remains of the world's natural ecosystems appears unlikely. The challenge is that an increase in animal-based production will require more land and resources, as livestock (牲畜) farming demands extensive land use.


  K) Water Usage: Over the past century, human use of fresh water has increased at more than double the rate of population growth. Currently about 3.8 trillion m3 of water is used by humans per year. About 70% of this is consumed by the global agriculture sector, and the level of use will continue to rise over the coming decades.


  L) Better irrigation can dramatically improve crop yield and about 40% of the world's food supply is currently derived from irrigated land. However, water used in irrigation is often sourced unsustainably. In processing foods after the agricultural stage, there are large additional uses of water that need to be tackled in a world of growing demand. This is particularly crucial in the case of meat production, where beef uses about 50 times more water than vegetables. In the future, more effective washing techniques, management procedures, and recycling and purification of water will be needed to reduce wastage.


  M) Energy Usage: Energy is an essential resource across the entire food production cycle, with estimates showing an average of 7-10 calories of input being required in the production of one calorie of food. This varies dramatically depending on crop, from three calories for plant crops to 35 calories in the production of beef. Since much of this energy comes from the utilisation of fossil fuels, wastage of food potentially contributes to unnecessary global warming as well as inefficient resource utilisation.


  N) In the modern industrialised agricultural process—which developing nations are moving towards in order to increase future yields—energy usage in the making and application of fertilizers and pesticides represents the single biggest component. Wheat production takes 50% of its energy input for these two items alone. Indeed, on a global scale, fertiliser manufacturing consumes about 3-5% of the world's annual natural gas supply. With production anticipated to increase by 25% between now and 2030, sustainable energy sourcing will become an increasingly major issue. Energy to power machinery, both on the farm and in the storage and processing facilities, adds to the energy total, which currently represents about 3.1% of annual global energy consumption.


  Recommendations


  O) Rising population combined with improved nutrition standards and shifting dietary preferences will exert pressure for increases in global food supply. Engineers, scientists and agriculturalists have the knowledge, tools and systems that will assist in achieving productivity increases. However, pressure will grow on finite resources of land, energy and water. The potential to provide 60-100% more food by simply eliminating losses, while simultaneously freeing up land, energy and water resources for other uses, is an opportunity that should not be ignored. In order to begin tackling the challenge, the Institution recommends that:


  
    	The UN Food and Agriculture Organization work with the international engineering community to ensure the governments of developed nations put in place programmes that transfer engineering knowledge, design know-how, and suitable technology to newly developing countries. This will help improve produce handling in the harvest, and immediate post-harvest stages of food production.


    	Governments of rapidly developing countries incorporate waste minimisation thinking into the transport infrastructure and storage facilities currently being planned, engineered and built.


    	Governments in developed nations devise and implement policy that changes consumer expectations. These should discourage retailers from wasteful practices that lead to the rejection of food on the basis of cosmetic characteristics, and losses in the home due to excessive purchasing by consumers.

  Passage One


  Questions 56 to 60 are based on the following passage.


  Call it the“learning paradox”：the more you struggle and even fail while you're trying to learn new information, the better you're likely to recall and apply that information later.


  The learning paradox is at the heart of“productive failure,”a phenomenon identified by researcher Manu Kapur. Kapur points out that while the model adopted by many teachers when introducing students to new knowledge—providing lots of structure and guidance early on, until the students show that they can do it on their own—makes intuitive sense, it may not be the best way to promote learning. Rather, it's better to let the learners wrestle (较劲) with the material on their own for a while, refraining from giving them any assistance at the start. In a paper published recently, Kapur applied the principle of productive failure to mathematical problem solving in three schools.


  With one group of students, the teacher provided strong“scaffolding”—instructional support—and feedback. With the teacher's help, these pupils were able to find the answers to their set of problems. Meanwhile, a second group was directed to solve the same problems by collaborating with one another, without any prompts from their instructor. These students weren't able to complete the problems correctly. But in the course of trying to do so, they generated a lot of ideas about the nature of the problems and about what potential solutions would look like. And when the two groups were tested on what they'd learned, the second group“significantly outperformed”the first.


  The apparent struggles of the floundering (挣扎的) group have what Kapur calls a“hidden efficacy”：they lead people to understand the deep structure of problems, not simply their correct solutions. When these students encounter a new problem of the same type on a test, they're able to transfer the knowledge they've gathered more effectively than those who were the passive recipients of someone else's expertise.


  In the real world, problems rarely come neatly packaged, so being able to discern their deep structure is key. But, Kapur notes, none of us like to fail, no matter how often Silicon Valley entrepreneurs praise the beneficial effects of an idea that fails or a start-up company that crashes and burns. So we need to“design for productive failure”by building it into the learning process. Kapur has identified three conditions that promote this kind of beneficial struggle. First, choose problems to work on that“challenge but do not frustrate.”Second, provide learners with opportunities to explain and elaborate on what they're doing. Third, give learners the chance to compare and contrast good and bad solutions to the problems. And to those students who protest this tough-love teaching style: you'll thank me later.

  Passage Two


  Questions 61 to 65 are based on the following passage.


  Vernon Bowman, a 75-year-old farmer from rural Indiana, did something that got him sued. He planted soybeans (大豆) sold as cattle feed. But Monsanto, the agricultural giant, insists it has a patent on the kind of genetically modified seeds Bowman used—and that the patent continues to all of the progeny (后代) of those seeds.


  Have we really gotten to the point that planting a seed can lead to a high-stakes Supreme Court patent lawsuit? We have, and that case is Bowman vs. Monsanto, which is being argued on Tuesday. Monsanto's critics have attacked the company for its“merciless legal battles against small farmers,”and they are hoping this will be the case that puts it in its place. They are also hoping the court's ruling will rein in patent law, which is increasingly being used to claim new life forms as private property.


  Monsanto and its supporters, not surprisingly, see the case very differently. They argue that when a company like Monsanto goes to great expense to create a valuable new genetically modified seed, it must be able to protect its property interests. If farmers like Bowman are able to use these seeds without paying the designated fee, it will remove the incentives for companies like Monsanto to innovate.


  Monsanto accused Bowman of patent infringement and won an $84,456 damage award. Rather than pay up or work out a settlement, Bowman decided to appeal—all the way to the Supreme Court. He said“Monsanto should not be able, just because they've got billions of dollars to spend on legal fees, to try to terrify farmers into obeying their agreements by massive force and threats.”


  The central issue in the case is whether patent rights to living things extend to the progeny of those things. Monsanto argues that its patents extend to later generations. But Bowman's supporters argue that Monsanto is trying to expand the scope of patents in ways that would enrich big corporations and hurt small farmers. They say that if Monsanto wins, the impact will extend far beyond agriculture—locking up property rights in an array of important areas. Knowledge Ecology International contends that the Supreme Court's ruling could have“profound effects”on other biotech industries.


  If this were a Hollywood movie, the courageous old Indiana farmer would beat the profit-minded corporation before the credits rolled. But this is a real-life argument before a Supreme Court that has a well-earned reputation for looking out for the interests of large corporations.This case gives the court an opportunity to rein in the growing use of patents to protect genetically engineered crops and other life forms—but the court may well use it to give this trend a powerful new endorsement.

[22] To be absolutely safe, Juan asked his roommate, who was not a geology major, to listen to the speech.“Stop me,”he said,“any time I say something you don't understand.”Juan's roommate stopped him four times. And at each spot, Juan worked out a way to make his point more clearly. Finally, he had a speech that was interesting and perfectly understandable to his audience.

Its popularity has spread from Europe, both east and west, to such countries as Brazil and Japan. [25] It is, however, in China that Esperanto has had its greatest impact. It is taught in universities and used in many translations, often in scientific or technological works. EL POPOLA CHINIO, which means from People's China, is a monthly magazine in Esperanto and is read worldwide. Radio Beijing's Esperanto program is the most popular program in Esperanto in the world. Esperanto vocabulary is drawn primarily from Latin, the Roman's languages, English and German. Spelling is completely regular. A simple and consistent set of endings indicates grammatical functions of words. Thus, for example, every noun ends in“o”, every adjective in“a”, and a basic form of every verb in“i”. Esperanto also has a highly productive system of constructing new words from old ones.

  ► 解析：短文提到：“世界语在中国的影响最大。”选项D中的had a greater impact than in any other country 与原文中的had its greatest impact属于同义转述。it在这里指代的是世界语。


  Section C


  听力原文&译文


  George Herbert Mead said that humans are talked into humanity. He meant that we gain personal identity as we communicate with others. In the earliest years of our lives, our parents tell us who we are.“You are [26] intelligent.”“You are so strong.”We first see ourselves through the eyes of others, so their messages form important [27] foundations of our self-concepts. Later we interact with teachers, friends, [28] romantic partners, and co-workers who communicate their views of us. Thus, how we see ourselves reflects the views of us that others communicate.


  The [29] profound connection between identity and communication is [30] dramatically evident in children who [31] are deprived of human contact. Case studies of children who were isolated from others reveal that they lack a firm self-concept, and their mental and psychological development is severely hindered by lack of language.


  Communication with others not only affects our sense of identity but also directly influences our physical and emotional [32] well-being. Consistently, research shows that communi-cating with others promotes health, whereas social isolation [33] is linked to stress, disease and early death. People who lack close friends have greater levels of anxiety and depression than people who are close to others. A group of researchers reveal [34] scores of studies that trace the relationship between health and interaction with others.


  The conclusion was that social isolation is statistically as dangerous as high blood pressure, smoking and obesity. Many doctors and researchers believe that loneliness harms the immune system, making us more [35] vulnerable to a range of minor and major illnesses.

  身份与交流之间这种[29]意义深远的联系，在那些[31]被剥夺了人际交往的孩子身上体现得[30]极为明显。针对被孤立的孩子的案例研究发现，他们缺乏坚定的自我观念，而且语言的匮乏严重阻碍了他们的智力和心理的发展。


  与人交流不仅影响我们的身份意识，而且直接影响我们的身体和精神[32]健康。一直以来的研究都表明，与人交流可以提升健康水平，而社会孤立与压力、疾病和早亡[33]相关。和那些与人亲近的人相比，缺少亲密朋友的人的焦虑和抑郁水平更高。一组研究人员进行了[34]大量研究，调查健康和人际交往之间的关系。结论表明：从统计学角度来看，社会孤立与高血压、吸烟和肥胖一样危险。许多医生和研究人员相信孤独损害免疫系统，使我们更[35]易于患上大大小小各种疾病。

  Section A


  手机为人们提供了即时性的联络方式。它们正在促成儿童和青少年在社会经历方面的重大[36]转变。在美国近期的一项调查中，大约有一半受访的青少年表示他们的手机[37]改善了自己和朋友之间的沟通状况。几乎所有受访的青少年都表示，他们的手机是自己与同伴保持联系的工具。他们中有三分之一的人曾经使用手机帮助过需要帮助的同伴，而且大约80%的人表示手机让他们感觉更安全。[38]同样，澳大利亚的青少年也表示手机为他们提供了许多好处，是他们生活[39]固有的一部分；有些人对手机如此[40]依赖，以至于研究人员认为这是一种“瘾”。在日本，研究人员同样为玩手机成瘾而担忧。研究人员在东京进行的一项研究发现，一半以上的初中生每天使用手机和同学相互发送电子邮件的次数多于十次。


  手机[41]促进了同龄人之间跨时空的社会联系。它们使年轻人能够与特别的同伴分享日常生活中每时每刻的体验，从而与朋友保持更加[42]实时的联系。手机也会[43]降低社会宽容度，因为它们减少了孩子们与那些不同于自己的人之间的交往。除了联系同伴，手机还联系着孩子与父母。以色列研究青少年的研究人员得出结论：在那种[44]危险的环境中，手机被视为父母与青少年之间的“安全保障”——这很重要，因为它们提供了随时[45]联系与沟通的可能性。


  36. N) shift


  语法判断：空格前为形容词major，由此判断，空格处应填入一个名词，与前面的creating构成动宾搭配。符合语法判断的备选名词有contact（联系）、endurance（忍耐）和shift（转变）。


  语义判断：文章首句提到，手机为人们提供了即时性的联络方式，空格所在句为第二句，承接首句，应该是说它们正在促成儿童和青少年在社会经历方面的重大“转变”，shift与此含义相符，故答案为N。


  37. J) improved


  语法判断：空格前为had，空格后为their communication with friends，而且空格所在部分为that引出的宾语从句，主句的谓语动词为一般过去时（said），由此可以判断，空格处应填入动词的过去分词，与前面的had一起构成过去完成时。符合语法判断的备选过去分词有affiliated（隶属于）、attached（附着的）和improved（改善，提高）。


  语义判断：前文提到手机给儿童和青少年的社会经历带来了巨大转变，此处承接上句，举例加以说明：在美国近期的一项调查中，大约有一半受访青少年表示他们的手机______自己和朋友之间的沟通状况，显然，符合语法判断的备选项中improved符合此处语境，故答案为J。


  38. O) similarly


  语法判断：空格前后均有逗号，而且前后结构完整，可以判断空格处应填入能起独立作用的状语成分，即副词，符合语法判断的备选副词有relatively（相对地）和similarly（同样地，类似地）。


  语义判断：前文讲述的是美国青少年的情况，此处将举例范围扩展至澳大利亚，可见手机对澳大利亚的青少年“同样”产生了影响，即他们也表示手机为他们提供了许多好处。符合此处语境的副词为similarly，故本题答案为O。


  39. L) intrinsic


  语法判断：空格前为不定冠词an，空格后为名词part，由此可知，空格处应填入一个形容词或分词，作part的定语。符合语法判断的形容词或分词还有affiliated（隶属的）、attached（附着的）、continuous（连续不断的）、hazardous（危险的）、instantaneous（即时性的）和intrinsic（固有的，本质的）。


  语义判断：上文提到，澳大利亚的青少年也表示手机为他们提供了许多好处，此处承接上文，补充说明手机对他们的影响，即（手机）是他们生活“固有的”一部分，符合语法判断的备选项中intrinsic符合这一含义，故答案为L。


  40. B) attached


  语法判断：空格前为副词so，空格后为介词to，由此判断，空格处应填入一个形容词或分词，构成be... to...的结构。符合语法判断的形容词或分词还有affiliated（隶属的）、attached（附着的）、continuous（连续不断的）、hazardous（危险的）和instantaneous（即时性的）。


  语义判断：此处继续说明手机对青少年的影响，而且此处用了so...that...句型，即结果状语从句，由that结果状语从句“以至于研究人员认为这是一种‘瘾’”可判断，前面的so应该修饰的是能够表达“依赖”等含义的单词，符合语法判断的备选项中只有attached符合此意，故答案为B。be attached to sth. 意为“依赖某物”。


  41. H) foster


  语法判断：空格前为名词短语cell phones，空格后为名词短语social connections with peers，可判断空格所在句缺少谓语动词，且由下一句的谓语动词allow可知该句为一般现在时，空格处应填入动词原形，符合语法判断的动词原形选项有contact（联系）、contend（竞争）、diminish（减少，降低）和foster（培育；滋长；鼓励；促进）。


  语义判断：由上段内容可知，文章在探讨手机对青少年的影响，本句下文继续提到手机使年轻人能够与特别的同伴分享日常生活中每时每刻的体验，由此可知空格所在句应为本段的主题句，强调手机对同龄人之间跨时空的社会联系的作用，应该是起到“促进”联系的作用，符合语法判断的备选动词原形中foster有“促进”的含义，故本题答案为H。


  42. K) instantaneous


  语法判断：空格前为表示比较级的more，空格后为名词短语sense of connection，由此可知空格处应填入多音节形容词或分词，与more一起构成比较级，并作sense of connection的定语。符合语法判断的形容词或分词选项还有affiliated（隶属的）、continuous（连续不断的）、hazardous（危险的）和instantaneous（即时性的）。


  语义判断：前面提到moment-by-moment experiences（每时每刻的体验），空格处所填入的形容词应该与此含义相对应，即此处应为“即时性的”，符合语法判断的选项中instantaneous符合此含义，故答案为K。


  43. F) diminish


  语法判断：空格前为情态动词can，空格后为名词短语social tolerance，由此可知空格处应填入一个动词原形。符合语法判断的备选动词原形选项还有contact（联系）、contend（竞争）和diminish（减少，降低）。


  语义判断：空格后面跟了一个because引导的原因状语从句，由该从句指明的原因“因为它们减少了孩子们与那些不同于自己的人之间的交往”可知，主句要表达的是手机会“降低”社会宽容度，备选动词原形中diminish正是此意，故答案为F。


  44. I) hazardous


  语法判断：空格前为介词in和that，空格后为名词environment，由此可知，空格处应填入一个形容词或分词，充当environment的定语。符合语法判断的形容词或分词选项还有affiliated（隶属的）、continuous（连续不断的）和hazardous（危险的）。


  语义判断：空格前提到了以色列研究青少年的研究人员，再结合后面出现的“安全保障”，可知此处应指在那种“危险的”环境中，与“安全”相对应。备选项中hazardous正是此意，故本题答案为I。


  45. C) contact


  语法判断：空格前为介词of，空格后为and communication，由此可知，空格处应填入与communication呈并列关系的名词。符合语法判断的名词备选项还有contact（联系）和endurance（忍耐）。


  语义判断：空格前提到在危险的环境中，手机被视为青少年与父母之间的“安全保障”，因而十分重要，然后由because引出了原因状语从句，表明其原因，即它们提供了随时“联系”与沟通的可能性，故空格处应填入contact一词，与communication在词义和词性上构成并列关系，故本题答案为C。


  Section B


  不浪费，则不匮乏


  养活90亿人：浪费的悲剧


  A) 联合国对全球人口的中期预测表明，到2075年全球人口将达到95亿左右。这就意味着到本世纪末全世界可能要新增30亿要养活的人口。预计在此期间，全世界发展中国家的人们在财富、卡路里摄入量以及饮食偏好方面将发生重大变化。[50]这一预测将一些涉及广泛的社会、经济、环境和政治问题呈现在人类面前，为保证所有人都有可持续发展的未来，这些问题必须尽快解决。其中一个关键问题就是如何用这个世界上有限的资源生产更多的食物。


  B) 如今，我们每年生产大约40亿公吨的食物。[53]然而由于不良的收割、储存和运输习惯，以及市场和消费者的浪费，据估计被生产出来的所有食物中有30%至50%根本到不了人们口中。而且这个数字没有体现一个事实：在生产这些最终仅仅是被浪费掉的食物的过程中，损失了大量的土地、能源、肥料和水。这种程度的浪费是一个悲剧，如果我们要在可持续地满足未来食品需求的挑战中取得成功，那么就不能再继续这个悲剧。

  C) 2010年，机械工程师协会根据各地区现阶段和未来的经济发展状况的特征，确定了全世界三个主要的人口增长群体：


  
    	充分发展的、成熟的后工业化社会，比如那些欧洲国家，以人口稳定或负增长、老龄化加速为特征。


    	正在快速推进工业化进程的、后崛起的发展中国家，比如中国，人口增长率将会放缓，社会财富和人口年龄不断增长。


    	刚开始进行工业化的新兴发展中国家，主要在非洲，有较高或非常高的人口增长率，特征是年轻人口占主导地位。

  


  D) 在未来的几十年中，要想继续养活所有人，每一个人口群体都要解决不同的问题，这些问题与食品生产、储存和运输以及消费者预期有关。


  E) [54]在欠发达的国家，比如撒哈拉以南的非洲和东南亚的一些国家，浪费往往主要发生在供应链的农民生产者这一端。低效的收割、不便的当地交通以及破旧的基础设施意味着这些国家经常不能合理地进行食品生产，并且常常将食品储存在不够合适的农场条件之下。


  F) 在成熟、充分发展的国家，如英国，更加高效的农业运作方式以及更好的运输、储存和加工设施保证了生产出来的食品中有更大一部分能到达市场和消费者那里。然而，现代消费文化的特征意味着生产出来的食品经常会因零售业和消费者的行为而被浪费掉。


  G) [52]为满足消费者的期望，大超市经常会拒绝收购农场所生产的整批整批完全可食用的水果和蔬菜，只因有一些农产品的外观特征（比如大小和外形）达不到严格的市场标准。


  H) 对于那些终于出现在超市中的食品，超市经常采用促销手段鼓励消费者大量购买，而这些大都是易腐烂的食物，这就不可避免地在家里产生了一些垃圾。[48]在发达国家，售出的东西总的来说有30%至50%都被购买者扔掉了。


  更好地利用我们有限的资源


  I) 浪费食物不仅仅意味着流失生命赖以维持的营养，还意味着浪费珍贵的资源，包括土地、水和能源。因此，作为一个全球化的社会，解决食物浪费问题将有助于解决许多重要的资源问题。


  J) 土地使用：在过去的五十年中，经过改良的耕作技艺和技术极大地提高了粮食产量，并且扩大了12%的可使用的耕地面积。[51]然而，在不对现有的全球自然生态系统产生不利影响的条件下，进一步扩大耕地面积已经不可能了。挑战在于，若要增加以动物为主体的农产品产量则需要更多的土地和资源，因为畜牧业需要使用大量的土地。


  K) 水的使用：在过去的一个世纪中，人类的淡水使用增长率已经达到了人口增长率的两倍多。现在人们每年使用大约3.8万亿立方米的水，其中大约有70%用于全球农业领域，在未来的几十年中用水量还将持续增长。


  L) 更好的灌溉可以大幅提高作物产量，目前的全球食品供应中大约有40%来源于被灌溉的土壤。然而灌溉用水经常供不应求。在农业生产之后的食品加工业环节，需要额外使用大量的水来满足世界日益增长的需求。[55]这在肉类生产过程中尤为重要，生产牛肉的用水量大约是种植蔬菜的50倍。将来，为了减少浪费，我们需要更加高效的清洗技术、管理程序以及水的回收和净化技术。


  M) 能源使用：能源是整个食品生产过程中的一种重要的资源，据估计，平均每产出1卡路里能量的食物就需要投入7至10卡路里的能量。对于生产不同的食品来说，（需要的能量）更是千差万别，从种植作物需要的3卡路里到生产牛肉的35卡路里。由于大多数能源来自于化石燃料的使用，浪费食物就可能会导致不必要的全球变暖以及资源的低效利用。


  N) [47]在现代工业化的农业生产过程中——为了增加未来的粮食产量，发展中国家正在朝着这一方向迈进——能源使用的最大一部分就在于生产和使用化肥和杀虫剂。在小麦生产所消耗的全部能源中，光是这两项就占了其中的一半。事实上，在全球范围内，化肥生产要消耗全世界每年天然气供应量的3%至5%。由于食品生产预计在2030年之前增长25%，可持续的能源供应将成为一个越来越重要的议题。在生产、储存和加工过程中发动机所消耗的总能量目前每年大约占全球能耗的3.1%。


  建议


  O) 不断增加的人口以及不断提高的营养标准，加之不断改变的饮食偏好，将会给全球食品供应带来压力。工程师、科学家和农业学家有协助提高产量的知识、工具和体系。但是因为土地、能源和水资源有限，这种压力将会不断增加。[46]仅仅通过减少损耗，同时将节省下来的土地、能源和水资源用于其他方面，就会使食物总量有增加60%至100%的潜能，这个机遇是我们不应该忽视的。为了着手应对挑战，该协会建议：


  
    	[49]联合国粮农组织与国际上的一些工程团体合作，确保发达国家的政府开展一些项目，将工程知识、专门的研发设计和合适的技术转让给新兴的发展中国家。这将有助于这些国家在收割和接下来的食品加工过程中提高产量。


    	一些快速发展的发展中国家政府将浪费最小化的理念融入正在规划、设计和建造的运输设施和存储设施中。


    	发达国家的政府制定并实施可以改变消费者预期的政策。这些政策应设法阻止零售业的浪费做法，使他们不再根据外观特征拒绝食品，也促使消费者不再过多地购买食品而造成在家中的浪费。

  Section C


  Passage One


  [56]你在努力记住新信息的时候遭遇的困难越大，甚至失败越多，你对该信息的记忆效果就会越好，以后也能更好地加以应用，我们将这种现象称为“学习悖论”。


  “学习悖论”是“有价值的失败”的核心，后者是指研究者马努·卡普尔发现的一种现象。[57]卡普尔指出，许多老师都采用一种向学生灌输新知识的方式：先为学生提供大量的知识框架和指导，直到学生们表现出可以独立完成的能力。尽管从直觉上来看这一方法是可行的，但它也许并非促进学习的最佳方法。相反，在开始时先不给学生们提供任何帮助，让他们自己钻研学习材料一段时间，效果会更好。在最近发表的一篇论文中，卡普尔介绍了一项研究的结果——他在三个学校进行测试，将“有价值的失败”这一原理运用于解决数学问题。


  [58]对于其中的一组学生，老师提供了强有力的“脚手架”（即教学支持）和反馈。在老师的帮助下，这些学生能够找到他们所面对的一系列问题的答案。与此同时，对于另外一组学生，老师指导他们通过相互合作来解决同样的问题，而老师则不提供任何提示。这些学生无法完全正确地解答这些问题。但在尽力解决这些问题的过程中，他们对于问题的本质以及可能的解决办法产生了许多想法。当对这两组学生就他们所学的知识进行测试时，第二组的表现“明显优于”第一组。


  在解题过程中经历挣扎的那一组所付出的努力是显而易见的，这些努力具有卡普尔所谓的“隐藏功效”：它们引导人们理解问题的深层结构，而不仅仅是正确的答案。当这些学生在测试中遇到与此类似的新问题时，与那些只是被动地接受他人经验的学生相比，他们能够更有效地将自己所获取的知识进行转化。


  在真实的社会中，问题很少是一目了然的，所以能够辨别出它们的深层结构是关键所在。但是，卡普尔表示，没有人喜欢失败，无论硅谷的企业家们多少次称赞一个失败的主意或一个刚起步便夭折的公司起到的积极作用。所以我们要自行设计“有价值的失败”，将其融入学习的过程。[59]卡普尔指出了能对这种有益的挣扎起促进作用的三个条件。第一，选择解决那些“具有挑战性但不会使人有挫败感”的问题。第二，为学习者提供机会去解释和阐明他们正在做的事情。第三，为学习者提供机会去对比和比较解决问题的正确方案和错误方案。[60]对于那些抗议这种带有“严苛的爱”性质的教学方式的学生，对他们说：“你们以后会感谢我的。”

  ► 解析：第一段只有一句话，句意为“你在努力记住新信息的时候遭遇的困难越大，甚至失败越多，你对该信息的记忆效果就会越好，以后也能更好地加以应用，我们将这种现象称为‘学习悖论’。”由此可见，学习过程越不顺利，以后的记忆效果反而越好，即挫折和失败往往孕育着成功，故正确答案为选项C。原文提到了“记忆效果会更好，以后也能更好地加以应用”，这显然是收获，故排除选项A。选项B原文中并未提及，可排除。原文中的paradox指的是学习的困难程度和学习效果之间的悖论，并非教与学的悖论，故也可排除D。

  ► 解析：本段首句引出Kapur这个人物，接着第二句提到，“卡普尔指出，许多老师都采用一种向学生灌输新知识的方式：先为学生提供大量的知识框架和指导，直到学生们表现出可以独立完成的能力。尽管从直觉上来看这一方法是可行的，但也许并非促进学习的最佳方法。”可见卡普尔并不赞成给学生提供详尽的指导和说明，故正确答案为C。文中还提到“相反，在开始时先不给学生们提供任何帮助，让他们自己对学习材料钻研一段时间，效果会更好。”可知对于选项A和D的做法卡普尔是赞成的，可排除。选项B文中并未提及。

  ► 解析：本段前两句对strong“scaffolding”进行了解释和说明，指出它是一种“教学支持”，在老师的帮助下，学生们能够找到他们所面对的一系列问题的答案。这说明这种方式是有效的。要注意的是，题干中的people在原文中并没有明显地体现出来，但结合第二段第二句中的“尽管从直觉上来看这一方法是可行的”，可以推测这应该就是人们通常的看法，故正确答案为B。人们只是觉得这种教学方法有效、合理，文中并没有提及教学难易程度，也没有提及对水平一般的学生的效果或对学生自信的影响，故选项A、C、D均可排除。

  [61]来自印第安纳乡村地区的75岁农民弗农·鲍曼因为他的行为而遭到起诉。他种植了一些作为牛饲料出售的大豆。但是，美国农业巨头孟山都公司却坚持认为：它们拥有鲍曼所使用的转基因种子的专利——而且该专利权也适用于这种转基因种子的后代。


  我们真的到了因为播种就会招致高风险的最高法院的专利诉讼的地步了吗？是的，本周二备受争议的“鲍曼对孟山都”案件就是这种情况。孟山都的批评者抨击这家公司，称其“向小农户发起无情的法律战争”，而且这些批评者们希望通过这起案件能够使该公司纠正其做法。[62]他们还希望法院的裁定能够控制专利法，因为目前专利法正越来越多地被用来将新的生命形式定义为私有财产。


  不出所料的是，孟山都和它的支持者们却对这起案件有着截然不同的看法。他们声称，像孟山都这样的公司为研发一种有价值的新型转基因种子需要投入巨额的费用，这些公司必须保护其所有权利益。[63]如果像鲍曼这样的农民可以不必支付指定的费用就使用其种子，那么像孟山都这样的公司的创新动力将消失殆尽。


  孟山都公司控告鲍曼侵犯其专利，并因此被判获得84456美元的损害赔偿。鲍曼既没有支付这笔赔偿金，也没有与孟山都公司达成某种协议，他决定上诉——一直告到最高法院。他说：“孟山都公司不能因为他们有数十亿美元可以花在律师费上就试图通过强权和巨大的威胁来恐吓农民，使农民服从其决定。


  [64]这起案件的核心问题是：生物的专利权是否可以被扩展至这些生物的后代。孟山都公司称，这些生物的专利权应该扩展至它们的后代。但是鲍曼的支持者认为，孟山都公司试图扩展其专利的适用范围，这是一种为大公司敛财而又伤害小农户的做法。鲍曼的支持者称，如果孟山都公司获胜，由此带来的影响将大大扩展到农业以外的领域——这将在一系列重要的领域锁定财产权。美国知识生态学国际组织认为，最高法院的裁定将对其他的生物技术产业产生“深远的影响”。


  [65]如果这是一部好莱坞电影，在播放片尾的演职人员名单之前，这位勇敢的印第安老农将击败这家利欲熏心的公司。但这是摆在最高法院面前的一场真实的辩论，而最高法院一直对于其“顾全大公司利益”的名声当之无愧。这起案件给了法院一个机会来遏制逐渐增多的使用专利权来保护转基因农作物和其他生命形态的做法——但是法院很可能会利用这个机会再一次为这种惯常做法给予有力支持。

  Lessons from a Feminist Paradise


  A) On the surface, Sweden appears to be a feminist paradise. Look at any global survey of gender equality and Sweden will be near the top. Family-friendly policies are its norm—with 16 months of paid parental leave, special protections for part-time workers and state-subsidized preschools where, according to a government website,“gender-awareness education is increasingly common.”Due to an unofficial quota system, women hold 45 percent of positions in the Swedish parliament. They have enjoyed the protection of government agencies with titles like the Ministry of Integration and Gender Equality and the Secretariat of Gender Research. So why are American women so far ahead of their Swedish counterparts in breaking through the glass ceiling?


  B) In a 2012 report, the World Economic Forum found that when it comes to closing the gender gap in“economic participation and opportunity,”the United States is ahead of not only Sweden but also Finland, Denmark, the Netherlands, Iceland, Germany, and the United Kingdom. Sweden's rank in the report can largely be explained by its political quota system. Though the United States has fewer women in the workforce (68 percent compared to Sweden's 77 percent), American women who choose to be employed are far more likely to work full-time and to hold high-level jobs as managers or professionals. They also own more businesses, launch more start-ups (新创办的企业) and more often work in traditionally male fields. As for breaking through the glass ceiling in business, American women are well in the lead.


  C) What explains the American advantage? How can it be that societies like Sweden, where gender equality is vigorously pursued and enforced, have fewer female managers, executives, professionals, and business owners than the laissez-faire (自由放任的) United States? A new study by Cornell economists Francine Blau and Lawrence Kahn gives an explanation.


  D) Generous parental leave policies and readily available part-time options have unintended consequences: instead of strengthening women's attachment to the workplace, they appear to weaken it. In addition to a 16-month leave, a Swedish parent has the right to work six hours a day (for a reduced salary) until his or her child is eight years old. Mothers are far more likely than fathers to take advantage of this law. But extended leaves and part-time employment are known to be harmful to careers—for both genders. And with women a second factor comes into play: most seem to enjoy the flexible-time arrangement (once known as the“mommy track”) and never find their way back to full-time or high-level employment. In sum: generous family-friendly policies do keep more women in the labor market, but they also tend to diminish their careers.


  E) According to Blau and Kahn, Swedish-style paternal (父亲的) leave policies and flexible-time arrangements pose a second threat to women's progress: they make employers cautious about hiring women for full-time positions at all. Offering a job to a man is the safer bet. He is far less likely to take a year of parental leave and then return on a reduced work schedule for the next eight years.


  F) I became aware of the trials of career-focused European women a few years ago when I met a post-doctoral student from Germany who was then a visiting fellow at Johns Hopkins. She was astonished by the professional possibilities afforded to young American women. Her best hope in Germany was a government job—prospects for women in the private sector were dim.“In Germany,”she told me,“we have all the benefits, but employers don't want to hire us.”


  G) Swedish economists Magnus Henrekson and Mikael Stenkula addressed the following question in their 2009 study: why are there so few female top executives in the European egalitarian (平等主义的) welfare states? Their answer:“Broad-based welfare-state policies hinder women's representation in elite competitive positions.”


  H) It is tempting to declare the Swedish policies regressive (退步的) and hail the American system as superior. But that would be shortsighted. The Swedes can certainly take a lesson from the United States and look for ways to clear a path for their ambitious female careerists. But most women are not committed careerists. When the Pew Research Center recently asked American parents to identify their“ideal”life arrangement, 47 percent of mothers said they would prefer to work part-time and 20 percent said they would prefer not to work at all. Fathers answered differently: 75 percent preferred full-time work. Some version of the Swedish system might work well for a majority of American parents, but the United States is unlikely to fully embrace the Swedish model. Still, we can learn from their experience.


  I) Despite its failure to shatter the glass ceiling, Sweden has one of the most powerful and innovative economies in the world. In its 2011-2012 survey, the World Economic Forum ranked Sweden as the world's third most competitive economy; the United States came in fifth. Sweden, dubbed the“rockstar of the recovery”in the Washington Post, also leads the world in life satisfaction and happiness. It is a society well worth studying, and its efforts to conquer the gender gap impart a vital lesson—though not the lesson the Swedes had in mind.


  J) Sweden has gone farther than any other nation on earth to integrate the sexes and to offer women the same opportunities and freedoms as men. For decades, these descendants of the Vikings have been trying to show the world that the right mix of enlightened policy, consciousness raising, and non-sexist child rearing would close the gender divide once and for all. Yet the divide persists.

When it came to light last year that mothers, far more than fathers, chose to stay home from work to care for their sick kids, Ulf Kristersson, minister of social security, quickly commissioned a study to determine the causes of and possible cures for this disturbing state of affairs.


  M) Swedish family policies, by accommodating women's preferences effectively, are reducing the number of women in elite competitive positions. The Swedes will find this paradoxical and try to find solutions. Let us hope these do not include banning gender pronouns, policing children's play, implementing more gender quotas, or treating women's special attachment to home and family as a social injustice. Most mothers do not aspire to (向往) elite, competitive full-time positions: the Swedish policies have given them the freedom and opportunity to live the lives they prefer. Americans should look past the gender rhetoric and consider what these Scandinavians have achieved. On their way to creating a feminist paradise, the Swedes have unintentionally created a haven (避风港) for normal mortals.

  Texting has long been bemoaned (哀叹) as the downfall of the written word,“penmanship for illiterates,”as one critic called it. To which the proper response is LOL. Texting properly isn't writing at all. It's a“spoken”language that is getting richer and more complex by the year.


  First, some historical perspective. Writing was only invented 5,500 years ago, whereas language probably traces back at least 80,000 years. Thus talking came first; writing is just a craft that came along later. As such, the first writing was based on the way people talk, with short sentences. However, while talking is largely subconscious and rapid, writing is deliberate and slow. Over time, writers took advantage of this and started crafting long-winded sentences such as this one:“The whole engagement lasted above 12 hours, till the gradual retreat of the Persians was changed into a disorderly flight, of which the shameful example was given by the principal leaders and...”


  No one talks like that casually—or should. But it is natural to desire to do so for special occasions. In the old days, we didn't much write like talking because there was no mechanism to reproduce the speed of conversation. But texting and instant messaging do—and a revolution has begun. It involves the crude mechanics of writing, but in its economy, spontaneity and even vulgarity, texting is actually a new kind of talking, with its own kind of grammar and conventions.


  Take LOL. It doesn't actually mean“laughing out loud”in a literal sense anymore. LOL has evolved into something much subtler and sophisticated and is used even when nothing is remotely amusing. Jocelyn texts“Where have you been?”and Annabelle texts back“LOL at the library studying for two hours.”LOL signals basic empathy (同感) between texters, easing tension and creating a sense of equality. Instead of having a literal meaning, it does something—conveying an attitude—just like the -ed ending conveys past tense rather than“meaning”anything. LOL, of all things, is grammar.


  Of course no one thinks about that consciously. But then most of communication operates without being noticed. Over time, the meaning of a word or an expression drifts—meat used to mean any kind of food, silly used to mean, believe it or not, blessed.


  Civilization, then, is fine—people banging away on their smartphones are fluently using a code separate from the one they use in actual writing, and there is no evidence that texting is ruining composition skills. Worldwide people speak differently from the way they write, and texting—quick, casual and only intended to be read once—is actually a way of talking with your fingers.

There's no question Oprah's achievements place her in the temple of American success stories. Talent, charm, and an exceptional work ethic have rarely hurled anyone as far as they have this former abused teenage mother from rural Mississippi who became one of the world's most successful entertainment icons and the first African-American female billionaire.


  Honorary degrees are often conferred on non-academic leaders in the arts, business, and politics. Harvard's list in recent years has included Kofi Annan, Bill Gates, Meryl Streep, and David Souter. But Oprah's particular brand of celebrity is not a good fit for the values of a university whose motto (座右铭), Veritas, means truth. Oprah's passionate advocacy extends, unfortunately, to a hearty embrace of fake science. Most notoriously, Oprah's validation of Jenny McCarthy's claim that vaccines cause autism (自闭症) has no doubt contributed to much harm through the foolish avoidance of vaccines.


  Famous people are entitled to a few failings, like the rest of us, and the choice of commencement speakers often reflects a balance of institutional priorities and aspirations. Judging from our conversations with many students, Oprah was a widely popular choice.


  But this vote of confidence in Oprah sends a troubling message at precisely the time when American universities need to do more to advance the cause of reason. As former Dean of Harvard College, Harry Lewis, noted in a blog post about his objections,“It seems very odd for Harvard to honor such a high profile popularizer of the irrational... at a time when political and religious nonsense so jeopardize the rule of reason in this allegedly enlightened democracy and around the world.”


  As America's oldest and most visible university, Harvard has a special opportunity to convey its respect for science not only through its research and teaching programs but also in its public affirmation of evidence-based inquiry.


  Unfortunately, many American universities seem awfully busy protecting their brand name and not nearly busy enough protecting the pursuit of knowledge. A recent article in The Harvard Crimson noted the shocking growth of Harvard's public relations arm in the last five years and it questioned whether a focus on risk management and avoiding controversy was really the best outward-looking face of this great institution.


  As American research universities begin to resemble profit centers and entertainment complexes, it's easy to lose sight of their primary mission: to produce and spread knowledge. This mission depends on traditions of rational discourse and vigorous defense of the scientific method. Oprah Winfrey's honorary doctorate was a step in the wrong direction.

  [16] In a study of older people with sisters and brothers, psychologist Debra Gold of the Duke Center for the study of aging and human development found that about 20% said they were either hostile or indifferent toward their sisters and brothers. Reasons for this ranged from inheritance disputes to hostility between spouses. But many of those who had poor relationships felt guilty. Although most people admitted to some lingering rivalry, it was rarely strong enough to end the relationship. Only four out of the 55 people interviewed had completely broken with their sisters and brothers and only one of the four felt comfortable with the break. [17] As sisters and brothers advance into old age, closeness increases and rivalry diminishes, explains Victor Chichiarelli, a psychologist at Purdue University. Most of the elderly people he interviewed said they had supportive and friendly dealings and got along well or very well with their sisters and brothers. Only 4% got along poorly. Gold found that as people age, they often become more involved with and interested in their sisters and brothers. 53% of those she interviewed said that contact with their sisters and brothers increase in late adulthood. With family and career obligations reduced, many said they had more time for each other. Others said that they felt it was time to heal wounds. [18] A man who had recently reconciled with his brother told Gold there's something that lets older people put aside the bad deeds of the past and focus a little on what we need now, especially when it's sisters and brothers.

  Monarch butterflies, the large orange and black insects, are a common summer sight in the northern United States and Canada. They brighten parks and gardens as they fly among the flowers. What makes monarch butterflies particularly interesting is they migrate—all the way to California or Mexico and back. [19] They are thought to be the only insect that does this. Every year in the late summer, monarchs begin their migration to the south. Those heading for Mexico go first for the Louisiana Mississippi region. Then they fly across the Gulf of Mexico into Texas. [20] Once in Mexico, they establish themselves in one of about 15 sites in a mountain forest. Each site provides a winter home for millions of monarchs. The butterflies are so numerous that they often cover entire trees. When spring comes, they begin their long journey north. The question is often asked whether every butterfly makes the round trip journey every year. And the answer is no. The average monarch lives about nine months. [21] So one flying north might lay eggs in Louisiana and then die. The eggs of that generation may be found in Kentucky; the eggs of the next generation may end up in Wisconsin or Michigan. The last generation of the season about the forth will make the journey back to Mexico and restart the cycle. Scientists learn about monarch butterflies' migration by capturing and placing identifying tags on the insects. By recapturing a tagged monarch and noting where it came from, the next scientist can figure out things like the butterfly's age and its routing.

  [23] People nowadays seem to have the sense that their time has become more limited; that compared to earlier generations, we spend more and more time working and have less and less free time to engage in leisure pursuits. But this premise turns out to be an illusion. [24] The most comprehensive data from major time use surveys suggest that, if anything, Americans today have more free time than earlier generations. The number of hours we work has not changed much, but we spend less time now on home tasks. So we have a greater amount of time for leisure than in decades past. So why do we feel like time is so scarce? One problem is that our time has become more valuable and as time becomes worth more money, we feel like we have less of it. Workers who bill or get paid by the hour, think lawyers and fast-food workers, report focusing more on pursuing more money than those who get paid at salary and the effect happens fast. In one experiment, people were told to play the role of consultants and bill their time at either nine dollars an hour or ninety dollars an hour. When people billed their time for ninety dollars an hour, they reported feeling far more pressed for time. [25] Thinking about our time as money changes our behavior as well. In one study, people who were instructed to think about money before entering a cafe spent less time chatting with the other patrons and more time working. Those who were thinking about their time did the reverse, spending time socializing instead of working.

  The first copyright law in the United States was passed by Congress in 1790. In 1976 Congress enacted the latest copyright law, [26] taking into consideration the technological developments that had occurred since the passage of the Copyright Act of 1909. For example, in 1909, anyone who wanted to make a single copy of a [27] literary work for personal use had to do so by hand. The very process [28] imposed a limitation on the quantity of materials copied. Today, a photocopier can do the work in seconds; the limitation has disappeared. The 1909 Law did not provide full protection for films and sound recordings, nor did it [29] anticipate the need to protect radio and television. As a result, [30] violations of the law and abuses of the intent of the law have lessened the [31] financial rewards of authors, artists and producers. The 1976 Copyright Act has not prevented these abuses fully, but it has clarified the legal rights of the injured parties and given them an [32] avenue for remedy.


  Since 1976 the Act has been [33] amended to include computer software, and guidelines have been adopted for fair use of television broadcasts. These changes have cleared up much of the confusion and conflict that followed [34] in the wake of the 1976 legislation.


  The fine points of the law are decided by the courts and by acceptable common practice over time. As these decisions and agreements are made, we modify our behavior accordingly. For now, we need to [35] interpret the law and its guidelines as accurately as we can and to act in a fair manner.

  自1976年以来，《著作权法》经过[33]修订，已经包含了对计算机软件的权益保护，而且一些关于合理使用电视播送内容的指导方针也被付诸实施。这些修改消除了许多[34]紧随1976年的著作权法案而来的疑惑和冲突。


  这项法律的细则部分是由法院和长期以来被普遍接受的惯例所决定的。随着这些决定和协议的制定，我们也相应改变着我们的行为。如今，我们需要尽量精确地[35]阐释这项法律及其指导方针，并以公平的方式来执行。

  有两个问题常常[38]困扰初次购买企业债券的投资者。第一个问题是“如果我购买了一种企业债券，那我必须一直持有它，直到它到期吗？”答案是否定的。债券每天都会在[39]各大证券交易所被买进或卖出。然而，如果你决定在到期之日前出售债券，你就不一定能够获得债券的票面价值。例如，如果你的债券不具备足以吸引其他投资者的[40]特点的话，你可能会被迫将其[41]折价出售，即以低于债券面值的价格出售。但是如果其他投资者十分看重你的债券，你也可能溢价出售，即以高于面值的价格出售。债券价格的[42]波动通常与当前市场利率的波动方向相反。当利率上升的时候，债券价格下跌，当利率下降的时候，债券价格上涨。因此，和所有的投资一样，债券也有一定程度的风险。


  第二个问题是“我如何能够[43]评估某种债券发行的投资风险？”标准普尔和穆迪投资服务公司会对许多企业债券和政府债券作风险等级排名。[44]当然，债券的市场风险越高，利率就越高。对于一种被认为有风险的债券，只有[45]潜在收益足够高，投资者才会对其进行投资。

  从女权主义的天堂学到的一课


  A) 从表面上看，瑞典似乎是女权主义的天堂。看看全球有关性别平等的调查，就会发现瑞典是名列前茅的国家。有利于家庭的政策是该国的规范——16个月的带薪产假、对兼职员工提供特殊保护，还有由国家资助的幼儿园，[54]在这些幼儿园里，根据一个政府网站上所说，“性别意识教育越来越普遍。”[50]基于一种非官方的定额分配体制，女性在瑞典的议会中占有45%的席位。她们享受着一些政府机构的保护，比如移民融合与性别平等事务部以及性别研究秘书处。那么，为什么美国女性在打破（限制女性晋升的）无形障碍方面远远超越了瑞典女性呢？


  B) 在2012年的一份报告中，世界经济论坛发现，就缩小在“经济参与和机会”方面的性别差距而言，美国不仅领先于瑞典，还领先于芬兰、丹麦、荷兰、冰岛、德国和英国。瑞典在该报告中的排名主要可以用其政治方面的定额分配体制来解释。[48]尽管在美国，有工作的女性要比瑞典少（所占比例为68%，而瑞典为77%），但选择工作的美国女性更有可能全职工作并且从事高级别的工作，如经理和专业人员。她们还拥有更多的企业，创办更多的新兴企业，并更多地就职于传统意义上男性居多的领域。关于打破企业里阻碍女性晋升的无形障碍，美国女性遥遥领先。


  C) 美国的优势应该如何解释呢？在瑞典这样积极追求和落实性别平等的社会，女性经理、总监、专业人员和企业家的数量怎么会比奉行自由放任主义的美国少呢？康奈尔大学的经济学家弗朗辛·布劳和劳伦斯·卡恩进行的一项新研究给出了解释。


  D) 慷慨的产假政策和随时可得的兼职选择导致了意想不到的结果：这非但没有增强女性与职场之间的联系，反而似乎削弱了这种联系。除了16个月的产假，瑞典的父亲或母亲还有权每天只工作6个小时（领取略低一些的薪水），直到他或她的孩子长到8岁。母亲比父亲更有可能利用这项法律。但是延长的产假和兼职就业被认为不利于职业生涯——对于男性和女性来说皆是如此。就女性而言，还有另一个因素在发挥作用：大多数女性似乎很享受灵活的时间安排（这曾被称为“妈咪职业道路”），再也没有回到全职工作或高级别的就业岗位。[49]概括来说，慷慨的有利于家庭的政策确实使得职场中有了更多女性的参与，但这些政策往往也会削弱她们的职业发展。


  E) [53]据布劳和卡恩所说，瑞典式的男性育儿假政策和灵活的时间安排给女性的发展造成了另一个威胁：这使得雇主们在雇用女性担任全职职位时变得非常谨慎。雇用男性则更保险。他（泛指男性）不太可能休一年产假，然后回到工作岗位，按照时间较短的工作安排（即每天只工作6小时）度过随后的八年。


  F) 我意识到注重职业的欧洲女性的遭遇是在几年前，那时我遇到一名来自德国的正在美国约翰·霍普金斯大学访问的博士后学生。对于年轻的美国女性可获得的职业机会她表示很吃惊。她最大的愿望是在德国找到一份政府机构的工作——因为女性在私营企业就职的前景十分黯淡。“在德国，”她告诉我，“我们拥有所有的福利，但是雇主不愿意雇用我们。”


  G) 瑞典经济学家芒努斯·亨雷克松和米卡埃尔·斯滕库拉在他们2009年的一项研究中探讨了这个问题：为什么欧洲具有平等主义福利的国家却鲜有女性的高级管理者？他们的回答是：“福利好的国家制定的应用广泛的政策阻碍了女性从事竞争激烈的精英职位。”


  H) 这可能诱使我们宣称瑞典的政策是倒退的，而称赞美国的体制优越。但如果这样做则是目光短浅之举。瑞典人当然可以从美国那里学到经验，并寻找方法为该国有抱负的职业女性清出一条职业道路。但大多数女性并不是全心全意的有职业抱负的人。最近，当皮尤研究中心请美国的一些父母表达他们“理想”的生活安排时，47%的母亲们说她们更愿意选择兼职工作，20%则说她们更愿意根本不工作。父亲们的回答有所不同：75%更愿意全职工作。[51]瑞典体制的某个版本也许对大部分的美国父母很适用，但美国不可能完全照搬瑞典模式。然而我们仍然可以从他们的经验中学到东西。


  I) 尽管瑞典在打破女性在职场晋升中的无形障碍这一点上失败了，但它依然是世界上最强大、最具创新性的经济体之一。[47]在其2011~2012年度的调查中，世界经济论坛将瑞典列为世界第三大最具竞争力的经济体；而美国则排名第五。瑞典在《华盛顿邮报》中被誉为“经济复苏时期的摇滚巨星”，而该国在生活的满意度和幸福度方面同样领先世界。瑞典社会值得好好研究，其在致力于弥合性别差距方面的努力传授了重要一课——尽管与瑞典人所想的那一课有所不同。


  J) [46]瑞典在去性别差异和向女性提供与男性同样的机会和自由方面比世界上的其他任何国家都走得更远。几十年来，这些维京人的后裔一直在努力向世界证明：如果将开明的政策、意识的强化与无性别歧视的育儿方法正确结合，可以彻底缩小性别差异。但是，差异依然存在。

  M) 通过有效地适应女性的偏好，瑞典的家庭政策正在减少拥有竞争激烈的精英职位的女性人数。瑞典人会觉得这很矛盾，并试图找到解决之道。我们希望这些解决的方法不包括禁止使用性别代词，监督孩子们的玩耍，实行更多的性别配额，或者将女性与房子和家庭之间的特殊联系视为一种社会的不公平现象。[52]大多数的母亲并不热衷于精英级别的、竞争激烈的全职岗位：瑞典的政策已经给了她们按照自己喜欢的方式生活的自由和机会。美国人应透过与性别有关的说辞，思考这些斯堪的纳维亚人已经实现的成就。在创造女权主义天堂的道路上，瑞典人无意中为普通人创造了一个避风港。

  [56]人们长期以来哀叹发短信是书面语衰落的表现，正如一位批评家所说，是“文盲的笔法”。对此恰当的回应是哈哈大笑（LOL）。发短信其实根本就不算是写作。它是一种口头语言，这种语言正逐年变得越发丰富和复杂。


  首先，从某种历史的角度来看（这个问题）。[57]写作仅诞生于5500年前，而语言则可能追溯到至少8万年前。因此，话语出现在先，写作只是后期随之而来的一种技能。如此说来，最初的写作是建立在人们说话方式的基础上的，都是简短的句子。然而，话语在很大程度上是潜意识的，而且速度快，但写作则需要仔细琢磨，且速度慢。随着时间的推移，写作者利用这个特点开始精心地写出冗长的句子，比如这句：“整个交战持续了十二个小时以上，直到波斯人由逐渐撤退演变成混乱的逃窜而告终，这是一个由主要领导者造成的耻辱的例子，而且……”


  没有人喜欢以这样的闲聊方式说话——也不应该这样说。但在特殊的场合，要求这样说话也很自然。过去，我们写作远没有说话多，这是因为没有一种方式能够重现交谈的速度。但是短信和即时消息能够做到——一场变革已经开始了。它包含了写作里粗糙的手法，但是从其经济性、自发性甚至粗俗程度上看，[60]短信实际上是一种新的谈话方式，有它自己的语法和规范。


  就拿LOL来说。它实际上已经不再表示字面上“大笑”的意思了。[58]LOL已经演变为更加微妙和复杂的含义，甚至在一点都不好笑的情况下也可以使用。乔斯林发短信说：“你去哪儿了？”安娜贝拉发短信回复说：“哈哈，我在图书馆里都学习两个小时了。”[58]LOL表示发短信者之间基本的同感，来缓解紧张并建立平等的感觉。它的字面意思失去后，却有了某种功能——表达一种态度——就像以-ed结尾表示过去时，却没有实际意义一样。LOL竟起到了语法作用。


  当然，没人会有意识地去考虑这一点。但大多数的交流都是在无意识的情况下进行的。[59]随着时间的推移，一个单词或一种表达的意思会发生转变——meat过去表示任何一种食物，而silly过去表示“有福的”，不管你是否相信。


  即便如此，文明仍安然无恙——人们按着他们智能手机的按键，使用与实际写作时不同的代码流畅地进行交流，而且没有证据表明发短信正在使人们的写作技能受到影响。[60]全世界的人说话和写作的方式都存在差异，发短信——具有快捷、非正式和一次性的特点——实际上是使用手指进行交谈的一种方式。

  ► 解析：本段最后一句指出“全世界的人说话和写作的方式都存在差异，发短信——具有快捷、非正式和一次性的特点——实际上是使用手指进行交谈的一种方式。”显然作者认为发短信其实是使用手指进行谈话和交流。同时，结合全文来看，第三段最后一句指出“短信实际上是一种新的谈话方式，有它自己的语法和规范”，可知答案为B。作者在文中并未明确提及发短信是否促进了人们的思想交流，可排除A。最后一段第一句指出“即便如此，文明仍安然无恙——人们按着他们智能手机的按键，使用与实际写作时不同的代码流畅地进行交流，而且没有证据表明发短信正在使人们的写作技能受到影响”，故选项C与文意不符，可排除。关于短信对书面语和交流的影响，作者总体上持肯定态度，且从第一段中的“对此恰当的回应是哈哈大笑”可以看出，作者并不认为发短信会加速书面语的衰落，故也可排除D项。


  Passage Two


  我仍然钦佩奥普拉·温弗里，而且仍然希望哈佛大学没有授予她荣誉法学博士学位，也没有邀请她在昨天的毕业典礼上演讲。毫无疑问，奥普拉的成就使她在美国成功者的殿堂中拥有了一席之地。[61]天资、魅力和卓越的职业道德很少能将一个人推到如奥普拉般的高度，这位来自密西西比州农村、曾经因为遭受性侵而在十多岁时成为妈妈的女性，现如今已经成为世界上最成功的娱乐节目偶像人物并成为非裔美国女性中的第一位亿万富翁。


  荣誉学位通常授予艺术界、商界和政界这些非学术领域的领军人物。近年来，被哈佛大学授予荣誉学位的包括科菲·安南、比尔·盖茨、梅丽尔·斯特里普和戴维·苏特。但是有着名人这一特殊身份的奥普拉被哈佛大学授予荣誉学位是不合适的，这与哈佛大学的价值观相悖——哈佛大学的座右铭是Veritas，意为“真理”。不幸的是，奥普拉一些激烈的言辞延伸为对伪科学的真心接受。[62]最臭名昭著的是，奥普拉肯定了珍妮·麦卡锡关于注射疫苗会导致自闭症的说法，而这无疑会使得人们愚昧地拒绝疫苗接种，从而造成巨大的危害。


  和我们其他人一样，名人也会有一些缺点。对于毕业典礼演讲者的选择通常反映了一种制度方面的优先顺序和愿望之间的平衡。从我们与许多学生的交谈来判断，奥普拉是一个广受欢迎的人选。


  但是对奥普拉投信任票传递出一个令人担忧的信息，而此时恰恰是美国的大学需要采取更多行动以将追求真理的事业向前推进的时刻。[63]正如哈佛学院前任院长哈里·路易斯在博客上发表的反对意见所说：“哈佛大学给一位如此高调、非理性、迎合庸俗趣味的人物授予荣誉看起来非常奇怪……而此时正是政治和宗教领域的一些荒谬的事情在这个宣称拥有开明民主的国度和世界范围内危害理性统治的时刻。”


  作为美国最古老且最受瞩目的大学，哈佛大学享有特殊的机遇来表达它对科学的尊重，不只是通过它的教研项目，还可以通过公开宣布它对基于事实的探究的认同。


  [64]不幸的是，许多美国大学似乎非常忙于保护自己的品牌形象，而对于追求知识的保护却显得热情不足。（哈佛大学校报）《哈佛克里姆森报》最近刊登的一篇文章中提到了过去五年中哈佛大学公共关系部门惊人的增长，并质疑专注于风险管理和避免分歧是否真是这所伟大的学府最应该呈现出的一面。


  [65]随着美国的研究型大学开始效仿利润中心和娱乐机构的做法，它们很容易忽视大学的主要使命，即生产和传播知识。这个任务的完成取决于传统的理性对话和对科学方法强有力的捍卫。授予奥普拉·温弗里荣誉博士头衔是朝错误的方向迈出的一步。

  Five Problems Financial Reform Doesn't Fix


  A) The legislation concerning financial reform focuses on helping regulators detect and defuse (减少……的危险性) the next crisis. But it doesn't address many of the underlying conditions that can cause problems.


  B) The legislation gives regulators the power to oversee shadow banks and take failing firms apart, convenes a council of superregulators to watch the megafirms that pose a risk to the full financial system, and much else.


  C) But the bill does more to help regulators detect the next financial crisis than to actually stop it from happening. In that way, it's like the difference between improving public health and improving medicine: The bill focuses on helping the doctors who figure out when you're sick and how to get you better rather than on the conditions (sewer systems and air quality and hygiene standards and so on) that contribute to whether you get sick in the first place.


  D) That is to say, many of the weaknesses and imbalances that led to the financial crisis will survive our regulatory response, and it's important to keep that in mind. So here are five we still have to watch out for:


  1. The Global Glut (供过于求) of Savings


  E) “One of the leading indicators of a financial crisis is when you have a sustained surge in money flowing into the country which makes borrowing cheaper and easier,”says Harvard economist Kenneth Rogoff. Our crisis was no different: Between 1987 and 1999, our current account deficit—the measure of how much money is coming in versus going out—fluctuated between 1 and 2 percent of gross domestic product. By 2006, it had hit 6 percent.


  F) The sharp rise was driven by emerging economies with lots of growth and few investment opportunities—think China—funneling their money to developed economies with less growth and lots of investment opportunities. But we've gotten out of the crisis without fixing it. China is still growing fast, exporting faster, and sending the money over to US.


  2. Household Debt—and Why We Need It


  G) The fact that money is available to borrow doesn't explain why Americans borrowed so much of it. Household debt as a percentage of GDP went from a bit less than 60 percent at the beginning of the 1990s to a bit less than 100 percent in 2006.“This is where I come to income inequality,”says Raghuram Rajan, an economist at the University of Chicago.“A large part of the population saw relatively stagnant incomes over the 1980s and 1990s. Credit was so welcome because it kept people who were falling behind reasonably happy. You were keeping up, even if your income wasn't.”


  H) Incomes, of course, are even more stagnant now that unemployment is at 9 percent. And that pain isn't being shared equally: inequality has actually risen since before the recession, as joblessness is proving sticky among the poor, but recovery has been swift for the rich. Household borrowing is still more than 90 percent of GDP, and the conditions that drove it up there are, if anything, worse.


  3. The“Shadow Banking”Market


  I) The financial crisis started out similarly severe, but it wasn't, at first, a crisis of consumers. It was a crisis of banks. It never became a crisis of consumers because consumer deposits are insured. But large investors—pension funds, banks, corporations, and others—aren't insured. But when they hear that their collateral (附属担保品) is dropping in value, they demand their money back. And when everyone does that at once, it's like an old-fashioned bank run: The banks can't pay everyone off at once, so they unload all their assets to get capital, the assets become worthless because everyone is trying to unload them, and the banks collapse.


  J) “This is an inherent problem of privately created money,”says Gary Gorton, an economist at Princeton University.“It is vulnerable to these kinds of runs.”This year, we're bringing this shadow banking system under the control of regulators and giving them all sorts of information on it and power over it, but we're not doing anything like deposit insurance, where we simply make the deposits safe so runs become an anachronism.


  4. Rich Banks


  K) In the 1980s, the financial sector's share of total corporate profits ranged from about 10 to 20 percent. By 2004, it was about 35 percent. Simon Johnson, an economist at MIT, recalls a conversation he had with a fund manager.“The guy said to me，‘Simon, it's so little money! You can sway senators for $10 million!?’”Johnson laughs ruefully (后悔地).“These guys [big investors] don't even think in millions. They think in billions.”


  L) What you get for that money is favors. The last financial crisis fades from memory and the public begins to focus on other things. Then the finance guys begin nudging (游说). They hold some fundraisers for politicians, make some friends, explain how the regulations they're under are onerous and unfair. And slowly, surely, those regulations come undone. This financial crisis will stick in our minds for a while, but not forever. And after briefly dropping to less than 15 percent of corporate profits, the financial sector has rebounded to more than 30 percent. They'll have plenty of money with which to help their friends forget this whole nasty affair.

  M) The most troubling prospect is the chance that this bill, if we'd passed it in 2000, wouldn't even have prevented this financial crisis. That's not to undersell it: It would've given regulators more information with which to predict the crisis. But they had enough information, and they ignored it. They get caught up in boom times just like everyone else. A bubble, almost by definition, affects the regulators with the power to pop it.


  N) In 2005, with housing prices running far, far ahead of the historical trend, Bernanke said a housing bubble was“a pretty unlikely possibility”. In 2007, he said Fed officials“do not expect significant spillovers from the subprime market to the rest of the economy.”Alan Greenspan, looking back at the financial crisis, admitted in April that regulators“have had a woeful record of chronic failure. History tells us they cannot identify the timing of a crisis, or anticipate exactly where it will be located or how large the losses and spillovers will be.”

  For early humans, taking in and caring for animals would seem like a poor strategy for survival.“On the face of it, you are wasting your resources. So this is a very weird behavior,”Shipman said. But it's not so weird in the context something else humans were doing about 2.6 million years ago: switching from a mostly vegetarian diet to one rich in meat. This happened because humans invented stone hunting tools that enabled them to compete with other top predators. Quite a rapid and bizarre switch for any animal. So we invented the equipment, learned how to track and kill, and eventually took in animals who also knew how to hunt—like wolves and other canines. Others, like goats, cows and horses, provided milk, hair and, finally, hides and meat.


  Managing all of these animals—or just tracking them—requires technology, knowledge and ways to preserve and convey information. So languages had to develop and evolve to meet the challenges. Tracking game has even been argued to be the origin of scientific inquiry, said Peter Richerson, professor emeritus (名誉退休的) in the Department of Environmental Science and Policy at the University of California, Davis. One of the signs that this happened is in petroglyphs (史前岩画) and other rock art left by ancient peoples. At first they were abstract, geometric patterns that are impossible to decipher (破译). Then they converge on one subject: animals.


  There have also been genetic changes in both humans and our animals. For the animals those changes developed because human bred them for specific traits, like a cow that gives more milk or a hen that lays more eggs. But this evolutionary influence works both ways. Dogs, for instance, might have been selectively taken in by humans who shared genes for more compassion. Those humans then prospered with the dogs' help in hunting and securing their homes.

  He has influenced generations of artists but John Baldessari's own celebrity came relatively late. A physically imposing 79-year-old, he seemed slightly uncomfortable at a press conference at the Metropolitan Museum, where a travelling retrospective of his work has just opened for its final stop. Asked to distil his art for the many who have not heard of him, he responded cheerfully that it was not the job of an artist to“spoon-feed”viewers but to make them feel intelligent.


  For decades Mr Baldessari has made art that challenges convention. Though his work is heavily conceptual, it is not designed to alienate—and is often very funny. In the wake of abstract expressionism, when painting was all, Mr Baldessari was investigating what it meant to make a painting, what the rules were, and how far he could stretch them. In the 1960s he created a series of works that featured mostly text on canvas, painted by sign professionals. One, in black letters on canvas, reads“PURE BEAUTY”. The words sit there like a taunt (嘲弄), a question, a declaration.


  “I do not believe in screwing the bourgeoisie,”Mr Baldessari explained in an interview. The irony in his work is not designed to reveal what is vacant in art, or what is silly about those who buy it. He just wants people to question what they are looking at. He pokes fun at the art establishment, but he lets viewers in on the joke. Art, he says, supplies“spiritual nourishment”. Asked if a show at the Met sat uncomfortably with his subversive streak, Mr Baldessari did not miss a beat:“I would be happy to hang in a broom closet at the Met. It's a huge honour.”


  Mr Baldessari attributes some of his experimentation to having grown up in National City, California, a suburb just north of the Mexican border and well beyond the reach of any art scene. He was culturally isolated, but also free from the pressures of rejection.“I was trying to find out what was irreducibly art.”His boldest early work was his“Cremation Project”in 1970, when he ceremonially burned nearly all the paintings he had made between 1953 and 1966.“I really think it's my best piece to date,”he wrote of it at the time.


  He supported himself by teaching, mainly at the progressive California Institute of the Arts in Valencia. He earned a reputation for being a revolutionary and generous teacher who inspired students to renounce painting and view art as something that happens in the brain.“Artists are indebted to him,”said Marla Prather, who organised the show at the Met. He taught countless people how to make art from the ordinary stuff of life. Now the man himself is finally getting his due.

We found activity in the brain region associated with intense romantic love, and also in a brain region associated with deep [35] feelings of attachment, and in the brain region associated with physical pain and the distress that goes along with physical pain.”


  你是否曾觉得爱情不够多？你可能会从世界上所有文化的音乐、诗歌、艺术和文学作品中[26]得出这一结论，因为在这些作品中，爱情都是[27]主题，而且总是突然发生。爱情可以是[28]令人高兴的、抒情的、美妙的、充满激情的、超然的，其带来的愉悦感比任何药物带来的快感都要[29]强大。但是新的[30]科学研究发现，实际上，爱情比许多强效药物更容易让人上瘾，戒掉爱情[31]可能比戒除尼古丁或强效可卡因还要困难。新泽西州罗格斯大学的海伦·费希尔教授告诉帕斯卡莱·哈特，她的研究[32]发现了爱情影响人类大脑的方式。


  “我与17个刚刚被甩的人打电话，他们刚刚在恋爱中被[33]无情地抛弃。我们有很多发现。但是，主要的发现是与强烈的依赖、强烈的可卡因依赖有关的整个大脑的活动。我们还发现了与尼古丁上瘾有关的大脑活动。因此，浪漫的爱情是一种瘾，当其进展顺利的时候可能会是美妙的上瘾，但是当情路不顺时，这种上瘾可能就很可怕了。”


  “你是说那种感觉都是一样的，还是说被甩的人、生活中不再有爱和突然完全[34]戒掉可卡因和香烟的人之间有很强的相似性？”


  “是的。我们确实发现如此，但是我们还有更多发现。我们发现了与强烈的浪漫爱情相关的大脑区域的活动，以及与深刻的[35]依恋相关的大脑区域的活动，还有与身体不适和伴随身体不适的痛苦相关的大脑区域的活动。”


  


Part III　Reading Comprehension


  Section A


  癌症不仅是可能导致人类死亡的头号杀手，同时也是世界头号“经济杀手”。比起艾滋病、疟疾、流感以及其他传染性疾病，癌症对[36]生产力造成的消耗更大，夺取的生命更多。雷切尔·纽金特指出，全世界60%以上的死亡是由癌症、心脏病、糖尿病等这类慢性疾病[37]导致的，但它们获得的全球公共及私人健康[38]经费不到3%。纽金特来自全球发展中心——一个总部设在华盛顿的政策研究团队。癌症协会的医学主管奥帝斯·布劳利称，我们不应该减少用于抵御人与人之间的[39]传染性疾病的资金，但[40]用于防御癌症的资金与其严重的影响并不相称。


  有报道称，2008年由癌症造成的经济损失达8950亿美元，相当于全球[41]国内生产总值的1.5%。这一数据还只是计算了癌症造成的残疾和寿命减少的损失，并不包括治疗癌症所需的花费——该报告没有对这一项进行讨论。很多组织都在为导致死亡的非传染性疾病争取更多的关注，而且从现在起，联合国大会每年将为此举办一次会议。一些政策专家将这[42]比作十年前为艾滋病争取到大幅经费增长的全球运动。世界卫生组织癌症控制医学官员安德烈亚斯·乌尔里希博士说：“这需要在联合国讨论，即如何应对[43]慢性疾病的负担增长问题。”


  根据世界卫生组织的死亡和残疾报告以及世界银行提供的经济数据，研究人员[44]计算出了“伤残调整生命年”。此数据反映了疾病对人类寿命长短以及[45]劳动能力的影响。


  36. I) productivity


  语法判断：空格前是介词in，空格后and连接的并列结构是名词词组lost life，故应填入名词。


  语义判断：备选的名词有三个，funding（经费）、productivity（生产力）和disability（残疾）。and后的lost life对应前一句中as well as后的leading cause of death，因此and前空格处应对应前一句中as well as前的economic killer。而三个词中只有productivity与经济有关。因此填productivity。


  37. E) account


  语法判断：此句缺少谓语，且此处在陈述一个事实，应该用一般现在时；主语为复数diseases，故空格处应填入动词原形。


  语义判断：备选的动词原形有两个：spread和account，可与for搭配的只有account。这里表示“全世界60%以上的死亡是由癌症、心脏病、糖尿病等这类慢性疾病导致的”。因此选E。


  38. F) funding


  语法判断：这里是由but连接表示转折关系的并列结构，空格前是介词of +形容词，后面是for，可看出空格处应填入名词。


  语义判断：备选的名词还有两个：funding（经费）和disability（残疾）。but表示转折关系，disability和deaths没有转折关系；but前后对比的是这类疾病导致的死亡很多但得到的经费却很少。因此应填funding。


  39. D) spread


  语法判断：that引导的定语从句缺少谓语，此处表示一般事实所以应该用一般现在时，先行词是复数名词diseases，因此此处应填动词原形。


  语义判断：备选的动词原形只剩spread。此处表示“在人与人之间传播的疾病”，因此填spread。


  40. H) devoted


  语法判断：此处句子结构是完整的，空格处应该填一个修饰amount的词，空格后是to，因此应填一个非谓语动词。amount与后面的名词cancer是被动关系，因此应填一个过去分词作定语。


  语义判断：备选的过去分词有两个：calculated和devoted。能和to搭配的是devoted。此处的意思是“用于防御癌症的资金”。


  41. L) domestic


  语法判断：空格后是名词product，空格处应填一个修饰它的形容词。


  语义判断：备选的形容词有三个：chronic（慢性的）、domestic（国内的）、doubtful（怀疑的）。gross domestic product是固定用法，表示“国内生产总值”，故选L。


  42. K) comparing


  语法判断：句子缺少谓语，而空格前是系动词are，且主语是人，因此空格处应填入一个现在分词构成进行时。


  语义判断：备选的现在分词有三个：comparing（比较）、supplying（提供）和shifting（移动）。此处是指专家将这比作十年前为艾滋病争取到大幅经费增长的全球运动。因此应填comparing。


  43. J) chronic


  语法判断：句子结构完整，空格前为of，空格后为名词disease，应填入形容词修饰disease。


  语义判断：备选的形容词还有两个：chronic和doubtful。根据上下文可知这里的disease指的是cancer，而前文提到cancer属于chronic disease。因此此处应填chronic。


  44. G) calculated


  语法判断：句子缺谓语，前一句中的used为过去时态，所以此处也应是过去的动作，因此填动词过去式。


  语义判断：备选的动词过去式只剩calculated一个了。这也与前面的reports以及data相呼应，意思是“研究人员计算出了‘伤残调整生命年’”。


  45. A) productively


  语法判断：空格处所填词应与and前的long相对应，词性也应该相同，都是修饰动词live，因此应填副词。


  语义判断：备选的副词有两个：productively意为“有生产能力地”，clumsily意为“笨拙地”。疾病对人类生活的影响应该是不好的方面，比如影响寿命长短以及劳动能力，clumsily与此不符。因此应填productively。


  Section B


  金融改革没有解决的五个问题


  A) 有关金融改革的立法重点在于帮助监管机构检测和化解下一次危机。但这并未解决诸多可能导致问题的潜在状况。


  B) [49]该法案赋予监管机构监管影子银行和解体濒临破产的公司的权力，召集高级监管机构来监督给整个金融体系带来风险的大公司及其他诸多权力。


  C) 但是，该法案更多的是帮助监管机构检测下一次金融危机，而并不能切实地防范其发生。在这一点上，这无异于改善公众健康和改进药品之间的区别：该法案的重点是帮助医生判断你何时生病及如何将你治愈，而不是首先关注各种条件（排水系统、空气质量和卫生标准等）是否是引发你生病的原因。


  D) 也就是说，导致金融危机的许多弱点和不平衡将继续存在于我们的监管过程中，意识到这一点很重要。所以，以下是我们仍须注意的五个问题：


  1. 全球存款“供过于求”


  E) “金融危机的主要标志之一是流入某一国家的钱持续增加，从而使借贷成本更低，更容易。”哈佛经济学家肯尼思·罗果夫这样说。我们的危机也不例外：在1987年至1999年间，我国用于衡量支出和收入差额的经常账目赤字在国内生产总值的1%到2%之间波动。而到2006年，这个数字已经达到了6%。


  F) [52]增长迅猛和投资机会少的新兴经济体促使这一数字急剧上升，比如中国，它们将大量的资金投资于增长速度慢但投资机会多的发达国家。但是，我们虽然已经走出了经济危机，但却没有解决它。中国仍然在飞速发展，加速出口，并把钱投资到美国。


  2. 家庭债务——我们为什么需要它


  G) 钱可供借用的事实并不能解释为什么美国人借那么多债。家庭债务占国内生产总值的百分比由20世纪90年代初期的不足60%上升到了2006年的近100%。“这让我想到了收入不均的问题，”芝加哥大学的经济学家拉古莱姆·拉扬说，“[46]20世纪80年代和90年代的大部分人收入相对滞后。信贷非常受欢迎，因为它使那些落在后面的人感受到了一定的快乐。即使你的收入没有增长，你也没有被落下。”


  H) 既然失业率已经达到9%，收入当然更是停滞不前。[50]而且，这一痛苦对人们的影响并不均等：事实上，在经济衰退以前，这种不平等就已经加剧，这是因为失业者中穷人居多，而经济复苏对富人来说所需时间很短。家庭债务仍占国内生产总值的90%以上，而导致这一现象的情况却更加糟糕了。


  3.“影子银行”市场


  I) [47]金融危机开始时情况同样很严重，但是它起初并不是消费者的危机，而是银行的危机。因为消费者的存款是有保险的，所以它从未成为消费者的危机。但大投资者如退休基金、银行、公司以及其他组织却没有保险。但是，当听说它们的抵押品正在贬值时，它们就会要求把自己的钱拿回来。当所有人同时这样做时，就好像老式银行的挤兑一样：银行无法同时付清所有人的钱，所以它们会变卖所有资产以获得资本，这些资产会变得毫无价值，因为每个人都在设法变卖它们，最终会导致银行倒闭。


  J) “这是私人创造财富的一个固有问题，”普林斯顿大学的经济学家加里·戈顿说，“它经受不起这种挤兑。”[55]今年，我们将影子银行系统置于监管机构的控制之下，并给它们提供关于影子银行的各种信息和监管它们的权力，但我们不提供任何类似存款保险的保障，而仅仅是保证存款安全，从而使挤兑变得不合时宜。


  4. 富足银行


  K) 在20世纪80年代，金融业占企业利润总额的10%到20%左右。到2004年，这一数字达到了35%左右。[54]麻省理工学院的经济学家西蒙·约翰逊回忆起他与一位基金管理人的谈话。“那家伙对我说：‘西蒙，就这么点钱，太少了！你能用一千万美元影响议员！？’”约翰逊后悔地笑道，“这些家伙（大投资者们）想事情的时候可不是以百万为单位的，而是以十亿为单位。”


  L) 你用这些钱换来的是支持。上一次金融危机从人们的记忆中慢慢消失，公众开始关注其他事情。然后，这些“金融家”又开始到处游说。[48]他们为政客组织资金筹措者，和政客们结交朋友，抱怨他们所要遵守的规则是多么的繁重和不公。慢慢地，这些规则一定会被取消。这次金融危机会在我们的心中存留一段时间，但不会是永远。金融业在企业利润总额中所占的比重降到15%以下之后，马上又回升到30%以上。他们会有足够的钱帮助他们的朋友忘记这整件令人不快的事情。


  5. 宽松的监管机构


  M) 最令人担忧的前景是，如果我们在2000年通过了这项法案，甚至可能也不会阻止这场金融危机的发生。这并不是低估它：它将会给监管机构提供更多的信息来预测这场危机。[51]但是，监管者已经有了足够的信息，却忽视了这些信息。他们和其他人一样迷恋繁荣时期。一个泡沫，按其定义来说，几乎会影响监管者粉碎泡沫的能力。


  N) 2005年，房价涨幅远远超出历史最高水平，但伯南克却称房地产泡沫“根本不可能发生”。2007年，他指出美联储官员“不希望次贷市场的严重后果波及其他经济领域”。[53]艾伦·格林斯潘四月份在回顾金融危机时承认，监管机构“长期以来表现得很糟糕。历史告诉我们，它们无法确定危机发生的时间，也不能准确预测危机发生的地点以及损失和后果的严重性”。


  46. In the 1980s and 1990s people experienced no substantial increase in terms of income, which brought about the popularity of credit.


  
    20世纪80年代和90年代的人没有经历过收入的实质性增长，这使信贷受到欢迎。

  ► 解析：注意抓住题干中的关键时间词1980s and 1990s, income和credit。这些关键词在G段出现，该段第四句提到，20世纪80年代和90年代的大部分人收入相对滞后。原文中的stagnant与题干中的no substantial increase为同义转述；接着第五句提到，信贷非常受欢迎，因为它使那些落在后面的人感受到了一定的快乐，原文中的was so welcome和题干中的popularity为同义转述。


  47. Financial crisis is a crisis of banks in that shadow banking may cause banks to fail.

  ► 解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词a crisis of banks和fail。文章段落中，提到影子银行的内容在I和J段出现，其中I段第二句即提到金融危机是银行的危机，与题干前半部分对应；接着后文讲述了金融危机会导致银行倒闭，以此来解释第二句。本段最后一个单词collapse与题干中的fail对应。


  48. The finance guys make friends with politicians in the hopes of making some burdensome and unfair regulations cancelled.

  ► 解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词make friends with politicians和burdensome and unfair regulations。文章段落中，谈及与政客交朋友的内容在L段出现，本段第四句提到，金融家为政客组织资金筹措者，和政客们结交朋友，抱怨他们所要遵守的规则是多么的繁重和不公。接着后面一句说，慢慢地，这些规则一定会被取消。由此可知，金融家与政客结交朋友的目的是希望获得政客的支持，来取消一些繁重不公的规则。题干中的burdensome对应原文中的onerous。


  49. The legislation concerning financial reform offers regulators the power of supervising shadow banks and disintegrating companies on the verge of bankruptcy.

  ► 解析：注意抓住题干中的关键词emerging economies和developed countries。文章段落中，提到新兴经济体的内容在F段出现，本段第一句提到，增长迅猛和投资机会少的新兴经济体促使这一数字急剧上升，比如中国，它们将大量的资金投资于增长速度慢但投资机会多的发达国家。由此可知，题干是原文的同义转述。故答案为F。

  Section C


  Passage One


  来自宾夕法尼亚州立大学的古人类学家帕特·希普曼指出，人类驯养和利用动物，甚至包括狼等竞争对手的独特习惯，促进了人类制作工具和语言能力的发展，而这两者都对人类的成功起到了很大的推动作用。[56]“无论你走到世界上的哪个角落，无论那里的生态系统如何，文化如何，人类都和动物生活在一起。”希普曼说道。


  [57]对于早期的人类来说，驯养和照顾动物似乎并不是一个能使人类生存下来的好策略。希普曼说：“因为从表面上看，你是在浪费自己的资源。所以这是一种很怪异的行为。”但是从260万年前人类的另一行为来看，这一点也不那么怪异了：人类从以素食为主转向食用大量的肉类。这是因为人类发明了用来捕猎的石制工具，这使得他们可以与其他高级食肉动物进行竞争。对于任何动物来说，这都是一个很突然、很奇怪的转变。所以我们发明了工具，学会了如何设陷阱、如何捕杀，并且最终驯化了同样懂得如何捕猎的动物——如狼和其他犬科动物。其他动物，比如羊、牛和马，则为人们提供了奶、毛皮，以及后来的兽皮和肉。


  [58]要管理好所有这些动物——或者只是追踪它们，都需要记载和传达信息的技术、知识以及方法。而为了应对这些挑战，需要语言的发展和进步。[59]加利福尼亚大学戴维斯分校环境科学与政策系的名誉退休教授彼得·理查森说，追踪猎物甚至被认为是科学探索的发端。相关证据之一就是古代人类遗留下来的史前岩画以及其他岩石艺术。起初，它们只是一些无法被破译的抽象几何图案。之后它们集中到了同一个主题：动物。


  人类及其驯养的动物在基因方面也都在发生变化。对于动物来说，它们发生变化是因为人类为了特定的特性驯养它们，比如产奶量更高的牛或者产蛋量更高的鸡。[60]不过，这种进化的影响也是双向的。比如，狗也许是被更富有同情心的人选择性地进行驯化的。然后这些人也在狗的帮助下变得富足起来，因为狗可以帮他们狩猎，也可以帮他们看家。

  ► 解析：选项A说动物促进了人类的成功，但第一段中说促进人类成功的因素是制作工具和语言能力的发展，而这两种能力来自于人类驯养和利用动物的习惯，显然选项A的概括是不准确的。选项B说制作工具和使用语言是人类独有的习惯，但文章中说的却是驯养和利用动物是人类独有的习惯，显然该选项偷换了概念。选项C说利用狼是人类独有的习惯，但文章并没有把人类驯养狼抽象为人类的一个“习惯”，文章说的“独特习惯”是指宏观的驯养和利用动物，该选项也属于偷换概念。第一段的最后一句说“无论你走到世界上的哪个角落，无论那里的生态系统如何，文化如何，人类都和动物生活在一起”，而选项D是“在任何地方人类都和动物生活在一起”，符合原文，所以D正确。

  ► 解析：文章第二段的第一句话说驯养和照顾动物似乎不是一个能使人类生存下来的好策略，即这种方法不利于人类自己的生存，接下来希普曼说从表面上看，这是在浪费资源，这是一种很怪异的行为，而选项A说早期人类的生存资源少，两者正好契合，所以本题应该选A。选项B也是希普曼说的话，但并没有解释为什么驯养动物不是使人类生存下来的好策略。选项C说早期的人类不知道如何追踪和猎杀动物，但是第二段的中间部分提到人类开始食用肉类，“这是因为人类发明了用来捕猎的石制工具”，从这两点可以看出，早期人类是有能力捕杀动物的。选项D说人类从素食转向食用肉类，但文章中说的是“从以素食为主转向食用大量的肉类”，显然选项D的概括不够准确，而且不是希普曼这么说的原因。

  约翰·巴尔代萨里影响了一代又一代的艺术家，但是他自己的成名却相对较晚。在大都会博物馆的记者招待会上，年近79岁但依然仪表堂堂的他显得稍微有点不自在，在那里他的巡回作品回顾展刚刚开启了最后一站。[62]当有记者请他为很多不知道他的观众提炼概括一下他的艺术时，他高兴地回答道，艺术家的工作不是去填鸭式地教育欣赏艺术作品的人，而是要让他们感觉自己很有悟性。

  Organic or Inorganic


  A) Sales of organic food have been rising steadily over the past decade, reaching almost $30 billion in 2011, or 4.2% of all U.S. food and beverage sales, according to the Organic Trade Association. Many of the consumers who purchase these products say paying more for organic produce, milk and meat is a trade-off they are willing to make in order to avoid exposure to chemical pesticides and fertilizers and milk from cows given bovine growth hormone (牛生长激素). Some experts say common sense should tell us that food grown without the help of synthetic chemicals is probably safer and healthier to consume than food containing those substances, even in trace amounts. They believe Americans should try to substitute organic products for conventional ones whenever possible.


  B) However, other families, especially those whose food budgets may be more limited wonder if organic food is really worth its hefty price tag. Other experts point out that there isn't enough scientific evidence to say for sure that eating organic food leads to better health. As such, they say the most important dietary advice they can give Americans is to eat more fresh fruit and vegetables and less processed food.


  C) Alex Leo, associate professor of environmental exposure biology at the Harvard School of Public Health, argues for eating more organic food. Janet H. Silverstein, a professor of endocrinology (内分泌学) at the University of Florida and a co-author of an American Association of Pediatrics (儿科学) study on the health benefits of an organic diet, takes the skeptic's view. So far, researchers haven't been able to provide them with a definitive answer.

Robust scientific studies comparing food grown organically and food grown conventionally don't exist, thanks to a lack of funding for this kind of research.“The lack of definitive evidence combined with the higher price of organic food has given skeptics a golden opportunity to argue that organic isn't worth the cost and effort,”he added.


  E) While studies in recent years have delivered a decidedly mixed message about the healthfulness of organic food, those on both sides of the debate generally agree that organic produce typically contains fewer pesticides than conventional produce, and that people may be able to reduce or eliminate agricultural chemicals from their bodies by adopting an organic diet. This was illustrated in a study published in the journal Environmental Health Perspectives in 2006. That study, which was led by Leo, showed that within five days of substituting mostly organic produce for conventional produce in children's diets, pesticides disappeared from the children's urine (尿液).


  Protective Effect


  F) Many say the pesticides found in our food are nothing to fear because the levels fall well below federal safety guidelines and thus aren't dangerous. Similarly, they say the bovine growth hormone used to increase cows' milk yield is perfectly safe. But federal guidelines don't take into account what effect repeated exposure to low levels of chemicals might have on humans over time. And many pesticides were eventually banned or restricted by the federal government after years of use when they were discovered to be harmful to the environment or human health.


  G) Pesticides, in particular, are made to kill organisms, and the President's Cancer Panel in 2010 made clear that it sees them as a threat, advising Americans to“reduce their cancer risks by choosing, to the extent possible, food grown without pesticides or chemical fertilizers.”


  H) Recent field studies showed that organic produce, such as strawberries, leafy vegetables and wheat, not only tastes better but contains much higher levels of phenolic acids (酚酸) than conventional produce. Phenolic acids can prevent cellular damage, and offer some protection against oxidative stress (氧化应激), inflammation and cancer.


  The Price Debate


  I) Yes, organic food typically costs more and can be harder to find than traditional food, but one could argue that the price of conventional food is artificially low because of all the subsidies that organic farmers don't get and that the government could do more to help organic farmers lower their costs. Nevertheless, when bought in-season, organic produce is often comparable in price to conventional produce.


  J) A good strategy for consumers on limited budgets is to buy the organic versions of foods on the Environmental Working Group's“Dirty Dozen”list, as they typically contain the most pesticides. Or, consumers could focus on buying the organic versions of the foods they eat most. Knowing that we could reduce our exposure to pesticides and increase our exposure to antioxidants (抗氧化剂) by eating organic food, it makes great common sense to consume more of it.


  K) Organic food is more expensive than conventional offerings, which could make it cost-prohibitive for families on limited food budgets. Given the lack of data showing that organic food leads to better health, it would be counterproductive to encourage people to adopt an organic diet if they end up buying less produce as a result. If families can afford to buy organic and still put a good amount of healthy food on the table, then the decision about whether to spend the extra money on organic produce, milk and meat should be based on a solid understanding of what we do and don't know about the benefits.


  Pesticides and Safety


  L) It is difficult to compare the nutritional value of organic versus conventional food because the soil, climate, timing of harvest, and storage conditions all affect the composition of produce. Still, published studies have found no significant differences in nutritional quality between organic and nonorganic produce or milk. Similarly, there is no evidence that giving bovine growth hormone (BGH) to cows changes the composition of milk or affects human health. BGH is inactive in humans and degrades in the acidic environment of the stomach. As for pesticide exposure, the U.S. in 1996 established maximum permissible levels for pesticide residues in food to ensure food safety. Many studies have shown that pesticides levels in conventional produce fall well below those guidelines.


  M) While it's true that organic fruits and vegetables in general contain fewer traces of these chemicals, we can't draw conclusions about what that means for health as there haven't been any long-term studies comparing the relationship between exposure to pesticides from organic versus nonorganic foods and adverse health outcomes. It may seem like“common sense”to reduce exposure to these chemicals, but there are currently no good evidence-based studies to answer the question.


  N) While awaiting definitive studies, families on limited budgets who are concerned about pesticide exposure can refer to the Environmental Working Group's list of the“Dirty Dozen,”those foods with the highest pesticide residues, and the“Clean 15”，the foods with the lowest pesticide concentrations. A good strategy would be to focus on buying organic versions of the foods on the“Dirty Dozen”listing.


  Don't Trust Labels


  O) We would like to think that organic food is grown locally, put in a wheelbarrow and brought directly to our homes. However, much of it comes from countries where regulations might not be as tightly enforced as in the U.S., and labeling of the foods might be misleading.


  P) And just because food is labeled organic doesn't mean it is completely free of pesticides. Contamination can occur from soil and ground water containing previously used chemicals, or during transport, processing and storage. Organochlorine insecticides (有机氯杀虫剂) were recently found in organically grown root crops and tomatoes even though these pesticides haven't been used for 20 years.

  The Queen these days ranks no higher than 245th, with a fortune estimated at￡290m. The author JK Rowling, whose Harry Potter series rescued her from penury just 13 years ago, is now said to be worth￡519m, thanks partly to royalties and the marketing of the franchise (专营权), which will culminate in a Wizarding World theme park opening in Florida in June. She has also been the source of wealth for others: Daniel Radcliffe, Emma Watson and other actors or actresses in the Harry Potter films.


  The rich list calculates that the richest woman is a former Miss UK, Kirsty Bertarelli, married to Ernesto Bertarelli, whose family owned a Swiss pharmaceuticals company before selling to the German group Merck four years ago. The couple are said to have a combined wealth of￡5.95bn, up￡950m, some of which they channel into their charitable foundation.


  The report's author, Philip Beresford, says that although some tycoons are relocating—one, Guy Hands, now operates from Guernsey rather than Sevenoaks, and another, Jim Ratcliffe, has moved his chemical company to Lausanne in order to save an estimated￡100m in annual tax—their departure has been offset (抵销) by the arrival of foreign tycoons: 24 of the 53 billionaires are foreign-born. Among them is Arsenal shareholder Alisher Usmanov, a steel and mining investor, whose wealth placed him in 6th place, up from 18th, with a fortune of￡4.7bn, up 213%.

  The Court said the world's largest private employer will have to face charges that it pays women less than men for the same jobs and that female employees receive fewer promotions and have to wait longer for those promotions than male counterparts.


  Wal-Mart successfully convinced the court that women who allege discrimination should file individual lawsuits. Wal-Mart employs 2.1 million workers in 8,000 stores worldwide and argued that the conventional rules of class action suits should not apply because each outlet operates as an independent business. Since it doesn't have a company-wide policy of discrimination, Wal-Mart argued that women alleging gender bias should file individual lawsuits against individual stores.


  The ruling was a“big black eye for Wal-Mart, and it's not going to heal anytime in the near future,”said retail consultant Burt P. Flickinger. Flickinger said the ruling could turn off women shoppers—the company's critical base—at a time it faces increased pressure from a host of competitors, ranging from Kroger to J.C. Penney.


  Wal-Mart's fourth-quarter results, announced in February, showed that total sales at its US Wal-Mart stores fell for the first time since the company went public in 1969. The company also reported its third consecutive quarter of declines in sales at stores opened at least a year. Sales at stores opened at least a year are considered a key indicator of a retailer's health.


  Wal-Mart's top lawyer Jeff Gearhart said the company disagreed with the ruling and was considering its next step, which could include an appeal to the US Supreme Court.


  “We do not believe the claims alleged by the six individuals who brought this suit are representative of the experiences of our female associates,”said Gearhart, an executive vice president.“Wal-Mart is an excellent place for women to work and fosters female leadership among our associates and in the larger business world.”


  Unions and other critics have long complained that Wal-Mart's workplace practices needed improvement, especially in the areas of diversity and career advancement. The company employs 1.4 million workers in the United States and the unions claim the company's labor practices are widely followed.


  Wal-Mart responded to the pressure last year at its annual shareholders' meeting by announcing a plan to address the issue of promoting women, creating a“global council”comprised of 14 Wal-Mart female executives.


  “We are proud of the strides we have made to advance and support our female associates and have been recognized for our efforts to advance women through a number of awards and accolades (荣誉),”Gearhart said.

  Section C


  听力原文&译文


  Since starting my [26] preparation for entering a business school, I have heard a number of my fellow classmates discuss why an entry test is a precondition for many business schools as part of the [27] admissions process. Although some of them are resigned to the fact that this is something they just need to do, others are extremely puzzled as to why this is [28] necessary.


  An argument that seems to be popular is why anyone who holds a university and perhaps a [29] master's degree and who has at least three to four years of work [30] experience should jump through another hoop to prove himself.


  Admission into a business school is quite a [31] competitive process and the GMAT is just one of the [32] criteria looked at by business schools to select [33] candidates.


  While waiting for my Spanish language class to begin last week, my fellow classmates and I were [34] chatting about the class and what we each thought were the main challenges in learning a new language.


  I could not believe my ears when a few of them said they [35] struggled with grammar, not because it was too complicated for them to grasp, but mainly because they didn't know what a verb and a subject were in English!


  It was probably then that I began to consider why a verbal and quantitative knowledge test is necessary as part of the admission process to a business school.

Part III　Reading Comprehension


  Section A


  随着经济形势持续[36]好转，越来越多的失业人员重新找到了工作。不仅如此，就业机会的增加不仅仅局限于某些行业。相反，各行各业的世界500强公司——从医疗服务提供商、零售商、国防承包商到保险公司，都在招揽人才以填补六万个[37]职位空缺。


  企业盈利高于预期，补充了企业资金，这是[38]推动人才需求上涨的原因之一。很多大银行在2008年经济危机后解雇了上千名员工，美国第二大银行摩根大通银行[39]宣布计划招聘近9000名新职员。


  另一个表现出就业增长明显迹象的行业是[40]科技行业。查林杰指出，世界上最大的芯片制造商英特尔公司计划在其生产和研发部门[41]增加多达2000个岗位。预计整个行业的就业率将有更大的提高。在经济衰退期，很多公司都在节省开支。


  查林杰指出，如果说就业形势看起来比几星期前[42]好得多，那是因为人们在经济危机时以及危机刚刚结束时[43]过于悲观。“尤其是这次的经济危机。这次的危机时间很长且情况严重，进展缓慢”，确实给经济的核心行业造成了打击。这和大约十年前网络公司泡沫破灭的情况大相径庭。


  查林杰说，虽然在制造业就业机会有所增长，但增长并不[44]显著。尽管如此，这也比裁员要好。世界市场上美元贬值使得美国商品在国外的价格更低，但制造业仍然面临很大的挑战，如国外的竞争和经济衰退的[45]持续影响等。

  语法判断：空格前是is being，空格后出现了介词短语by better-than-expected profits，可以断定空格处需填一个表示被动语态的过去分词。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的过去分词有announced“宣布”、advised“建议”和driven“推动，驱动”。根据句意和语境可知，只有driven符合此处语意，即“推动人才需求上涨”。故选E。


  39. A) announced


  语法判断：根据空前的has可知，此处需填一个动词的过去分词，和has一起构成现在完成时。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的过去分词只剩下announced和advised。根据上下文语境，只有announced符合本句大意，即“……宣布计划招聘……”。故选A。


  40. K) technology


  语法判断：结合空格前的is可知空格处需填一个名词，或形容词、分词。根据该句的主语another sector可判断如果是名词，该词是单数。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的单数名词有technology和science，形容词有substantial“大量的；重大的”和robust“精力充沛的；坚定的；健康的”，动词的过去分词有advised，动词的现在分词有lingering“拖延的”。结合上下文语境，只有technology符合句意，即“另一个表现出就业增长明显迹象的行业是科技行业”。故选K。


  41. F) add


  语法判断：空格前是to，证明这里缺少一个动词原形。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的动词原形只剩下add, add up to是固定短语，意思是“合计达；共计”，因此正确答案是F。


  42. O) robust


  语法判断：空格前是系动词appear和表示比较级的more，因此可以断定空格处是一个多音节的形容词。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的多音节形容词有substantial、lingering和robust。将这三个选项分别代入文中，只有robust符合句意，在此引申为“好的，乐观的”，与后文的pessimistic对应。故选O。


  43. N) overly


  语法判断：本句句子结构完整，可以断定这里需要填入一个副词，来修饰其后的形容词pessimistic。


  语义判断：备选的副词有exaggeratedly“夸张地”和overly“过度地”。overly pessimistic意为“过于悲观”，符合语意。故选N。


  44. C) substantial


  语法判断：空格前是there haven't been，空格后是gains，可以断定空格处需填一个形容词，修饰其后的名词gains。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词只剩下substantial和lingering。可以和gains搭配的是substantial，在此意为“显著的”。故选C。


  45. H) lingering


  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，the ______ effects of the recession和空前的foreign competition是由and连接的并列结构，因此可以断定该空需填一个形容词，修饰其后的名词effects。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词只剩下lingering，在此意为“逗留的；持续的”，lingering effects意为“持续的影响”。故选H。


  Section B


  食用有机产品值得吗？


  有机还是无机？


  A) 据美国有机贸易协会统计，过去的十年间，有机食品的销售量一直都在稳步上升，其销售额在2011年接近300亿美元，占全美食物和饮品销售量的4.2%。为避免接触到化学杀虫剂和化肥，为避免喝到吃牛生长激素的奶牛产出的牛奶，许多消费者在权衡之后愿意为有机农产品、有机牛奶和有机肉类多花点钱。[55]一些专家称，常识应该会告诉我们，比起那些含有即使是微量的人工合成化学物质的食品，那些没有包含这类化学物质的食物可能会更安全，食用起来也更健康。他们认为，只要有可能，美国人都应该试着用有机产品替代传统产品。


  B) 不过，其他家庭，尤其是那些食品预算可能更为有限的家庭，质疑有机食品是否值那么昂贵的价格。其他专家指出，没有足够的科学证据证明，食用有机食品一定会使人更加健康。[52]鉴于此，他们说他们能给美国人的最重要的饮食建议就是：多吃新鲜的水果和蔬菜，少吃加工食品。


  C) [48]亚历克斯·利奥是哈佛大学公共卫生学院环境暴露生物学副教授，他支持多吃有机食物。佛罗里达州立大学内分泌学教授珍妮特·H.西尔弗斯坦对此持质疑态度，她是一项研究的合著者，这项研究由美国儿科学会所做，研究有机饮食对健康的益处。[48]迄今为止，研究人员还没有能够给出一个明确的答案。


  少接触杀虫剂


  D) 有确凿的科学证据表明有机饮食更健康吗？利奥说：“还没有。”由于缺乏研究经费，关于将有机生长的食物和以传统方式生长的食物进行比较的坚实可信的科学研究还不存在。利奥还指出：“由于没有确凿的证据，再加上有机食品的价格偏高，这些给了怀疑论者一个绝佳的批判机会——为有机食品付出的金钱和精力并非物有所值。”


  E) 尽管近年来的研究就有机食品是否健康传递出含糊不清、自相矛盾的信息，[47]但争论的双方大体上都认同有机农产品所含的杀虫剂通常要比传统农产品少些，而且人们通过食用有机食品可能会减少或清除体内的农用化学物质。2006年发表在《环境与健康展望》杂志上的一则研究阐明了上述观点。由利奥牵头进行的这项研究表明，在5天的时间里将儿童饮食中的传统农产品多半替换成有机食品，杀虫剂就会从儿童尿液中消失。


  保护作用


  F) 许多人觉得无需担心出现在我们食物中的杀虫剂，因为它们的含量远远低于联邦安全指导标准，所以并不危险。同样的，这些人认为，那些旨在增加牛奶产量而用在奶牛身上的牛生长激素也十分安全。[46]不过，联邦指导标准却并未将下面这种情况考虑进去，即反复接触微量的化学物质，久而久之会对人们产生怎样的影响。有许多杀虫剂在使用多年以后才被发现对环境或人类健康有危害，最终被联邦政府禁用或限制使用。


  G) 2010年，美国总统癌症研究小组曾明确表示将杀虫剂，特别是为了杀死生物而研制出来的杀虫剂，视为一种威胁，建议美国人要“尽量选择那些在生长过程中没有使用过杀虫剂或化学肥料的食物，以减少患癌症的风险”。


  H) 最近的实地研究表明，与传统农产品相比，诸如草莓、食叶蔬菜和小麦这样的有机农产品不仅口感更好，而且富含更多的酚酸。酚酸能够防止细胞受损，并对预防氧化应激、炎症和癌症等有一定的保护作用。


  价格之争


  I) 是的，与传统食品相比，有机食品一般更贵，也更难买到。但也可以这样说，传统食物的价格是被人为地压低了，因为种植有机食物的农民得不到所有补贴，政府在帮助种植有机食物的农民降低成本方面能做更多的事情。[50]然而，如果购买时令蔬菜的话，有机农产品在价格上常常与传统农产品不相上下。


  J) 对那些预算有限的消费者来说，购买环境工作组“12种受污食品”清单上所对应的有机产品则是个上策，因为这些食品一般附着的杀虫剂最多。或者，消费者可以重点采购自己最常吃的食物对应的有机产品。我们能通过食用有机食品来减少接触杀虫剂，并增加对抗氧化剂的接触。了解到这一点，多吃有机食品就非常合情合理了。


  K) 足以让那些食物预算有限的家庭望而却步的是有机食品较之传统食品价格更高。[53]考虑到缺少能证明食用有机食品能使人们更健康的数据，如果鼓励人们吃有机食物，从而导致他们最终购买的食物比原来少了，那可能就会适得其反。如果家庭能够买得起有机食品，而且端上餐桌的健康食物份量仍然足够的话，那么，是否该多花钱购买有机农产品、有机牛奶和有机肉类的决定应取决于人们是否对有机食品的益处有实在的了解。


  农药与安全


  L) [54]把有机食品和传统食品的营养价值进行比较很难，因为土壤、气候、收割时间以及存储条件都影响农产品的成分。况且，已发表的研究没有发现有机和无机农产品或牛奶在营养品质上有显著不同。同样，也没有证据表明，让奶牛吃牛生长激素将会改变牛奶的成分，或者影响人类的健康。牛生长激素在人体内并不活跃，而且它会在胃的酸性环境中分解。至于对杀虫剂的接触，1996年美国就已设定了食品中杀虫剂残留量的最大限值，以确保食品安全。许多研究表明，传统农产品中的杀虫剂含量远远没有那些指导标准那么高。


  M) 从总体上说，虽然有机水果和蔬菜中确实含有较少的化学物质，但我们不能就此得出结论说这对健康意味着什么，因为并没有任何长期的研究比较接触有机、非有机食品中的杀虫剂与不良的健康结果两者之间的关系。减少与化学物质的接触，这看起来符合常理，但目前的研究因缺少确凿证据而无法解释这个问题。


  N) [51]在确凿的研究还没有出台之前，那些担心接触杀虫剂而预算又有限的家庭可参考环境工作组列出的“12种受污染食品”清单，该清单中的食品的杀虫剂残留量最多。而“15种洁净食品”清单中的食品所含的杀虫剂浓度则最低。重点购买“12种受污染食品”清单所列食物对应的有机产品算是一种不错的策略。

  O) 我们会愿意认为有机食品都是本地产出后，被放在独轮手推车中直接送到我们家中。[49]然而，多数有机食品产自那些执法也许还不如美国严格的国家，但食物包装上的标签可能会让人产生误解。


  P) 贴有“有机”字样的食品并不意味着完全不含杀虫剂。残留着之前所用化学物质的土壤、地下水会污染食物，或在运输途中、加工过程中和贮存期间受到污染。即使人们已有20年不用有机氯杀虫剂，最近还是在有机种植的根茎类作物和西红柿中发现了这种杀虫剂。


  46. Federal guidelines do not consider the impact of constant exposure to small amounts of chemicals on human health.

  近几年女王的最高排名为第245位，据估计大约有2900万英镑的财富。[58]13年前作家J.K.罗琳的哈利·波特系列把她从贫穷中拯救了出来，而据说她现在身价高达5190万英镑，这部分要归功于版税以及专营权的营销，当巫师世界主题公园六月份在佛罗里达州开始营业时，专营权的回报会达到顶峰。而她也造就了好几位富豪：丹尼尔·拉德克里夫、艾玛·沃特森以及哈利·波特系列电影的其他男女演员。


  富豪榜预测，最富有的女性是前英国小姐柯丝蒂·贝尔塔雷利，她嫁给了埃内斯托·贝尔塔雷利，贝尔塔雷利家族曾拥有一家瑞士制药公司，不过四年前把它出售给了德国默克公司。[59]据说这对夫妇共拥有59.5亿英镑的财富，而他们用其中高达9500万英镑的资产创建了自己的慈善基金。


  富豪榜的作者菲利普·贝雷斯福德表示，尽管一些大亨在迁移——比如盖伊·汉兹，现在的公司在根西岛而不是塞文欧克斯区；而另一位富豪吉姆·拉特克利夫为了减免大约1000万英镑的年税收，已经把他的化学公司搬到了洛桑市——他们离开造成的影响已经被外国富豪的到来抵消了：榜上的53位亿万富豪中就有24位来自国外。他们中有阿森纳的股东阿利舍尔·奥斯曼诺夫，他是一位钢铁和矿产投资商，在富豪榜上的排名从第18位跃居第6位，其个人财富也增长了213%，达到了47亿英镑。

  How Marketers Target Kids


  A) Kids represent an important demographic to marketers because they have their own purchasing power, they influence their parents' buying decisions and they are the adult consumers of the future. Industry spending on advertising to children has exploded in the past decade, increasing from a mere $100 million in 1990 to more than $2 billion in 2000.


  B) Parents today are willing to buy more for their kids because trends such as smaller family size, dual incomes and postponing children until later in life mean that families have more disposable income. As well, guilt can play a role in spending decisions as time-stressed parents substitute material goods for time spent with their kids. Here are some of the strategies marketers employ to target kids:


  Pester (纠缠) Power


  C) Today's kids have more autonomy and decision-making power within the family than in previous generations, so it follows that kids are vocal about what they want their parents to buy.“Pester power”refers to children's ability to nag their parents into purchasing items they may not otherwise buy. Marketing to children is all about creating pester power, because advertisers know what a powerful force it can be.


  D) According to the 2001 marketing industry book Kidfluence, pestering or nagging can be divided into two categories—“persistence”and“importance”. Persistence nagging (a plea, that is repeated over and over again) is not as effective as the more sophisticated“importance nagging”. This latter method appeals to parents' desire to provide the best for their children, and plays on any guilt they may have about not having enough time for their kids.


  The Marriage of Psychology and Marketing


  E) To effectively market to children, advertisers need to know what makes kids tick. With the help of well-paid researchers and psychologists, advertisers now have access to in-depth knowledge about children's developmental, emotional and social needs at different ages. Using research that analyzes children's behaviour, fantasy lives, art work, even their dreams, companies are able to craft sophisticated marketing strategies to reach young people.


  F) The issue of using child psychologists to help marketers target kids gained widespread public attention in 1999, when a group of U.S. mental health professionals issued a public letter to the American Psychological Association (APA) urging them to declare the practice unethical. The APA is currently studying the issue.


  Building Brand Name Loyalty


  G) Canadian author Naomi Klein tracks the birth of“brand”marketing in her 2000 book No Logo. According to Klein, the mid-1980s saw the birth of a new kind of corporation—Nike, Calvin Klein, Tommy Hilfiger, to name a few—which changed their primary corporate focus from producing products to creating an image for their brand name. By moving their manufacturing operations to countries with cheap labour, they freed up money to create their powerful marketing messages. It has been a tremendously profitable formula, and has led to the creation of some of the most wealthy and powerful multi-national corporations the world has seen.


  H) Marketers plant the seeds of brand recognition in very young children, in the hopes that the seeds will grow into lifetime relationships. According to the Center for a New American Dream, babies as young as six months of age can form mental images of corporate logos and mascots. Brand loyalties can be established as early as age two, and by the time children head off to school most can recognize hundreds of brand logos. While fast food, toy and clothing companies have been cultivating brand recognition in children for years, adult-oriented businesses such as banks and automakers are now getting in on the act.


  Buzz or Street Marketing

The idea is to find the coolest kids in a community and have them use or wear your product in order to create a buzz around it.   Commercialization in Education

Unlike broadcasting media, which have codes regarding advertising to kids, the Internet is unregulated. Sophisticated technologies make it easy to collect information from young people for marketing research, and to target individual children with personalized advertising.


  Marketing Adult Entertainment to Kids

On the contrary, we are living in a period of diverse family patterns. According to Kathleen Gerson,“the domestic woman who builds her life around children and homemaking persists, but she now coexists with a growing number of working mothers and permanently childless women.”

  Obesity generally is defined as an accumulation of fat beyond what is considered normal for a person's age, sex, and body type. In today's society obesity is considered a disease, not a moral failing. It occurs when energy intake exceeds the amount of energy expended over time. Only in a small minority of cases is obesity caused by such illnesses as hypothyroidism, or the result of taking medications, such as steroids (类固醇), that can cause weight gain.


  The more a person weighs, the more blood vessels the body needs to circulate blood throughout the body. The heart takes on a heavy burden as it has to pump harder to force the blood flow through so many vessels. As a result, the heart grows in size and blood pressure tends to rise. Obesity is also a factor in osteoarthritis (because of the extra weight placed on the joints), bone and joint diseases, respiratory ailments, gallbladder disease, complications during pregnancy and delivery, and higher accidental death rate.


  Obesity can alter hormone levels, affect immune function, and cause impotence in men and reproductive problems in women. Women who are 30% overweight are twice as likely to die of endometrial cancer, and those who are 40% overweight have four times the risk. Obese women also are more likely to incur cancers of the breast, ovaries, and gallbladder. Obese men are more likely to develop cancers of the rectum, colon, bladder, pancreas, stomach, and prostate.


  Obesity can also cause psychological problems. Sufferers are associated with laziness, failure, or inadequate willpower. As a result, overweight men and women blame themselves for being heavy, thus causing feelings of guilt and depression.


  Scientific evidence has found an association between BMI（body-mass index) and higher death rates. However, the relative risk of being heavy declines with age. Some researchers have found that data linking overweight and death are inconclusive, while other researchers have found that losing weight may be riskier than dangers posed by extra pounds. Some researchers counter that overweight indirectly contributes to over 300,000 deaths a year.

  Many studies have been made recently about hand preference in human. They have brought interesting results. It has been found, for instance, that many more men than women are left handed; that all children use both hands about equally until they are three years old; and that [22] hand preference is not clearly marked until age six. Above that age, most people not only favor one particular hand, but they also have a favorite eye, a favorite ear and foot.


  We know that the left side of the body is controlled by the right side of the brain. It seems that this particular half is the seat of emotion, imagination, and of the sense of space. And, indeed, [23] lefties seem to be more creative than their right-handed fellow humans; [25] they also seem to be more athletic and to do better in some professions whichlike sports-require a good sense of space. [24] In a large school of architecture, it was found in 1977 that 29 percent of the professors and 23 percent of the graduating students were left-handed, while lefties represent less than 10 percent of the general population.


  Lefties manage to drive, to sew, to paint, to use machines as well as any right hander. It is not easy for them, however, to struggle with tools, school desks, automobile and television controls, and many ordinary objects. Fortunately the creation of Left-Handers Inter-national has attracted attention to their problems and caused the appearance of special stores offering all sorts of objects for lefties, including wrist-watches, musical instruments, pencil-sharpeners, cameras, scissors, and books that show them how to play left-handed guitar and left-handed golf.

  听力原文&译文


  Belgium has three main [26] geographic regions: the coastal plain, the central plateau and the highlands. The coastal plain extends [27] inland 16 to 48 kilometers on the northwest. Along the north sea is a low-lying area [28] consisting mainly of sandy hills and sections of land [29] reclaimed from the sea. The coastal plain's elevation ranges from sea level to 20 meters.


  The central plateau is a [30] gently rolling, slightly elevated area, [31] irrigated by many waterways and containing a number of wide, [32] fertile valleys with a rich soil. The highlands, a densely-wooded plateau, [33] averaging 460 meters in elevation, extend across southeastern Belgium and into northeastern France. Located here is the highest peak in Belgium with an elevation of 694 meters.


  The climate near the sea is [34] humid and mild. Farther inland, a marked increase in the range of temperature occurs. In the highlands, hot summers alternate with cold winters. Heavy rains are confined almost [35] exclusively to the highlands. Fog and rain are common, and April and November are particularly rainy months. In Brussels, the average temperatures range from 0 to 5 degrees Centigrade in January and from 13 to 22 degrees Centigrade in July. Along the coast, the average range is 1 degree to 5 degrees Centigrade in January and 14 to 20 degrees Centigrade in July.


  比利时有三个主要的[26]地理区域：海岸平原、中部高原和高地。海岸平原位于西北部，向[27]内陆延伸至16~48公里。北部沿海附近是一片低洼的区域，[28]主要包括沙丘和[29]填海造陆形成的土地。沿海平原海拔大约为20米。

  每年节后全国都会出现储血短缺，今冬的大暴雪使这一情况更加严重，[36]促使现在紧急号召人们献血。O型血最为急需，因为O型血是[37]通用血型，也就是说在紧急情况下给大多数患者[38]输送O型血都很安全。“今冬严寒的天气使得献血活动被迫取消，我们的采血[39]能力也受到限制。”美国红十字会主席伊丽莎白·多尔说。红十字会称在该机构的38个采血地区中，有18个地区的O型血储血量不足一天的需求量。红十字会[40]提供美国约一半的用血。其余用血大部分由美国血液中心提供，而该中心的储血量也同样告急。


  为应对血液短缺，匹兹堡一家血库要求西宾夕法尼亚、西弗吉尼亚以及俄亥俄州的40所医院将非急需施行的手术[41]推迟至周三。中央血库的发言人马克·林奇表示，在接下来的几天里，每天至少需要一千名献血者献血才能使血液供应稳定。“我们指的是（推迟）如髋关节置换术以及整形外科手术这样的手术。这些病人需要接受这些手术，但推迟手术不会[42]危及生命。”他说。血液供应[43]稳定后，血库每天需要约700名献血者以保证储血量维持在正常水平。匹兹堡血库上一次因储血不足而要求医院推迟非急需施行的手术还是在1995年10月。当时这种取消手术的规定大约持续了一周。


  在美国全国范围内，节假日期间献血者往往会减少，因为人们假期通常会很忙，不能[44]照常献血。而恶劣的天气更是加剧了供血不足，一是由于献血活动[45]受阻，二是由于治疗意外受伤患者所需的血液增加。

  语义判断：备选项中的过去分词只有transfused，意为“输送”。故选I。


  39. F) ability


  语法判断：分析句子结构可知，这里缺少宾语，空格前后分别是定语our和动词不定式to collect blood，因此可断定该空缺少一个名词。


  语义判断：备选项中的名词有ability“能力”和density“密度；浓度”两项。将这两个词分别代入文中，ability符合此处句意：“我们的采血能力受到限制”。故选F。


  40. O) provides


  语法判断：分析句子主干，本句缺少谓语动词。根据主语the Red Cross和句子时态可知，空格处应填动词的第三人称单数形式。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的有两个选项：receives和provides。显然只有provides符合句意：“红十字会提供美国约一半的用血”。故选O。


  41. C) postpone


  语法判断：空格前是ask...to，因此这里需填一个动词原形。


  语义判断：备选项中的动词原形有postpone“拖延；推迟”和refuse“拒绝”。结合上下文语境，postpone符合此处句意：“医院将非急需施行的手术推迟”。故选C。

  语法判断：该空所在的部分是一个系表结构，但表语部分不完整，这里缺少一个形容词。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的只有threatening, life threatening意为“危及生命的；有生命危险的”，因此A是正确选项。

  语义判断：符合语法条件的形容词还有popular“流行的”和stable“稳定的”，动词的现在分词还有blocking“阻碍；隔断”。结合下文语境，只有stable符合此处语意，即“血液供应稳定”。故选J。


  44. D) regularly


  语法判断：空格所在句子结构完整，此处需填入一个副词，作状语。


  语义判断：备选的副词只有regularly和immediately。结合上下文语境，regularly符合此处句意：“人们假期通常会很忙，不能照常献血”。故选D。


  45. M) blocking


  语法判断：该空所在的部分by ______ blood drives与其后的by causing...victims构成了由连词and连接的并列结构，因此可断定这里需填一个现在分词。


  语义判断：符合语法条件的只有现在分词blocking，意为“阻碍”，所以正确答案是M。


  Section B


  市场营销人员如何针对儿童进行营销


  A) 对市场营销人员来说，儿童是一个重要的人群，因为他们有自己的购买力，可以影响父母的购买决定，也是未来的成年消费者。在过去的十年里，儿童广告的行业支出激增，由1990年的仅1亿美元上升到2000年的20多亿美元。


  B) 现在的父母愿意为孩子买更多的东西，因为小家庭、双收入和晚育的趋势意味着家庭拥有了更多的可支配收入。[46]另外，内疚感在消费决定中也起到了一定作用，因为忙碌的父母愿意以物质商品的形式弥补和孩子共度时间的减少。以下是市场营销人员针对儿童采用的一些营销策略：


  纠缠的力量


  C) 和上几代人相比，现在的孩子在家庭中拥有更多的自主权和决策力，这也就意味着孩子们在要求父母购买他们想要的东西时有话语权。“纠缠的力量”是指孩子纠缠父母购买也许原本不打算购买的东西的能力。针对儿童的营销就是培养孩子的纠缠力量，因为广告商知道这一力量是多么强大。


  D) 根据2001年市场营销类图书《儿童影响力》，纠缠可以分为两类——“坚持”和“重要性”。[51]坚持纠缠（就是一再地恳求）不如更为圆滑的“重要性纠缠”有效。后一种方法能够激起父母想要给孩子提供最好东西的愿望，也能利用没有足够时间陪孩子的家长的内疚感。


  心理学与营销学的“联姻”


  E) 为了有效地针对儿童进行营销，广告商需要了解什么让孩子感兴趣。在获得高薪的研究人员和心理学家的帮助下，广告商现在能够深入了解不同年龄段的儿童的发育、情感与社会需求。通过对儿童的行为、幻想、手工艺品甚至是梦想进行分析的研究，公司能够设计出针对年轻人的复杂营销策略。


  F) 1999年，利用儿童心理学家来帮助市场营销人员定位儿童需求的做法受到了人们的广泛关注，[54]当时，一个美国心理健康专家小组发表了一封给美国心理协会（APA）的公开信，要求他们宣布这种做法是不道德的。美国心理协会目前正在研究这一问题。


  建立品牌忠诚度


  G) 加拿大作者娜奥米·克莱因在2000年出版的《颠覆品牌全球统治》一书中追溯了品牌营销的起源。克莱因在书中提到，20世纪80年代中期见证了一种新型公司的诞生，如耐克、卡尔文、汤米·希尔费格等，它们的企业重心不再是生产产品，而是致力于树立品牌形象。通过将生产制造流程转移到劳动力廉价的国家，它们腾出了资金向人们传达强劲的营销信息。这是一个极其盈利的模式，由此催生了一些世界上最富有、最具影响力的跨国公司。


  H) 市场营销人员在幼小儿童的心中播下品牌认知的种子，希望这颗种子发芽、长大，伴随孩子的一生。新美国梦中心的研究表明，六个月大的婴儿能够对公司商标和吉祥物形成心理意象。[47]孩子在两岁的时候，就可以形成品牌忠诚度，到上学时，大多数孩子已经能识别上百个商标。快餐、玩具和服装公司多年来一直在培养儿童的品牌认知，而以成年人为主要服务对象的公司，如银行和汽车制造商，现在也纷纷加入了这一行列。


  轰动或街头营销


  I) 市场营销人员所面临的挑战是在充斥着各种杂乱广告的年轻人生活中直抵营销对象。许多公司正在利用“轰动营销”策略——一种行之有效的“口碑营销”的新花样。这一创意是找出某一社区中最酷的孩子，让他们使用或穿上你的产品，以围绕产品制造话题。轰动营销又被称为“街头营销”，通过引领潮流的人给它们的产品贴上“酷”的标签，可以帮助公司成功地打入隐蔽的青少年市场。


  J) [53]轰动营销特别适用于互联网，网上的年轻“网络推销员”利用聊天室和博客在毫无戒备心的用户中传达有关音乐、服饰和其他产品的信息。


  教育的商业化


  K) 学校曾经是保护儿童不受各种广告和消费者信息侵扰的一方净土（尽管他们的生活中充斥着这类信息），然而现在情况大不相同了。[48]预算亏空迫使教育委员会允许公司进入校园，以此换取学校急需的现金、计算机和教育材料。


  L) 公司意识到了在推广品牌和产品时学校环境的力量。学校意味着大量的年轻受众，同时也暗示了教师和教育系统的认可。市场营销人员迫切地通过多种方式来开发这一媒介，其中包括：1）赞助教育材料；2）为学校提供技术，以此换取公司的高知名度；3）在教室、校车和计算机上张贴广告以换取资金；[55] 4）竞赛和奖励计划：例如，必胜客阅读奖励计划，即如果孩子完成了一个月的阅读目标，就将获得免费比萨券；5）赞助学校活动。


  互联网


  M) 对于想以儿童为目标的市场营销人员来说，互联网是再合适不过的媒介。互联网是年轻人文化中的一部分。[50]互联网伴随着现在的年轻人长大，是他们日常生活的一部分。孩子们经常在没有父母监督的情况下独自上网。与对儿童广告设有规则的广播媒介不同，互联网不受限制。精密的技术使得收集年轻人的信息从而进行市场研究变得容易，也使针对不同儿童制作个性化广告变得简单。


  向儿童营销成人娱乐


  N) 儿童经常有意识并想要收看那些针对年龄偏大的观众的娱乐信息，因为这些娱乐信息也被积极地推销给了他们。[52]在2000年发表的一份报告中，美国联邦贸易委员会（FTC）披露了电影、音乐和电子游戏业如何习惯性地向年幼的儿童推销暴力娱乐。


  O) 联邦贸易委员会研究了被评为“限制级”的44部电影，发现80%的目标人群是17岁以下的儿童。包括电视广告在内的营销方案会在年轻观众最可能观看的时间段播放。[49]联邦贸易委员会的报告还强调了一个事实，那就是基于成人娱乐角色的玩具通常会被营销给年幼的孩子。年轻人的杂志上宣传成人级电子游戏；基于“限制级”电影和成人级电子游戏的玩具被营销给4岁的小孩。

  How the Shutdown Hammered the U.S. Economy


  A) How much have the government shutdown and the default threat cost us? Before the latest congressional fierce debate over government spending, the U.S. federal deficit was shrinking and seemed to shrivel even more in the near future. As a percentage of the nation's gross domestic product, the cash shortfall had dropped by half in the past two years, according to Standard&Poor's senior credit analyst Marie Cavanaugh, who heads the ratings team in charge of assessing the U.S. credit rating.


  B) In other words, the United States was on track to slash its deficit and enjoy the spoils of its growing financial recovery—until the shutdown, which has socked (重击) the economy in the nose and soured investors' confidence everywhere.“Earlier this year, we raised our outlook for the U.S. from negative to stable based on the ability of Congress to negotiate its way out of the fiscal cliff, the nation's strengthening economic recovery and the fact that the nation's deficit had fallen by half of the 2011 level,”Cavanaugh told Newsweek just before Congress cobbled together (胡乱拼凑) a last-minute deal.


  C) Now the same ratings agency estimates that the government shutdown knocked $24 billion out of the U.S. economy in just two weeks. That is more than $1.5 billion a day. Essentially, the fighting over spending leaves America with less to spend.“The bottom line is the government shutdown hurt the U.S. economy,”stated S&P's chief economist Beth Ann Bovino, on the heels of an eleventh-hour budget compromise that effectively delays key fiscal decisions until next year.


  D) “In September, we expected 3 percent annualized growth in the fourth quarter, because we thought politicians would have learned from 2011 and taken steps to avoid things like a government shutdown and the possibility of a sovereign default.”(In 2011, consumer confidence hit a 31-year low; just this week a Gallup poll similarly showed investor confidence dropping to its lowest level in almost two years. This is probably not a coincidence, as both polls took place during congressional standoffs.)


  E) S&P, which has been the only ratings agency to slash the nation's top-flight credit rating (also in 2011), now expects this year's fourth quarter GDP to be closer to 2 percent. That is, if the U.S. is lucky.“With full expectations that consumer confidence will continue to decline suddenly amid the‘short turnaround for politicians to negotiate some sort of lasting deal’,”Bovino predicts,“if people are afraid that the government policy brinkmanship (边缘政策) will resurface and, with it, the risk of another shutdown or worse, they'll remain afraid to open up their checkbooks.”


  F) Cavanaugh says the agency estimates that for every week the government was shut down, roughly 0.3 percent of the nation's GDP was destroyed. Not really a good thing for a country that, until recently,“was running one of the highest deficits the world has seen since World War II,”according to Nikola Swann, Cavanaugh's predecessor and the credit analyst who led the team that voted the U.S. credit rating down in 2011.


  G) Swann, who tracked U.S. fiscal health for some time, traces much of the trouble back to 2001, when the September 11 attacks led to a downturn in the nation's economic growth and soaring spending in the lead-up to the war on terror.“The U.S. did begin to recover by 2007”，he says,“but then it was hit by the financial crisis. By 2009, the nation's cash deficit—the annual gap between spending and revenue as a percentage of its GDP—had swelled to 11 percent.”


  H) “Compare that to a surplus of 3 percent of GDP in 2000, at present, the cash deficit has eased to under 5 percent,”Cavanaugh says,“but remains at the high end.”“Remember, the Clinton administration benefitted from very high rates of economic growth, real rates that were around 3 percent to 5 percent of GDP,”Swann says.“We increased spending but never got back to the high growth rates.”


  I) Bovino warns the U.S. still has much to lose if its fiscal game of chicken doesn't end. As the debt ceiling deadline neared, S&P was minutes away from automatically demoting (使降级) America's credit rating and tipping it into“selective default”. (The only other country to have“SD”status is Grenada.) Fitch, a ratings-agency competitor of S&P, already announced it was putting the U.S. on“credit rating watch negative”, citing a lack of“timely”action by Congress to pass a budget.


  J) Like a troubled teenager, America is repeatedly self-harming.“It is simply not a characteristic of the most highly rated sovereigns that you have to worry about them not paying their debts,”said John Chambers, global head of S&P's sovereign ratings committee and a member of the team that marked down America's debt rating in 2011, from AAA to AA+. He notes that no nation has ever defaulted for such a ridiculous reason—political games of mutually assured destruction.“It is unheard of in a cohesive civil society, making it all the more puzzling and pathetic that we have these tricks over spending that has already been approved by Congress.”


  K) When Standard&Poor's, which monitors and ranks the credit of 127 countries, slashed the sovereign debt rating of the United States during the 2011 debt-ceiling war, cries of“unpatriotic”and“anti-American”echoed up Wall Street.“We knew what we were doing, that it was a historic decision,”says Swann.“The volume of calls coming in was more than we could sort through on our own. We were there until late Friday, doing interviews, investor calls, and teleconferences, all through the weekend and the rest of the following week.”


  L) The hue and cry was no surprise. After all, nothing less than the world's global reserve currency was at stake. The U.S. rating—alongside that of France, Austria and the Isle of Man—put it behind Sweden, Denmark, Finland, Norway, Germany, the Netherlands, Hong Kong, Singapore, the United Kingdom, and Canada. By losing its gold-star rating, the world's superpower became and remains second best.


  M) “The political brinksmanship of recent months highlights what we see as America's governance and policymaking becoming less stable, less effective and less predictable than what we previously believed,”S&P stated to justify its lone decision in 2011.“The statutory (法定的) debt ceiling and the threat of default have become political bargaining chips in the debate over fiscal policy.”


  N) Now there are three months for Congress to complete its bargaining, pass a budget, and lift the debt ceiling again. If it fails—and everything suggests a return to the deadlock we just escaped from—America will be back in default territory. Politicians in Washington will put on the motley (小丑装束), the default circus will resume and the damage to America's economy will start over.


  O) Whatever was said on either side in the latest showdown about reneging (违约) on the national debts, defaulting will not be pretty. According to Bovino, if America defaulted it“would be devastating for markets and the economy and worse than the collapse of Lehman Brothers in 2008”and“put the economy in a recession and wipe out much of the economic progress made by the recovery from the Great Recession.”

  For most of us, work is the central, dominating fact of life. We spend more than half our conscious hours at work, preparing for work, traveling to and from work. What we do there largely determines our standard of living and to a considerable extent the status we are accorded by our fellow citizens as well. It is sometimes said that because leisure has become more important the indignities and injustices of work can be pushed into a corner, that because most work is pretty intolerable, the people who do it should compensate for its boredom, frustrations and humiliations (羞耻) by concentrating their hopes on the other parts of their lives.


  I reject that as a counsel of despair. For the foreseeable future the material and psychological rewards which work can provide, and the conditions in which work is done, will continue to play a vital part in determining the satisfaction that life can offer. Yet only small minority can control the pace at which they work or the conditions in which their work is done; only for a small minority does work offer scope for creativity, imagination, or initiative.


  Inequality (不平等) at work and in work is still one of the cruelest and most glaring forms of inequality in our society. We cannot hope to solve the more obvious problems of industrial life, many of which arise directly or indirectly from the frustrations created by inequality at work, unless we tackle it head-on (迎面地). Still less can we hope to create a decent and humane society.


  The most glaring inequality is that between managers and the rest. For most managers, work is an opportunity and a challenge. Their jobs engage their interest and allow them develop their abilities. They are constantly learning; they are able to exercise responsibility; they have a considerable degree of control over their own—and others'—working lives. Most important of all, they have opportunity to initiate. By contrast, for most manual workers, and for a growing number of white-collar workers, work is a boring, dull even painful experience. They spend all their working lives in conditions which would be regarded as intolerable for themselves—by those who make the decisions which let such conditions continue. The majority has little control over their work; it provides them with no opportunity for personal development. Often production is so designed that workers are simply part of the technology. In offices, many jobs are so routine that workers justifiably feel themselves to be mere cogs in the bureaucratic (官僚的) machine. As a direct consequence of their work experience, many workers feel alienated from their work and their firm, whether it is in public or in private ownership.

  The factor which influences human life more than any other is that man lives in groups. He is the product of a group (mother and father)；he is nurtured by a group (family or family substitute)；and he spends all his life, unless he chooses to be a hermit (隐士), interacting with and within groups of various kinds.


  The type of group most important to man is one in which the members are personally involved with each other on both an emotional and physical level, in which relations are characterized by informality, and in which these relations are stable and durable. Such a group is known in sociological terms as a primary group, and its foremost example is the family.


  In small, non-technological, homogeneous societies, with members ranked on a more or less equal footing as to wealth, status, and privilege, the type of relations prevalent within a primary group exist at the level of the entire society. Such a society is referred to as a communal (共同的) society.


  In large, heterogeneous (混杂的), technologically advanced, competitive societies, where division of labor is practiced, and where consequent inequalities exist in wealth, status, and privilege, it becomes necessary for individuals to expand their interaction to secondary groups. Members of a secondary group do not tend to be emotionally involved with each other. Relations are mostly formal and partial since the members come together for a definite and temporary reason. Teacher and student, merchant and customer, doctor and patient are examples of secondary groups. A society in which these relationships prevail is termed an associational society.


  Man's physical and emotional needs are best satisfied within societies, and the individual develops a sense of well-being, of belonging and fitting in. But, if they are not satisfied, the individual's normal development is hampered, and he tends to suffer feelings of not belonging.


  Because of the nature of life in technologically advanced societies, man has had to rely increasingly on secondary group relationships. In the meantime, some facets of his primary group life have been gradually disintegrating (瓦解). The extended family, which was still very much a feature of American life at the turn of the century, consisted of grandparents, unmarried aunts and uncles, and various other relatives who lived either under the same roof or in the same community, and gave mutual aid and comfort to each other (along with occasional conflict).


  Today's family, however, is reduced to the nuclear father, mother, and children, and with increased mobility access to grandparents and relatives is something impossible. The physically and emotionally supportive role which the extended family played has not been replaced by relationships within the secondary group.

Solitary wasps usually make nests in the ground and they separate the chambers for the individual offspring with bits of grass, stone or mud, whatever is handy. What about social wasps? They form a community and work together to build and maintain the nest. [23] A nest begins in the spring when the fertile female called the queen builds the first few compartment of the nest and lays her eggs. The first offspring are small females that cannot lay eggs.   A research has revealed that the majority of the British were so [26] cynical when it came to accepting a genuine offer of goodwill that they [27] turn down free money.


  Cash was offered by five women to commuters at busy bus stations up and down the UK but an average of only eight people at each station, out of thousands of bus travellers, [28] took up the offer.


  Women wearing a sandwich board that read“Ask me to pay your bus fare and I will”were positioned at bus stations in Newcastle, Medway, Manchester, Perth and Leicester, but were mostly just [29] ignored.


  The experiment ran during morning [30] rush hour each day for a week and just 38 people in total across the country accepted the offer.


  When questioned, the minority who did [31] eventually accept the free cash admitted they were reluctant at first because they thought the offer was too good to be true.


  Those who did accept were generally teenagers, suggesting that the older we get, the more cynical of [32] goodwill gestures we become.


  Results showed that 69 percent of the British were too [33] suspicious to accept offers of goodwill and also felt rewards and free gifts are often too good to be true, while only 23 percent of people thought that it is possible to get something for nothing.


  The research was conducted by Ice, a loyalty scheme which [34] rewards customers with Ice points for spending on eco-friendly goods and services. Jude Thorne, Chief Executive Officer of Ice, said,“Our experiment shows that as a nation, we simply don't accept the notion of genuine bargains, discounts and offers with no catch, [35] despite admitting that difficult times are forcing us to seek them out actively.”

  这项研究由Ice发起，Ice是一个“忠诚奖励”计划，对那些购买对环保有益的商品和服务的顾客[34]回报以Ice积分。Ice的首席执行官祖德·索恩说：“我们的实验表明，作为英国人，我们通常不会接受纯粹的便宜、折扣和完全没有陷阱的援助，[35]尽管我们承认在困难时期现实会逼迫我们去主动寻找这些东西。”


  


Part III　Reading Comprehension


  Section A


  正常情况下，我们认为交谈发生在共处一室的人之间，他们周围是同样的物体和影响因素，并且他们清楚彼此的面部表情与身体姿态。当情况不是这样时，我们通常会采用另一个术语来描述正在发生的事情，比如“电话交谈”，来[36]显示这种差别。由于交谈者的情况，他们能够很大程度地[37]依赖他们的周边环境——或许可以被称为他们[38]尝试进行交流的“语言外语境”：挑起眉毛、一个[39]细微的动作、瞥一下某个人或某件物体——根本不需要说什么话，这些动作本身或许就能“说明”很多事情。因此，对于任何一个透过钥匙孔偷听的人来讲，由于[40]失去了语境线索，正在使用的语言听起来或许就是[41]含糊的、不完整的，而且有时很可能是难以听懂的，因为坐得或站得[42]相对较近的两个人讲话的速度和声音大小很容易产生巨大的变化。


  一般来说，交谈者会很放松，并且他们不会像讲师或[44]正在面试的人一样过度担心自己给别人留下的[43]印象。口误和语法错误会频繁出现，而且不会让任何人不安：这些确实是交谈过程中意料之中的一部分，而且甚至可能是受欢迎的一部分，因为讲得太顺畅或过于准确无误就会有听起来像背书的风险，而没有人喜欢跟书本交谈。同样，发音的些许疏忽也是很常见的，很少有人会费心思去追求语音的准确无误或使用异乎寻常的“漂亮”口音。这种口音在需要“留下好印象”的情况下，有时是[45]值得引起注意的。

  语义判断：结合37题的“语义判断”，符合语法条件的名词还剩下reference、impression和attempt三项，而只有attempt符合in an attempt to（尝试……）这一常用表达，因此只有K是正确答案。

  Section B


  政府关门如何危害美国经济


  A) 政府关门和债务违约的威胁会让我们付出多少代价？在最近一次国会就政府支出问题的激烈论战前，美国联邦赤字正在缩小，而且似乎在不久的将来更会如此。据标准普尔的高级信用分析师、美国信用等级评估小组的负责人马里·卡瓦诺称，作为国内生产总值的一部分，现金短缺数额在过去的两年里下降了一半。


  B) 换句话说，美国在削减赤字方面已步入正轨，并享受着经济日渐复苏的成果——[49]而政府关门则沉重打击了经济的发展，使各地的投资者们信心受挫。就在国会胡乱拼凑出一个最后的协议之前，卡瓦诺告诉《新闻周刊》：“今年早些时候，我们把美国的评级展望由“负面”调升为“稳定”，这是基于其国会有能力成功解决财政悬崖问题、经济复苏势头得以巩固以及国家赤字已下降为2011年水平的一半这些因素。”


  C) [54]如今，这家评级机构估算，政府关门在短短的两个星期就导致240亿美元的经济损失。一天就有15亿美元以上的损失。从本质上来说，预算拨款之战使得美国更没钱可花。国会进行了最后的预算折中方案讨论，但实际上把关键的财政决策推迟到了明年，而就在此之前，标准普尔的首席经济学家贝丝·安·博维诺说：“底线是政府关门波及美国经济。”


  D) “9月份，我们本来期望第四季度会出现3%的年化增长，因为我们以为政府官员已经从2011年吸取了教训，并且会采取措施避免类似政府关门、主权债务违约这样的事情发生。”（在2011年，消费者信心指数跌至31年以来的最低点；本周的盖洛普民意测验同样表明，投资者信心指数已跌至近两年来的最低水平。这可能不是巧合，因为两项民意调查都是在国会陷入僵局时进行的。）


  E) [51]标准普尔是唯一一家曾经削减过美国顶级信用的评级机构（同样也在2011年），该机构现在预计今年第四季度的GDP将接近2%。这还是在美国走运的情况下。“我们完全可以预料消费者信心指数将随着‘政治家在协商某种永久性解决方案时局面突然恶化’而突然下跌，”博维诺预测，“如果人们担心政府政策边缘化又有所抬头，而且随之又有政府关门的风险或更糟糕的情况，他们就不敢打开他们的支票簿乱花钱了。”


  F) 卡瓦诺说据其机构估计，政府每关闭一周会导致大约0.3%的GDP损失。对这样一个国家而言真不是好事。[53]因为直到最近，美国“都还在背负二战以来世界最高的财政赤字。”信用分析师尼古拉·斯旺说道。他是博维诺的前任，在2011年带领其团队削减了美国信用等级。


  G) [50]斯旺追踪美国的财政健康状况已有一段时间了。他将许多麻烦追溯到2001年。当年9·11恐怖袭击事件导致全国经济的下滑，反恐战争的支出急剧上升。“美国的经济到2007年时确实在恢复”，他说，“但它又受到金融危机的打击。到2009年，国家的现金赤字——每年的支出和收入之间的差距在其国内生产总值的比例——已经增长到了11%。”


  H) “与2000年国内生产总值结余3%相比，目前，现金赤字已经缓解到5%以下了，”卡瓦诺说，“但这个数字还是很高。”“要记得，克林顿政府受益于非常高的经济增长率，实际利率是国内生产总值的3%至5%左右，”斯旺说。“我们增加了开支，但再也回不到那么高的增长率了。”


  I) 博维诺警告说，如果财政斗鸡游戏仍不结束，那美国将会有更多的损失。[52]随着债务上限最后期限的临近，标准普尔已经进入倒计时，将自动把美国的信用评级下调，并将其归为“选择性违约”的级别。（其他国家中唯一被评为SD级的是格林纳达。）标准普尔评级机构的竞争对手惠誉国际，已经宣布将美国列入“信用评级负面观察”名单，提出美国国会在通过一项预算时，并没有采取“及时的”行动。


  J) 美国就像一个问题少年，总是不断自我伤害。[46]“对于评级最高的主权国家而言，你本来就不用去担心它们无法还债，”约翰·钱伯斯说。他是全球标准普尔主权评级委员会的领导人，也是2011年同意把美国的债务评级从AAA级降至AA+级的团队成员。他指出，没有一个国家曾经因如此可笑的理由违约——确保相互摧毁（以达到相互制约）的政治游戏。“这在一个具有凝聚力的公民社会里是前所未闻的，而更令人费解和可悲的是，我们在获得国会批准的财政支出上要玩这些鬼把戏。”


  K) 标准普尔，这个同时监督127个国家并为其评级的机构，在2011年美国债务上限大战期间下调了美国的主权债务评级。那时，“不爱国”和“反美”的骂声充斥着华尔街。“我们知道自己在做什么，这是一个历史性的决定，”斯旺说。“打进来的电话数量我们自己都统计不过来。我们在那儿待到星期五晚上，在整个周末期间和之后余下的一周都在做访谈，接投资者的电话，开电话会议。”


  L) 当时的各种抗议和叫嚷并不让我们吃惊。毕竟，没有什么比全球货币储备的岌岌可危更让人吃惊了。美国的评级——同法国、奥地利和马恩岛一样，跟在瑞典、丹麦、芬兰、挪威、德国、荷兰、香港、新加坡、英国和加拿大后面。世界上的超级大国，失去了金星评级只能屈尊第二了。


  M) “美国的管理和政治决策变得比我们之前认为的更加不稳定、缺乏效力和难以预测，最近几个月的政治边缘政策使这点更加显著，”标准普尔这样替自己2011年孤立无援的决定做辩护。[48]“法定债务上限和债务违约已成为财政政策辩论中的筹码。”

  The Body-data Craze


  A) Welcome to my biography, 2013-style. It includes more data points than it possibly could have 20 years ago. And it's part of a national obsession of a people who, literally, number our days. According to a recent nationwide survey for Pew Research Center Internet & American Life Project, 7 out of 10 people self-track regularly—using everything from human memory to a memory stick—some aspect of health for themselves or for someone else. Among the 3,000 adults questioned, the most popular things to monitor were weight and diet. A third of the people surveyed also track more complicated elements of their health, from blood pressure to sleep to blood sugar.


  B) While many of them keep this information“in their heads”, a full 50 percent actually keep a written record of the data either using technology or on paper. According to the Consumer Electronics Association, in 2012 the U.S. sports and fitness category was a $70 billion business; and earlier this year, market firm ABI released a report that estimated that 485 million wearable computing devices—like smart watches and smart glasses—will be shipped annually by 2018. Privately owned“human-centered wearable technology”company Jawbone is valued at a billion dollars, and perhaps more.


  C) What do people count in their everyday lives? True believers in the power of measurement go one step further—tracking every bite or step, but also sharing what they've learned with others. A male friend sends his body mass index from his gym scale to the cloud. A cousin of mine counts her steps on a pedometer (步程计) and posts them on Facebook. People like New York Times reporter Brian Stelter, who wrote in his article Tall Tales, Truth and My Twitter Diet, that he could not diet alone, so he“decided to use Twitter. I thought it would make me more accountable, because I could record everything I ate instantly.”


  D) If our life stories used to be reducible to a shoebox full of old photographs, now we will remember ourselves by Fitbit at the gym. Meanwhile, a shoe sensor called Amiigo, a wristband device called Basis, indoor-environment monitoring systems, Jawbone's UP for sleep and fitness and Google Glass are all available on the sales site Groupon.


  E) We collect this information on the pretext of health, self-knowledge, organization, or efficiency. We believe we need to know it so that we can better ourselves. But what happens if the upsides have downsides to match? What happens if we can't stop ourselves from counting on our endless digital abacuses (算盘)? And are we giving up some of the shreds of privacy we have left by endlessly recording ourselves and sending it to the cloud?


  F) It's true that some of this data may be useful. If you track your food consumption and digestion, seeing the numbers may inspire you to eat better. If you track your blood sugar, you may maintain better control of it. A person who uses Asthmapolis, a wireless sensor in an asthma (哮喘) inhaler that records the GPS of a person experiencing an attack or shortness of breath could be recording details of the attack that would help all of us learn what nearby plants or chemicals in the air contributed to the attack.


  G) “Self-quantifiers absolutely fit into big data,”says Kenneth Cukier, author of Big Data, an optimistic book about today's gathering, storage, and analysis of information on a massive scale.“Big data is not just about size—it's about doing new things with data. We are collecting material about ourselves—respiration or heart rate—that we never collected before and crunching the numbers.”


  H) The idea is that self-quantifying is a way of being an expert on yourself, at a time when studies can tell you about percentages and probability for everything from drug effectiveness to your vote, but cannot tell you about you in particular. For Jaron Lanier, a computer scientist and author of Who Owns the Future?, it can be societally productive when normal people are forced“to act like scientists, challenging their biases,”and clearing their perceptions. Also, having been“blind to our own insides,”Lanier says, he sees the value of“seeing in real time some things that go on in my body. Now I am in my 50s, I am just starting to learn how to use my own body.”


  I) “Quantifying is mostly a way to take care of ourselves,”Cukier says.“In the past, experts did vast studies in lab hospitals to discover this, but now we can use one-hundred-dollar UP bands.”For Cukier, the dark side of QS is: hypochondria (疑病症). If people are constantly monitoring themselves, they may imagine they are encountering the onset of a disease when their symptoms are really“statistical noise,”as Cukier puts it.


  J) QS-ers Honeywell and Greenhall both questioned why achieving a low body weight is the desired outcome of dozens of new sensors now on the market. That's not to say it doesn't work: thanks to QS, Greenhall says she lost 40 pounds over two years. Honeywell, on the other hand, gets too thin when she gets stressed.“I'd like to tell all of these companies that offer ways to measure yourself, that consumers should have the option to turn off all the diet talk,”said Honeywell.“I'd love Fitbit to have an option to keep your weight above a certain amount as well as below.”“Calories are so emotionally loaded for people with eating disorders,”said Greenhall.


  K) It's possible that all this quantification might be able to help with some sorts of eating and other disorders, but the reverse is also possible: after all, obsessive bodily measurement can be a fundamental symptom of anorexia (厌食) or bulimia (贪食). Diana Freed, a therapist specializing in eating disorders, wrote last year about the way“the drastic increase of apps that obsessively quantify eating and fitness... have radically transformed the way anorexia afflicts patients.”


  L) Might all of these numbers eventually be used against all self-quantifiers? Sure, the most serious QS-ers were autonomous imaginative geeks, quantifying from the bottom up. But their employers might be quantifying them as well.“The invasion of privacy is an issue,”says Lanier.“A company in Britain has asked its workers to wear wearable computing to monitor how healthfully they are living: this seems to be crazy. In the American context, when you use self-quantifying stuff to improve your health you are also sending this information to data aggregators and someone might one day deny your insurance because of it.”


  M) This is far from hypothetical: three years ago, the Nielsen company tried to go in and get health information from mentally ill people posting on a site's private online forum.“Even if you are quantifying your own data, if it goes through the cloud service, you may be exploited,”says Lanier.“You are making yourself vulnerable.”If you join all this DIY Big Data with the other data out there—not only all of our emails and Google searches, but also the sensors in the water system, in medical implants, in stoplight cameras and sound-activated street gunshot detectors—there's so much of it that one security expert, Bruce Schneier, recently suggested that“the Internet is being monitored.”


  N) As Lanier puts it,“There are two dangers of self-quantifying: one is compromising privacy and the other is that its participants can narrow themselves. Its extreme adherents hyperconcentrate on certain kinds of numbers about themselves, and it can make them a little more robotic than other people.”It may be too soon to know exactly how and what QS has transformed. Our memories were once defined a wooden childhood toy or a grainy picture of a lost lover, a graduation dress or a passionate postcard.


  O) In the future, that record could be dominated by our sleep patterns or the record of our respiration.“Instead of saving a high school football jersey, will we remember our pulse?”Cukier wonders. We were both entirely sure, though, that quantifying is the mode of our time.“QS is not odd,”says Cukier.“Today, we call it Quantified Self: tomorrow we are going to call it health care. In the future, quantifying ourselves is not going to be done by some people but by all people.”

  In general, our society is becoming one of giant enterprises directed by a bureaucratic management in which man becomes a small, well-oiled cog (齿轮) in the machinery. The oiling is done with higher wages, well-ventilated factories and piped music, and by psychologists and“human-relations”experts; yet all this oiling does not alter the fact that man has become powerless, that he does not wholeheartedly participate in his work and that he is bored with it. In fact, the blue and the white collar workers have become economic puppets (木偶) who dance to the tune of automated machines and bureaucratic management.


  The worker and employee are anxious, not only because they might find themselves out of a job; they are anxious also because they are unable to acquire any real satisfaction or interest in life. They live and die without ever having confronted the fundamental realities of human existence as emotionally and intellectually independent and productive human beings.


  Those higher up on the social ladder are no less anxious. Their lives are no less empty than those of their subordinates. They are even more insecure in some respects. They are in a highly competitive race. To be promoted or to fall behind is not a matter of salary but even more a matter of self-respect. When they apply for their first job, they are tested for intelligence as well as for the right mixture of submissiveness and independence. From that moment on they are tested again and again by the psychologists, for whom testing is a big business, and by their superiors, who judge their behavior, sociability, capacity to get along, etc. This constant need to prove that one is as good as or better than one's fellow-competitor creates constant anxiety and stress, the very causes of unhappiness and illness.


  Am I suggesting that we should return to the pre-industrial mode of production or to nineteenth-century“free enterprise”capitalism (资本主义)? Certainly not. Problems are not solved by returning to a stage which one has already outgrown. I suggest transforming our social system from a bureaucratically managed industrialism in which maximal production and consumption are ends in themselves into a humanist industrialism (工业制度) in which man and full development of his potentialities—those of love and of reason—are the aims of social arrangements. Production and consumption should serve only as means to this end, and should be prevented from ruling man.

  That Louis Nevelson is believed by many critics to be the greatest twentieth-century sculptor (雕刻家) is all the more remarkable because the greatest resistance to women artists has been, until recently, in the field of sculpture. Since Neolithic (新石器时代的) times, sculpture has been considered the privilege of men, partly, perhaps, for purely physical reasons: it was faultily assumed that women were not suited for the hard manual labor required in sculpting stone, carving wood, or working in metal. It has been only during the twentieth-century that women sculptors have been recognized as major artists, and it has been in the United States, especially since the decades of the fifties and sixties, that women sculptors have shown the greatest originality and creative power. Their rise to prominence (声望) parallels the development of sculpture itself in the United Sates: while there had been a few talented sculptors in the United States before the 1940's, it was only after 1945—when New York was rapidly becoming the capital of the world—that major sculpture was produced in the United States. Some of the best was the work of women.


  By far the most outstanding of these women is Louis Nevelson, who in the eyes of many critics is the most original female artist alive today. One famous and influential critic Hilton Kramer, said of her work,“For myself, I think Ms. Nevelson succeeds where the painters often fail.”


  Her works have been compared to the Cubist (立体主义的) constructions of Picasso, the surrealistic (超现实主义的) objects of Miro and the Merzhau of Schwitters. Nevelson would be the first to admit that she has been influenced by all of these, as well as by African sculpture, and by Native American and pre-Columbian art, but she has absorbed all these influences and still created a distinctive art that expresses the urban landscape and the aesthetic (审美的) sensibility of the twentieth century. Nevelson says,“I have always wanted to show the world that art is everywhere, except that it has to pass through a creative mind.”


  Using mostly discarded wooden objects like packing crates (板条箱), broken pieces of furniture, and abandoned architectural ornaments, all of which she has collected for years, she assembles architectural constructions of great beauty and power, creating very freely with no sketches, she glues and nails objects together, paints them black, or more rarely white or gold, and places them in boxes. These assemblages, walls, even entire environments create a mysterious, almost awe-inspiring atmosphere. Although she has denied any symbolic or religious intent in her works, their three-dimensional grandeur and even their titles, such as Sky Cathedral and Night Cathedral, suggest such connotations (涵义). In some ways, her most ambitious works are closer to architecture than to traditional sculpture, but then neither Louis Nevelson nor her art fits into any neat category.

Yes it really was lost and finding it again was a complex process that involved state of our technology: [18] how the location of the roads was determined was very interesting. And I'll return to it as soon as I gave you a little background information. The road was begun in 1817, a few years before Maine even became a state. [16] At the time Quebec was a major market for livestock, crops and fish. So a road to Quebec was seen by officials in Maine as necessary for trade. For about 20 years the movement of people and goods was mostly from Maine to Quebec, and then the trend reversed as thousands of Canadians immigrated to Maine to escape poor crops, the lack of jobs and the threat of disease. [17] Besides its negative reasons, major building projects in Maine also made the state very attractive for the Canadians who needed work. I should stress though that immigration during that period went in both directions. In fact the flow of people and goods went completely unhindered. There wasn't even a border post until around 1850. The people of the time saw Maine and Quebec as single region mainly because of the strong French influence which is still evident in Maine today. Eventually the road fell into disuse as a major railway was completed. Finally people simply forgot about it and that's how it came to be lost. This brings me back to the original topic.

  [19] So why did what is now called“modern dance”begin in the United States? To begin to answer this question I'll need to back track a little bit and talk about classical ballet.


  By the late 1800s, ballet had lost a lot of its popularity. Most of the ballet dancers who performed in the United States were brought over from Europe. [20] They performed using the rigid techniques that had been passed down through the centuries. Audiences and dancers in the United States were eager for their own contemporary dance form. And so around 1900, dancers created one. So how was this modern dance so different from classical ballet?


  [21] Almost notably, it wasn't carefully designed or arranged. Instead, the dance depended on free personal expression of the dancers. Music and scenery were of little importance to the modern dance. And lightness of movement wasn't important either. In fact, modern dancers make no attempt at all to conceal the effort involved in the dance step.


  But even if free personal expression appealed to audiences, many dance critics were less enthusiastic about the performances. They questioned the artistic integrity of dancers who were not professionally trained and the artistic value of works that had no formal structure. Yet the free personal expression of the pioneer dancers is indeed the basis of the controlled freedom of modern dance today.

  The number of divorces rose for the first time in seven years last year.


  The economic recession was blamed for the increase, as families struggled to [26] cope with the tensions caused by money pressures and unemployment.


  The rate of [27] divorce also rose, with 11.1 people divorced for every 1,000 in the population of married people in 2010. This was up from 10.5 for every 1,000 married people in 2009. Divorce was most common in the 40 to 44 age group, and the average marriage that [28] ended in divorce lasted 11.4 years.


  The figures from the Office for National Statistics indicate an end to the trend that ran through the second half of the last decade, which showed rising [29] stability of relationships among the declining number of couples who did decide to marry. ONS experts [30] blamed the latest rise in divorces on the economy.


  They acknowledged that some reasoning suggests [31] recession should in fact have the opposite effect, as couples are less able to afford lawyers, or to pay for two homes after they part, or to sell their marital home.


  But they [32] pointed out that divorce rates went up fast in 1993 following the recession that seriously damaged property values between 1990 and 1992.


  Some couples are thought to [33] delay to make sure they are certain before they begin an expensive legal process, and in the hope that an economic recovery may raise the value of their homes and [34] savings.


  The ONS figures also showed that by last year a third of couples who wed in 1995 had divorced. This [35] proportion of divorces within 15 years was far up on 1985 levels—by then 22 per cent of couples married in 1970 had divorced.

  身体数据记录热潮


  A) 欢迎来看我的2013版传记，它包括的数据可能会比20年前的多。[49]现在整个国家每一个人都沉迷的事就是每天对自己计数。根据皮尤研究中心最近开展的一项主题为“互联网与美国生活项目”的全国性调查，10个人中有7个会对自己或他人健康的某个方面作常规性的自我跟踪——有单靠人类记忆的，也有使用记忆棒的。在被问到的3000个成年人中，最流行的监测事项是体重和饮食。接受调查的三分之一的人同时也跟踪影响他们健康的更复杂的因素，从血压到睡眠再到血糖。


  B) 虽然他们中的许多人把该信息记在心里，实际上仍有足足50%的人使用技术手段或在纸上把数据记录下来。根据美国消费者电子协会统计，2012年美国体育健身类的商业价值为700亿美元；今年早些时候，市场调研公司ABI发布的一份报告估计，到2018年为止，每年将有价值4.85亿的可穿戴计算设备——如智能手表和智能眼镜——出货。私人拥有的“以人为本的可穿戴技术”公司Jawbone的价值估计为十亿美元，或许更多。

  雕刻界对于女性艺术家的最激烈的反对之音直到最近才逐渐消减，因此，路易斯·内韦尔森能被许多评论家公认为20世纪最伟大的雕刻家就更是非同寻常了。自从新石器时代开始，雕刻一直被认为是男性的特权，其中部分原因可能完全是生理原因：人们错误地断定雕刻石头、木头以及与金属打交道所需的艰苦体力劳动不适合女性。只有在20世纪，女雕刻家才被公认为是主要的艺术家。[61]正是在美国，特别是自从50、60年代起，女雕刻家才显示出最强大的原创性及创造力。她们的崛起与美国雕刻艺术本身的发展历程相一致：尽管在20世纪40年代以前，美国有一些有天赋的雕刻家，[62]但是，只有在1945年以后——当纽约迅速成为世界之都时——美国主要的雕刻作品才出现。其中一些顶级的作品是由女性创作的。

  Wilma Subra had no intention of becoming a public speaker. After graduating from college with degrees in chemistry and microbiology, she went to work at Gulf South Research Institute in Louisiana. As part of her job, she conducted field research on toxic substances in the environment, often in minority communities located near large industrial polluters. She found many families were being exposed to high, sometimes deadly levels of chemicals and other toxic substances. But she was not allowed to make her information public. Frustrated by these restrictions, Subra left her job in 1981, created her own company, and has devoted the past two decades to helping people fight back against giant industrial polluters. She works with families and community groups to conduct environmental tests, interpret test results, and organize for change. Because of her efforts, dozens of toxic sites across the country have been cleaned up. And one chemical industry spokesperson calls her“a top gun”for the environmental movement. How has Subra achieved all this? Partly through her scientific training, partly through her commitment to environmental justice. But just as important is her ability to communicate with people through public speaking.“Public speaking,”she says,“is the primary vehicle I use for reaching people.”If you had asked Subra before 1981：Do you see yourself as a major public speaker? The marketplace is no longer national or regional, but extends to all corners of the world, and this requires a global-ready workforce.   To see if hair color affects a person's chances of getting a job, researchers at California State University asked 136 college students to review the resume and photograph of a female applicant for a job as an accountant. Each student was given the same resume. But the applicant's picture was altered, so that in some photos her hair was golden, in some red and in some brown. The result? With brown hair, the woman was rated more capable, and she was offered a higher salary than when she had golden or red hair. Other studies have found similar results. Many respondents rate women with golden hair as less intelligent than other people, and red heads as more temperamental. Women with red or golden hair are victims of the common practice of stereotyping.


  A stereotype is a simplistic or exaggerated image that humans carry in their minds about groups of people. For example,“lawyers are shrewd and dishonest”is a popular stereotype. Stereotyping can occur in public speaking classes. When trying to choose a speech topic, some males think that women are uninterested in how to repair cars, while some females think that men are uninterested in creative hobbies, such as knitting and needle point. We should reject stereotypes, because they force all people in a group into the same simple pattern. They fail to account for individual differences, and the wide range of characteristics among members of any group. Some lawyers are dishonest, yes, but many are not. Some women are uninterested in repairing cars, yes, but some are enthusiastic mechanics.

  Section C


  The ancient Greeks developed basic memory systems called Mnemonics. The name is derived from their Goddess of Memory, Mnemosene. In the ancient world, a trained memory was an immense asset, particularly in public life. There were no convenient devices for taking notes and early Greek orators delivered long speeches with great accuracy because they learned the speeches using Mnemonic systems.


  The Greeks discovered that human memory is largely an associative process—that it works by linking things together. For example, think of an apple. The instinct your brain registers the word ‘apple’, it recalls the shape, colour, taste, smell and texture of that fruit. All these things are associated in your memory with the word ‘apple’.


  This means that any thought about a certain subject will often bring up more memories that are related to it. An example could be when you think about a lecture you have had. This could trigger a memory about what you were talking about through that lecture, which can then trigger another memory.


  Associations do not have to be logical. They just have to make a good link. An example given on a website I was looking at follows: Do you remember the shape of Austria, Canada, Belgium, or Germany? Probably not. What about Italy, though? If you remember the shape of Italy, it is because you have been told at sometime that Italy is shaped like a boot. You made an association with something already known, the shape of a boot, and Italy's shape could not be forgotten once you had made the association.

  Getting behind the wheel of a car can be an exciting new step in a teen's life. But along with that excitement comes a new responsibility—understanding the need for common sense and maturity to avoid accidents. In an effort to spread awareness to teens across the nation, the Allstate Foundation sponsored a Keep-The-Drive Summit at Sunset Station on January 23rd. Students from Kennedy and Alamo Heights High schools participated in the Summit which was held here for the first time. The goal of the year-long effort is to educate teens on the rules of safe driving and the severe consequences that can result if those rules are not followed, and then have them communicate that information to their peers. The students watched videos that told them about the numbers of teenage driving injuries and deaths. They listened to the videos as students from other cities share their stories of how their reckless driving affected not only their lives but also those of their passengers.


  “We are trying to create awareness in high schools across the countries,”said Westerman, an Allstate representative,“We focus on changing how teens think behind the wheel.”According to the presentation, more teens die in automobile crashes in the United States each year than from drugs, violence, smoking and suicide. An average of 16 teens die every day in motor vehicle crashes and nearly forty percent of those are caused by speeding. Texas is the state with the most teen driving deaths according to the presentation. Students agreed that the statistics were amazing and made them think twice about how they drive.

They say the stores are using a kind of brainwashing which they call“smell-washing”.“It's pretty dishonest,”says Mark Silbergeld. He runs an organization that checks out products for consumers. The scientists hired to design the scents disagree.“There's soft background music. There's special lighting. There're all sorts of bells being used,”says Dr. Hersh,“Why not smells?”


  “One reason why not,”says Silbergeld,“is that some people are allergic to certain scents pumped into products or stores.”But there is a whole other side to this debate,“Do the smells really work? So far, there is little proof one way or the other, but Dr. Hersh has run some interesting experiments. In one of Hersh's experiments, 31 volunteers were led into a shoe store that smells slightly like flowers. Later, another group shopped in the same store, but with no flower odor. Dr. Hersh found that 84% of the shoppers were more likely to buy the shoes in the flower-scented room, but Hersh found out something even stranger.“Whether the volunteers like the flower scent or not didn't matter,”Hersh says.“Some reported that they hated the smell, but they still were more likely to buy the shoes in the scented room.”

In fact, drawing up the list becomes a way of avoiding the work itself.“Too often, the list is seen as the accomplishment for the day, reducing the immediate guilt of not working on the tasks at hand by investing energy in the list.”says Pychyl,“When a list is used like this, it's simply another way in which we lie to ourselves.”

  In many stressful situations, the body's responses can improve our performance. We become more energetic, more alert, better able to take effective action. But when stress is encountered continually, the body's reactions are more likely to be harmful than helpful to us. The continual speeding up of bodily reactions and production of stress-related hormones seem to make people more susceptible to heart disease. And stress reactions can reduce the disease-fighting effectiveness of the body's immune system, thereby increasing susceptibility to illnesses ranging from colds to cancer. Stress may also contribute to disease in less direct ways by influencing moods and behavior. People under stress may become anxious or depressed, and as a result may eat too much or too little, have sleep difficulties or fail to exercise. These behavioral changes may in turn be harmful to their health. In addition, people are more likely to pay attention to certain bodily sensations such as aches and pains when they are under stress and to think that they're sick. If the person were not under stress, the same bodily sensations might not be perceived as symptoms and the person might continue to feel well. Some researchers have suggested that assuming the role of a sick person is one way in which certain people try to cope with stress. Instead of dealing with the stressful situation directly, these people fall sick. After all, it is often more acceptably in our society to be sick and to seek medical help than it is to admit that one cannot cope with the stresses of life.

Movement in some cities comes to a virtual standstill as motorized traffic competes with bicycles and pedestrians. In addition to pollution and traffic jams, auto safety is a critical issue in developing nations.

  In January 1989, the Community of European Railways presented their proposal for a high speed Pan-European train network extending from Sweden to Sicily, and from Portugal to Poland by the year 2020. If their proposal becomes a reality, it will revolutionize train travel in Europe. Journeys between major cities will take half the time they take today. Brussels will be only one and a half hours from Paris. The quickest way to get from Paris to Frankfurt, from Barcelona to Madrid will be by train, not plane.


  When the network gets complete, it will integrate three types of railway line: totally new high speed lines with trains operating at speeds of 300 kilometers per hour, upgraded lines which allow for speeds up to 200 to 225 kilometers per hour, and existing lines for local connections and distribution of freight. If business people can choose between a 3-hour train journey from city-center to city-center and 1-hour flight, they'll choose the train, says an executive travel consultant. They won't go by plane any more. If you calculate flight time, check-in and travel to-and-from the airport, you'll find almost no difference. And if your plane arrives late due to bad weather or air traffic jams or strikes, then the train passengers will arrive at their destination first. Since France introduced the first 260 kilometer per hour high speed train service between Paris and Lyons in 1981, the trains have achieved higher and higher speeds. On many routes, airlines have lost up to 90% of their passengers to high speed trains. If people accept the Community of European Railways' plan, the 21st century will be the new age of the train.

  Western doctors are beginning to understand what traditional healers have always known that the body and the mind are inseparable. Until recently, modern urban physicians heal the body, psychiatrists the mind, and priests the soul. However, the medical world is now paying more attention to holistic medicine, which is an approach based on the belief that people's state of mind can make them sick or speed their recovery from sickness. Several studies show that the effectiveness of a certain drug often depends on the patient's expectations of it. For example, in one recent study, psychiatrists at a major hospital tried to see how patients could be made calm. They divided them into two groups. One group was given a drug while the other group received a harmless substance instead of medicine without their knowledge. Surprisingly, more patients in the second group showed the desired effect than those in the first group. In study after study, there's a positive reaction in almost one-third of the patients taking harmless substances. How was this possible? How can such a substance have an effect on the body? For some people, the habit is so deeply rooted that they automatically start daydreaming when a speaker begins talking on something complex or uninteresting. In 1950, the US had fewer working hours than any other industrialized country. Today, it exceeds every country but Japan where industrial employees log 2155 hours a year compared with 1951 in the US and 1603 in the former West Germany. Between 1969 and 1989, employed Americans added an average of 138 hours to their yearly work schedules. The workweek has remained at above 40 hours. But people are working more weeks each year. Specifically, paid time off, holidays, vacations, sick leave, shrank by 50% in the 1980s. As corporations have experienced stiff competitions and slower growth in productivity, they have pressed employees to work longer. Cost-cutting lay-offs in the 1980s reduce the professional and managerial ranks, leaving fewer people to get the job done. In lower paid occupations where wages have been reduced, workers have added hours in overtime or extra jobs to preserve their living standard. The government estimates that more than 7 million people hold a second job. For the first time, large numbers of people say they want to cut back on working hours even if it means earning less money. But most employers are unwilling to let them do so. The government which has stepped back from its traditional role as a regulator of work time should take steps to make shorter hours possible.

  Nursing, as a typically female profession, must deal constantly with the false impression that nurses are there to wait on the physician. As nurses, we are licensed to provide nursing care only. We do not have any legal or moral obligation to any physician. We provide health teaching, assess physical as well as emotional problems, coordinate patient-related services, and make all of our nursing decisions based upon what is best or suitable for the patient. If in any circumstance, we feel that a physician's order is inappropriate or unsafe, we have a legal responsibility to question that order or refuse to carry it out.


  Nursing is not a nine-to-five job with every weekend off. All nurses are aware of that before they enter the profession. The emotional and physical stress, however, that occurs due to odd working hours is a prime reason for a lot of the career dissatisfaction. It is sometimes required that we work overtime, and that we change shifts four or five times a month. That disturbs our personal lives, disrupts our sleeping and eating habits, and isolates us from everything except job-related friends and activities.


  The quality of nursing care is being affected dramatically by these situations. Most hospitals are now staffed by new graduates, as experienced nurses finally give up trying to change the system. Consumers of medically related services have evidently not been affected enough yet to demand changes in our medical system. But if trends continue as predicted, they will find that most critical hospital care will be provided by new, inexperienced, and sometimes inadequately trained nurses.

They take in rain and allow it to flow into the soil instead of running off. It has been proved that Low Till Farming increases harvests and reduces water use, and this method reduces the need for chemical products because there are fewer unwanted plants. Scientists say Low Till Farming is becoming popular in South Asia, which is facing a severe water shortage. They say the area will become dependent on imported food unless water is saved through methods like Low Till Farming. Currently, more than 150 million people in South Asia depend on local rice and wheat crops. Farmers grow rice during wet weather. During the dry season they grow wheat in the same fields. Farmers are using the Low Till method to plant wheat after harvesting rice. Scientists say Low Till Agriculture is one of the best examples in the world of technologies working for both people and the environment.

  Adults are getting smarter about how smart babies are. Not long ago, researchers learned that 4-day-olds could understand addition and subtraction. Now, British research psychologist Graham Schafer has discovered that infants can learn words for uncommon things long before they can speak. He found that 9-month-old infants could be taught through repeated show-and-tell, to recognize the names of objects that were foreign to them, a result that challenges in some ways the received wisdom that, apart from learning to identify things common to their daily lives, children don't begin to build vocabulary until well into their second year.“It's no secret that children learn words, but the words they tend to know are words linked to specific situations in the home,”explains Schafer.“This is the first demonstration that we can choose what words the children will learn and that they can respond to them with an unfamiliar voice giving instructions in an unfamiliar setting.”


  Figuring out how humans acquire language may shed light on why some children learn to read and write later than others, Schafer says, and could lead to better treatments for developmental problems. What's more, the study of language acquisition offers direct insight into how humans learn.“Language is a test case for human cognitive development,”says Schafer.“But parents eager to teach their infants should take note: Even without being taught new words, a control group caught up with the other infants within a few months.“This is not about advancing development,”he says.“It's just about what children can do at an earlier age than what educators have often thought.”

At any given time, however, some mice escape and run free. These mice are“pests”. They can disrupt experiments with the bacteria organisms they carry. They are“bad”mice and must be captured and destroyed. Usually, this is accomplished by means of sticky traps, a kind of fly paper on which they become increasingly stuck. But the real point of this cautionary tale, says animal behaviorist Herzog, is that the labels we put on things can affect our moral responses to them. Using stick traps or the more deadly snap traps would be deemed unacceptable for good mice. Yet the killing of bad mice requires no prior approval. Once the research animal hits the floor and becomes an escapee, says Herzog, its moral standing is instantly diminished. In Herzog's own home, there was a more ironic example: when his young son's pet mouse Willy died recently, it was accorded a tearful ceremonial burial in the garden. Yet even as they mourned Willy, says Herzog, he and his wife were setting snap traps to kill the pest mice in their kitchen. With the bare change in labels from“pet”to“pest”, the kitchen mice obtained totally different moral status.

  In the past, one of the biggest disadvantages of machines has been their inability to work on a micro-scale. For example, doctors did not have devices allowing them to go inside the human body to detect health problems or to perform delicate surgery. Repair crews did not have a way of identifying broken pipes located deep within a high-rise apartment building. However, that's about to change. Advances in computers and biophysics have started a microminiature (超微) revolution that allows scientists to envision—and in some cases actually build—microscopic machines. These devices promise to dramatically change the way we live and work.


  Micromachines already are making an impact. At Case Western Reserve University in Cleveland, Ohio, research scientists have designed a 4-inch silicon chip that holds 700 tiny primitive motors. At Lucas NovaSensor in Fremont, California, scientists have perfected the world's first microscopic blood-pressure sensor. Threaded through a person's blood vessels, the sensor can provide blood pressure readings at the valve of the heart itself.


  Although simple versions of miniature devices have had an impact, advanced versions are still several years away. Auto manufacturers, for example, are trying to use tiny devices that can sense when to release an airbag and how to keep engines and brakes operating efficiently. Some futurists envision nanotechnology (纳米技术) also being used to explore the deep sea in small submarines, or even to launch finger-sized rockets packed with microminiature instruments.

  In America, people are faced with more and more decisions every day, whether it's picking one of 31 ice cream flavors or deciding whether and when to get married. That sounds like a great thing. But as a recent study has shown, too many choices can make us confused, unhappy—even paralyzed with indecision.


  That's particularly true when it comes to the workplace, says Barry Schwartz, an author of six books about human behavior. Students are graduating with a variety of skills and interests, but often find themselves overwhelmed when it comes to choosing an ultimate career goal.


  In a study, Schwartz observed decision-making among college students during their senior year. Based on answers to questions regarding their job-hunting strategies and career decisions, he divided the students into two groups:“maximizers”who consider every possible option, and“satisficers”who look until they find an option that is good enough.


  You might expect that the students who had undertaken the most exhausted search would be the most satisfied with their final decisions. But it turns out that's not true. Schwartz found that while maximizers ended up with better paying jobs than satisficers on average, they weren't as happy with their decision.


  The reason why these people feel less satisfied is that a world of possibilities may also be a world of missed opportunities. When you look at every possible option, you tend to focus more on what was given up than what was gained. After surveying every option, a person is more acutely aware of the opportunities they had to turn down to pursue just one career.

  Passage One


  Among global warming's most frightening threats is the prediction that the polar ice-caps will melt, raising sea level so much that coastal cities from New York to Los Angeles to Shanghai will be flooded. Scientists agree that the key player in this scenario is the West Antarctic ice sheet, a Brazil-size mass of frozen water that is as much as 7,000 feet thick. Unlike floating ice shelves which have little impact on sea level when they break up, the ice sheet is anchored to bedrock well below the sea surface. Surrounded by open ocean, it is also vulnerable, but Antarctic experts disagree strongly on just how unstable it is. Now, new evidence reveals that all or most of the West Antarctic ice sheet collapsed at least once during the past 1.3 million years, a period when global temperatures probably were not significantly higher than they are today. And the ice sheet was assumed to have been stable. In geological time, a million years is recent history. The proof, which was published last week in Science, comes from a team of scientists from Uppsala University in Sweden and the California Institute of Technology who drilled deep holes near the edge of the ice sheet. Within samples collected from the solid substance lying beneath the ice, they found fossils of microscopic marine plants which suggest that the region was once an open ocean—not solid ice. As Herman Engleheart, a co-author from the California Institute of Technology, says,“the West Antarctic ice sheet disappeared once and can disappear again.”

In general, photo-centric websites like Flickr were found to be better at quickly removing deleted photos upon request.

The problem relates to the way data is stored on large websites: While your personal computer only keeps one copy of a file, large-scale services like Facebook rely on what are called content delivery networks to manage data and distribution. It's a complex system wherein data is copied to multiple intermediate devices, usually to speed up access to files when millions of people are trying to access the service at the same time. But because changes aren't reflected across the content delivery networks immediately, ghost copies of files tend to linger for days or weeks.


  In the case of Facebook, the company says data may hang around until the URL in question is reused, which is usually“after a short period of time”, though obviously that time can vary considerably.

  Enjoying an iced coffee? Better skip dinner or hit the gym afterwards, with a cancer charity warning that some iced coffees contain as many calories as a hot dinner.


  The World Cancer Research Fund (WCRF) conducted a survey of iced coffees sold by some popular chains in Britain including Starbucks, Caffe Nero and Costa Coffee to gauge the calories as studies increasingly link obesity with cancer.


  The worst offender—a coffee from Starbucks—had 561 calories. Other iced coffees contained more than 450 calories and the majority had an excess of 200.


  Health experts advise that the average woman should consume about 2,000 calories a day and a man about 2,500 calories to maintain a healthy weight. Dieters aim for 1,000 to 1,500 calories a day.


  “The fact that there is an iced coffee on the market with over a quarter of a woman's daily calories allowance is alarming,”Dr. Rachel Thompson, science programme manager at London-based WCRF, said in a widely-reported statement.


  “This is the amount of calories you might expect to have in an evening meal, not in a drink.”


  The WCRF has estimated that 19,000 cancers a year in Britain could be prevented if people lost their excess weight, with growing evidence that excess body fat increases the risk of various cancers.


  “If you are having these types of coffee regularly then they will increase the chances of you becoming overweight, which in turn increases your risk of developing cancer, as well as other diseases such as heart disease.”she added.

  Psychologists are finding that hope plays a surprisingly vital role in giving people a measurable advantage in realms as diverse as academic achievement, bearing up in tough jobs, and coping with tragic illness. And, by contrast, the loss of hope is turning out to be a stronger sign that a person may commit suicide than other factors long thought to be more likely risks.


  “Hope has proven a powerful predictor of outcome in every study we've done so far,”said Dr. Charles R. Snyder, a psychologist who has devised a scale to assess how much hope a person has.


  For example, in research with 3,920 college students, Dr. Snyder and his colleagues found that the level of hope among freshmen at the beginning of their first semester was a more accurate predictor of their college grades than were their S.A.T. scores or their grade point averages in high school, the two measures most commonly used to predict college performance.


  “Students with high hope set themselves higher goals and know how to work to attain them,”Dr. Snyder said.“When you compare students of equivalent intelligence and past academic achievements, what sets them apart is hope.”


  In devising a way to assess hope scientifically, Dr. Snyder went beyond the simple notion that hope is merely the sense that everything will turn out all right.“That notion is not concrete enough and it blurs two key components of hope,”Dr. Snyder said.“Having hope means believing you have both the will and the way to accomplish your goals, whatever they may be.”

  1. 中国传统元素


  中国传统元素是指被广泛认可的中国传统形象、符号或风俗习惯等。它们能够反映中国传统文化的精髓（essence），是中国所特有的元素。中国传统元素体现在文学、艺术、建筑、饮食、服饰及风俗习惯等多个方面。从唐诗宋词、京戏脸谱（facial makeup）、雕梁画栋（richly ornamented building）、中餐茶品到唐装刺绣（embroidery），无不体现着魅力非凡的（charismatic）中国元素。中国传统元素植根于深厚的中国传统文化，它对中国当代及后世的社会发展都有着不可忽视的重要作用，值得我们继续传承下去。


  Traditional Chinese elements refer to the widely recognized traditional Chinese images, symbols or customs etc. They can reflect the essence of Chinese traditional culture and are unique to China. Traditional Chinese elements are embodied in literature, art, architecture, food, costume and customs, etc. The poetry of the Tang and Song Dynasties, Peking Opera facial makeup, richly ornamented buildings, Chinese food and tea, Tang suit and embroidery all embody charismatic Chinese elements. Having been deeply rooted in the profound traditional culture of China, traditional Chinese elements play a significant role that cannot be ignored in the development of both contemporary and future societies of China, and are worth passing down on and on.


  
2. 重阳节


  农历九月初九，为中国传统的重阳节（the Double Ninth Festival）。重阳节的起源可追溯至春秋战国时期，距今已有约2000年的历史。庆祝重阳节的活动一般包括出游赏景、爬山登高、观赏菊花（chrysanthemum）、身插茱萸（dogwood plant）、吃重阳糕、饮菊花酒（white spirit）等。重阳节又称老人节，因为在汉语中“九九”与“久久”同音，有长寿的含义，所以人们常在此日举行祭祖和敬老崇孝（filial piety）的活动。重阳佳节，寓意深远，人们对它有着特殊的感情，因此历代诗词中不乏贺重阳、咏菊花的佳作。


  The ninth day of the ninth lunar month is the traditional Double Ninth Festival in China. Its origin dates back to the Spring and Autumn Period and the Warring States Period, about 2,000 years ago. The celebration of that day usually includes such activities as going out sightseeing, climbing mountains, enjoying watching chrysanthemums, wearing dogwood plants, eating double-ninth cakes, drinking white spirit made of chrysanthemum etc. The Double Ninth Festival is also known as the senior citizens' festival because“double ninth”in Chinese has the same pronunciation as“longevity”, meaning living a long life. Therefore, activities concerning ancestor worship and practice of filial piety are often held on this day. With such a profound meaning, people have special feelings for the festival. Therefore, there were no lack of excellent poems on celebration of the Double Ninth Festival and admiration of chrysanthemums in past dynasties.


  
3. 除夕


  除夕可谓中国传统节日中最重要的节日。它是指农历年的最后一天晚上，即农历新年的前夕。除夕，从字面上来看，就是“辞旧迎新”之意，象征着旧的一年即将终结和新的一年即将开始。除夕是举家团圆之夜，即使出门在外，身在他乡，千里迢迢，人们也要赶回家和亲人团聚。这一天，挂起灯笼的房子不但要打扫得干干净净，人们还要贴门神（door-god）、春联（spring couplet）和年画，夜里十二点还要放爆竹以示庆祝。除夕之夜，人们往往通宵不眠，叫做“守岁（staying-up）”；大家欢聚酣饮，共享天伦之乐（happiness of a family reunion）。


  New Year's Eve can be called the most important festival among traditional Chinese festivals. It refers to the night of the last day in a lunar year, that is, New Year's Eve of a lunar new year. New Year's Eve, in the literal sense in Chinese, means seeing off the old year and ushering in a new year. It symbolizes the end of the old year and the beginning of a new year. New Year's Eve is a night for the reunion of the whole family. People will rush thousands of miles home for the family reunion even if they are far away from home, in alien land. On New Year's Eve, the house with lanterns hung out is thoroughly cleaned and its doors are decorated with door-gods, spring couplets and New Year paintings. Firecrackers are also set off at twelve o'clock on the night for celebration. On New Year's Eve, people often stay up all night, which is known as“staying-up”, gather for drinking and share the happiness of a family reunion.


  
4. 中国画


  “中国画”是用毛笔蘸水、墨、彩在丝绢（tiffany）或纸上作的画，是中国传统的绘画形式。中国画的工具和材料有毛笔、墨、颜料（pigment）、宣纸（xuan paper）、丝绢等，题材可分为人物、山水、花鸟等。从美术史的角度来说，1840年以前的绘画统称为古画。中国画在内容和艺术创作上，体现了古人对自然、社会及与之相关联的政治、哲学、宗教、道德、文艺等方面的认识。中国画具有鲜明的民族特色和悠久的历史传统，是举世闻名的世界文化遗产之一。


  “Traditional Chinese paintings”are pictures painted on tiffany or paper with a brush dipped in water, ink and paint, which are traditional forms of paintings in China. Traditional Chinese painting tools and materials include brushes, ink, pigments, xuan paper, tiffany and others. The painting themes can be divided into figures, landscapes, flowers and birds and so on. From the perceptive of art history, paintings completed before the year 1840 are collectively referred to as ancient paintings. Chinese paintings embody in content and artistic creation the understanding by ancient people of nature and society, along with related politics, philosophy, religion, morality, literature and art etc. Chinese paintings have distinctive national features and a long historical tradition. They belong to the world-famous cultural heritages in the world.


  
5. 中国年画


  年画是中国画的一种，多在新年时张贴，用以烘托（foil）新年的节日气氛。年画历史久远，约始于五代（the Five Dynasties）和北宋年间，其渊源却可以追溯至秦汉或甚至更早时期用以驱鬼、避邪（to ward off ghosts or evil spirits）的“门神画”。清朝光绪年间，它被正式称为年画。年画形式上活泼明快，色彩鲜艳亮丽；题材上多种多样，包括风俗习惯、新闻轶事、传统戏曲、民间故事等，但这些题材总体上都呈现出节日的喜庆色彩。年画创作与群众生活密切相关，地区特色显著。


  New Year painting is one kind of traditional Chinese paintings. New Year paintings are posted mostly during the Spring Festival to foil the holiday atmosphere. They have a long history and appeared approximately between the Five Dynasties and the Northern Song Dynasty, but their origin can date back to the“door-god paintings”used in the Qin and Han Dynasties or even earlier periods to ward off ghosts or evil spirits. They were officially named as New Year paintings during the reign of Emperor Guangxu in the Qing Dynasty. New Year paintings are lively in form, bright in color and diverse in themes, including customs, living habits, news, anecdotes, traditional operas, folk stories, etc. However, all these themes generally show festive colors. The creation of New Year paintings is closely related to the life of the masses with distinctive regional characteristics.


  
6. 太极拳


  太极拳（Taijiquan）起源于中国，是中国武术（Chinese martial arts）的一种。它的动作兼具刚和柔的特点，整套拳法练习起来速度均匀，前后连贯，好像行云流水。太极拳既能用来防身，又能强身健体。太极拳是汉民族辩证思维（dialectical thinking）与中国武术、传统中国艺术、中医等的完美结合。太极拳目前已经传入世界各地，很多人都开始练习太极拳。作为一种非攻击性拳术，太极拳对于人类个体的身心健康以及人类群体的和谐共处（harmonious coexistence）有着极为重要的促进作用。


  Taijiquan originated in China and is a Chinese martial art. Its movements are characterized by both hard and soft martial techniques. The complete set of Taijiquan is practiced with a uniform speed and in a consistent way like floating clouds and flowing water. Taijiquan can be used not only for self-defense, but also for body building. It is a perfect combination of the dialectical thinking of Chinese people with Chinese martial arts, traditional Chinese art and traditional Chinese medicine, etc. It has now been spread all over the world and many people have started practicing it. As a non-aggressive boxing, Taijiquan plays a very significant role in promoting the physical and mental health of individual human beings and the harmonious coexistence of human groups.


  
7. 京剧脸谱


  京剧脸谱（facial makeup）是一种特殊的化妆方法，具有鲜明的民族特色。在京剧中，人们把人物角色按照不同的性格划分为几大类型，再根据不同角色的性格类型在扮演者脸上画上相应的脸妆。不同颜色的脸谱代表着不同的人物性格。例如，红色脸谱代表忠诚、英勇的人物性格；黑色脸谱代表正直无私、刚正不阿（uprightness）的人物形象；蓝色脸谱代表刚强、骁勇的人物性格；白色脸谱则代表阴险、多疑的人物形象。京剧脸谱艺术令京剧戏迷痴迷不已。它被大家公认为中华民族传统文化的一大标志。


  Facial makeup in Peking Opera is a special making-up method, which has distinctive national features. Characters in Peking opera are classified into several categories in accordance with their different personalities. Then different characters with different personalities are made up with corresponding colors on their faces. The facial makeup of different colors demonstrate different personalities of characters. For example, red stands for personalities of loyalty and bravery; black depicts images of integrity, selflessness and uprightness; blue represents firm and brave personality; white symbolizes sly and suspicious character images. The art of facial makeup in Peking Opera has entranced Peking Opera fans and is generally accepted as a main symbol of Chinese traditional culture.


  
8. 中医


  中医（Traditional Chinese Medicine）指中国传统医学，是研究人体生理（physiology）、病理（pathology）以及疾病的诊断和防治等的一门学科。它以中国古代人民同疾病作斗争的经验和理论知识为基础。它强调人体是一个完整的系统，身体某个部位出了问题，其他部位也会受影响。所以，中医主张从整体上调理身体。同时，中医还认为人体与自然环境有着密切的关系，自然环境的变化对人体的功能会产生影响。中药是中医里很重要的一部分，也是世界医药的重要组成部分。


  Traditional Chinese Medicine (TCM) refers to traditional medical science of China. It is a discipline to study human physiology, pathology as well as disease diagnosis and prevention. It is based on the experience and theoretical knowledge of ancient Chinese people in their struggle with diseases. It emphasizes that human body is a whole system. If any problem occurs in any part of the body, other parts will also be affected. Therefore, TCM advocates an overall treatment of the body. At the same time, TCM also holds that there is a close relationship between human body and natural environment and the change of natural environment will have an effect on the function of human body. Chinese herbal medicine is a very important part of Traditional Chinese Medicine and is an important part of the world medicine.


  
9. 年夜饭


  吃年夜饭是春节期间家家户户最热闹的时刻。除夕夜，丰盛的年夜菜摆满一大桌，一家人团聚在一起，围坐桌旁，欢声笑语，共享美餐。年夜饭可谓一年里最为丰盛的一顿大餐，为准备年夜饭，人们往往要提前忙上好几天，配备各种各样的食材。年夜饭上的菜肴各式各样，五花八门。一些地方一般少不了两样东西：一是火锅，二是鱼。火锅沸煮，热气腾腾，说明红红火火；“鱼”和“余”谐音，象征“吉庆有余”，也喻示“年年有余”。


  Having the feast on New Year's Eve is the liveliest moment for every family during the Spring Festival. A big table is filled with substantial and delicious dishes on New Year's Eve. All the family members get together and sit around the table, laughing and sharing the feast. The feast on New Year's Eve may well be said to be the most wonderful meal in a year. In order to prepare it, people tend to be busy for several days in advance, preparing a variety of ingredients. The cooked dishes are of various kinds. Generally, in some places two things inevitably appear on the table: One is hot pot and the other is fish. The boiling hot pot sends out warm steam, symbolizing a great boom.“Fish”and“abundance”have the same pronunciation in Chinese, symbolizing“more luck and auspiciousness”and implying“abundance year upon year”.


  
10. 春节贴“福”字


  春节期间贴“福”字是我国民间由来已久的风俗。“福”在汉语中指福气、福运，寄托了人们对幸福生活的向往，对美好未来的祝愿。在汉语中，“倒”与“到”读音一致，所以很多人干脆把“福”字倒过来贴，寓意是“福气已到”。“福”字上的装饰性图案也是各有特点，不尽相同，但都很漂亮。有的“福”字是民间艺人和心灵手巧的（ingenious）普通百姓用剪刀在纸上剪出来的，即剪纸图案。这种“福”字颇具艺术性，也格外美观。


  It is a long-standing folk custom in China to post the Chinese character“Fu”during the Spring Festival. This character in Chinese literally means blessing and good fortune, expressing people's yearning for a happy life and a good wish for a bright future. Since the characters meaning“upside down”and“arrival”have the same pronunciation in Chinese, many people simply post the character“Fu”upside down to indicate“the arrival of the blessing”. Decorating patterns of the character“Fu”are not exactly the same, exhibiting different features, and yet very beautiful. Some of the characters“Fu”are patterns cut out of paper with scissors by folk artists and ingenious ordinary people. They are paper-cut patterns, which are very artistic and extraordinarily beautiful in appearance.


  
11. 文房四宝


  笔、墨、纸、砚（brush, ink, paper and ink stone）是中国特有的文书工具，被誉为“文房四宝（Four Treasures of the Study）”。笔（即毛笔）是我国传统书法（calligraphy）的重要工具，可以说，汉字书法是毛笔发展的产物；墨是用于书画的黑色材料，主要成分为碳，用于书写可使字长久留存，不易褪色；纸是一种重要的书写材料，它是由植物类纤维加工制作而成的；砚是磨墨不可缺少的工具，一般由石块或是耐磨的（wear-resistant）材料制作而成。文房四宝除了实用之外，还有很高的收藏和观赏价值。


  Brush, ink, paper and ink stone are writing tools unique to China and are known as“Four Treasures of the Study”. Brush (i.e.“ink brush”) is an important tool in traditional Chinese calligraphy, and it may well be said that Chinese calligraphy is a product of the evolution of ink brush. Ink is the black material used for writing and painting. Its main component is carbon; once used for writing characters, it can be preserved for a long time and is not easy to fade away. Paper is an important writing material made from plant fibers through processing. Ink stone, which is usually made of stones or wear-resistant materials, is an indispensable tool for grinding ink. In addition to the practical value in writing,“Four Treasures of the Study”are highly valuable for collection and admiration.


  
12. 兵马俑


  兵马俑（the Terracotta Warriors and Horses）即制成兵马（战车、战马、士兵）形状的陶制殉葬品（funerary objects made of clay），是我国古代墓葬雕塑的一个类别。兵马俑位于西安市秦始皇陵（Mausoleum of Qin Shi Huang）内，是秦始皇的陪葬物品。墓葬坑内的兵马俑与真人大小一致，神态各异，栩栩如生，而且规模庞大，蔚为壮观。1978年，法国前总统希拉克在以巴黎市长的身份参观了秦始皇兵马俑之后，赞叹兵马俑堪称世界第八大奇迹，不看秦俑，就不能算来过中国。从此，秦始皇兵马俑便有了“世界第八大奇迹”的美誉。


  The Terracotta Warriors and Horses are funerary objects made of clay in the shape of warriors and horses (chariots, horses and soldiers). They are a category of ancient Chinese tomb sculptures. The Terracotta Warriors and Horses are located in the Mausoleum of Qin Shi Huang in Xi'an. They are the burial articles of Qin Shi Huang. The terracotta warriors and horses in the burial pits are of life-like sizes, look different and are true to life. They are of huge scale and magnificent. Former French President Chirac visited the Terracotta Army of Qin Shi Huang in 1978 in the capacity of mayor of Paris and praised it as“the eighth wonder of the world.”He said that one is not said to have been to China if he has not paid a visit to the Terra- cotta Warriers and Horses. Since then, the Terracotta Warriors and Horses have enjoyed the reputation of“the eighth wonder of the world”.


  
13. 四大发明


  中国四大发明是指中国古代的四种发明，一般是指造纸术（papermaking）、指南针、火药、活字印刷术（movable type printing）。这一说法最早是由英国汉学家（Sinologist）李约瑟提出来的。人们普遍认为，这四种发明对中国古代的政治、经济、文化发展产生了巨大的推动作用。纸张的使用为书籍和文字提供了更加方便、成本低廉的载体；指南针的发明使航海事业向前迈进了一大步；火药推动了军事的发展；活字印刷使图书得以大批量地印刷，让普通人有更多机会接触到文字，享受前人的文明成果。


  The Four Great Inventions of China refer to the four inventions of ancient China. They generally refer to papermaking, compass, gunpowder and movable type printing. This statement was first put forward by a British Sinologist Joseph Needham. It is generally believed that these four inventions have greatly promoted the political, economic and cultural development of ancient China. The use of paper has provided more convenient and low-cost carriers for books and languages. The invention of compass has enabled the navigation to have a big step forward. Gunpowder has promoted the military development. Movable type printing has made it possible to print books in large quantities so that ordinary people have more access to the written language and enjoy the fruits of previous civilization.


  
14. 农历


  农历（the lunar calendar）是中国的传统历法。它是根据月球的运行周期制定的历法。它以月球绕行地球一周的时间为一个月。农历对于中国古代农业的发展起着非常重要的作用，很多农事活动都是参照农历中的“二十四节气（twenty-four solar terms）”来进行的。此外，中国重大的传统节日也都是以农历的日子来制定的。至今汉字文化圈的国家和民族大都依然保持着庆祝传统农历节日的习俗，如春节、元宵节、端午节、中秋节和重阳节等。中国目前的日历中依然保存了农历，人们都把它作为一种重要的参考。


  The lunar calendar is a traditional calendar of China. It is based on the cycles of the moon. It sets the time that the moon goes around the earth once as a lunar month. The lunar calendar played a very important role in the development of agriculture in ancient China. Many farming activities were carried out with reference to the“twenty-four solar terms”on the lunar calendar. In addition, major traditional Chinese festivals are also set in accordance with the days on the lunar calendar. So far most of the countries and nations in the cultural circle of Chinese characters have still observed the traditional Chinese festival customs of the lunar calendar, such as the Spring Festival, the Lantern Festival, the Dragon Boat Festival, the Mid-Autumn Festival and the Double Ninth Festival, etc. The current Chinese calendar still retains the lunar calendar. People all treat it as an important reference.


  
15. 故宫


  故宫（the Palace Museum）过去被称为紫禁城。它是中国宫殿建筑之精华（quintessence），也是世界闻名的古代皇家宫殿。故宫建成于1420年的明朝年间，是明清两代皇帝居住和处理国家事务的地方。它是世界上现存最大、最完整的木质结构的古建筑群。故宫之中，大小殿宇层层叠叠，大院套着小院，有大小房间900多间。亭台（pavilion）假山（rockery）点缀其中，湖泊流水，古木森森。故宫驰名中外，被誉为世界五大宫——北京故宫、法国凡尔赛宫（Palace of Versailles）、英国白金汉宫（Buckingham Palace）、美国白宫和俄罗斯克里姆林宫（Moscow Kremlin）——之首。


  The Palace Museum, formerly known as the Forbidden City, is the quintessence of the Chinese palace buildings. It is also a world-famous ancient royal palace. The construction of the Palace Museum was completed in 1420 during the Ming Dynasty. It served as the residence of the emperors of the Ming and Qing Dynasties, where they dealt with day-to-day affairs of the state. It is the largest and most complete ancient building complex of the preserved ancient wooden structures in the world. There are over 900 rooms of different sizes in the Palace Museum. Palaces and temples of various sizes cascade in its big and small courtyards. Pavilions, rockeries, small lakes and ancient trees dot the courtyards here and there. The Palace Museum is world-famous and reputed as the top of the five great palaces in the world—the Palace Museum in Beijing, the French Palace of Versailles, the Buckingham Palace of Britain, the White House of the United States and the Moscow Kremlin of Russia.


  
16. 刺绣


  刺绣（embroidery）是中国优秀的民族传统工艺之一。它是以绣针引彩线，按照设计的花样，在丝绸或布帛上绣上各种漂亮、精美的图案或文字的工艺。刺绣的运针手法五花八门，各具特色。刺绣物品可以用于生活和艺术装饰，比如服装、床上用品（bedding）、台布、舞台、艺术品装饰等。在古代富裕人家，屏风（screen）、壁挂（wall hanging）等陈设物品上也绣有精美的刺绣。能绣得一手好刺绣被公认为中国古代女性的美德之一。心灵手巧的中国古代女性把刺绣工艺发展到了极致，令人由衷地赞叹。


  Embroidery is one of the excellent national traditional crafts of China. It is a craftwork of a variety of beautiful and exquisite patterns or characters embroidered on silk or cloth with needles and colored threads in accordance with the pre-designed patterns. Embroidery needle techniques are various and each has its own distinctive characteristics. Embroidery articles can be used for life and art decorations. For example, they can be used to decorate clothing, bedding, table cloth, stage, artwork, etc. Such furnishings as screens and wall hangings in the homes of the rich people in ancient times were also decorated with exquisite embroidery. Doing well in embroidery was recognized as one of the virtues of women in ancient China. Ingenious ancient Chinese women had developed the embroidery technique to perfection and thus won the sincere praise from people.


  
17. 中国环境与能源问题


  中国经济持续快速发展的同时，环境、能源等一系列问题也不断涌现出来。如何平衡经济发展和环境、能源管理问题，是摆在中国人面前的一道难题。从世界发达国家发展的历程看，发展过程中带来的环境和能源问题在所难免，但这些国家走过的弯路（detour）中国不能再重复走。因此，借鉴、吸收发达国家先进的环境、能源管理经验，实现经济可持续发展是中国社会发展的必经之路。中国必须采取可行的具体措施，节能减排，大力发展可再生性能源。


  With the sustainable and rapid development of economy in China, a series of environmental and energy problems have emerged one after another. Judging from the development process of the developed countries in the world, it is hardly possible to avoid the environmental and energy problems brought about in the course of development. However, China should not repeat the detour that the developed countries had gone through. Online shopping is endowed with such advantages as convenience, swiftness, low running cost and small inventory pressure. With the constant improvement and perfection of the technology and system, online shopping has gradually become a common form of shopping. Electronic commerce has been developing rapidly in China, making online shopping the shopping fashion for young people and the majority of netizens.


  
19. 微信


  微信（WeChat）是腾讯公司于2011年初推出的一款智能手机应用软件（utility software），目前在中国极为流行。微信有分组聊天和语音、视频对话（voice and video intercom）、定位搜索附近用户等功能。微信用户可以通过智能手机客户端与好友分享文字与图片。从这个意义上来说，微信是一款即时通讯（instant messaging）和社交智能软件。目前，随着微信的广泛普及，微信用户已经不限于以交友、沟通为目的的普通个人群体，越来越多的商家也开通了官方微信，借助微信平台推销和展示企业产品信息。因而，就目前来讲，微信也是企业宣传、推销自己的商业平台。


  WeChat is a utility software of a smart phone launched by the Tencent Inc. in early 2011. It is currently very popular in China. WeChat has such functions as supporting group chat, voice and video intercom, searching nearby users, etc. WeChat users can share words and pictures with their friends through the client end of a smart phone. In this sense, WeChat is an instant messaging and social networking intelligent software. At present, with the extensive popularization of WeChat, its users are not limited to ordinary individual groups for making friends and communicating. More and more businesses have opened their official WeChat to promote and display the business information of their enterprises via their WeChat platforms. Therefore, WeChat is also a business platform at present for the enterprises to publicize and promote themselves.


  
20. 城镇化

It refers to the process of transforming the rural population into the city or town population. The acceleration of the city and town-rization has reflected the rise of the economic level of China. However, this process has also given rise to many social problems, such as the illegal expropriation of farm land, the improper placement of migrant workers in cities and the inadequate care for their left-behind children, the urban traffic congestion, the deterioration of ecological environment, the high cost of city operation, etc. It is conducive to the favorable development of the city and town-rization in China to deal with these problems effectively.
