本书旨在帮助六级考生迅速掌握新六级的学习方法和应试技巧, 在短期内攻克六级考试。编著者王兆飞老师、 曹倩老师均为北京新东方学校大学英语六级一线教学名师; 屠皓民老师为前北京新东方学校六级名师。编书宗旨为“源于课堂, 高于课堂”。因此, 书中既有课上讲到的方法与技巧, 又有对课堂内容的细化与补充, 对无法报班的同学来说, 这本书就是六级课堂; 对于上过课的同学来说, 这就是六级课堂的完美笔记和超强延伸。



  一、 本书内容

本书主要针对即将参加六级考试的广大考生, 根据《大学英语六级考试大纲》, 按照考试题型顺序分为写作、 听力、 阅读、 翻译四章, 每章又分为高分攻略、 真题选析和强化训练三大部分。第五章倾力推出两套精编模拟试卷, 另外, 本书所提供的下载资料, 不但有听力部分的录音, 还有对2013年6月和2013年12月六级真题的细致解读, 以便考生在考前进行自测练习。

各章的“高分攻略”部分权威透视了各大题型的复习方法与应试技巧, 帮助考生迅速攻克各题型。“写作”一章详细分析了最新大纲对于写作的要求, 推荐了写作常用的模板句型, 并给出了范文、 译文、 模板的变通写法, 增加了“写作纠错练习”, 帮助考生改正常见语病, 学会正确表达。“听力理解”一章详细分析了短对话的解题技巧、 必考场景, 长对话的解题技巧、 原则和必考场景, 短文理解的常考题材和解题技巧以及单词及词组听写的题型概述、 评分标准与解题技巧。“阅读理解”一章总结了选词填空和长篇阅读的出题原则、 解题思路、 备考方略, 以及篇章阅读理解的出题规律和题型分类、 题干形式、 解题技巧、 正误选项特征。“翻译”一章讲解了汉译英应试技巧, 增加了汉译英常用技法以及分类词汇。

各章的“真题选析”部分详尽解析了根据题型调整改编的真题以及最具代表性的六级真题。“强化训练”部分则精心选编了若干套其他试题, 帮助考生迅速进入实战状态。



  二、 本书特色

与市面上其他同类书相比, 本书具有以下特色:

1. 本书囊括了六级所有题型, 集真题分析与模拟预测于一体。新东方作为六级考试培训的权威机构, 在六级培训方面积累了丰富的经验, 总结了独特的答题方法。本书详细讲解了这些答题技巧, 将语言基础知识与应试技能较好地融合在一起, 能够帮助考生在短期内提高英语综合运用能力。

2. 本书由多年奋战在六级培训第一线的资深教师编著。他们充分了解六级考生在复习备考和临场答题时面临的实际问题, 总结出了一套行之有效的六级复习方法与应试技巧, 已经成功辅导数万名考生以理想的成绩通过六级考试。

第一节　高分攻略

一、最新大纲

(一)写作要求

大学英语六级考试写作部分要求考生达到教育部高等教育司最新《大学英语课程教学要求》(教学大纲)中的较高要求,即“能就所读一般主题的文章写出其摘要或大纲,能阐述自己对某一焦点问题的观点,并能基本陈述赞成或反对的理由。能写所学专业论文的摘要。能写出日常的应用文章,结构与表达符合应用文体规范。能借助参考资料写出专业小论文,结构基本清晰。能就一般性主题在半小时内写出不少于160词的记叙文、说明文或议论文,内容完整、观点明确、条理清楚、文理通顺。”

根据2013年8月全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会公布的《关于2013年12月大学英语四、六级考试相关材料及说明》,写作部分测试学生用英语进行书面表达的能力,所占分值比例为15%,考试时间为30分钟。写作测试选用考生所熟悉的题材,要求考生根据所提供的信息及提示(如:提纲、情景、图画或图表等)写出一篇150~200词的短文。

(二)考核技能

写作部分考核的技能是:

A.思想表达

1.表达中心思想

2.表达重要信息和特定信息

3.表达观点、态度等

B.篇章组织

4.围绕所给的题目叙述、议论或描述,突出重点

5.连贯地组句成段、组段成篇

C.语言运用

6.运用恰当的词汇

7.运用正确的语法

8.运用合适的句子结构

9.使用正确的标点符号

10.运用衔接手段表达句子之间和段落之间的关系(如对比、原因、结果、程度、目的等)

D.写作格式

11.运用正确的、符合英语表达习惯的写作格式

(三)评分原则

1.CET用以检查考生是否达到大学英语教学大纲规定的六级教学要求,对作文的评判应以此要求为准则。

2.CET作文题采用总体评分(Global Scoring)的方法。阅卷人员就总的印象给出奖励分(Reward Scores),而不是按语言点的错误数目扣分。

3.从内容和语言两个方面对作文进行综合评判。内容和语言是一个统一体,作文应表达题目所规定的内容,而内容要通过语言来表达。要考虑作文是否切题,是否充分表达思想,也要考虑是否用英语清楚而合适地表达思想,也就是要考虑语言上的错误是否造成理解上的障碍。

4.避免趋中倾向。该给高分的给高分,包括满分;该给低分的给低分,包括零分。一名阅卷人员在所评阅的全部作文卷中不应只给中间的几种分数。

(四)评分标准

尽管现在四、六级满分为710分,但给作文等主观题打分仍然先按照百分制,最后再按710分制折算。评分标准如下:

1.本题满分为15分。

2.阅卷标准共分五等:1~3分、4~6分、7~9分、10~12分及13~15分。各有标准样卷一至两份。

3.阅卷人员根据阅卷标准,对照样卷评分,若认为与某一分数(如8分)相似,即定为该分数(即8分);若认为稍优或稍劣于该分数则可加一分(即9分)或减一分(即7分)。但不得加或减半分。

4.评分标准:

1~3分 ——条理不清,思路紊乱,语言支离破碎或大部分句子均有错误,且多数为严重错误。

4~6分 ——基本切题。表达思想不清楚,连贯性差。有较多的严重语言错误。

7~9分 ——基本切题。有些地方表达思想不够清楚,文字勉强连贯;语言错误相当多,其中有一些是严重错误。

10~12分 ——切题。表达思想清楚,文字较连贯,但有少量语言错误。

13~15分 ——切题。表达思想清楚,文字通顺、连贯,基本上无语言错误,仅有个别小错。

(注:白卷、作文内容与题目毫不相关,或只有几个孤立的词而无法表达思想,则给0分。)

5.词数不足应酌情扣分。扣分标准为每少10词扣1分。

二、权威解析

(一)解析出题人



  1.出题内容

六级考试的作文内容为社会、文化或日常生活的一般常识,不涉及知识面过广、专业性太强的内容。具体说来可以分为三个方面: 1)关于大学和大学生的话题,例如:

My View on University Ranking(2010年12月)

Due Attention Should Be Given to the Study of Chinese(2010年6月) College Students'Mental Health(2008年12月)

2)常见的社会问题,例如:

The Impact of the Internet on Interpersonal Communication(2012年6月) The Certificate Craze(2012年6月)

Should Parents Send Their Kids to Art Classes?(2009年12月) On the Importance of a Name(2009年6月)

Will e-books Replace Traditional Books?(2008年6月)

3)人生哲理类话题,例如:

A smile is the shortest distance between two people(2013年6月) Good habits result from resisting temptation(2013年6月)

On Maintaining Trust(2012年12月)

The Way to Success(2011年12月)

根据这三类既往考题的特点,我们可以设想出更多的六级写作练习题或模拟题,例如:

Should Reserved Seats Be Acknowledged on Campus?

Do Libraries Become Useless at the Age of Information?

Equality of Education opportunity

Giving Teenagers Cell Phones

Generation Gap

Everything Is Difficult Before It Is Easy



  2.出题形式

六级考试作文的出题方式有:命题作文、图画或图表作文、根据所给文章(英文或中文)写出文章摘要或大意、关键词作文等。但后两类迄今为止没有考过,今后考的可能性也不大,原因在于摘要型写作不利于考生的主观发挥,而关键词作文的发挥余地又太大,不便于大规模改卷评分。根据具体特点,历年六级考试作文真题可以分为六个类型,在本章第二节会有详述。改革样题及考试真题反映出近年六级写作向更实用的方向发展,从过去单一的提纲式写作演变为图画作文、图表作文、名言警句评论等多样化的题目形式,但从根本上来看,它们都没有超出话题作文的范畴。



  3.时间与词数

六级考试作文要求在30分钟内写出一篇150~200词的文章。具体注意事项如下:

1)30分钟的时间要做到合理安排。建议的安排是“5+20+5”。前面的5分钟是审题和构思,中间20分钟写作,最后5分钟检查文中可能犯的错误。这其中又要特别注意: ① 前面的5分钟只是做审题和构思。审题包括审查题目和提纲,两者都比较重要。给定的题目不得擅自改动;给定的提纲不得歪曲。构思不可也不必花太长时间。愿意的话可以在准考证的空白处用几个关键词勾勒一下写作思路,其实通常打腹稿即可。并不建议打草稿,因为考场上是不发草稿纸的,而且也不允许考生带草稿纸。并且,打草稿的时间过长可能导致最后没有时间誊写。

② 最后5分钟也特别关键,最少也应留出2、3分钟,来检查和改正文中的错误。因为恰恰是一些没有改正过来的低级错误导致了作文的低分。但要改动的主要是语法和拼写错误,尽量避免出现成句或成段的改动,导致卷面凌乱。

2)词数最好写到180~200词,这是对历年优秀范文词数统计后得出的结论。词数少于150会被扣分,词数太多又容易引起阅卷人的反感,而且片面追求词数容易导致忽视语言质量,得不偿失。

(二)解析阅卷人



  1.阅卷步骤与原则

CET作文题采用总体评分(Global Scoring)的方法。阅卷人员就总的印象给出奖励分(Reward Scores),而不是按语言点的错误数目扣分。通过分析阅卷的过程与阅卷人员的心理,我们可以制订自己的应对策略。

1)作文的外观 文如其人,作文的外观在很大程度上影响着一个阅卷人对一篇文章的好恶。外观包括字体是否工整、美观;卷面是否清楚、洁净。

2)作文的内容 外观毕竟不是决定性因素,内容才是更重要的。题目中要求的内容要点必须写全,否则会按比例扣分。

3)作文的语言 语言是一篇文章的灵魂,是最重要的评分依据,包括语法、拼写的正确性和词句的准确性、多样性。

4)作文的逻辑 六级作文多为议论文,或带有议论性文字的文章,因此要尊重英语的议论逻辑,保证有论点、有论据,且开宗明义,做到语言形式上的连贯性。



  2.阅卷实例与分析

具体评卷示例如下:

通篇看来,这篇作文基本上做到了内容切题,层次清楚。但是,文章的语言出现了较多的语法错误,其中有一些是严重错误。有些地方表达思想不够清楚,文字勉强连贯。因此,按照15分为满分的分制,这篇文章得8分。大致修改如下: Nowadays it is easier than before for us to meet people who do not even know us.How can we make friends with them as fast as possible?A smile may be the shortest distance between two people.

From my point of view,a smile is valuable in the following ways.First,the first impression is important in the process of communication.A person who is always smiling would easily be regarded as easygoing and warmhearted.Otherwise he may be considered as cold or proud.Second,smiling can cheer others up.In the daily life,we are always expecting someone to smile to us when we feel disappointed.We will soon form a good relationship between us.Last but not least,smiling can also calm yourself down when you meet strangers or someone important.For example,when you are going to attend an interview or make a report to your new boss,it is good for you to smile before your speech.Others will think that you have prepared for it and are worth trusting.

Because of the three reasons I have mentioned above,I firmly believe that a smile is the best way for us to make friends and shorten the distance between us and others.

通篇看来,这篇作文既做到了内容切题,层次清楚,又做到了语法正确(只有个别小错误),语言闪光;而且表达思想清楚,文字通顺,连贯性好,完全有理由得14分。以下是对这篇作文的修订,并对闪光点做了批注: The remark “A smile is the shortest distance between two people” emphasizes the importance[用词准确,有难度]of smile in our daily life.And I could hardly express how much I agree with it[宾语从句使用到位].

Smile does have magic power[强调方式得当,且用词地道]:it costs nothing but brings more than you can expect[语言娴熟].Last month,I was confined to[用词准确而有难度]the hospital with flu,feeling lonely and miserable[分词短语作伴随状语,显示了语言水平].Many friends came to see me with bunches of flowers[用词准确而有难度]and fresh fruits,but what impressed me most was[语言熟练而正确]their smiles.Their warm and encouraging smiles were like sunshine,injecting vigor into my heart[分词短语作状语]and I felt they were always around me,loving me and supporting me[分词短语作状语].

Smile can also narrow the distance[准确而有难度]between strangers.When the terrible earthquake struck Wenchuan,[例证丰富而语言地道,厚积薄发]thousands of people got severely injured.I saw on TV the nurses treated the patients with smiles,and volunteers served with smiles,comforting and encouraging the survivors.Their smiles brightened up[用词灵活而鲜亮]the days for the unfortunate people.

Such is the power of smile[语言地道].It can not only deepen the friendship but also convey the positive energy[准确而有难度]from people to people.Therefore,smile to people around,and believe that we can change the world into a better one.[结尾建议有力]

通篇看来,这篇作文条理不清,思路紊乱,语言支离破碎,大部分句子均有错误,且多数为严重错误(如can doing,can talking,以及“But if we find new people in life.What can we do.”等标点符号和大小写使用的低级错误),只能得2分。



  3.写作高分策略

通过上面对样卷的分析,我们可以总结出作文的五大高分策略:

1)字迹清楚,段落明朗

字体大小应该适中,平时可以专门练习一下英文书法,如手写印刷体或意大利斜体;最低要求是保证清楚及三个“一致”,即字体大小一致、倾斜方向一致、水平方向一致。段落多数为三段,少数可以写成四段,最好用传统的自然分段方式,即段首缩进式,每段开头空4~8个字母的格;如果采用每行都顶头写的方式,则段与段之间要空一行,使各个段落一目了然。

2)要点完整,紧扣题目

传统的考题一般是三点提纲对应着三个自然段,较新的考题第一段一般需描述图画或图表,或阐释格言,第二段根据题目要求一般为例证自己的观点,最后一段收束全文。要完成题目中的要求,同时体现出清晰的层次,确保阅卷人在短时间内看到自己写了规定的内容。

3)首保正确,再求闪光

首先保证每段的第一句是正确的。不必为了追求大词、长句或所谓的套句而出现语法或拼写错误。这一条是最核心的,因为在写作时间和篇幅都比较短的情况下,考生写出的内容几乎是一样的,这时最重要的判断标准就是语言的质量。首先要保证语法和拼写正确,哪怕用小词、短句也可以。有能力的话再追求闪光的词句。

4)先总后分,连词用上

英语段落通常采用开门见山、先总后分的结构,一般是先写主题句,后写扩展句。写作时通常可以将提纲直接翻译出来作为主题句。扩展句之间最好用上关联词,如表示列举、举例、递进、对比、因果等关系的词,因为英语特别重视形式上的衔接,而且这样可以给人以条理性、逻辑性强的感觉。

5)语言简练,内容得当

这一条不是很重要,但也会在一定程度上影响分数。有些考生背诵了一些经典的句型,为了凑字就全用上了,给人低层次的感觉。还有些考生会在作文中写上很多无关的话,如对阅卷人的问候语、过多的设问等等,徒增凑字之嫌,导致低分。另外,要敢于表达自己的思想,不要一味地为了保证语言正确而裹足不前,只说一些小学生的话。这样的作文倒是没有语言错误,但肯定也得不了高分。因此,平时要勤于思考,使思维变得更广、更深、更多样,因为有见地的文章内容同样会打动阅卷人。

三、备考方略

(一)多背

作文中好的语言不是凭空捏造的,而是从好的文章和语句中收集来的,所以要多背好东西。优秀范文是最直接最有效的背诵素材,但不要指望背诵一两篇范文就能天下无敌,因为作文的类别绝不止一两种,至少有我们后面要讲到的六种。即使每一种各背一篇也不见得是最好的选择,因为套话如果大家都用,阅卷人看多了会恶心的,不愿意给高分。所以每一类作文本书都给了不同的模板,大家可以选择使用。其实,真正好的说法是很多的,我们完全可以在平时做题的时候注意积累,那才能体现自己的特色,才是阅卷人真正喜欢看到的。具体来说,我们要多注意辨析词义,并且收集惯用搭配,如 a sharp increase,a dramatic decline,commit theft,commit suicide,read considerably,expand dramatically等等,这样才能用词准确。要做到用词多样,应多积累同义词、近义词,如 think,believe,argue,claim,assert,hold,maintain等等。当然,好的句子也应该多积累。英语句式多种多样,从结构上可以分为简单句、并列句和复合句;从用途上可以分为陈述句、疑问句、祈使句和感叹句;从语态上可以分为主动句和被动句;从语序上可以分为正常语序和倒装语序;另外还有强调句等有英语特色的句型。作文中使用的句子应该多样化,长短结合,错落有致。

(二)多练

其实,听、说、读、写、译这些技能都是要靠练习来提高的。大家往往对写作很不公平。听力你在听,口语你在说,阅读你在读,可是,写作你写过几篇呢?不动笔是不行的。不动笔就没有机会暴露错误,更没有机会改正错误;不动笔的话就没有机会使用自己学过的好东西,就不能真正把它们变成自己的;不动笔就不能提高构思速度,就不能使自己的思维更多样化。其实有些话只靠想是想不出来的,只有写出一部分才能想得更多、更细。动笔

写作不只包括写出成篇的真题或模拟题的文章,还包括更多的练习方式,如:

1.造句法。句子是篇章的基本单位,写句子在一定程度上就是写文章。平时遇到的好词、好搭配、好句型只靠背诵印象是不够深的,正如古语所云:“纸上得来终觉浅,绝知此事要躬行”,只有将其应用起来,在实践中认识它们,印象才够深,掌握才够牢,而最简单的应用实践就是造句。

2.连篇法。很多同学抱怨单词背了就忘,其实这往往是因为大家在记这些单词时单纯背单词而没有上下文,所以印象不深。造句固然是一种赋予单词上下文的方式,但还可以将其扩而大之,将几个单词造成几个句子,连成一个段落或一篇文章。比如,按词汇表顺序记词时,很多单词都是以同一个字母开头的,长得很像,却又没有什么联系。然而我们可以用连篇的方式使它们之间产生联系,加深印象。如:abandon,ability,abroad,absent,absolutely,absorb可以连成这样一段话:He was abandoned by his parents when he was very young because he suffered from a strange disease and was believed to have no ability to live by himself throughout his life.However,he was adopted by a kind couple and was cured.He even tried to go abroad to study.He was never absent for any class and he did his best to absorb knowledge.He will absolutely be a success in the future.同样,我们读完一篇文章,可以将其中一些好的表达连起来写出自己的一段话。这也很像另外一种方法,即仿写法。

3.仿写法。很多同学读完好的文字,赞叹之余就不知道该干什么了,好一点的做法是背诵一下,但还是印象不深。其实,大家可以仿照着原文的结构和语言写出自己的一段话或一篇文章。

4.摘要法。有些同学读完课文或阅读理解的文章,对原文没有什么感觉,似乎是每个地方都看懂了,但对篇章的脉络还不是很清楚,或者做完选择题就不知道该干什么了。其实大家可以写一篇文章摘要,这样才能更好地理解文章的主旨和思路,才会注意文章是怎么扩展开来的,对以后的阅读理解也有很大好处。更重要的是,只看原文可能对其语言没有什么太深刻的感觉,在用自己的语言写摘要时才会发现自己写的与原文的差别,这样才能更好地掌握原文中好的词句。

当然,很多同学抱怨说写完作文没有人改,不知道写得怎么样,所以不愿意写。其实,我认为这是一种借口。就像让同学们去英语角练口语,有的人会说,去英语角的人都是中国人,练不出什么好的口语,这也是一种借口。虽然能和老外直接交流是练口语的最佳方式,但是要知道去英语角的主要目的不是听人家说,而是找一个机会让别人听自己说。写作也是如此,有人给我们改正错误最好,但就算没人改,我们的练习也是有收获的,至少可以应用自己学过的东西,提高构思的速度。那么,如果没有人给我们改作文,到底该怎样发现和改正自己作文中的错误呢?不妨尝试一下如下几种方式: 1.自改。要养成写完作文自己检查的习惯。有些低级错误自己就可以发现并改正。如果养成等他人改正的习惯,到了考场上就会吃亏。

2.互改。可以互相帮助,让同学、室友帮助自己检查和改正作文中的错误。有些同学自己可能写不出太好的作文,但发现别人文中的错误还是没问题的。

3.对照。对于本书中的范文和别处的范文尽量先不要看,最好先自己写完再与范文对照。这样不仅可以通过对比发现自己的不足,还可以更好地学习范文的思路和语言。

4.对译。其实写同一个题目也可能内容不完全一样,所以有时候用对照法并不能发现自己的错误。那么我们可以使用对译法,即把自己认为没问题的英文译成汉语后,过几个小时再将其译回英语,把自己的翻译与原文做对照,不一样的地方往往就是自己的错误。



  第二节 真题选析

上一节已经提到写作的注意事项和高分策略,现在要将其应用起来,并且分类讲解每一种题型的构思技巧,总结出高分模板。

一、对立观点型

(一)题型描述

此类作文一般为三点提纲(个别为两点提纲),分别要求陈述对某一个有争议的话题的正面观点和(或)反面观点及作者自己的观点。属于这一类的真题包括2011年6月、2010年12月、2009年12月、2009年6月、2008年6月、2007年6月、2000年6月、1999年6月、1998年6月、1997年6月、1996年1月、1995年6月和1993年6月的真题。

虽然2011年12月至2013年12月没有考查这一题型,但作为雅思、托福、GRE等考试的写作主要题型之一以及六级历史上考查频率最高的题型,绝对不会退出六级写作考试的舞台,必须防范。

(四)分段写作

第一段

第一段的功能是引出话题,并综述一下人们有不同观点。这样既能增加文章词数,减轻后面段落的负担,又能使文章行文自然,不至于使读者感到太突兀。

第二段

本段写正面观点和论据。按照前文所述,英语段落往往采取先总后分或先观点后例证的写法,而且这样写便于阅卷人在短时间内确信考生写到了规定要点,因此可以直接将第一点提纲翻译出来,作为段落的开头句,后面分开陈述论据。

第三段

写反面的观点和论据。同样采用先观点后论据的写法。

第四段

自己的观点可以有多种写法,要么完全赞成,要么完全反对,要么采取折中立场。如果完全赞成或反对,在阐述论据时可以补充前两段所未提及的论据,如:Personally,I am inclined to agree with the former/latter.Apart from the reasons listed above,I believe that...。也可以对已提过的原因进行重复或强化,并且可以对反方的论据进行驳斥。如果确实认为正反双方观点都有一定正确性,则可以采取折中的立场。

(五)高分模板

其实,通过这篇文章的写作可以总结出大部分“对立观点型”作文的模板,即下文中画线的部分:

(三)整体构思

此题提纲已经有非常明确的三点,而且非常自然,符合逻辑,这其实就是我们常说的一个问题的“三步走”,即提出问题、分析问题、解决问题。但如果第二段既分析原因又分析危害,可能导致第二段太长,而且给阅卷人造成困难,需要多花时间辨认文章从何处开始分析危害,或者有没有分析危害;另外也会造成段落内部主题不一致,不符合英语段落规范。因此可以把原因和危害分开写,将整篇文章写成四段: · 提出问题

· 分析原因

· 分析危害

· 解决问题

实际上,很多其他“解决问题型”的真题提纲就是按照这个步骤给的,因此,上述提纲可以作为“解决问题型”作文的共同思路。如果给的提纲只有两点而且难于扩展,就可以按照这个步骤对其进行补充。未给出提纲的“社会问题”类题目就更可以按照这四步写成四段了。当然,如果没有具体提纲,而又觉得原因或危害不好写,那也可以只写原因或只写危害,将整篇文章写成三段。

(四)分段写作

下面讲解每一段的写作。

第一段

第一段“提出问题”其实不必写太多,两三句话交代一下问题就行。按照先总后分的原则,先总的交代一下“我们身边存在着盗版产品”这一问题,然后举出一些例子进行论述就可以。

第二段

文章的第二、三段其实更重要,应该是文章的主体。因此在构思上应该多花一些时间。关于“盗版现象的原因”,最容易想到的是“不法生产者为谋取暴利”。如果想不到其他的,既可以用举例的方式说说通过盗版可以赚取多少利润,也可用比较抽象的思考方式,即分类思维。如由“生产者的原因”想到其对立面“消费者的原因”,即贪图便宜或版权保护意识薄弱;或者由“盗版者”想到“被盗版者”,后者也是缺乏版权保护意识,或不善于维权。另外,还可以由“谋取暴利”这一“目的”,想到盗版“手段”,说说盗版技术很简单,很容易实现。另外,在“生产者”、“消费者”这种“民众”的原因基础上,想到“官方”的原因,即相关法律不够严厉,或执行不到位等。

第三段

有了第二段的原因,第三段“盗版现象的危害”就很好写了。同样可以写出对“生产者”和“消费者”的危害,前者如“原创人员或正品生产者版权受侵,利润受损”,后者如“消费者合法利益受损”等。还可能想到“破坏诚信、浪费资源”等对整个“社会和国家”的危害。这种有条理的思维方式可通过平时的经常练习和思考进行培养。要多积累,多模仿,使文章的思想内容更深刻,更有见地。

第四段

有了第二、三段的构思,第四段写起来就相当容易了。解决问题的方法也可以从“国家”和“民众”入手:国家立法、执法;民众提高版权保护意识。

第三段

如上所述,第三段要“总结发挥”,即强调一下该谚语的重要性,说明我们在学习、工作、生活等方面都要注意,并且可以提出一些具体的建议。在文章最后还可以以一个有类似含义的英文谚语来结束写作。

四、图表型

(一)题型描述

这是特征最明显的一类作文,要求考生根据题目所给的图表写出文章。这种写作有一定的实用性,而且考查学生的观察、描述和分析等多方面的能力,因此在四级、六级、考研及其他英语考试中都备受出题人的青睐。六级历史上考过此类作文的有2006年6月、2003年9月、2003年6月、2002年6月、1996年6月、1992年1月和1991年6月。在这里以2003年6月的真题为例进行讲解。

(三)整体构思

本题提纲非常明确、实用,也很具代表性。第一点旨在让考生描述图表,第二点要求考生分析图表所反映的变化的原因,第三点要求写出这一变化的影响。这基本上也是所有图表题的共同思路和写作步骤。在未给出提纲时就可以照此写出三段:

·说明原因

·总结、建议或其他

(四)分段写作

下面分别讲解每一段的写作。

第一段

本段仍然按照先总后分的结构来写作。先总体描述一下变化,然后分开说明。特别要注意的是,不要大量、机械地罗列数据,只需要指明整体变化趋势和重要的、有代表性的数据即可。另外,因为描述图表时不可避免地会提到表示“上升”、“下降”或“增加”、“减少”这样的词,因此一定要注意用词的多样性。表示“上升”或“增加”的词除了increase外,还有rise,grow,expand,jump,climb,soar等;表示“下降”或“减少”的词除了decrease外,还有fall,drop,decline等。另外可以根据情况使用表示“大幅度”或“小幅度”的形容词,前者如sharp,dramatic,drastic,marked,remarkable,considerable等,后者如slow,slight,modest,gradual等。另外,有些图表的描述需要用到“占(百分之多少)”的概念,表达也应该有变化,如account for,make up,compose等。

第二段

分析住房所有权变化的原因对很多学生来说确实较难。这道题目提醒考生,平时应该多思考,多做brainstorming的练习,多想想身边发生的各种变化的原因。除此之外,可以采用一些有逻辑性的思维方法,如横向思维(政府的鼓励;个人收入的增加;房地产行业的发展,即前面所提过的分类思维法)和纵向思维(深挖其中某一条的原因,如个人收入为什么增加了)。

第三段

其实第三段在构思上并不难,因为提纲已经提示了两个方面,即个人和社会。大家应该都能想到,这种变化的影响是加重了一部分人的经济负担和促进整个经济在多个领域的发展,关键是怎样表述成地道的英语。

五、图画型

(一)题型描述

顾名思义,即给出了图画(漫画或图片)要求考生写出文章。在2012年6月之前,图画作文可以说是考研英语的专利,因为从1998年开始,考研英语(尤其是2010年分出的考研英语一)几乎每次考的都是图画作文。但是近两年这种局面被打破。继2012年6月六级考查了图画作文之后,2013年6月四级作文也破天荒地考查了图画作文。作为四六级的新兴题型,这种写作自然会引起大家的重视,但完全没有必要惊慌,因为有大量的考研英语写作经验可以借鉴,而且相比此前讲过的作文类型而言,图画作文只不过多了一段看图说话的文字,另外两段的拓展方式甚至语言都与前述类型很像,的确没什么可怕的。在这里以2012年6月的真题为例进行讲解。

(四)分段写作

下面分别讲解每一段的写作。

第一段

本段不用太长,一般2~3句,按先主后次或时间、空间顺序写出与主题相关的细节。语言上常用现在进行时,可用复杂简单句(即用分词短语、介词短语等作定语或状语)、并列句(如用while连接两个句子)、复合句(如非限制性定语从句)和倒装句(如方位词+系动词+主语)。

第二段

按题目要求,本段应该写互联网对人际交流的影响(The Impact of the Internet on Interpersonal Communication)。当然,图中所体现的影响似乎是不好的:父亲想与女儿面对面交流,而女儿却拒绝了,让父亲去看她的博客。但如果在考场上只写网络对人际交流的负面影响,词数写不够,也可以稍微提及其正面影响:有些话确实不方便面对面说,即使是父母和子女之间也可以通过文字交流来更方便、更充分地表达思想。在实际写作时,可以采用让步的方式,先提及其积极作用,然后话锋一转,重点说其负面影响。这可以叫让步反驳法,也可以叫陈述利弊的写法。当然,后面我们在“模板变脸”的部分还会提及其他方法来阐述寓意,如举例论证法、分析原因法、分析结果法。

第三段

其实第三段在构思上并不难,可以对原文进行总结,即用不一样的词句再次表达图画的寓意,也可以就负面影响提出解决办法,或者展望一下未来互联网对人际交流的影响。

(五)高分模板

其实,通过这篇文章的写作,可以总结出一批图画作文的模板,即下文中画线的部分:

六、应用写作型

(一)题型描述

应用文写作是四、六级教学大纲的要求,具体包括书信、通知、便条、简历等的写作。但考虑到词数和主观发挥余地等因素,在六级考试中具备可考性的只有书信。因此下面主要讲解书信的写作。

书信既有实用性,又比较利于考生发挥。六级考到书信的年份有2005年12月、2005年1月、2004年6月、2002年1月和2001年6月。

从写信的对象和信的正式程度来看,书信又可以分为私人书信和公务书信。私人书信的对象一般是关系较亲密、熟悉的人,沟通的内容也比较轻松、简单,如2001年6月的真题。公务书信的写信对象一般比较陌生,而且沟通的内容也比较严肃,如2005年12月、2005年1月、2004年6月和2002年1月的真题。而且根据写信的目的,公务书信又可以分为申请信、邀请信、求职信、道歉信、感谢信、表扬信和投诉信等等。

(三)整体构思

从考过的这些真题来看,书信题一般都会给出明确的三点提纲,而且一般来说按照提纲写成三段正文即可。只不过需要注意一下格式。除了正文以外,书信一般包括以下三点:

·时间

·称呼

·落款

时间一般写在右上角,用考试当天的时间即可,如June 17,2014。

称呼根据私人书信和公务书信而有所不同。私人书信一般用Dear 加上对方的姓名即可,如Dear Xiao Wang;公务书信一般不知道对方的姓名,而且即使知道姓名也不宜直呼其名,因此一般用Dear 加上其职务名,如给校长写信称呼为Dear Mr.President,给编辑写信称呼为Dear Mr./Miss Editor,如果对对方一无所知则称其为Dear Sir/Madam。

落款一般为Yours...加姓名。私人书信的Yours...部分一般用Yours truly或Yours即可,关系十分亲密的,如家庭成员之间、恋人之间等也可以用love。公务书信一般用Yours sincerely,特别体现尊敬可以用Yours respectfully。Yours和后面所跟的单词顺序也可以颠倒。

另外,特别要注意的是,由于众所周知的原因,写信人的姓名一般会在Directions中给出,因此不要写自己的真名。

除此之外,在落款之前也常常有一些固定的客套话作为结尾,如Best wishes(私人书信)或Best regards(公务书信)。

解析:一个简单句只能有一个主谓结构。其中可以有两个或以上的并列谓语,但不可以在主语前后各有一个谓语。

2.句子成分缺失

1)改法一:If we work hard,we will surely be successful.

改法二:Working hard,we will surely be successful.

解析:英语句子必须有主语和谓语

2)改法一:What generated so great a change?

改法二:Why did there so great a change occur?

解析:英语的generate是及物动词,表示“使产生”、“造成”等意,原句中的so great a change 是作generated 的宾语,Why是疑问副词作状语,这样就造成了句子没有主语的情况,严重违反英语的语法规则。

3.语序错误

1)Why do college students spend more and more time on the computer?

解析:特殊疑问句通常用倒装语序:“特殊疑问词 + 助动词+主语和其他部分”,除非特殊疑问词在句中作主语或修饰主语。

2)I often wonder where they have got their money.

解析:间接引语或从句用陈述语序。

4.简单句叠置

改法一:I like swimming very much,so/and I go to swim almost every week.

改法二:Because I like swimming very much,I go to swim almost every week.

改法三:I like swimming very much.I go to swim almost every week.

解析:两个简单句不可以仅仅用逗号连接;如为并列关系,须用并列连词,如and,or,but,so,for,while等;如为主从关系,须在从句之前加从属连词,如since,because,if等;否则,两句要用句号、分号、问号或感叹号隔开。

5.从句叠置

改法一:As is known to all,computers play an important role in many fields of our life.

改法二:It is known to all that computers play an important role in many fields of our life.

解析:一个大句子里面的两个小句只可能是并列的分句,或主句和从句,不可能都是从句,因此不得同时使用两个连词。

6.主从句分离

Some people support euthanasia,because it helps the terminally ill die with dignity.

解析:Because一词只有在引导由Why引起的疑问句时才能单独引导一个简单句,否则就只能做从属连词连接主句和从句,而英语从句与主句不可分离。

(II)名词单复数错误

改法一:A wise man seeks opportunities rather than wait for them.

改法二:Wise men seek opportunities rather than wait for them.

解析:单数可数名词通常不单独使用,要加上限定词,如冠词、代词,或用复数形式。在某些固定词组中例外,如go to church,go to college,put sb.into prison。

(III)动词错误

1.谓语动词时态错误

1)Many people think that the Internet will be more useful in the future.

解析:写作中多用一般现在时,尤其在发表观点时。用一般过去时通常明确指过去发生的事情,一般有过去的时间词,如描述图表中具体年份的数据。

2)Other people disagree with this view.

解析:一般现在时的谓语形式为动词原形或第三人称单数形式。

2.谓语动词单复数错误

改法一:A wise man seeks opportunities rather than wait for them.

改法二:Wise men seek opportunities rather than wait for them.

解析:在一般现在时、现在完成时、现在进行时、过去进行时中,如果主语是第三人称单数,谓语要用单数形式。

3.谓语动词连用错误

改法一:They throw their rubbish away carelessly,seriously polluting the environment.

改法二:They throw their rubbish away carelessly and seriously pollute the environment.

改法三:They throw their rubbish away carelessly,which seriously pollutes the environment.

解析:两个及以上谓语动词不可简单并列或仅用逗号连接,应该加上连接词,或者将其中一部分变为非谓语形式或另一个句子。

4.谓语动词语态错误

1)I have been excited for several days at the news that you will come here.

2)Most of the students are satisfied with the service in the dining hall.

解析:英语中很多词表示“使某人……”,在应用中往往用被动形式,表示“(人)感到……”,尤其是表示心理状态的词,如excite,satisfy,annoy,surprise,frighten,worry,concern等,还有addict,accustom,confront等。

5.非谓语动词错误

1)Let me take my own experience as an example.

解析:使役动词make,let,have后接宾语再加不定式作补语时,不定式不带to。

2)Doing exercise in the morning is good for one's health.

解析:动词原形不可以作主语,须改为非谓语形式,即动名词或不定式。不定式往往表示特定的或尚未发生的动作,而动名词表示一般的、经常存在的动作或状态。

3)改法一:Having studied in this college for 3 years,I find the campus has changed a lot.

改法二:I have studied in this college for 3 years,during which the campus has changed a lot.

解析:分词作状语,其逻辑主语要与句子主语一致。

(IV)代词错误

1)We can do everything we like on computer.

2)A college student should be able to do his washing on his own.

解析:同一句中,代词与所替代的名词以及代词与代词之间在人称和单复数两方面都要一致。

3)Some people are afraid that computers may control men in the future.

解析:someone表示“某个人”,而不是“某些人”。

4)Other people think differently.

解析:another表示“另一个”,而不是“另一些”。

(V)冠词错误

1)First of all,setting off firecrackers leads to severe pollution.

解析:通常来说,对于不可数名词和复数可数名词而言,只有在特指某个范围的人或事物时才加the,否则就不用。

2)The horse is a useful animal.

解析:单词开头的字母u发【ju?】音时,前面的冠词不用an,发【?】音时才用,如an umbrella。



  II.表达习惯错误

1)改法一:Now 2,000 Yuan is enough to buy a nice computer.

改法二:Now you can buy a nice computer with 2,000 Yuan.

解析:原句意为“现在两千块钱就可以买一台很好的电脑”,其实是汉语的无主句,“买”的真正主语是“人们”或“你”,在汉语中被省略了;而“两千块钱”其实是指“(用)两千块钱”,是作方式状语的。英语句子比较讲究逻辑和语法,不能用“(用)两千块钱”作主语,又不能没有主语,所以改动如上。

2)改法一:A room usually accommodates 6~8 students.

改法二:Usually 6~8 students live in one room.

解析:原句意为“一个房间通常住六到八个学生”,是一种有汉语特色的省略或倒装说法,其真正含义是“一个房间通常能容纳六到八个学生”,或“通常六到八个学生住一个房间”。“容纳(accommodate)”的主语可以是a room;但“住(live)”这一行为的发出者是“students”,所以要按英语习惯改动如上。

3)I think there are three reasons for this great change.

解析:have表示“有”,是体现“所有关系”的,如 I have a car;the car has four wheels.“车”是属于“我”的,“轮子”是属于“车”的。 但reasons并不属于change,因为change既不是reasons的所有者,也不是作为一个整体包含reasons。所以改为表示“存现关系”的there be结构。

4)改法一:The prices of the food are too high.

改法二:The food is too expensive.

解析:汉语经常说“某物价格太贵/便宜”,是因为汉语是意合语言,经常用重复的手段来确保表意清楚,其实价格不过是个数字,只有高低,没有贵贱。同样的道理,不能说Shanghai has many population.而应说Shanghai has a large population.因为population(人口)只是个数字,不能再用“多”、“少”来修饰,应用“大”或“小”。

5)改法一:The reason for this phenomenon is that some people want to earn plenty of money without working hard.

改法二:This phenomenon exists because some people want to earn plenty of money without working hard.

解析:汉语是意合语言,经常用重复的手段来确保表意清楚,尤其是现代汉语,经常说“虽然……但是……”、“因为……所以……”,但是在英语里面用这些结构当中的一个词就够了。如果上述说法在汉语里还是可以接受的,那么该题原句对应的中文“这件事情的原因是因为……”在汉语里都是不通或者冗赘的。



  III.标点符号以及大小写错误

1)My favorite sports are swimming,jogging,mountaineering and playing table tennis.

解析:原句属于“标点符号错误”。英语中没有顿号,表示三者或三者以上的并列关系时前几者之间用逗号。

2)The best English film in my eyes is Forrest Gump.

解析:原句属于“标点符号错误”。英语中没有书名号。要表示作品名称通常用大写实词首字母并加斜体的方式表示。

3)Nowadays,there are many parents who send their children to art classes.

解析:英文中字母大写的情况主要有以下两种。

1.题目中第一个字母和实词(名词、动词、形容词、副词、代词、数词)首字母大写。例:A Day in 2009,Keeping Pets,Should Students Be Allowed to Live Off Campus?

2.文章中句首字母(即每个句号、问号和感叹号之后第一个字母)和专有名词(人名、地名、时间名、报刊杂志名、组织机构名等)的实词首字母大写。例: 1)人名:Li Ming,Li Xiaoming,Zhuge Liang(与人名连用的表示称呼、称号或职务的名词首字母也要大写,如Mr.Smith,Dr.Brown) 2)地名:Asia,China,Beijing,Shandong(由国家名演变来表示“某国的”,“某国人”或“某国语”的词首字母也要大写,如Chinese,Japanese;构成地名或与地名连用的普通词首字母也要大写,如the Great Wall,Tian'anmen Square) 3)时间名:May,Sunday,Christmas,New Year's Eve,the Mid?autumn Festival

4)报刊杂志名:Time,the Economist,the Washington Post,China Daily

5)组织机构名:the United Nations,the People's Republic of China,the Communist Party

第一节 高分攻略

一、最新大纲

(一)听力理解要求

根据全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会2006年11月出版的《大学英语六级考试大纲(2006修订版)》,听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读,语速约为每分钟l50词。听力部分分值比例为35%,其中对话占15%,短文占20%。考试时间35分钟。

对话部分(Listening Conversations)包括短对话和长对话,均采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。短对话约有7~8段,每段为一轮对话和一个问题;长对话有两段,每段为7~10轮对话和3~4个问题;对话部分共l5题。每段对话均朗读一遍,每个问题后留有13秒的答题时间。

短文部分包括多项选择题型的短文理解(Listening Passages)和复合式听写(Compound Dictation)。多项选择题型的短文有3篇,每篇长度为240~260词,朗读一遍,每篇3~4题,共10题,每个问题后留有13秒的答题时间。复合式听写测试考生在不同层面上(从词汇到语篇层面)的听力理解能力。这部分测试采用一篇240~260词的短文,删去若干个单词和句子,全文朗读三遍。要求考生根据听到的内容填写所缺信息,所缺单词必须用原词填写,所缺句子信息既可按原文填写,也可用自己的语言表述。

2013年8月14日,全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会发布了《关于大学英语四、六级考试题型调整的说明》,规定自2013年12月考次起,全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会将对四、六级考试的试卷结构和测试题型作局部调整。调整后,四级和六级的试卷结构和测试题型相同。

其中,对听力部分的调整为:原复合式听写调整为单词及词组听写,短文长度及难度不变。要求考生在听懂短文的基础上,用所听到的原文填写空缺的单词或词组,共10题。短文播放三遍。

在之后发布的《关于2013年12月大学英语四、六级考试相关材料及说明》中,指出听力题型自2013年12月起,调整为:

听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读,语速四级约每分钟130词,六级约每分钟150词。听力部分分值比例为35%,其中对话占15%,短文占20%。考试时间30分钟。

对话部分包括短对话和长对话,采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。短对话有8段,每段提一个问题;长对话有2段,每段提3?4个问题;对话部分共15题。每段对话均朗读一遍,每个问题后留有13?15秒的答题时间。

短文部分包括短文理解及单词和词组听写。短文理解有3篇,采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。四级每篇长度为220?250词,六级为240?270词。每篇短文朗读一遍,提3?4个问题,每个问题后留有13?15秒的答题时间,共10题。单词及词组听写采用1篇短文,四级的长度为220?250词,六级为240?270词。要求考生在听懂短文的基础上用所听到的原文填写空缺的单词或词组,共10题。短文播放三遍。

(二)考核技能

听力理解部分考核学生获取口头信息的能力,包括理解主旨大意、重要事实和细节、隐含意义,判断话语的交际功能、说话人的观点、态度等。听力理解部分考核的技能是: A.理解中心思想和重要细节

1.理解中心思想

2.听懂重要的或特定的细节

3.判断说话人的观点、态度等

B.理解隐含的意思

4.推断隐含的意义

5.判断话语的交际功能

C.借助语言特征理解听力材料

6.辨别语音特征,如从连续的话语中辨别语音,理解重音和语音语调等

7.理解句间关系,如比较、原因、结果、程度、目的等

大学英语六级考试听力理解部分要求考生达到《教学要求》中的较高要求,即“能基本听懂英语国家人士的谈话和讲座,能听懂题材熟悉、篇幅较长的国内英语广播或电视节目,语速为每分钟l50词左右,能掌握其中心大意,抓住要点和相关细节。能基本听懂外国专家用英语讲授的专业课程。”

(三)选材原则

命题的材料均选自英文原版材料,包括日常生活中的对话、讲座、广播电视节目、报纸、杂志、书籍、学术期刊等。选材的原则是:

1.题材广泛,包括人文科学、社会科学、自然科学等领域,但所涉及的背景知识应为学生所了解或已在文章中提供;

2.体裁多样,包括记叙文、说明文、议论文等;

3.听力篇章难度较阅读要低很多;

4.词汇范围不超出《教学要求》中较高要求的词汇。

(四)评分标准

大学英语六级考试不设及格线。经过等值处理后的原始总分参照总分常模转换成常模正态分,均值为500,标准差为70,报道总分在220分至710分之间。
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在将原始分转换成报道分时,各部分采用不同的分数量表,从而使各部分报道分的简单相加之和等于报道总分。

听力短文部分:短文理解选择题共十题,每题1分;

  ◆ 语速

大学英语六级考试听力理解部分要求考生达到《教学要求》中的较高要求,即“能基本听懂英语国家人士的谈话和讲座,能听懂题材熟悉、篇幅较长的国内英语广播或电视节目,语速为每分钟l50词左右,能掌握其中心大意,抓住要点和相关细节。能基本听懂外国专家用英语讲授的专业课程。”

应对策略:1.在平时练习真题以及模拟题时,可有意适当提高听力音频放音速度;2.通过听辨托福考试等听力部分语速较快的试题音频来加强训练;3.跟读音频材料原文。



  ◆ 语音

考试大纲要求考生辨别语音特征,如从连续的话语中辨别语音,理解重音和语音语调等。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读。

语音要点及应对策略:

1.注意单个单词发音:只有读准发音,才能在原文放音中听出该词。平时学习中需注意积累容易读错的单词,如register,commerce,purchase,obstacle等; 2.注意英美发音区别:注意一些单词在英式与美式发音中的不同体现,如either,can't,dance,current,letter,water,hot等; 3.注意发音现象:常见考点发音现象包括连读、辅音击穿及失去爆破等—— 1)连读:

①前方单词结尾为辅音音素,后方单词开头为元音音素,则发生连读。如get out,think of,pick up等。

②前方单词结尾为元音音素且尾音节为[u],后方单词开头为元音音素,则发生加半元音[w]连读,如go on,go away,how are you;前方单词结尾为元音音素且尾音节为[i],后方单词开头为元音音素,则发生加半元音[j]连读,如stay up,say it等。

③前方单词结尾为辅音音素[d],后方单词开头为[j],则发生同化连读为[d?],如Could you,would you;前方单词结尾为辅音音素[t],后方单词开头为[j],则发生同化连读为[t?],如Can't you,won't you;前方单词结尾为辅音因素[s],后方单词开头为[j],则发生同化连读为[?]:Miss you,bless you;前方单词结尾为辅音音素[z],后方单词开头为[j],则发生同化连读为[?],如As you wish.

2)辅音击穿:

①[h]发音很弱,很容易被击穿。如with him→ with(h)im,ask her→ask(h)er等。

②[t]和[d]在[n]后通常被击穿。如wanted→wan(t)ed,and I→an(d)I,twenty→twen(t)y等。

3)失去爆破:

在英语28个辅音音标中,[p][b]、[t][d]、[k][g]这三组六个音标,发音强烈,具爆破感,被称为爆破音。前方单词结尾为爆破音,后方单词开头为辅音音素,则可发生失去爆破。其中在考试中较为明显的是“爆破音+爆破音”型(6个爆破音中的任意2个相临)如sit down,old picture,good cook等。词内也存在失去爆破,如exactly,notebook,spectacular等。

(二)审题技巧

恰当的审题可以对解题产生事半功倍的效果。

决定审题的三大要素——词汇量、审题速度、审题的技巧。

审题的技巧主要有:



  1.划重点:发现重合部分但不勾画,只标注区别点和否定词。

  3.选项逻辑:

1)若四个选项中有两个选项探讨同一话题,只是在细节点出现不同,则答案可能在这两个选项中产生。

2)若四个选项是针对某一话题的态度评价,其中两个选项针对同一主题的态度截然不同,如一正一反,则答案可能在这两个选项中产生。

3)若四个选项中有两个选项经过同义转换后,不仅说的是同一话题,而且表达意思也相同,则这两个选项均不选。

2.评分原则及标准

① 第44题至46题中凡有语言错误扣0.5分。每题语言错误扣分不超过0.5分,凡不得分部分如有语言错误不再重复扣分;

② 第44题至46题中凡有与问题无关的信息扣0.5分。

③ 第44题至46题中如出现明显属于笔误造成的但不改变原意的拼写错误和大小写、标点符号错误,不扣分。

④ 用汉语回答问题不给分。

2013年12月后短文单词词组听写的评分标准——

每题1分。共10分。

3.答题步骤

1)放音前审题

① 细读首句。首句通常会揭示该篇文章的主旨以及该篇文章的基本时态。

②浏览全文。注意单词空格,通过语法结构、固定搭配等猜测单词词性甚至词义;避免由于不熟悉文章大意而填写发音相近词而失分。

2)前两遍放音

填写单词,注意拼写,加速完成。注意该空要填的是单词还是词组。

3)第三遍放音

查漏补缺并检查。把前两遍放音时没有听到的单词按发音规则记录下来。单词部分注意单词拼写、名词单复数及动词时态等。

4.解题技巧

如何预测空格所填单词

可以通过大体句意、语法结构、固定搭配等预测所填词的词性及词义。

经典考题:


例1:2006年12月24日真题

Adults are getting smarter about how smart babies are.Not long ago,researchers learned that 4?day?olds could understand[36]______ and subtraction.

答案:addition

解析:本句大意为“成年人已经越来越了解婴儿有多聪明了。不久之前,研究者发现,四天大的婴儿能够理解[36]______和减法。”通过and的并列结构判断第36题所填词为名词,通过句意判断出此处想说的是“四天大的婴儿能够理解加减法”,所以应该填addition“加法”。

例2:2009年6月真题

English is the leading international language.In different countries around the globe,English is acquired as the mother[36]______,in others it's used as a second language.

答案:tongue

解析:本句大意为“英语是占主导地位的国际语言。世界上许多不同的国家都以英语为“mother[36]______”,而其他很多国家将英语作为第二语言来使用。”非常明显空格所填词与前面的mother构成固定搭配mother tongue“母语”。



5.单词储备

可把2006年12月24日后所有六级真题复合式听写考到的单词积累起来,并留意四级复合式听写中考到的单词以及六级真题阅读和听力原文中出现的高频单词。

三、备考方略

(一)多听

根据全国大学英语四、六级考试委员会2006年11月出版的《大学英语六级考试大纲(2006修订版)》,听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读,语速约为每分钟l50词。要适应这样的语速要求,考生需要在平时就多进行该语速下的听力训练。听的方法包括泛听和精听。



  1.泛听

1)材料来源:大学英语课本文章及录音、英语有声读物、已结集出版的VOA和BBC新闻英语听力材料。

2)练习频率:一般每天听一小时即可。

3)具体方法:第一遍放音时,不要看任何材料进行裸听,尽量听懂大体意思。第二遍放音时仍不看材料,放音结束后考生需要对听力材料进行口头的大意概括,尽量去回忆主要内容。第三遍放音需要对照材料并小声跟读,跟读结束后, 查明不认识的单词。

2.精听

1)材料来源:历年六级考试真题。

2)练习频率:前期复习阶段每周听一到两套真题,后期复习阶段隔一天听一套真题。

3)具体方法:第一遍放音,做题,写答案。第二遍放音,检查答案。接下来对答案,标记错误答案。第三遍放音,侧重听错题。查单词、画出答案在原文中的位置。第四遍放音,对照原文跟读。

(二)多背

听力的提高是在不知不觉中发生的,持之以恒,将学习变成一种习惯,尤为重要。除了多进行泛听和精听练习,考生还需要在平时进行听力基础的积累,这其中一个非常有用的方法就是每天背诵一些英文。

背诵的内容可以是真题中的听力原文,可以是课本内的一篇英语文章,可以是广播里的一段时事新闻,甚至可以是报刊上的一则购物广告。

通过每天的背诵练习,同学们将会扩大单词储备、熟悉句型结构、学会习惯表达、养成英语语感。这些对于听力的提高都是有帮助的。

(三)考前调整生物钟

六级考试的听力部分正式放音的时间是15:40。由于众多考生在之前没有调整好生物钟,导致一到下午就犯困,在听录音时无法真正集中注意力,影响答题。所以考生在考试前半个月到一个月的时间就应该开始有意识地让自己在下午精神比较兴奋。在练习阶段,考生可以把听力的精听练习时间放到下午三点四十进行。



  第二节 真题选析

上一节中已经分别讲述不同听力题型的解题思路,本节将会利用真题的演练进一步消化、吸收不同听力题型的解题思路和方法,以达到巩固强化的目的,从而实现真正意义上的应用。

2.短对话常见题目考查类型及相应解题思路

1)小词定位题

解题思路:抓小词和短语,判断场景,得出答案

选项特点:

①人物职业和关系题:通常四个选项都是表示人物身份和关系的词或短语。

②地点题:通常四个选项都是地点名词或介宾短语。

2)态度评价题

解题思路:注意说话人的语气和基本感情色彩,注意其中的形容词。

选项特点:四个选项均含有态度类形容词或副词。

3)人物意图题

解题思路:尽量理解说话人的意图。一般来说,第二个人说的话更重要,通常是答案信息点所在。尤其要注意第二个人说的话中but,so,because等逻辑关系词。

选项特点:通常选项主谓宾较为齐全,选项可能较长。

4)动作行为题

解题思路:重点关注情态动词和表建议及请求的句型,情态动词之后、表建议及请求的句型中的动作即为答案,注意动作的时态和多个动作的顺序。

选项特点:四个选项均为动词原形、不定式或should开头。

5)推断归纳题

解题思路:表面的意思通常不对,也就是视听反向,注意抓说话人的语气和感情色彩,听出言外之意。这类题目有时会考查虚拟语气等句型。

选项特点:类似人物意图题的选项,选项主谓宾较为齐全,选项可能较长。有时四个选项开头很不一致,有时四个选项结构很不一致。

2.答题步骤

1)放音前审题

①细读首句。首句通常会揭示该篇文章的主旨以及该篇文章的基本时态。

②浏览全文。注意单词空格,通过语法结构、固定搭配等猜测单词词性,甚至词义;初步判断该空格缺少的是单词还是词组。

2)第一遍放音

主要听,次要记。速记单词及词组。通过第一遍放音掌握全文大意。

3)第二遍放音

主要记,次要听。单词和词组中能确定的大部分应该在这遍放音结束后全部完成。

4)第三遍放音

检查同时依据上下文填出前两遍放音中不确定的部分。注意单词拼写、名词单复数及动词时态等。同时注意是否出现应填词组但是填成单词的情况。

可把2006年12月24日后所有六级真题复合式听写的单词进行积累,并留意四级近年来考题的单词及六级近年来在阅读和听力原文中出现的高频单词。

The worst offender—a coffee from Starbucks—had 561 calories.Other iced coffees contained more than 450 calories and the majority had an excess of 200.

Health experts advise that the average woman should consume about 2,000 calories a day and a man about 2,500 calories to maintain a healthy weight.Dieters aim for 1,000 to 1,500 calories a day.

“The fact that there is an iced coffee on the market with over a quarter of a woman's daily calories allowance is alarming,”Dr.Rachel Thompson,science program manager at London?based WCRF,said in a widely?reported statement.“This is the amount of calories you might expect to have in an evening meal,not in a drink.”

The WCRF has estimated that 19,000 cancers a year in Britain could be prevented if people lost their excess weight,【第25题答案位置】with growing evidence that excess body fat increases the risk of various cancers.

一、最新大纲

根据2013年8月的四、六级考试题型的调整说明,选词填空(Banked Cloze)将代替原来的简答题。选词填空题的文章长度在250~300词左右,要求从给出的15个词中选择10个填入合适的空中,但单词不用发生形式变化。

二、权威解析

1.出题原则

选词填空主要考查考生对连贯性、一致性、逻辑性等语篇整体特征的把握能力以及单词在实际语境中的理解能力。出题者在设题时一般遵循以下原则: ·首句一般情况下不设空;

·设空比较均匀,基本覆盖整个段落; ·设空不影响考生对文章大意的理解; ·选项所提供的词皆为实词,包括:名词、动词、形容词、副词等; ·每个正确选项均有干扰项。

2.解题思路

要做好选词填空题,必须要在熟悉选项、把握文章结构与大意的前提下,根据所提供的词汇及句子的结构、语法和语篇等信息,通过逻辑推理、对比等手段最后确定答案。

1)整理选项,进行归类

目前考试只考实词中的四种:名词作主语和宾语;动词作谓语;形容词作定语;副词作状语。不考代词和数词等其他词类。因此,考生可以进行列表分类。

辨别词性时要注意:

·动词分为谓语动词和非谓语动词。非谓语动词包括:动词不定式、动名词、现在分词和过去分词。过去分词有两种可能性(形容词和动词的过去分词),无法确定时标问号。

2)细读开篇,把握主题

这一步是为了了解文章的大致内容和主题,做到心中有数。

3)灵活选词,确定答案

阅读原文,根据原文中空格前后的单词或语句确定所填词的词性,然后从分好类的单词中选择出词性、意思、语法都符合要求的最佳选项。

填空时须注意:

·填入单词的意思要符合文意;

·填入的单词要符合英语表达习惯; ·关注逻辑关系,例如并列、对比、转折、因果关系等。

三、备考方略

选词填空要想取得理想的成绩,首先是要坚持记忆考纲内的单词,特别是考纲中那些大家看似熟悉却不知道含义的词。其次,选词填空还考查考生发掘句间关系、联系上下文的能力,因此平时在做练习的时候不能一味地盯着句子本身,而要试着分析前后句的关系,提高自己联系上下文的能力。同时,考生还应该多关注考纲中的常用词组,这对于解答选词填空题也会起到一定的作用。



  第二节 试题选析

38.Hescape。空格前面是一个动词不定式符号to,可知此处要填一个动词原形,后面又紧跟一个介词from,故可将备选范围限定为escape和derive。再结合文意,可知此处应填入escape(“逃离”他们有限的环境)。

39.Gdiversity。空格前面有不定冠词a,故此处应填一个名词,结合文意和搭配,应选diversity(a diversity of 许多)。

40.Nrespect。 空格前为动词词组come to,后面为名词,由此可知此空要填入动词。结合文意可知答案为respect(“尊重”其他的思考和生活方式)。

41.Iestablishing。空格前为连词while,后面为名词,判断此处应填动词的分词形式。结合文意,选establishing“建立”。

The biggest safety threat facing airlines today may not be a terrorist with a gun,but the man with the 36 computer in business class.In the last 15 years,pilots have reported well over 100 37 that could have been caused by electromagnetic interference.The source of this interference 38 unconfirmed,but increasingly,experts are pointing the blame at portable electronic device such as portable computers,radio and cassette players and mobile telephones.

RTCA,an organization which advises the aviation industry,has recommended that all airlines ban such devices from being used during“ 39 ”stages of flight,40 take?off and landing.Some experts ,calling for a total ban during all flights.Currently,rules on using these devices are left up to individual airlines.And although some airlines prohibit passengers from using such equipment during take?off and landing,most are 41 to enforce a total ban,given that many passengers want to work during flights.

Experts take opposing views of how external rewards,from warm praise to cold cash,affect motivation and creativity.Behaviorists,who study the relation between actions and their consequences,argue that rewards can 36 performance at work and school.Cognitive researchers,who study various aspects of mental life,maintain that rewards often destroy creativity by encouraging dependence on 37 and gifts from others.

The latter view has gained many supporters,38 among educators.But the careful use of small 39 rewards speaks creativity in grade school children,suggesting that properly presented inducements indeed 40 inventiveness,according to a study in the June Journal of Personality and Social Psychology.

“If kids know they're working for a reward and can focus on a relatively 41 task,they show the most creativity,”says Robert Eisenberger of the University of Delaware in Newark.“But it's easy to 42 creativity by giving rewards for poor performance or creating too much anticipation for rewards.”

  第二部分 长篇阅读


  
第一节 高分攻略

一、最新大纲

长篇阅读是四六级题型调整之后代替快速阅读出现的新题型。长篇阅读对于阅读速度有着较高的要求,要求考生在10分钟左右的时间之内完成约1200词的阅读量,主要考查略读和寻读两种阅读方法。略读要求考生能在短时间内把握文章的整体结构,理解文章的主题等;寻读则主要是针对具体细节和事实信息的定位。篇章后附有10个句子,每句所含的信息出自篇章的某一段落,要求考生找出与每句所含信息相匹配的段落。有的段落可能对应两题,有的段落可能不对应任何一题。

二、权威解析

十个句子并不按照依次而下的顺序出题,但是出题者所设计的题目只需要根据题干关键词准确定位,即能得出答案。

1.迅速浏览大小标题,了解文章的中心

(1)大标题是全文中心的体现,通过对标题的理解可以有助于对于中心的把握。


例题:大纲样题

Into the Unknown:The world has never seen population ageing before.Can it cope?



通过阅读可以得知本文主要探讨人口老龄化问题。

(2)如果文中出现一系列小标题,不仅有助于对文章整体布局的把控,还能加快解题的速度。


例题:真题Supersize Surprise 一文中出现了七个标题,分别是: · Not enough sleep 睡眠不够

· Climate control 气候控制

· Less smoking 减少抽烟

· Genetic effects 基因影响

· A little older 年纪过大

· Mature mums 成熟的母亲

· Like marrying like 类似的两人结婚

46.In the US Nurses' Health Study,women who slept an average of 7 hours a night gained the least weight.

通过观察题干,可以发现有一个非常重要的信息词汇:slept,因此可以断定应该在小标题Not enough sleep下面的段落中寻找。

47.The reason why older mothers' children tend to be obese remains not entirely clear.

通过题干观察,older mothers是比较明显的信息词汇,通过比较小标题可以获知答案肯定在小标题A little older和Mature mums下面的段落中寻找,而且更为接近的是Mature mums。



2.仔细阅读题干,确定关键词

从题干中找出一个或多个信息量大、最具有提示作用的词,作为浏览文章、定位题目区域的依据。关键词一般包括三类: · 显性关键词:数字、年代、专有名词(人名、地名等)、连字符单词等

· 描述性名词

· 特殊的副词、形容词及其短语,比如比较级


例题:大纲样题

题干:A recent study found that most old people in some European countries had regular weekly contact with their adult children.

关键词:recent study,European countries,weekly contact





  3.定位相关单词

此次题型调整的说明中提及有的段落可能对应两题,但这应该是在理论上成立,实际解题中由于六级长篇阅读文章偏长,文章段落数大于十段,因此一段基本上只会对应一个观点论述,所以解题过程中可以采用关键词定位的方法。但是在解题过程中要注意题干具有三种模式: (1)原文词汇直接体现

(2)部分单词同义改写

(3)段落大意抽象概括

针对这种情况,建议解题过程中先关注具有明显特征的题干,如大写的人名、地名、时间、年代等,但要特别注意地点和时间的问题,因为地名可以有不同的表达方式,如Britain与UK,England为同一概念,1920s与20世纪早期,过去的20年与1990s等都是一致的。

对于段落大意的抽象概括题干,主要借助于对段落的理解,特别关注段首与段尾句,那是段落大意的主要体现。如果有小标题可以借助小标题,如果没有可以在没有出过题目的段落中寻找。

三、备考方略

长篇阅读题目较少,但是主要考查定位信息的能力,观点论述通常都是原文再现,有时候会出现原文的同义改写,并不需要考生根据文章事实信息进行大量的推导和引申。因此,考生可以利用原本六级的快速阅读真题进行演练。原本快速阅读需要大家定位后从四个选项中寻找正确答案,而现在只需要知道该题出自哪个段落,因此利用原本六级快速阅读真题应该是最有效的。与此同时,文章通常选自国外期刊杂志,因此各位考生可以利用业余时间浏览国外期刊,不是为了压题,更多是熟悉西方人的写作模式和思维方式,在考试中更加容易把握整体结构。

The Three-Year Solution

[A]Hartwick College,a small liberal-arts school in upstate New York,makes this offer to well-prepared students:earn your undergraduate degree in three years instead of four,and save about $43,000—the amount of one year's tuition and fees.A number of innovative colleges are making the same offer to students anxious about saving time and money.That's both an opportunity and a warning for the best higher-education system in the world.

[B]The United States has almost all of the world's best universities.A recent Chinese survey ranks 35 American universities among the top 50,eight among the top 10.Our research universities have been the key to developing the competitive advantages that help Americans produce 25% of all the world's wealth.In 2007,623,805 of the world's brightest students were attracted to American universities.

[C]Yet,there are signs of peril(危险)within American higher education.U.S.colleges have to compete in the marketplace.Students may choose among 6,000 public,private,nonprofit,for-profit,or religious institutions of higher learning.In addition,almost all of the $32 billion the federal government provides for university research is awarded competitively.

[D]But many colleges and universities are stuck in the past.For instance,the idea of the fall-to-spring“school year”hasn't changed much since before the American Revolution,when we were a nation of farmers and students put their books away to work the soil during the summer.That long summer stretch no longer makes sense.Former George Washington University president Stephen Trachtenberg estimates that a typical college uses its facilities for academic purposes a little more than half the calendar year.“While college facilities sit idle,they continue to generate maintenance expenses that contribute to the high cost of running a college,”he has written.

[E]Within academic departments,tenure(终身职位),combined with age-discrimination laws,makes faculty turnover—critical for a university to remain current in changing times—difficult.Instead of protecting speech and encouraging diversity and innovative thinking,the tenure system often stifles(压制)them:younger professors must win the approval of established colleagues for tenure,encouraging likemindedness and sometimes inhibiting the free flow of ideas.

[F]Meanwhile,tuition has soared,leaving graduating students with unprecedented loan debt.Strong campus presidents to manage these problems are becoming harder to find,and to keep.In fact,students now stay on campus almost as long as their presidents.The average amount of time students now take to complete an undergraduate degree has stretched to six years and seven months as students interrupted by work,inconvenienced by unavailable classes,or lured by one more football season find it hard to graduate.

[G]Congress has tried to help students with college costs through Pell Grants and other forms of tuition support.But some of their fixes have made the problem worse.The stack of congressional regulations governing federal student grants and loans now stands twice as tall as I do.Filling out these forms consumes 7% of every tuition dollar.

[H]For all of these reasons,some colleges like Hartwick are rethinking the old way of doing things and questioning decades-old assumptions about what a college degree means.For instance,why does it have to take four years to earn a diploma? This fall,16 first-year students and four second-year students at Hartwick enrolled in the school's new three-year degree program.According to the college,the plan is designed for high-ability,highly motivated students who wish to save money or to move along more rapidly toward advanced degrees.

[I]By eliminating that extra year,three-year degree students save 25% in costs.Instead of taking 30 credits a year,these students take 40.During January,Hartwick runs a four-week course during which students may earn three to four credits on or off campus,including a number of international sites.Summer courses are not required,but a student may enroll in them—and pay extra.Three-year students get first crack at course registration.There are no changes in the number of courses professors teach or in their pay.

[J]The three-year degree isn't a new idea.Geniuses have always breezed through.Judson College,a 350-student institution in Alabama,has offered students a three-year option for 40 years.Students attend“short terms”in May and June to earn the credits required for graduation.Bates College in Maine and Ball State University in Indiana are among other colleges offering three-year options.

[K]Changes at the high-school level are also helping to make it easier for many students to earn their undergraduate degrees in less time.One of five students arrives at college today with Advanced Placement(AP)credits amounting to a semester or more of college-level work.Many universities,including large schools like the University of Texas,make it easy for these AP students to graduate faster.

[L]For students who don't plan to stop with an undergraduate degree,the three-year plan may have an even greater appeal.Dr.John Sergent,head of Vanderbilt University Medical School's residency(住院医生)program,enrolled in Vanderbilt's undergraduate college in 1959.He entered medical school after only three years as did four or five of his classmates.“My first year of medical school counted as my senior year,which meant I had to take three to four labs a week to get all my sciences in.I basically skipped my senior year,”says Sergent.He still had time to be a student senator and meet his wife.

[M]There are,however,drawbacks to moving through school at such a brisk pace.For one,it deprives students of the luxury of time to roam(遨游)intellectually.Compressing everything into three years also leaves less time for growing up,engaging in extracurricular activities,and studying abroad.On crowded campuses it could mean fewer opportunities to get into a prized professor's class.Iowa's Waldorf College has graduated several hundred students in its three-year degree programs,but is now phasing out the option.Most Waldorf students wanted the full four-year experience—academically,socially,and athletically.And faculty members will be wary of any change that threatens the core curriculum in the name of moving students into the workforce.

[N]Adopting a three-year option will not come easily to most schools.Those that wish to tackle tradition and make American campuses more cost-conscious may find it easier to take Trachtenberg's advice:open campuses year-round.“You could run two complete colleges,with two complete faculties,”he says.“That's without cutting the length of students' vacations,increasing class sizes,or requiring faculty to teach more.”

[O]Whether they experiment with three-year degrees,offer year-round classes,challenge the tenure system—or all of the above—universities are slowly realizing that to stay competitive and relevant they must adapt to a rapidly changing world.

[P]Expanding the three-year option may be difficult,but it may be less difficult than asking Congress for additional financial help,asking legislators for more state support,or asking students for even higher tuition payments.Campuses willing to adopt convenient schedules along with more-focused,less-expensive degrees may find that they have a competitive advantage in attracting bright,motivated students.These sorts of innovations can help American universities avoid the perils of success.

Google's Plan for World's Biggest Online Library:Philanthropy Or Act of Piracy?

[A]In recent years,teams of workers dispatched by Google have been working hard to make digital copies of books.So far,Google has scanned more than 10 million titles from libraries in America and Europe—including half a million volumes held by the Bodleian in Oxford.The exact method it uses is unclear;the company does not allow outsiders to observe the process.

[B]Why is Google undertaking such a venture? Why is it even interested in all those out-of-print library books,most of which have been gathering dust on forgotten shelves for decades? The company claims its motives are essentially public-spirited.Its overall mission,after all,is to“organise the world's information”,so it would be odd if that information did not include books.

[C]The company likes to present itself as having lofty aspirations.“This really isn't about making money.We are doing this for the good of society.”As Santiago de la Mora,head of Google Books for Europe,puts it:“By making it possible to search the millions of books that exist today,we hope to expand the frontiers of human knowledge.”

[D]Dan Clancy,the chief architect of Google Books,does seem genuine in his conviction that this is primarily a philanthropic(慈善的)exercise.“Google's core business is search and find,so obviously what helps improve Google's search engine is good for Google,”he says.“But we have never built a spreadsheet(电子数据表)outlining the financial benefits of this,and I have never had to justify the amount I am spending to the company's founders.”

[E]It is easy,talking to Clancy and his colleagues,to be swept along by their missionary passion.But Google's book-scanning project is proving controversial.Several opponents have recently emerged,ranging from rival tech giants such as Microsoft and Amazon to small bodies representing authors and publishers across the world.In broad terms,these opponents have levelled two sets of criticisms at Google.

[F]First,they have questioned whether the primary responsibility for digitally archiving the world's books should be allowed to fall to a commercial company.In a recent essay in the New York Review of Books,Robert Darnton,the head of Harvard University's library,argued that because such books are a common resource—the possession of us all—only public,not-for-profit bodies should be given the power to control them.

[G]The second related criticism is that Google's scanning of books is actually illegal.This allegation has led to Google becoming mired in(陷入)a legal battle whose scope and complexity makes the Jarndyce and Jarndyce case in Charles Dickens' Bleak House look straightforward.

[H]At its centre,however,is one simple issue:that of copyright.The inconvenient fact about most books,to which Google has arguably paid insufficient attention,is that they are protected by copyright.Copyright laws differ from country to country,but in general protection extends for the duration of an author's life and for a substantial period afterwards,thus allowing the author's heirs to benefit.(In Britain and America,this post-death period is 70 years.)This means,of course,that almost all of the books published in the 20th century are still under copyright—and the last century saw more books published than in all previous centuries combined.Of the roughly 40 million books in US libraries,for example,an estimated 32 million are in copyright.Of these,some 27 million are out of print.

[I]Outside the US,Google has made sure only to scan books that are out of copyright and thus in the“public domain”(works such as the Bodleian's first edition of Middlemarch,which anyone can read for free on Google Books Search).

[J]But,within the US,the company has scanned both in-copyright and out-of-copyright works.In its defence,Google points out that it displays only small segments of books that are in copyright—arguing that such displays are“fair use”.But critics allege that by making electronic copies of these books without first seeking the permission of copyright holders,Google has committed piracy.

[K]“The key principle of copyright law has always been that works can be copied only once authors have expressly given their permission,”says Piers Blofeld,of the Sheil Land literary agency in London.“Google has reversed this—it has simply copied all these works without bothering to ask.”

[L]In 2005,the Authors Guild of America,together with a group of US publishers,launched a class action suit(集体诉讼)against Google that,after more than two years of negotiation,ended with an announcement last October that Google and the claimants had reached an out-of-court settlement.The full details are complicated—the text alone runs to 385 pages—and trying to summarise it is no easy task.“Part of the problem is that it is basically incomprehensible,”says Blofeld,one of the settlement's most vocal British critics.

[M]Broadly,the deal provides a mechanism for Google to compensate authors and publishers whose rights it has breached(including giving them a share of any future revenue it generates from their works).In exchange for this,the rights holders agree not to sue Google in future.

[N]This settlement hands Google the power—but only with the agreement of individual rights holders—to exploit its database of out-of-print books.It can include them in subscription deals sold to libraries or sell them individually under a consumer licence.It is these commercial provisions that are proving the settlement's most controversial aspect.

[O]Critics point out that,by giving Google the right to commercially exploit its database,the settlement paves the way for a subtle shift in the company's role from provider of information to seller.“Google's business model has always been to provide information for free,and sell advertising on the basis of the traffic this generates,”points out James Grimmelmann,associate professor at New York Law School.Now,he says,because of the settlement's provisions,Google could become a significant force in bookselling.

[P]Interest in this aspect of the settlement has focused on“orphan”works,where there is no known copyright holder—these make up an estimated 5-10% of the books Google has scanned.Under the settlement,when no rights holders come forward and register their interest in a work,commercial control automatically reverts to Google.Google will be able to display up to 20% of orphan works for free,include them in its subscription deals to libraries and sell them to individual buyers under the consumer licence.

[Q]It is by no means certain that the settlement will be enacted(执行)—it is the subject of a fairness hearing in the US courts.But if it is enacted,Google will in effect be off the hook as far as copyright violations in the US are concerned.Many people are seriously concerned by this—and the company is likely to face challenges in other courts around the world.

[R]No one knows the precise use Google will make of the intellectual property it has gained by scanning the world's library books,and the truth,as Gleick,an American science writer and member of the Authors Guild,points out,is that the company probably doesn't even know itself.But what is certain is that,in some way or other,Google's entrance into digital bookselling will have a significant impact on the book world in the years to come.

Into the Unknown

The world has never seen population ageing before.Can it cope?

[A]Until the early 1990s nobody much thought about whole populations getting older.The UN had the foresight to convene a“world assembly on ageing”back in 1982,but that came and went.By 1994 the World Bank had noticed that something big was happening.In a report entitled“Averting the Old Age Crisis”,it argued that pension arrangements in most countries were unsustainable.

[B]For the next ten years a succession of books,mainly by Americans,sounded the alarm.They had titles like Young vs Old,Gray Dawn and The Coming Generational Storm,and their message was blunt:health-care systems were heading for the rocks,pensioners were taking young people to the cleaners,and soon there would be intergenerational warfare.

[C]Since then the debate has become less emotional,not least because a lot more is known about the subject.Books,conferences and research papers have multiplied.International organisations such as the OECD and the EU issue regular reports.Population ageing is on every agenda,from G8 economic conferences to NATO summits.The World Economic Forum plans to consider the future of pensions and health care at its prestigious Davos conference early next year.The media,including this newspaper,are giving the subject extensive coverage.

[D]Whether all that attention has translated into sufficient action is another question.Governments in rich countries now accept that their pension and health-care promises will soon become unaffordable,and many of them have embarked on reforms,but so far only timidly.That is not surprising:politicians with an eye on the next election will hardly rush to introduce unpopular measures that may not bear fruit for years,perhaps decades.

[E]The outline of the changes needed is clear.To avoid fiscal(财政)meltdown,public pensions and health-care provision will have to be reined back severely and taxes may have to go up.By far the most effective method to restrain pension spending is to give people the opportunity to work longer,because it increases tax revenues and reduces spending on pensions at the same time.It may even keep them alive longer.John Rother,the AARP's head of policy and strategy,points to studies showing that other things being equal,people who remain at work have lower death rates than their retired peers.

[F]Younger people today mostly accept that they will have to work for longer and that their pensions will be less generous.Employers still need to be persuaded that older workers are worth holding on to.That may be because they have had plenty of younger ones to choose from,partly thanks to the post-war baby-boom and partly because over the past few decades many more women have entered the labour force,increasing employers' choice.But the reservoir of women able and willing to take up paid work is running low,and the baby-boomers are going grey.

[G]In many countries immigrants have been filling such gaps in the labour force as have already emerged(and remember that the real shortage is still around ten years off).Immigration in the developed world is the highest it has ever been,and it is making a useful difference.In still-fertile America it currently accounts for about 40% of total population growth,and in fast-ageing western Europe for about 90%.

[H]On the face of it,it seems the perfect solution.Many developing countries have lots of young people in need of jobs;many rich countries need helping hands that will boost tax revenues and keep up economic growth.But over the next few decades labour forces in rich countries are set to shrink so much that inflows of immigrants would have to increase enormously to compensate:to at least twice their current size in western Europe's most youthful countries,and three times in the older ones.Japan would need a large multiple of the few immigrants it has at present.Public opinion polls show that people in most rich countries already think that immigration is too high.Further big increases would be politically unfeasible.

[I]To tackle the problem of ageing populations at its root,“old”countries would have to rejuvenate(使年轻)themselves by having more of their own children.A number of them have tried,some more successfully than others.But it is not a simple matter of offering financial incentives or providing more child care.Modern urban life in rich countries is not well adapted to large families.Women find it hard to combine family and career.They often compromise by having just one child.

[J]And if fertility in ageing countries does not pick up? It will not be the end of the world,at least not for quite a while yet,but the world will slowly become a different place.Older societies may be less innovative and more strongly disinclined to take risks than younger ones.By 2025 at the latest,about half the voters in America and most of those in western European countries will be over 50—and older people turn out to vote in much greater number than younger ones.Academic studies have found no evidence so far that older voters have used their power at the ballot box to push for policies that specifically benefit them,though if in future there are many more of them they might start doing so.

[K]Nor is there any sign of the intergenerational warfare predicted in the 1990s.After all,older people themselves mostly have families.In a recent study of parents and grown-up children in 11 European countries,Karsten Hank of Mannheim University found that 85% of them lived within 25km of each other and the majority of them were in touch at least once a week.

[L]Even so,the shift in the centre of gravity to older age groups is bound to have a profound effect on societies,not just economically and politically but in all sorts of other ways too.Richard Jackson and Neil Howe of America's CSIS,in a thoughtful book called The Graying of the Great Powers,argue that,among other things,the ageing of the developed countries will have a number of serious security implications.

[M]For example,the shortage of young adults is likely to make countries more reluctant to commit the few they have to military service.In the decades to 2050,America will find itself playing an ever-increasing role in the developed world's defence effort.Because America's population will still be growing when that of most other developed countries is shrinking,America will be the only developed country that still matters geopolitically(地缘政治上).



  Ask me in 2020

[N]There is little that can be done to stop population ageing,so the world will have to live with it.But some of the consequences can be alleviated.Many experts now believe that given the right policies,the effects,though grave,need not be catastrophic.Most countries have recognised the need to do something and are beginning to act.

[O]But even then there is no guarantee that their efforts will work.What is happening now is historically unprecedented.Ronald Lee,director of the Centre on the Economics and Demography of Ageing at the University of California,Berkeley,puts it briefly and clearly:“We don't really know what population ageing will be like,because nobody has done it yet.”

Obama's success isn't all good news for black Americans

[A]As Erin White watched the election results head towards victory for Barack Obama,she felt a burden lifting from her shoulders.“In that one second,it was a validation for my whole race,”she recalls.

[B]“I've always been an achiever,”says White,who is studying for an MBA at Vanderbilt University in Nashville,Tennessee.“But there had always been these things in the back of my mind questioning whether I really can be who I want.It was like a shadow,following me around saying you can only go so far.Now it's like a barrier has been let down.”White's experience is what many psychologists had expected—that Obama would prove to be a powerful role model for African Americans.Some hoped his rise to prominence would have a big impact on white Americans,too,challenging those who still harbour racist sentiments.“The traits that characterise him are very contradictory to the racial stereotypes that black people are aggressive and uneducated,”says Ashby Plant of Florida State University.“He's very intelligent and eloquent.”


Sting in the tail

[C]Ashby Plant is one of a number of psychologists who seized on Obama's candidacy to test hypotheses about the power of role models.Their work is already starting to reveal how the“Obama effect”is changing people's views and behaviour.Perhaps surprisingly,it is not all good news:there is a sting in the tail of the Obama effect.

[D]But first the good news.Barack Obama really is a positive role model for African Americans,and he was making an impact even before he got to the White House.Indeed,the Obama effect can be surprisingly immediate and powerful,as Ray Friedman of Vanderbilt University and his colleagues discovered.


Dramatic shift

[E]What can explain this dramatic shift? At the start of the test,the participants had to declare their race and were told their results would be used to assess their strengths and weaknesses.This should have primed the subjects with“stereotype threat”—an anxiety that their results will confirm negative stereotypes,which has been shown to damage the performance of African Americans.Obama's successes seemed to act as a shield against this.“We suspect they felt inspired and energised by his victory,so the stereotype threat wouldn't prove a distraction,”says Friedman.


Lingering racism

[F]If the Obama effect is positive for African Americans,how is it affecting their white compatriots(同胞)? Is the experience of having a charismatic(有魅力的)black president modifying lingering racist attitudes? There is no easy way to measure racism directly;instead psychologists assess what is known as“implicit bias”,using a computer-based test that measures how quickly people associate positive and negative words—such as“love”or“evil”—with photos of black or white faces.A similar test can also measure how quickly subjects associate stereotypical traits—such as athletic skills or mental ability—with a particular group.

[G]In a study that will appear in the Journal of Experimental Social Psychology,Plant's team tested 229 students during the height of the Obama fever.They found that implicit bias has fallen by as much as 90% compared with the level found in a similar study in 2006.“That's an unusually large drop,”Plant says.While the team can't be sure their results are due solely to Obama,they also showed that those with the lowest bias were likely to subconsciously associate black skin colour with political words such as“government”or“president”.This suggests that Obama was strongly on their mind,says Plant.


Drop in bias

[H]Brian Nosek of the University of Virginia in Charlottesville,who runs a website that measures implicit bias using similar test,has also observed a small drop in bias in the 700,000 visitors to the site since January 2007,which might be explained by Obama's rise to popularity.However,his preliminary results suggest that change will be much slower coming than Plant's results suggest.


Talking honestly

[I]“People now have the opportunity of expressing support for Obama every day,”says Daniel Effron at Stanford University in California.“Our research arouses the concern that people may now be more likely to raise negative views of African Americans.”On the other hand,he says,it may just encourage people to talk more honestly about their feelings regarding race issues,which may not be such a bad thing.

[J]Another part of the study suggests far more is at stake than the mere expression of views.The Obama effect may have a negative side.Just one week after Obama was elected president,participants were less ready to support policies designed to address racial inequality than they had been two weeks before the election.


Huge obstacles

[K]It could,of course,also be that Obama's success helps people to forget that a disproportionate number of black Americans still live in poverty and face huge obstacles when trying to overcome these circumstances.“Barack Obama's family is such a salient(出色的)image,we generalise it and fail to see the larger picture—that there's injustice in every aspect of American life,”says Cheryl Kaiser of the University of Washington in Seattle.Those trying to address issues of racial inequality need to constantly remind people of the inequalities that still exist to counteract the Obama's effect,she says.

[L]Though Plant's findings were more positive,she too warns against thinking that racism and racial inequalities are no longer a problem.“The last thing I want is for people to think everything's solved.”

[M]These findings do not only apply to Obama,or even just to race.They should hold for any role model in any country.“There's no reason we wouldn't have seen the same effect on our views of women if Hillary Clinton or Sarah Palin had been elected,”says Effron.So the election of a female leader might have a downside for other women.


Beyond race

[N]We also don't yet know how long the Obama effect—both its good side and its bad—will last.Political sentiment is notoriously changeable:What if things begin to go wrong for Obama,and his popularity slumps?

[O]And what if Americans become so familiar with having Obama as their president that they stop considering his race altogether?“Over time he might become his own entity,”says Plant.This might seem like the ultimate defeat for racism,but ignoring the race of certain select individuals—a phenomenon that psychologists call subtyping—also has an insidious(隐伏的)side.“We think it happens to help people preserve their beliefs,so they can still hold on to the previous stereotypes.”That could turn out to be the cruellest of all the twists to the Obama effect.

Bosses Say ‘Yes’ to Home Work

[A]Rising costs of office space,time lost to stressful commuting,and a slow recognition that workers have lives beyond the office—all are strong arguments for letting staff work from home.For the small business,there are additional benefits too—staff are more productive,and happier,enabling firms to keep their headcounts(员工数)and their recruitment costs to a minimum.It can also provide a competitive advantage,especially when small businesses want to attract new staff but don't have the budget to offer huge salaries.

[B]While company managers have known about the benefits for a long time,many have done little about it,sceptical of whether they could trust their employees to work to full capacity without supervision,or concerned about the additional expenses teleworking policies might incur as staff start charging their home phone bills to the business.

[C]Yet this is now changing.When communications provider Inter-Tel researched the use of remote working solutions among small-and medium-sized UK businesses in April this year,it found that 28% more companies claimed to have introduced flexible working practices than a year ago.The UK network of Business Links confirms that it too has seen a growing interest in remote working solutions from small businesses seeking its advice,and claims that as many as 60-70% of the businesses that come through its doors now offer some form of remote working support to their workforces.

[D]Technology advances,including the widespread availability of broadband,are making the introduction of remote working a piece of cake.“If systems are set up properly,staff can have access to all the resources they have in the office wherever they have an internet connection,”says Andy Poulton,e-business advisor at Business Link for Berkshire and Wiltshire.“There are some very exciting developments which have enabled this.”

[E]One is the availability of broadband everywhere,which now covers almost all of the country(BT claims that,by July,99.8% of its exchanges will be broadband enabled,with alternative plans in place for even the most remote exchanges).“This is the enabler.”Poulton says.

[F]Yet while broadband has come down in price too,those service providers targeting the business market warn against consumer services masquerading(伪装)as business-friendly broadband.“Broadband is available for as little as ￡15 a month,but many businesses fail to appreciate the hidden costs of such a service,”says Neil Stephenson,sales and marketing director at Onyx Internet,an internet service provider based in the north-east of England.“Providers offering broadband for rock-bottom prices are notorious for poor service,with regular breakdowns and heavily congested(拥堵的)networks.It is always advisable for businesses to look beyond the price tag and look for a business-only provider that can offer more reliability,with good support.”Such services don't cost too much—quality services can be found for upwards of ￡30 a month.

[G]The benefits of broadband to the occasional home worker are that they can access email in real time,and take full advantage of services such as internet-based backup or even internet-based phone services.

[H]Internet-based telecoms,or VoIP(Voice over IP),to give it its technical title,is an interesting tool to any business supporting remote working,not necessarily because of the promise of free or reduced price phone calls(which experts point out is misleading for the average business),but because of the sophisticated voice services that can be exploited by the remote worker—facilities such as voicemail and call forwarding,which provide a continuity of the company image for customers and business partners.

[I]By law,companies must“consider seriously”requests to work flexibly made by a parent with a child under the age of six,or a disabled child under 18.It was the need to accommodate employees with young children that motivated accountancy firm Wright Vigar to begin promoting teleworking recently.The company,which needed to upgrade its IT infrastructure to provide connectivity with a new,second office,decided to introduce support for remote working at the same time.

[J]Marketing director Jack O'Hern explains that the company has a relatively young workforce,many of whom are parents:“One of the triggers was when one of our tax managers returned from maternity leave.She was intending to work part time,but could only manage one day a week in the office due to childcare.By offering her the ability to work from home,we have doubled her capacity—now she works a day a week from home,and a day in the office.This is great for her,and for us as we retain someone highly qualified.”

[K]For Wright Vigar,which has now equipped all of its fee-earners to be able to work at maximum productivity when away from the offices(whether that's from home,or while on the road),this strategy is not just about saving on commute time or cutting them loose from the office,but enabling them to work more flexible hours that fit around their home life.

[L]O'Hern says:“Although most of our work is client-based and must fit around this,we can't see any reason why a parent can't be on hand to deal with something important at home,if they have the ability to complete a project later in the day.”Supporting this new way of working came with a price,though.Although the firm was updating its systems anyway,the company spent 10-15% more per user to equip them with a laptop rather than a PC,and about the same to upgrade to a server that would enable remote staff to connect to the company networks and access all their usual resources.

[N]Although Wright Vigar hasn't yet quantified the business benefits,it claims that,in addition to being able to retain key staff with young families,it is able to save fee-earners a substantial amount of“dead”time in their working days.That staff can do this without needing a fixed telephone line provides even more efficiency savings.“With Wi-Fi(fast,wireless internet connections)popping up all over the place,even on trains,our fee-earners can be productive as they travel,and between meetings,instead of having to kill time at the shops,”he adds.

[O]The company will also be able to avoid the expense of having to relocate staff to temporary offices for several weeks when it begins disruptive office renovations(翻新)soon.

[P]Financial recruitment specialist Lynne Hargreaves knows exactly how much her firm has saved by adopting a teleworking strategy,which has involved handing her company's data management over to a remote hosting company,Datanet,so it can be accessible by all the company's consultants over broadband internet connections.

[Q]It has enabled the company to dispense with its business premises altogether,following the realisation that it just didn't need them any more.“The main motivation behind adopting home working was to increase my own productivity,as a single mum to an 11-year-old,”says Hargreaves.“But I soon realized that,as most of our business is done on the phone,email and at off-site meetings,we didn't need our offices at all.We're now saving ￡16,000 a year on rent,plus the cost of utilities,not to mention what would have been spent on commuting.”

Helicopter Moms vs.Free-Range Kids

[A]Would you let your fourth-grader ride public transportation without an adult? Probably not.Still,when Lenore Skenazy,a columnist for the New York Sun,wrote about letting her son take the subway alone to get back to her Manhattan home from a department store on the Upper East Side,she didn't expect to get hit with a wave of criticism from readers.

[B]“Long story short:My son got home,overjoyed with independence,”Skenazy wrote on April 4 in the New York Sun.“Long story longer:Half the people I've told this episode to now want to turn me in for child abuse.As if keeping kids under lock and key and cell phone and careful watch is the right way to rear kids.It's not.It's debilitating(使虚弱)—for us and for them.”

[C]Online message boards were soon full of people both applauding and condemning Skenazy's decision to let her son go it alone.She wound up defending herself on CNN(accompanied by her son)and on popular blogs like the Huffington Post,where her follow-up piece was ironically headlined“More From America's Worst Mom.”

[D]The episode has ignited another one of those debates that divides parents into vocal opposing camps.Are Modern parents needlessly overprotective,or is the world a more complicated and dangerous place than it was when previous generations were allowed to wander about unsupervised?

[E]From the“she's an irresponsible mother”camp came:“Shame on you for being so careless about his safety,”in comments on the Huffington Post.And there was this from a mother of four:“How would you have felt if he didn't come home?”But Skenazy got a lot of support,too,with women and men writing in with stories about how they were allowed to take trips all by themselves at seven or eight.She also got heaps of praise for bucking the“helicopter parent”trend:“Good for this Mom,”one commenter wrote on the Huffington Post.“This is a much-needed reality check.”

[F]Last week,encouraged by all the attention,Skenazy started her own blog—Free Range kids—promoting the idea that modern children need some of the same independence that her generation had.In the good old days nine-year-old baby boomers rode their bikes to school,walked to the store,took buses—and even subways—all by themselves.Her blog,she says,is dedicated to sensible parenting.“At Free Range Kids,we believe in safe kids.We believe in car seats and safety belts.We do NOT believe that every time school-age children go outside,they need a security guard.”

[G]So why are some parents so nervous about letting their children out of their sight? Are cities and towns less safe and kids more vulnerable to crimes like child kidnap and sexual abuse than they were in previous generations?

[H]Not exactly.New York City,for instance,is safer than it's ever been;it's ranked 136th in crime among all American cities.Nationwide,stranger kidnaps are extremely rare;there's a one-in-a-million chance a child will be taken by a stranger,according to the Justice Department.And 90 percent of sexual abuse cases are committed by someone the child knows.Mortality rates from all causes,including disease and accidents,for American children are lower now than they were 25 years' ago.According to Child Trends,a nonprofit research group,between 1980 and 2003 death rates dropped by 44 percent for children aged 5 to 14 and 32 percent for teens aged 15 to 19.

[I]Then there's the whole question of whether modern parents are more watchful and nervous about safety than previous generations.Yes,some are.Part of the problem is that with wall-to-wall Internet and cable news,every missing childcase gets so much airtime that it's not surprising even normal parental anxiety can be amplified.And many middle-class parents have gotten used to managing their children's time and shuttling them to various enriching activities,so the idea of letting them out on their own can seem like a risk.Back in 1972,when many of today's parents were kids,87 percent of children who lived within a mile of school walked or biked every day.But today,the Centers for Disease Control report that only 13 percent of children bike,walk or otherwise get themselves to school.

[J]The extra supervision is both a city and a suburb phenomenon.Parents are worried about crime,and they are worried about kids getting caught in traffic in a city that's not used to pedestrians.On the other hand,there are still plenty of kids whose parents give them a lot of independence,by choice or by necessity.The After School Alliance finds that more than 14 million kids aged 5 to 17 are responsible for taking care of themselves after school.Only 6.5 million kids participate in organized programs.“Many children who have working parents have to take the subway or bus to get to school.Many do this by themselves because they have no other way to get to the schools,”says Dr.Richard Gallagher,director of the Parenting Institute at the New York University Child Study Center.

[K]For those parents who wonder how and when they should start allowing their kids more freedom,there's no clear-cut answer.Child experts discourage a one-size-fits-all approach to parenting.What's right for Skenazy's nine-year-old could be inappropriate for another one.It all depends on developmental issues,maturity,and the psychological and emotional makeup of that child.Several factors must be taken into account,says Gallagher.“The ability to follow parent guidelines,the child's level of comfort in handling such situations,and a child's general judgment should be weighed.”

[L]Gallagher agrees with Skenazy that many nine-year-olds are ready for independence like taking public transportation alone.“At certain times of the day,on certain routes,the subways are generally safe for these children,especially if they have grown up in the city and have been taught how to be safe,how to obtain help if they are concerned for their safety,and how to avoid unsafe situations by being watchful and on their toes.”

[M]But even with more traffic and fewer sidewalks,modern parents do have one advantage their parents didn't:the cell phone.Being able to check in with a child anytime goes a long way toward relieving parental anxiety and may help parents loosen their control a little sooner.Skenazy got a lot of criticism because she didn't give her kid her cell phone because she thought he'd lose it and wanted him to learn to go it alone without depending on mom—a major principle of free-range parenting.But most parents are more than happy to use cell phones to keep track of their kids.

[N]And for those who like the idea of free-range kids but still struggle with their inner helicopter parent,there may be a middle way.A new generation of GPS cell phones with tracking software make it easier than ever to follow a child's every movement via the Internet—without seeming to interfere or hover.Of course,when they go to college,they might start objecting to being monitored as they're on parole(假释).

Supersize Surprise

[A]Ask anyone why there is an obesity epidemic and they will tell you that it's all down to eating too much and burning too few calories.That explanation appeals to common sense and has dominated efforts to get to the root of the obesity epidemic and reverse it.Yet obesity researchers are increasingly dissatisfied with it.Many now believe that something else must have changed in our environment to precipitate(促成)such dramatic rises in obesity over the past 40 years or so.Nobody is saying that the“big two”—reduced physical activity and increased availability of food—are not important contributors to the epidemic,but they cannot explain it all.Earlier this year a review paper by 20 obesity experts set out the 7 most plausible alternative explanations for the epidemic.Here they are.


Not enough sleep

[B]It is widely believed that sleep is for the brain,not the body.Could a shortage of shut-eye also be helping to make us fat? Several large-scale studies suggest there may be a link.People who sleep less than 7 hours a night tend to have a higher body mass index than people who sleep more,according to data gathered by the US National Health and Nutrition Examination Survey.Similarly,the US Nurses' Health Study,which tracked 68,000 women for 16 years,found that those who slept an average of 5 hours a night gained more weight during the study period than women who slept 6 hours,who in turn gained more than those who slept 7.

[C]It's well known that obesity impairs sleep,so perhaps people get fat first and sleep less afterwards.But the nurses' study suggests that it can work in the other direction too:sleep loss may precipitate weight gain.Although getting figures is difficult,it appears that we really are sleeping less.In 1960 people in the US slept an average of 8.5 hours per night.A 2002 poll by the National Sleep Foundation suggests that the average has fallen to under 7 hours,and the decline is mirrored by the increase in obesity.


Climate control

[D]We humans,like all warm-blooded animals,can keep our core body temperatures pretty much constant regardless of what's going on in the world around us.We do this by altering our metabolic(新陈代新的)rate,shivering or sweating.Keeping warm and staying cool take energy unless we are in the“thermo-neutral zone”,which is increasingly where we choose to live and work.

[E]There is no denying that ambient temperatures(环境温度)have changed in the past few decades.Between 1970 and 2000,the average British home warmed from a chilly 13℃ to 18℃.In the US,the changes have been at the other end of the thermometer as the proportion of homes with air conditionings rose from 23% to 47% between 1978 and 1997.In the southern states—where obesity rates tend to be highest—the number of houses with air conditioning has shot up to 71% from 37% in 1978.

[F]Could air conditioning in summer and heating in winter really make a difference to our weight? Sadly,there is some evidence that it does at least with regard to heating.Studies show that in comfortable temperatures we use less energy.


Less smoking

[G]Bad news:smokers really do tend to be thinner than the rest of us,and quitting really does pack on the pounds,though no one isn't sure why.It probably has something to do with the fact that nicotine(尼古丁)is an appetite suppressant and appears to up your metabolic rate.

[H]Katherine Flegal and colleagues at the US National Center for Health Statistics in Hyattsville,Maryland,have calculated that people kicking the habit have been responsible for a small but significant portion of the US epidemic of fatness.From data collected around 1991 by the US National Health and Nutrition Examination Survey,they worked out that people who had quit in the previous decade were much more likely to be overweight than smokers and people who had never smoked.Among men,for example,nearly half of quitters were overweight compared with 37% of non-smokers and only 28% of smokers.


Genetic effects

[I]Your chances of becoming fat may be set,at least in part,before you were even born.Children of obese mothers are much more likely to become obese themselves later in life.Offspring of mice fed a high-fat diet during pregnancy are much more likely to become fat than the offspring of identical mice fed a normal diet.Intriguingly,the effect persists for two or three generations.Grand-children of mice fed a high-fat diet grow up fat even if their own mother is fed normally—so your fate may have been sealed even before you were conceived.

A little older...

[J]Some groups of people just happen to be fatter than others.Surveys carried out by the US National Center for Health Statistics found that adults aged 40 to 79 were around three times as likely to be obese as younger people.Non-white females also tend to fall at the fatter end of the spectrum:Mexican-American women are 30% more likely than white women to be obsess,and black women have twice the risk.

[K]In the US,these groups account for an increasing percentage of the population.Between 1970 and 2000 the US population aged 35 to 44 grew by 43%.The proportion of Hispanic-Americans also grew,from under 5% to 12.5% of the population,while the proportion of black Americans increased from 11% to 12.3%.These changes may account in part for the increased prevalence of obesity.


Mature mums

[L]Mothers around the world are getting older.In the UK,the mean age for having a first child is 27.3,compared with 23.7 in 1970.Mean age at first birth in the US has also increased,rising from 21.4 in 1970 to 24.9 in 2000.

[M]This would be neither here nor there if it weren't for the observation that having an older mother seems to be an independent risk factor for obesity.Results from the US National Heart,Lung and Blood Institute's study found that the odds of a child being obese increase 14% for every five extra years of their mother's age,though why this should be so is not entirely clear.

[N]Michael Symonds at the university of Nottingham,UK,found that firstborn children have more fat than younger ones.As family size decreases,firstborns account for a greater share of the population.In 1964,British women gave birth to an average of 2.95 children;by 2005 that figure had fallen to 1.79.In the US in 1976,9.6% of woman in their 40s had only one child;in 2004 it was 17.4%.This combination of older mothers and more single children could be contributing to the obesity epidemic.


Like marrying like

[O]Just as people pair off according to looks,so they do for size.Lean people are more likely to marry lean and fat more likely to marry fat.On its own,like marrying like cannot account for any increase in obesity.But combined with others—particularly the fact that obesity is partly genetic,and that heavier people have more children—it amplifies the increase from other causes.

What Will the World Be Like in Fifty Years?

[A]This week some top scientists,including Nobel Prize winners,gave their vision of how the world will look in 2056,from gas-powered cars to extraordinary health advances.John Ingham reports on what the world's finest minds believe our futures will be.For those of us lucky enough to live that long,2056 will be a world of almost perpetual youth,where obesity is a remote memory and robots become our companions.We will be rubbing shoulders with aliens and colonizing outer space.Better still,our descendants might at last live in a world at peace with itself.

[B]The prediction is that we will have found a source of inexhaustible,safe,green energy,and that science will have killed off religion.If they are right we will have removed two of the main causes of war—our dependence on oil and religious prejudice.Will we really,as today's scientists claim,be able to live for ever or at least cheat the ageing process so that the average person lives to 150?

[C]Of course,all these predictions come with a scientific health warning.Harvard professor Steven Pinker says:“This is an invitation to look foolish,as with the predictions of domed cities and nuclear-powered vacuum cleaners that were made 50 years ago.”


Living longer

[D]Anthony Atala,director of the Wake Forest Institute in North Carolina,believes failing organs will be repaired by injecting cells into the body.They will naturally go straight to the injury and help heal it.A system of injections without needles could also slow the ageing process by using the same process to“tune”cells.

[E]Bruce Lahn,professor of human genetics at the University of Chicago,anticipates the ability to produce“unlimited supplies”of transplantable human organs without the need for human donors.These organs would be grown in animals such as pigs.When a patient needed a new organ,such as a kidney,the surgeon would contact a commercial organ producer,give him the patient's immunological profile and would then be sent a kidney with the correct tissue type.

[F]Richard Miller,a professor at the University of Michigan,thinks scientist could develop“authentic anti-ageing drugs”by working out how cells in larger animals such as whales and humans resist many forms of injuries.He says:“It is now routine,in laboratory mammals,to extend lifespan by about 40%.Turning on the same protective systems in people should,by 2056,create the first class of 100-year-olds who are as vigorous and productive as today's people in their 60s.”


Aliens

[G]Chris Mckay,a planetary scientist at NASA's Ames Research Center,believes that in 50 years we may find evidence of alien life in the ancient permanent frost of Mars or on other planers.He adds:There is even a chance we will find alien life forms here on Earth.It might be as different as English is to Chinese.

[H]Princeton professor Freeman Dyson thinks it “likely”that life from outer space will be discovered before 2056 because the tools for finding it,such as optical and radio detection and data processing,are improving.He says:“As soon as the first evidence is found,we will know what to look for and additional discoveries are likely to follow quickly.Such discoveries are likely to have revolutionary consequences for biology,astronomy and philosophy.They may also change the way we look at ourselves and our place in the universe.”


Colonies in space

[I]Richard Gott,professor of astrophysics at Princeton,hopes man will set up a self-sufficient colony on Mars,which would be a“life insurance policy against whatever catastrophes,natural or otherwise,might occur on Earth.”“The real space race is whether we will colonise off Earth on to other worlds before money for the space programme runs out.”


Spinal injuries

[J]Ellen Heber-Katz,a professor at the Wistar Institute in Philadelphia,foresees cures for injuries causing paralysis such as the one that afflicted Superman star Christopher Reeve.She says:“I believe that the day is not far off when we will be able to prescribe drugs that cause severed(断裂的)spinal cords to heal,hearts to regenerate and lost limbs to regrow.”

[K]“People will come to expect that injured or diseased organs are meant to be repaired from within,in much the same way that we fix an appliance or automobile:by replacing the damaged part with a manufacturer-certified new part.”She predicts that within 5 to 10 years fingers and toes will be regrown and limbs will start to be regrown a few years later.Repairs to the nervous system will start with optic nerves and,in time,the spinal cord.“Within 50 years whole body replacement will be routine,”prof.Heber-Katz adds.


Obesity

[L]Sydney Brenner,senior distinguished fellow of the Crick-Jacobs Center in California,won the 2002 Nobel Prize for Medicine and says that if there is a global disaster some humans will survive—and evolution will favor small people with bodies large enough to support the required amount of brain power.“Obesity,”he says,“will have been solved.”


Robots

[M]Rodney Brooks,professor of robotics at MIT,says the problems of developing artificial intelligence for robots will be at least partly overcome.As a result,“the possibilities for robots working with people will open up immensely”.


Energy

[N]Bill Joy,green technology expert in California,says:“The most significant breakthrough would be to have an inexhaustible source of safe,green energy that is substantially cheaper than any existing energy source.”Ideally,such a source would be safe in that it could not be made into weapons and would not make hazardous or toxic waste or carbon dioxide,the main greenhouse gas blamed for global warming.


Society

[O]Geoffrey Miller,evolutionary psychologist at the University of New Mexico says:“The US will follow the UK in realizing that religion is not a prerequisite(前提)for ordinary human decency.”“Thus,science will kill religion—not by reason challenging faith but by offering a more practical,universal and rewarding moral framework for human interaction.”He also predicts that“absurdly wasteful”displays of wealth will become unfashionable while the importance of close-knit communities and families will become clearer.

第一节 高分攻略

一、最新大纲

仔细阅读在整个六级考试中占据着举足轻重的地位。这个部分的准确率直接关系到考生能否通过考试或取得理想的成绩。新改革的六级考试中,阅读理解部分要求在20分钟左右的时间内完成两篇文章后的10道题目,占总分的20%。文章长度通常为450词左右。文章基本上都选自国外期刊杂志,虽然有所改动,但整体脉络符合西方人的写作思维,考生在解题中仍可以根据文章的组织结构来猜测全文的含义,解题原则和方法没有发生太多的变化。

二、权威解析

(一)题型分析

1.主旨题

1)出题形式

六级阅读中,主旨题主要测试考生对文章或段落主题大意的把握,要求考生能概括出文章的中心思想,或选定最佳标题,或总结作者写作目的。主要的出题形式有: ·What's the best title for this passage?

·What is the main idea/topic/subject/theme/central idea of the passage?

·The author's purpose of writing this passage is to______.

·Which of the following statement can best sum up the passage?

·The passage centers on______.

2)解题思路

任何一篇阅读理解文章都有一个中心思想。尽管绝大多数阅读文章是从一篇较长的文章中节选的,但节选部分须自成一体,中心突出。从理论上来讲,主旨题是各类题型中要求最高的,因为要求考生看完文章或段落后,能对文章或段落的大概框架作一个宏观把握,从而解答后面的题目。但是六级阅读在文章或段落开头出现主题的情况最多见,当然有时文章或段落开头是举例或下定义,或者已经设置过题目,那么主题也会出现在结尾,或是需要总结各段的主题。



  真题举例:


Bill Gates,the billionaire Microsoft chairman without a single earned university degree,is by his success raising new doubts about the worth of the business world's favorite academic title:the MBA(Master of Business Administration).

2.细节题

1)出题形式

细节题在六级阅读考试中题量较大,比例占到了60%左右,可以说是考试成败的关键。这类题的特点是题干的信息比较具体,考查文章中的重要细节。问题有两种基本形式:完全式和不完全式。

·完全式出题形式

What is the real reason for plutocrats to express solidarity with the middle class?

·不完全式出题形式

2)解题思路

细节题考查信息查找能力和句子的理解能力。由于考试时间非常紧张,对于考生来说,做好细节题,首先是要在原文找到相关信息,建议考生先看题干再阅读文章,这样就会有针对性,方向感和目的性更明确。所以,细节题的重要做题方法是: ·先看题干,确定题干关键词

大写、数字、年代、专有名词、带有连字符的单词、描述性名词、核心动词等都可以作为关键词,帮助定位。如“How did the author feel when waiting tables at the age of 19?”就可以利用题干中的“at the age of 19”去原文定位。

·浏览文章,定位文中关键词

考生利用第一步中找到的关键词,迅速浏览文章,确定关键词所在位置,从而

Question 1:此题答案非常清晰,题干问书中提出了什么问题,而原文中定位句的开头用的表达方式为It is a question...,而it指代上文,通过对比可知答案为B。

Question 2:此题只要看出句中的因果关系即能选出答案。breed意为“滋生;导致”,说明前者为原因,后者为结果,而题干询问的是原因,所以句子的主语即为答案,故选择对原文同义改写的D项。

3.推论题

1)出题形式

推论题是阅读理解各类问题中最难的题型。因为它的答案没有直接通过一个明确的句子在文中陈述出来。需要考生以作者的文字论述为基础,利用文章提供的暗示,体会作者的言外之意,深入理解。推论题提示词有suggest,imply,indicate,conclude,infer等。

2)解题思路

目前六级阅读中的推论题主要有两种表现形式:

·段落型推论题

出题者在设计题干时明确指出根据具体某一段或某一段的某一句来推断,明确了应读的区域,要求考生理解该区域的内容,排除干扰项。如

  真题举例


When we worry about who might be spying on our private lives,we usually think about the Federal agents.But the private sector outdoes the government every time.It's Linda Tripp,not the FBI,who is facing charges under Maryland's laws against secret telephone taping.It's our banks,not the Internal Revenue Service(IRS),that pass our private financial data to telemarketing firms.

Consumer activists are pressing Congress for better privacy laws without much result so far.The legislators lean toward letting business people track our financial habits virtually at will.

As an example of what's going on,consider U.S.Bancorp,which was recently sued for deceptive practices by the state of Minnesota.According to the lawsuit,the bank supplied a telemarketer called MemberWorks with sensitive customer data such as names,phone numbers,bank-account and credit-card numbers,Social Security numbers,account balances and credit limits.

And banks will still be mining data from your account in order to sell you financial products,including things of little value,such as credit insurance and credit-card protection plans.

You have almost no protection from businesses that use your personal accounts for profit.For example,no federal law shields“transaction and experience”information—mainly the details of your bank and credit-card accounts.Social Security numbers are for sale by private firms.They've generally agreed not to sell to the public.But to businesses,the numbers are an open book.Self-regulation doesn't work.A firm might publish a privacy-protection policy,but who enforces it?

评析:考生通过阅读三道题目的题干,发现第一题为细节题,关键词是“spying on people's privacy”;第二题是笼统型推论题;第三题也是细节题,关键词是“free trial”。通过浏览文章,考生可以发现第一、三题的关键词分别出现于第一段和第四段,因此可以利用依次而下的顺序出题原则将第二题定位在第二、三段中。而第三段的开头有一个词组As an example of,表明该段是举例,而举例的真正目的是论证观点,因此对于解答第二题来说,第二段就是重心。第二段的大意是消费者希望国会能通过法律保护他们的隐私,但是至今没有结果。立法者更倾向于让商界随意获得消费者的信息。而D项正好与该段大意吻合,所以D为正确答案。



3)注意点

由于推论题需要考生自己推导,因此对于逻辑推理的要求比较高,但这并不意味着需要进行多层次的深度推导。

·大多数推论题的正确选项是对原文的同义改写,正确答案与原文之间往往不需要过于复杂的推理过程;

·如果多个选项都基本符合文意,那么所用推理步骤最少的是正确答案;

·选项中若出现原文中没有体现的绝对表达,该选项一般为错误选项,如must,only,never,all,always,entirely,exclusively,absolutely,solely,unique,too等; ·选项中若出现原文中没有体现的最高级和比较级,该选项一般为错误选项;

·推论题的选项通常比较具有概括性,所以具体事实的选项通常为干扰项。

4.语义题



  1出题形式

语义题一般会明确地告诉考生出题点,不需要考生查找所考查内容。目前的考查形式包括考查一个单词的含义,一个词组的意思,一个句子的弦外之音或代词“it”、“they”的指代内容。

2)解题思路

语义题是考生得分率较低的一类题,因为它需要考生从上下文中进行分析,抓住线索来推敲词义。常见的猜词方式有:

① 平行结构原理

·注意生词前后出现的but,however,while,on the contrary等转折词,表示对立关系。

2)解题思路

从原则上来讲,态度题可以考查作者对一个中心话题的看法,也可以考查作者对某一具体细节的态度。正确解答态度题,必须做到正确理解作者真正的观点,同时还要正确地推断作者的语气,弄清作者的写作目的。作者的态度一般与文章主旨有很大关系,因此常可以通过文章主旨来判断作者的态度。考生应该熟练掌握在态度题中经常出现的单词,各类单词概括如下: ·表示支持、赞同的词汇:positive肯定的、积极的,favorable赞成的,approving 赞成的,enthusiastic 热情的,supportive 支持的,optimistic 乐观的,appreciative 欣赏的,active 积极的

·表示反对、否定的词汇:negative消极的、否定的,critical批判的,disapproving 不赞同的,cynical 愤世嫉俗的,scornful 批判的,pessimistic悲观的

·表示客观、中立的词汇:neutral 中立的,impartial 公正的,objective/impersonal 客观的

·肯定不是答案的词汇:indifferent漠不关心的,unconcerned 不关心的,unclear 不清楚的,vague 模糊不清的

(二)解题原则

1.解题步骤

考生在面对六级阅读词汇量大、句子结构复杂、题材多样化这样的难题时,如何能准确解答关键在于两点:一是如何在阅读过程中在文中准确标记出需要查找的内容的具体位置;二是如何在阅读完题干之后能迅速在文中根据记忆或者阅读时的标注找出相关内容。如果第一点做得很好则能大大减少第二点所花的时间。

六级阅读以议论性、说明性的文章为主,文章脉络清晰、整体框架明确。而且,议论性、说明性的文章并不一定要100%完全读懂,没有必要把每一句话的意思都弄清楚,把每一个细节都掌握。四、五个问题不可能覆盖文章中每一个细节、每一句话,通常只涵盖50%,这就是“五五原则”。六级阅读的解题过程中,通常采用的解题方法如下: ·通读题干,推断文章主题

阅读理解的各道题目之间通常都会有隐含的逻辑联系,所以通过第一遍的初步浏览,有助于把握文章所谈论的主题,对文章内容进行简单设想和推测。如: 1.The phrase“emanate from”in Paragraph 1 most probably means“______”.

第1、5题分别为语义题和推论题,没有提供任何信息。不过第2、3、4题都提到了bad breath(难闻的口气,口臭),因此文章谈论的主题很清晰,对于后面的理解和解题会有帮助。

·确定题型,找出关键词

确定每道题目属于什么题型,回顾解题方法和各种题型的做题步骤。同时划出细节题或推论题的关键词。前面已经提到,关键词包括数字、专有名词、带有连字符的单词、描述性名词、核心动词等。这一步对于接下来的浏览文章及圈定关键词至关重要。

·浏览文章,圈定关键词

浏览文章切忌试图弄懂文中的每一个单词。浏览文章是要整体把握文章脉络,找到每道题目中的关键词,从而可以确定每道题目答案的大概位置。一般情况下,答案在文中都以依次而下的顺序出现。

·根据区域,对比选项

以下面的文章为例,介绍一下这种阅读方法的具体操作方法:


For years,doctors advised their patients that the only thing taking multivitamins does is give them expensive urine(尿).After all,true vitamin deficiencies are practically unheard of in industrialized countries.Now it seems those doctors may have been wrong.The results of a growing number of studies suggest that even a modest vitamin shortfall can be harmful to your health.Although proof of the benefits of multivitamins is still far from certain,the few dollars you spend on them is probably a good investment.

Or at least that's the argument put forward in the New England Journal of Medicine.Ideally,say Dr.Walter Willett and Dr.Meir Stampfer of Harvard,all vitamin supplements would be evaluated in scientifically rigorous clinical trials.But those studies can take a long time and often raise more questions than they answer.At some point,while researchers work on figuring out where the truth lies,it just makes sense to say the potential benefit outweighs the cost.

The best evidence to date concerns folate,one of the B vitamins.It's been proved to limit the number of defects in embryos(胚胎),and a recent trial found that folate in combination with vitamin B 12 and a form of B6 also decreases the re-blockage of arteries after surgical repair.

The news on vitamin E has been more mixed.Healthy folks who take 400 international units daily for at least two years appear somewhat less likely to develop heart disease.But when doctors give vitamin E to patients who already have the art disease,the vitamin doesn't seem to help.It may turn out that vitamin E plays a role in prevention but cannot undo serious damage.

Despite vitamin C's great popularity,consuming large amounts of it still has not been positively linked to any great benefit.The body quickly becomes saturated with C and simply excretes(排泄)any excess.

2.出题原则定位法

采用上述的关键词定位方法可以提高考生的阅读速度和解题正确率,但是有时关键词定位的区域非常宽泛,甚至有时候关键词在文中都没有出现,这时阅读量会随之增加。因此在解题过程中还可以借助于出题原则的定位方式,帮助考生推测出题者的思路,确定出题的位置。

下面结合2006年的真题文章阐述一下出题原则定位的解题过程:



  真题举例


In a purely biological sense,fear begins with the body's system for reacting to things that can harm us—the so-called fight-or-flight response.“An animal that can't detect danger can't stay alive,”says Joseph LeDoux.Like animals,humans evolved with an elaborate mechanism for processing information about potential threats.At its core is a cluster of neurons(神经元)deep in the brain known as the amygdale(扁桃核).

LeDoux studies the way animals and humans respond to threats to understand how we form memories of significant events in our lives.The amygdale receives input from many parts of the brain,including regions responsible for retrieving memories.Using this information,the amygdale appraises a situation—I think this charging dog wants to bite me—and triggers a response by radiating nerve signals throughout the body.These signals produce the familiar signs of distress:trembling,perspiration and fast-moving feet,just to name three.

This fear mechanism is critical to the survival of all animals,but no one can say for sure whether beasts other than humans know they're afraid.That is,as LeDoux says,“if you put that system into a brain that has consciousness,then you get the feeling of fear.”

Humans,says Edward M.Hallowell,have the ability to call up images of bad things that happened in the past and to anticipate future events.Combine these higher thought processes with our hardwired danger-detection systems,and you get a near-universal human phenomenon:worry.

That's not necessarily a bad thing,says Hallowell.“When used properly,worry is an incredible device,”he says.After all,a little healthy worrying is okay if it leads to constructive action—like having a doctor look at that weird spot on your back.

Hallowell insists,though,that there's a right way to worry.“Never do it alone,get the facts and then make a plan.”He says.Most of us have survived a recession,so we're familiar with the belt-tightening strategies needed to survive a slump.

Unfortunately,few of us have much experience dealing with the threat of terrorism,so it's been difficult to get fact about how we should respond.That's why Hallowell believes it was okay for people to indulge some extreme worries last fall by asking doctors for Cipro(抗炭疽菌的药物)and buying gas masks.

这个过程中采用的是寻读方法,通过关键词确定第1、2、4、5题分别出现在文章的第1、1-3、6、7段中,因此,可以利用“题文同序”的出题原则,推测第3题的答案出处在文章第4-5段中。

④ 理解划定区域,排除干扰项。

第一题:对应文章第一段开头。

In a purely biological sense,fear begins with the body's system for reacting to things that can harm us—the so-called fight-or-flight response.

所考查的单词前面出现破折号,根据破折号的语义功能,说明前面即为所猜单词的意思。从纯生物学角度来看,害怕开始于身体系统对于可能伤害我们的事物所做出的反应。对比选项,可以发现只有B项中提到了害怕,所以为正确答案。

第二题:对应文章第一段至第三段。

此题的关键词出在前三段中都有出现,题干问的是LeDoux的实验,因此我们可以根据三个关键词的前后信息,发现第二段开头说到LeDoux studies,因此确定答案在第二段中。不过范围仍然比较宽泛,考生可以借助前面提到的命题原则定位方法将答案锁定在第二段的破折号处,此处意为“在使用这条信息的过程中,扁桃核对一种情形做出评估——我认为这只冲过来的狗想咬我——并通过向全身发出神经信号来激发一个反应”,这与D项相符。

第三题:对应文章第四、五段。

由于在第四段的结尾处出现特殊标点,因此可以把答案锁定于此,并可知两段的中心都是worry,从而确定答案在A和B中。后面接着说担忧未必是件坏事。只要使用和处理得当,担忧会是个不可思议的工具。对照选项,答案为A。

第四题:对应文章第六段。

Hallowell insists,though,that there's a right way to worry.“Never do it alone,get the facts and then make a plan.”He says.Most of us have survived a recession,so we're familiar with the belt-tightening strategies needed to survive a slump.

本段文意很明确,Hallowell指出正确的办法是弄清楚情况并做好充分的准备,故选项D符合文意。

第五题:对应文章最后一段。

Unfortunately,few of us have much experience dealing with the threat of terrorism,so it's been difficult to get fact about how we should respond.That's why Hallowell believes it was okay for people to indulge some extreme worries last fall by asking doctors for Cipro(抗炭疽菌的药物)and buying gas masks.

根据段落中“it was okay”,并结合选项,可以得出Hallowell的观点是B项“可以理解的”。

三、备考方略

仔细阅读是阅读理解的核心部分,因此考生会投入更多的时间和精力,要想让付出的时间和精力能有收获,在备考中一定要牢记:

1.首先要排除恐惧心理,充满信心。仔细阅读有三大难点:生词多,句子长,含义深。如果一面对阅读理解就被映入眼帘的生词长句吓倒,那便同样放弃了取得好成绩的希望。阅读虽然生词长句多,但其实都是在简单句的基础上逐步堆积难词和词组构成的。因此在看到这些难句或生词时,不用胆怯,要充满自信地通过那些熟悉的单词和词组,了解句子的整体含义,这是最主要的,而不需要反复揣摩每一个生词的含义。

例如:The destruction of our natural resources and contamination of our food supply continue to occur,largely because of the extreme difficulty in affixing legal responsibility on those who continue to treat our environment with reckless abandon.

这句话中destruction,natural resources,because of,difficulty,legal,treat our environment等词汇是我们所熟悉的,这样我们就能大致了解句子的整体含义,而对于句中的超纲词,则不必过于纠结。

同时,六级阅读理解的文章脉络符合西方人的写作思维,因此在阅读中考生还可以根据文章的组织结构来猜测全文的含义。文章和段落在长度上有明显的不同,但是在结构上是非常相似的。段落通常由一个主题句引出,接着是一系列说明主题句的事例或细节,最后是结尾句。同样,文章一般是由首段、主体段和结论段三部分组成。首段揭示主题,正文部分对主题分点阐述,结论段对全文归纳总结。而这一系列的结构模式都可以帮助我们更好的理解全篇文章。

2.学会坚持。英语中也有一句最为经典的话是Practice makes perfect(熟能生巧)。阅读理解同样需要多加练习,这样考生才能形成强烈的语言感觉、文体感觉和解题感觉。所以,所谓的技巧都不是万能的,没有基本的练习,没有对过去历年真题的研读和剖析,掌握再多的方法和技巧都是枉然。

所以在面对阅读理解时,首先要有自信,并通过大量的练习,再结合各类文章运用适当的解题技巧,就能取得理想的成绩。

What's far less understood by scientists,however,are the potentially harmful effects of goal-setting.

Newspapers relay daily accounts of goal-setting prevalent in industries and businesses up and down both Wall Street and Main Street,yet there has been surprisingly little research on how the long-trumpeted practice of setting goals may have contributed to the current economic crisis,and unethical(不道德的)behavior in general.

“Goals are widely used and promoted as having really beneficial effects.And yet,the same motivation that can push people to exert more effort in a constructive way could also motivate people to be more likely to engage in unethical behaviors,”says Maurice Schweitzer,an associate professor at Penn's Wharton School.

“It turns out there's no economic benefit to just having a goal—you just get a psychological benefit.”Schweitzer says,“But in many cases,goals have economic rewards that make them more powerful.”

A prime example Schweitzer and his colleagues cite is the 2004 collapse of energy-trading giant Enron,where managers used financial incentives to motivate salesmen to meet specific revenue goals.The problem,Schweitzer says,is the actual trades were not profitable.

Other studies have shown that saddling employees with unrealistic goals can compel them to lie,cheat or steal.Such was the case in the early 1990s when Sears imposed a sales quota on its auto repair staff.It prompted employees to overcharge for work and to complete unnecessary repairs on a companywide basis.

Schweitzer concedes his research runs counter to a very large body of literature that commends the many benefits of goal-setting.Advocates of the practice have taken issue with his team's use of such evidence as news accounts to support his conclusion that goal-setting is widely over-prescribed.

In a rebuttal(反驳)paper,Dr.Edwin Locke writes:“Goal-setting is not going away.Organizations cannot thrive without being focused on their desired end results any more than an individual can thrive without goals to provide a sense of purpose.”

But Schweitzer contends the“mounting causal evidence”linking goal-setting and harmful behavior should be studied to help spotlight issues that merit caution and further investigation.“Even a few negative effects could be so large that they outweigh many positive effects,”he says.

“Goal-setting does help coordinate and motivate people.My idea would be to combine that with careful oversight,a strong organizational culture,and make sure the goals that you use are going to be constructive and not significantly harm the organization,”Schweitzer says.

For most of the 20th century,Asia asked itself what it could learn from the modern,innovating West.Now the question must be reversed:what can the West's overly indebted and sluggish(经济滞长的)nations learn from a flourishing Asia?

Just a few decades ago,Asia's two giants were stagnating(停滞不前)under faulty economic ideologies.However,once China began embracing free-market reforms in the 1980s,followed by India in the 1990s,both countries achieved rapid growth.Crucially,as they opened up their markets,they balanced market economy with sensible government direction.As the Indian economist Amartya Sen has wisely said,“The invisible hand of the market has often relied heavily on the visible hand of government.”

Contrast this middle path with America and Europe,which have each gone ideologically overboard in their own ways.Since the 1980s,America has been increasingly clinging to the ideology of uncontrolled free markets and dismissing the role of government—following Ronald Reagan's idea that“government is not the solution to our problem;government is the problem.”Of course,when the markets came crashing down in 2007,it was decisive government intervention that saved the day.Despite this fact,many Americans are still strongly opposed to“big government.”

If Americans could only free themselves from their antigovernment doctrine,they would begin to see that America's problems are not insoluble.A few sensible federal measures could put the country back on the right path.A simple consumption tax of,say,5% would significantly reduce the country's huge government deficit without damaging productivity.A small gasoline tax would help free America from its dependence on oil imports and create incentives for green energy development.In the same way,a significant reduction of wasteful agricultural subsidies could also lower the deficit.But in order to take advantage of these common-sense solutions,Americans will have to put aside their own attachment to the idea of smaller government and less regulation.American politicians will have to develop the courage to follow what is taught in all American public-policy schools:that there are good taxes and bad taxes.Asian countries have embraced this wisdom,and have built sound long-term fiscal(财政的)policies as a result.

Meanwhile,Europe has fallen prey to a different ideological trap:the belief that European governments would always have infinite resources and could continue borrowing as if there were no tomorrow.Unlike the Americans,who felt that the markets knew best,the Europeans failed to anticipate how the markets would react to their endless borrowing.Today,the European Union is creating a $580 billion fund to ward off sovereign collapse.This will buy the EU time,but it will not solve the bloc's larger problem.

56.D 细节题。根据关键词goal-setting和依次而下的原则将答案定位在第二段。第一段说到设定目标的好处,第二段含有转折连词however,意味着作者的写作目的就在这一句,目标设定的潜在不良影响一直未被科学家们了解。D项中的neglected是对far less understood的同义替换。

57.C 例证题。根据人名可以定位于第四段,但是题干中的the example of Enron出现在第六段。举例子的目的是论证观点,即前一段结尾处的But后,“在很多情况下,目标可能会带来经济回报,从而使这些目标更有效”。C项“带有经济奖励的目标具有强大的激励力量”是对这句话的同义改写,financial相当于原文的economic。

58.A 细节题。根据题干中的Sears定位至第七段。题目问Sears公司的目标设定对员工产生了什么影响。第二句说他们把销售额强加给汽车修理人员,后一句中的prompted(促使)则表明这样做导致的后果:公司上下普遍存在收费过高、追加不必要的维修项目等现象。A项“他们采取不道德的做法以完成销售额”是对这句话的概括。

59.B 细节题。根据题干中的advocates定位至第八段。题干问目标设定的倡导者如何看待Schweitzer的研究。该段第二句中的take issue with意为“提出异议”,他们反对Schweitzer及其团队使用新闻报道作为证据来支持自己的结论。故B为正确答案。

60.C 细节题。第九段提到Edwin Locke的观点,他认为目标设定不会消失。但根据题干信息Schweitzer's contention定位至第十段。该段以But开头,表明Schweitzer持不同观点,故此处为题目答案所在,即目标设定与有害行为之间的关联证据应该加以研究。C项意思与之一致,其中的deserves(值得)表达了原文中should be的含义,故为答案。

61.C 细节题。根据题干中的China和India定位至第二段第二句。句中once引导的状语从句说明了原因,即中国和印度分别在20世纪80年代及90年代推行了自由市场改革。第三句用Crucially(至关重要的是)引出另一个因素:合理的政府导向(government direction)。C项“自由市场加上政府的干预”是这两个因素的结合,故为正确答案。

62.D 语义题。所猜句子前是分号,说明前后分句是并列关系,而前面的破折号进一步说明里根的理念,即美国崇尚无约束的自由市场,逐步免除政府的职能。由此可推断出D项为正确答案,即他们觉得政府调控会阻碍经济的发展。

64.A 细节题。根据题干中的government deficit定位至第四段第三句。该句提到调整税收可减少政府赤字,是对前面句子中a few sensible federal measures的具体说明。解题的关键在第六句转折but处,该句提到要运用所有这些解决方案都需要美国人将其一直依恋的“小政府,少调控”的想法放到一边。A项中的give up是对原文中put aside的同义改写,故为正确答案。

When the Commerce Department reported last week that the trade deficit in June approached $50 billion,it set off a new round of economic doom saying.Imports,which soared to $200.3 billion in the month,are subtracted in the calculation of gross domestic product.The larger the trade deficit,the smaller the GDP.Should such imbalances continue,pessimists say,they could contribute to slower growth.

And while exports always seem to lag,U.S.companies are becoming more involved in the global economy with each passing month.General Motors sells as many cars in China as in America each month.While that may not do much for imports,it does help GM's balance sheet—and hence makes the jobs of U.S.-based executives more stable.

One great challenge for the U.S.economy is slack domestic consumer demand.Americans are paying down debt,saving more,and spending more carefully.That's to be expected,given what we've been through.But there's a bigger challenge.Can U.S.-based businesses,large and small,figure out how to get a piece of growing global demand? Unless you want to pick up and move to India,or Brazil,or China,the best way to do that is through trade.It may seem obvious,but it's no longer enough simply to do business with our friends and neighbors here at home.

Companies and individuals who don't have a strategy to export more,or to get more involved in foreign markets,or to play a role in global trade,are shutting themselves out of the lion's share of economic opportunity in our world.

  Passage Two

Questions 61 to 65 are based on the following passage.

A recurring criticism of the UK's university sector is its perceived weakness in translating new knowledge into new products and services.

Recently,the UK National Stem Cell Network warned the UK could lose its place among the world leaders in stem cell research unless adequate funding and egislation could be assured.We should take this concern seriously as universities are key in the national innovation system.

However,we do have to challenge the unthinking complaint that the sector does not do enough in taking ideas to market.The most recent comparative data on the performance of universities and research institutions in Australia,Canada,USA and UK shows that,from a relatively weak starting position,the UK now leads on many indicators of commercialisation activity.

When viewed at the national level,the policy interventions of the past decade have helped transform the performance of UK universities.Evidence suggests the UK's position is much stronger than in the recent past and is still showing improvement.But national data masks the very large variation in the performance of individual universities.The evidence shows that a large number of universities have fallen off the back of the pack,a few perform strongly and the rest chase the leaders.

This type of uneven distribution is not peculiar to the UK and is mirrored across other economies.In the UK,research is concentrated:less than 25% of universities receive 75% of the research funding.These same universities are also the institutions producing the greatest share of PhD graduates,science citations,patents and licence income.The effect of policies generating long-term resource concentration has also created a distinctive set of universities which are research-led and commercially active.It seems clear that the concentration of research and commercialisation work creates differences between universities.

The core objective for universities which are research-led must be to maximise the impact of their research efforts.These universities should be generating the widest range of social,economic and environmental benefits.In return for the scale of investment,they should share their expertise in order to build greater confidence in the sector.

Part of the economic recovery of the UK will be driven by the next generation of research commercialisation spilling out of our universities.There are three dozen universities in the UK which are actively engaged in advanced research training and commercialisation work.

If there was a greater coordination of technology transfer offices within regions and a simultaneous investment in the scale and functions of our graduate schools,universities could,and should,play a key role in positioning the UK for the next growth cycle.

At the heart of the debate over illegal immigration lies one key question:are immigrants good or bad for the economy? The American public overwhelmingly thinks they're bad.Yet the consensus among most economists is that immigration,both legal and illegal,provides a small net boost to the economy.Immigrants provide cheap labor,lower the prices of everything from farm produce to new homes,and leave consumers with a little more money in their pockets.So why is there such a discrepancy between the perception of immigrants' impact on the economy and the reality?

There are a number of familiar theories.Some argue that people are anxious and feel threatened by an inflow of new workers.Others highlight the strain that undocumented immigrants place on public services,like schools,hospitals,and jails.Still others emphasize the role of race,arguing that foreigners add to the nation's fears and insecurities.There's some truth to all these explanations,but they aren't quite sufficient.

To get a better understanding of what's going on,consider the way immigration's impact is felt.Though its overall effect may be positive,its costs and benefits are distributed unevenly.David Card,an economist at UC Berkeley,notes that the ones who profit most directly from immigrants' low-cost labor are businesses and employers—meatpacking plants in Nebraska,for instance,or agricultural businesses in California.Granted,these producers' savings probably translate into lower prices at the grocery store,but how many consumers make that mental connection at the checkout counter? As for the drawbacks of illegal immigration,these,too,are concentrated.Native low-skilled workers suffer most from the competition of foreign labor.According to a study by George Borjas,a Harvard economist,immigration reduced the wages of American high-school dropouts by 9% between 1980-2000.

Among high-skilled,better-educated employees,however,opposition was strongest in states with both high numbers of immigrants and relatively generous social services.What worried them most,in other words,was the fiscal(财政的)burden of immigration.That conclusion was reinforced by another finding:that their opposition appeared to soften when that fiscal burden decreased,as occurred with welfare reform in the 1990s,which curbed immigrants' access to certain benefits.

The irony is that for all the overexcited debate,the net effect of immigration is minimal.Even for those most acutely affected—say,low-skilled workers,or California residents—the impact isn't all that dramatic.“The unpleasant voices have tended to dominate our perceptions,”says Daniel Tichenor,a political science professor at the University of Oregon,“But when all those factors are put together and the economists calculate the numbers,it ends up being a net positive,but a small one.”Too bad most people don't realize it.

Picture a typical MBA lecture theatre twenty years ago.In it the majority of students will have conformed to the standard model of the time:male,middle class and Western.Walk into a class today,however,and you'll get a completely different impression.For a start,you will now see plenty more women—the University of Pennsylvania's Wharton School,for example,boasts that 40% of its new enrolment is female.You will also see a wide range of ethnic groups and nationals of practically every country.

It might be tempting,therefore,to think that the old barriers have been broken down and equal opportunity achieved.But,increasingly,this apparent diversity is becoming a mask for a new type of conformity.Behind the differences in sex,skin tones and mother tongues,there are common attitudes,expectations and ambitions which risk creating a set of clones among the business leaders of the future.

Diversity,it seems,has not helped to address fundamental weaknesses in business leadership.So what can be done to create more effective managers of the commercial world? According to Valerie Gauthier,associate dean at HEC Paris,the key lies in the process by which MBA programmes recruit their students.At the moment candidates are selected on a fairly narrow set of criteria such as prior academic and career performance,and analytical and problem solving abilities.This is then coupled to a school's picture of what a diverse class should look like,with the result that passport,ethnic origin and sex can all become influencing factors.But schools rarely dig down to find out what really makes an applicant succeed,to create a class which also contains diversity of attitude and approach—arguably the only diversity that,in a business context,really matters.

Professor Gauthier believes schools should not just be selecting candidates from traditional sectors such as banking,consultancy and industry.They should also be seeking individuals who have backgrounds in areas such as political science,the creative arts,history or philosophy,which will allow them to put business decisions into a wider context.

Indeed,there does seem to be a demand for the more rounded leaders such diversity might create.A study by Mannaz,a leadership development company,suggests that,while the bully-boy chief executive of old may not have been eradicated completely,there is a definite shift in emphasis towards less tough styles of management—at least in America and Europe.Perhaps most significant,according to Mannaz,is the increasing interest large companies have in more collaborative management models,such as those prevalent in Scandinavia,which seek to integrate the hard and soft aspects of leadership and encourage delegated responsibility and accountability.

At the same time,perhaps inevitably,the humanities—while still popular in elite colleges and universities—have experienced a significant decline.Humanistic disciplines are seriously underfunded,not just by the government and the foundations but by academic institutions themselves.Humanists are usually among the lowest-paid faculty members at most institutions and are often lightly regarded because they do not generate grant income and because they provide no obvious credentials(资质)for most nonacademic careers.

Undoubtedly American education should train more scientists and engineers.Much of the concern among politicians about the state of American universities today is focused on the absence of“real world”education—which means preparation for professional and scientific careers.But the idea that institutions or their students must decide between humanities and science is false.Our society could not survive without scientific and technological knowledge.But we would be equally impoverished(贫困的)without humanistic knowledge as well.Science and technology teach us what we can do.Humanistic thinking helps us understand what we should do.

Will there ever be another Einstein? This is the undercurrent of conversation at Einstein memorial meetings throughout the year.A new Einstein will emerge,scientists say.But it may take a long time.After all,more than 200 years separated Einstein from his nearest rival,Isaac Newton.

Many physicists say the next Einstein hasn't been born yet,or is a baby now.That's because the quest for a unified theory that would account for all the forces of nature has pushed current mathematics to its limits.New math must be created before the problem can be solved.

But researchers say there are many other factors working against another Einstein emerging anytime soon.

For one thing,physics is a much different field today.In Einstein's day,there were only a few thousand physicists worldwide,and the theoreticians who could intellectually rival Einstein probably would fit into a streetcar with seats to spare.

Education is different,too.One crucial aspect of Einstein's training that is overlooked is the years of philosophy he read as a teenager—Kant,Schopenhauer and Spinoza,among others.It taught him how to think independently and abstractly about space and time,and it wasn't long before he became a philosopher himself.

“The independence created by philosophical insight is—in my opinion—the mark of distinction between a mere artisan(工匠)or specialist and a real seeker after truth,”Einstein wrote in 1944.

And he was an accomplished musician.The interplay between music and math is well known.Einstein would furiously play his violin as a way to think through a knotty physics problem.

Today,universities have produced millions of physicists.There aren't many jobs in science for them,so they go to Wall Street and Silicon Valley to apply their analytical skills to more practical—and rewarding—efforts.

“Maybe there is an Einstein out there today,”said Columbia University physicist Brian Greene,“but it would be a lot harder for him to be heard.”

Especially considering what Einstein was proposing.

“The actual fabric of space and time curving? My God,what an idea!”Greene said at a recent gathering at the Aspen Institute.“It takes a certain type of person who will bang his head against the wall because you believe you'll find the solution.”

Perhaps the best examples are the five scientific papers Einstein wrote in his“miracle year”of 1905.These“thought experiments”were pages of calculations signed and submitted to the prestigious journal Annalen der Physik by a virtual unknown.There were no footnotes or citations.

What might happen to such a submission today?

“We all get papers like those in the mail,”Greene said.“We put them in the junk file.”

Only two countries in the advanced world provide no guarantee for paid leave from work to care for a newborn child.Last spring one of the two,Australia,gave up the dubious distinction by establishing paid family leave starting in 2011.I wasn't surprised when this didn't make the news here in the United States—we're now the only wealthy country without such a policy.

The United States does have one explicit family policy,the Family and Medical Leave Act,passed in 1993.It entitles workers to as much as 12 weeks' unpaid leave for care of a newborn or dealing with a family medical problem.Despite the modesty of the benefit,the Chamber of Commerce and other business groups fought it bitterly,describing it as“government-run personnel management”and a“dangerous precedent”.In fact,every step of the way,as(usually)Democratic leaders have tried to introduce work-family balance measures into the law,business groups have been strongly opposed.

As Yale law professor Anne Alstott argues,justifying parental support depends on defining the family as a social good that,in some sense,society must pay for.In her book No Exit:What Parents Owe Their Children and What Society Owes Parents,she argues that parents are burdened in many ways in their lives:there is“no exit”when it comes to children.“Society expects—and needs—parents to provide their children with continuity of care,meaning the intensive,intimate care that human beings need to develop their intellectual,emotional,and moral capabilities.And society expects—and needs—parents to persist in their roles for 18 years,or longer if needed.”

While most parents do this out of love,there are public penalties for not providing care.What parents do,in other words,is of deep concern to the state,for the obvious reason that caring for children is not only morally urgent but essential for the future of society.The state recognizes this in the large body of family laws that govern children's welfare,yet parents receive little help in meeting the life-changing obligations society imposes.To classify parenting as a personal choice for which there is no collective responsibility is not merely to ignore the social benefits of good parenting;really,it is to steal those benefits because they accrue(不断积累)to the whole of society as today's children become tomorrow's productive citizenry(公民).In fact,by some estimates,the value of parental investments in children,investments of time and money(including lost wages),is equal to 20-30% of gross domestic product.If these investments generate huge social benefits—as they clearly do—the benefits of providing more social support for the family should be that much clearer.

Henry Flores,a political-science professor at St.Mary's University,credits this younger generation's political strength to their embrace of technology.“(The Internet)exposes them to more thinking,”he says,“and groups that are like-minded in different parts of the country start to come together.”That's exactly what the Generation O bloggers are hoping to do.The result could be a group of young people that,like their boomer(二战后生育高峰期出生的美国人)parents,grows up with a strong sense of purpose and sheds the image of apathy(冷漠)they've inherited from Generation X(60 年代后期和70 年代出生的美国人).It's no small challenge for a blog run by a group of ordinary—if ambitious—young people,but the members of Generation O are up to the task.

Amitai Etzioni is not surprised by the latest headings about scheming corporate crooks(骗子).As a visiting professor at the Harvard Business School in 1989,he ended his work there disgusted with his students' overwhelming lust for money.“They're taught that profit is all that matters,”he says.“Many schools don't even offer ethics(伦理学)courses at all.”

Etzioni expressed his frustration about the interests of his graduate students.“By and large,I clearly had not found a way to help classes full of MBAs see that there is more to life than money,power,fame and self-interest,”he wrote at the time.Today he still takes the blame for not educating these“business-leaders-to-be.”“I really feel like I failed them,”he says,“If I was a better teacher maybe I could have reached them.”

Etzioni was a respected ethics expert when he arrived at Harvard.He hoped his work at the university would give him insight into how questions of morality could be applied to places where self-interest flourished.What he found wasn't encouraging.Those would-be executives had,says Etzioni,little interest in concepts of ethics and morality in the boardroom—and their professor was met with blank stares when he urged his students to see business in new and different ways.

Etzioni sees the experience at Harvard as an eye-opening one and says there's much about business schools that he'd like to change.“A lot of the faculty teaching business are bad news themselves,”Etzioni says.From offering classes that teach students how to legally manipulate contracts,to reinforcing the notion of profit over community interests,Etzioni has seen a lot that's left him shaking his head.And because of what he's seen taught in business schools,he's not surprised by the latest rash of corporate scandals.“In many ways things have got a lot worse at business schools,I suspect,”says Etzioni.

Etzioni is still teaching the sociology of right and wrong and still calling for ethical business leadership.“People with poor motives will always exist,”he says.“Sometimes environments constrain those people and sometimes environments give those people opportunity.”Etzioni says the booming economy of the last decade enabled those individuals with poor motives to get rich before getting in trouble.His hope now:that the cries for reform will provide more fertile soil for his longstanding messages about business ethics.

  Passage Two

The use of deferential(敬重的)language is symbolic of the Confucian ideal of the woman,which dominates conservative gender norms in Japan.This ideal presents a woman who withdraws quietly to the background,subordinating her life and needs to those of her family and its male head.She is a dutiful daughter,wife,and mother,master of the domestic arts.The typical refined Japanese woman excels in modesty and delicacy;she“treads softly(谨言慎行)in the word,”elevating feminine beauty and grace to an art form.

Nowadays,it is commonly observed that young women are not conforming to the feminine linguistic(语言的)ideal.They are using fewer of the very deferential“women's”forms,and even using the few strong forms that are known as“men's.”This,of course,attracts considerable attention and has led to an outcry in the Japanese media against the defeminization of women's language.Indeed,we didn't hear about“men's language”until people began to respond to girls' appropriation of forms normally reserved for boys and men.There is considerable sentiment about the“corruption”of women's language—which of course is viewed as part of the loss of feminine ideals and morality—and this sentiment is crystallized by nationwide opinion polls that are regularly carried out by the media.

Yoshiko Matsumoto has argued that young women probably never used as many of the highly deferential forms as older women.This highly polite style is no doubt something that young women have been expected to“grow into”—after all,it is a sign not simply of femininity,but of maturity and refinement,and its use could be taken to indicate a change in the nature of one's social relations as well.One might well imagine little girls using exceedingly polite forms when playing house or imitating older women—in a fashion analogous to little girls' use of a high-pitched voice to do“teacher talk”or“mother talk”in role play.

The fact that young Japanese women are using less deferential language is a sure sign of change—of social change and of linguistic change.But it is most certainly not a sign of the“masculization”of girls.In some instances,it may be a sign that girls are making the same claim to authority as boys and men,but that is very different from saying that they are trying to be“masculine.”Katsue Reynolds has argued that girls nowadays are using more assertive language strategies in order to be able to compete with boys in schools and out.Social change also brings not simply different positions for women and girls,but different relations to life stages,and adolescent girls are participating in new subcultural forms.Thus what may,to an older speaker,seem like“masculine”speech may seem to an adolescent like“liberated”or“hip”speech.

56.B细节题。由题干中的Amitai Etzioni和Harvard定位到文章第一段,问的是这个教授对于哈佛MBA学生的印象是什么。通过第二句中的disgusted with his students' overwhelming lust for money可以得知,这些学生一切都是为了钱,故答案为B。此题难点是容易误选C,因为第一段中引号中的句子提及了profits,但注意文章是说“他们受的教育是利润最重要”,C是“创造利润的策略”,两者不是一个概念。

57.C语义题。所考查的句子在引号中,可结合前面引号中的句子来理解,前面提及“我没有找到方法让这些学生明白,对于生命,除了金钱、权力、名声和个人利益之外,还有更重要的东西”。再结合首段末句,可知此处说明他觉得自己没有能够让学生明白生意场上讲究伦理的重要性,故选C。

What's hot for 2007 among the very rich? A $7.3 million diamond ring.A trip to Tanzania to hunt wild animals.Oh,and income inequality.

Sure,some leftish billionaires like George Soros have been railing against income inequality for years.But increasingly,centrist and right-wing billionaires are starting to worry about income inequality and the fate of the middle class.

In December,Mortimer Zuckerman wrote a column in U.S.News & World Report,which he owns.“Our nation's core bargain with the middle class is disintegrating,”lamented(哀叹)the 117th-richest man in America.“Most of our economic gains have gone to people at the very top of the income ladder.Average income for a household of people of working age,by contrast,has fallen five years in a row.”He noted that“Tens of millions of Americans live in fear that a major health problem can reduce them to bankruptcy.”

Wilbur Ross Jr.has echoed Zuckerman's anger over the bitter struggles faced by middle-class Americans.“It's an outrage that any American's life expectancy should be shortened simply because the company they worked for went bankrupt and ended health-care coverage,”said the former chairman of the International Steel Group.

What's happening? The very rich are just as trendy as you and I,and can be so when it comes to politics and policy.Given the recent change of control in Congress,the popularity of measures like increasing the minimum wage,and efforts by California's governor to offer universal health care,these guys don't need their own personal weathermen to know which way the wind blows.

It's possible that plutocrats(有钱有势的人)are expressing solidarity with the struggling middle class as part of an effort to insulate themselves from confiscatory(没收性的)tax policies.But the prospect that income inequality will lead to higher taxes on the wealthy doesn't keep plutocrats up at night.They can live with that.

No,what they fear was that the political challenges of sustaining support for global economic integration will be more difficult in the United States because of what has happened to the distribution of income and economic insecurity.

In other words,if middle-class Americans continue to struggle financially as the ultrawealthy grow ever wealthier,it will be increasingly difficult to maintain political support for the free flow of goods,services,and capital across borders.And when the United States places obstacles in the way of foreign investors and foreign goods,it's likely to encourage reciprocal action abroad.For people who buy and sell companies,or who allocate capital to markets all around the world,that's the real nightmare.

61.C细节题。根据题干关键词among the very rich定位到文章第一段。题干中的the current topic of common interest与原文中的hot一词为同义转述。首段提到,对于富人而言,2007年他们最感兴趣的事情有三件:a 7.3 million diamond ring,a trip to Tanzania to hunt wild animals和income inequality,选项中只有C项为这三件事之一,故为答案。

62.D推断题。由题干中的人名Mortimer Zuckerman定位至原文第三段。根据引语中的内容——大部分的经济收入归于少数人,普通家庭的平均收入在下降,以及很多人都害怕健康问题会导致他们破产,可以推断出答案为D。

63.B段落推论题。第五段第二句提到富人和你我一样追逐潮流,在政治和政策方面也是如此。后面又具体提到了三个方面:国会控制权发生变化、增加最低工资的措施受到欢迎、加利福尼亚州州长努力普及医疗保障体系。由此可见,A、C、D三个选项和原文均有冲突,选项B所说的“巨富们在政治上十分敏感”是对三个例子的概括。

64.C细节题。由题干关键词plutocrats和express solidarity with the middle class定位到原文第六段首句。因段中出现明确的转折词but,所以重心后移,但是第七段开头用了一个特殊的转折词No,对前面部分全盘否定,因此答案应该出现在第七段No的后面。第七段提到,他们希望在全球经济融合问题上获得美国政府的支持,即C选项所述内容。

  Passage One

Sustainable development is applied to just about everything from energy to clean water and economic growth,and as a result it has become difficult to question either the basic assumptions behind it or the way the concept is put to use.This is especially true in agriculture,where sustainable development is often taken as the sole measure of progress without a proper appreciation of historical and cultural perspectives.

To start with,it is important to remember that the nature of agriculture has changed markedly throughout history,and will continue to do so.Medieval agriculture in northern Europe fed,clothed and sheltered a predominantly rural society with a much lower population density than it is today.It had minimal effect on biodiversity,and any pollution it caused was typically localised.In terms of energy use and the nutrients(营养成分)captured in the product it was relatively inefficient.

Contrast this with farming since the start of the industrial revolution.Competition from overseas led farmers to specialise and increase yields.Throughout this period food became cheaper,safe and more reliable.However,these changes have also led to habitat(栖息地)loss and to diminishing biodiversity.

What's more,demand for animal products in developing countries is growing so fast that meeting it will require an extra 300 million tons of grain a year by 2050.Yet the growth of cities and industry is reducing the amount of water available for agriculture in many regions.

All this means that agriculture in the 21st century will have to be very different from how it was in the 20th.This will require radical thinking.For example,we need to move away from the idea that traditional practices are inevitably more sustainable than new ones.We also need to abandon the notion that agriculture can be“zero impact”.The key will be to abandon the rather simple and static measures of sustainability,which centre on the need to maintain production without increasing damage.

Instead we need a more dynamic interpretation,one that looks at the pros and cons(正反两方面)of all the various way land is used.There are many different ways to measure agricultural performance besides food yield:energy use,environmental costs,water purity,carbon footprint and biodiversity.It is clear,for example,that the carbon of transporting tomatoes from Spain to the UK is less than that of producing them in the UK with additional heating and lighting.But we do not know whether lower carbon footprints will always be better for biodiversity.

What is crucial is recognising that sustainable agriculture is not just about sustainable food production.

  Passage Two

The percentage of immigrants(including those unlawfully present)in the United states has been creeping upward for years.At 12.6 percent,it is now higher than at any point since the mid-1920s.

We are not about to go back to the days when Congress openly worried about inferior races polluting America's bloodstream.But once again we are wondering whether we have too many of the wrong sort of newcomers.Their loudest critics argue that the new wave of immigrants cannot,and indeed do not want to,fit in as previous generations did.

We now know that these racist views were wrong.In time,Italians,Romanians and members of other so-called inferior races became exemplary Americans and contributed greatly,in ways too numerous to detail,to the building of this magnificent nation.There is no reason why these new immigrants should not have the same success.

Although children of Mexican immigrants do better,in terms of educational and professional attainment,than their parents,UCLA sociologist Edward Telles has found that the gains don't continue.Indeed,the fourth generation is marginally worse off than the third.James Jackson,of the University of Michigan,has found a similar trend among black Caribbean immigrants.Telles fears that Mexican-Americans may be fated to follow in the footsteps of American blacks—that large parts of the community may become mired(陷入)in a seemingly permanent state of poverty and underachievement.Like African-Americans,Mexican-Americans are increasingly relegated to(降入)segregated,substandard schools,and their dropout rate is the highest for any ethnic group in the country.

We have learned much about the foolish idea of excluding people on the presumption of the ethnic/racial inferiority.But what we have not yet learned is how to make the process of Americanization work for all.I am not talking about requiring people to learn English or to adopt American ways;those things happen pretty much on their own.But as arguments about immigration heat up the campaign trail,we also ought to ask some broader questions about assimilation,about how to ensure that people,once outsiders,don't forever remain marginalized within these shores.

That is a much larger question than what should happen with undocumented workers,or how best to secure the border,and it is one that affects not only newcomers but groups that have been here for generations.It will have more impact on our future than where we decide to set the admissions bar for the latest ware of would-be Americans.And it would be nice if we finally got the answer right.

Imagine waking up and finding the value of your assets has been halved.No,you're not an investor in one of those hedge funds that failed completely.With the dollar slumping to a 26-year low against the pound,already-expensive London has become quite unaffordable.A coffee at Starbucks,just as unavoidable in England as it is in the United States,runs about $8.

The once all-powerful dollar isn't doing a Titanic against just the pound.It is sitting at a record low against the euro and at a 30-year low against the Canadian dollar.Even the Argentine peso and Brazilian real are thriving against the dollar.

The weak dollar is a source of humiliation(屈辱),for a nation's self-esteem rests in part on the strength of its currency.It's also a potential economic problem,since a declining dollar makes imported food more expensive and exerts upward pressure on interest rates.And yet there are substantial sectors of the vast U.S.economy—from giant companies like Coca-Cola to mom-and-pop restaurant operators in Miami—for which the weak dollar is most excellent news.

Many Europeans may view the U.S.as an arrogant superpower that has become hostile to foreigners.But nothing makes people think more warmly of the U.S.than a weak dollar.Through April,the total number of visitors from abroad was up 6.8 percent from last year.Should the trend continue,the number of tourists this year will finally top the 2000 peak.Many Europeans now apparently view the U.S.the way many Americans view Mexico—as a cheap place to vacation,shop and party,all while ignoring the fact that the poorer locals can't afford to join the merrymaking.

The money tourists spend helps decrease our chronic trade deficit.So do exports,which,thanks in part to the weak dollar,soared 11 percent between May 2006 and May 2007.For first five months of 2007,the trade deficit actually fell 7 percent from 2006.

If you own shares in large American corporations,you're a winner in the weak-dollar gamble.Last week Coca-Cola's stock bubbled to a five-year high after it reported a fantastic quarter.Foreign sales accounted for 65 percent of Coke's beverage(饮料)business.Other American companies profiting from this trend include McDonald's and IBM.

American tourists,however,shouldn't expect any relief soon.The dollar lost strength the way many marriages break up—slowly,and then all at once.And currencies don't turn on a dime.So if you want to avoid the pain inflicted by the increasingly pathetic dollar,cancel that summer vacation to England and look to New England.There,the dollar is still treated with a little respect.

In the college-admissions wars,we parents are the true fighters.We're pushing our kids to get good grades,take SAT preparatory courses and build résumés so they can get into the college of our first choice.I've twice been to the wars,and as I survey the battlefield,something different is happening.We see our kids' college background as a prize demonstrating how well we've raised them.But we can't acknowledge that our obsession(痴迷)is more about us than them.So we've contrived various justifications that turn out to be half-truths,prejudices or myths.It actually doesn't matter much whether Aaron and Nicole go to Stanford.

We have a full-blown prestige panic;we worry that there won't be enough prizes to go around.Fearful parents urge their children to apply to more schools than ever.Underlying the hysteria(歇斯底里)is the belief that scarce elite degrees must be highly valuable.Their graduates must enjoy more success because they get a better education and develop better contacts.All that is plausible—and mostly wrong.We haven't found any convincing evidence that selectivity or prestige matters.Selective schools don't systematically employ better instructional approaches than less selective schools.On two measures—professors' feedback and the number of essay exams—selective schools do slightly worse.

By some studies,selective schools do enhance their graduates' lifetime earnings.The gain is reckoned at 2-4% for every 100-point increase in a school's average SAT scores.But even this advantage is probably a statistical fluke(偶然).A well-known study examined students who got into highly selective schools and then went elsewhere.They earned just as much as graduates from higher-status schools.

Kids count more than their colleges.Getting into Yale may signify intelligence,talent and ambition.But it's not the only indicator and,paradoxically,its significance is declining.The reason:so many similar people go elsewhere.Getting into college isn't life's only competition.In the next competition—the job market and graduate school—the results may change.Old-boy networks are breaking down.Princeton economist Alan Krueger studied admissions to one top Ph.D.program.High scores on the GRE helped explain who got in;degrees of prestigious universities didn't.

So,parents,lighten up.The stakes have been vastly exaggerated.Up to a point,we can rationalize our pushiness.America is a competitive society;our kids need to adjust to that.But too much pushiness can be destructive.The very ambition we impose on our children may get some into Harvard but may also set them up for disappointment.One study found that,other things being equal,graduates of highly selective schools experienced more job dissatisfaction.They may have been so conditioned to being on top that anything less disappoints.

60.A语义题。根据题干将答案定位到文章最后一段。所考查的句子开头有and出现,表明该句与上句之间在意思上是平行或递进的,前句含义为:美元走弱就像许多婚姻一样,是慢慢地破裂,最后突然崩溃。因此,所考查的句子含义应与之一致,即强调过程缓慢。而且由下文的例子可知,美元在短期不会升值,故A为正确答案。

61.D细节题。由题干中的true fighters定位到第一段第一句。题干中的内容与原文首句几乎无异。但是题干由Why提问,考查原因,从第一段的信息词our first choice,a prize demonstrating how well we've raised them等,可以看出孩子要上家长首选的大学,并且大学情况如何将表明家长对孩子教育的优劣。由此可判断父母比孩子更在乎上哪所大学,故选D。

62.A细节题。由题干中apply to more schools定位到第二段第一、二句。本段第一句说家长还是存在一种名校恐慌症,即担心孩子无法进入名校,由此萌生让学生申请多所学校的想法。第三句紧接着提出名校毕业生的种种优势,如能够接受更好的教育、更有可能成功等。由此可知,家长们让孩子向更多的大学提出申请是为了保障孩子有更多的机会迈入名校的大门。故答案选A。

63.C语义题。根据题干信息定位到第四段。题干中的count意为“很重要”。第二句话意思是:进入耶鲁大学也许意味着天资聪颖、才华横溢、雄心勃勃。随后作者用but引出真正的想法:但这并不是唯一的指标,现在这种重要性已经开始下降了。由此可以推断,学生除了努力学习进入好大学深造外,还要提升自身其他方面的能力。故选C。

64.B细节题。由题干中的Krueger's study定位到第四段最后两句。这两句话介绍了Alan Krueger的研究结果:最能说明谁被录取的是GRE的高分,而不是一流大学的学位证书。这也进一步证明前面提出的观点:上大学不是人生的唯一竞争,能上名校并不一定就代表在以后的人生路上处处优于别人。由此可知B项“名牌大学学位并不能保证一定有进入研究生等更高领域学习的机会”符合文意。

  Passage One

For hundreds of millions of years,turtles(海龟)have struggled out of the sea to lay their eggs on sandy beaches,long before there were nature documentaries to celebrate them,or GPS satellites and marine biologists to track them,or volunteers to hand-carry the hatchlings(幼龟)down to the water's edge lest they become disoriented by headlights and crawl towards a motel parking lot instead.A formidable wall of bureaucracy has been erected to protect their prime nesting sites on the Atlantic coastlines.With all that attention paid to them,you'd think these creatures would at least have the gratitude not to go extinct.

But Nature is indifferent to human notions of fairness,and a report by the Fish and Wildlife Service showed a worrisome drop in the populations of several species of North Atlantic sea turtles,notably loggerheads,which can grow to as much as 400 pounds.The South Florida nesting population,the largest,has declined by 50% in the last decade,according to Elizabeth Griffin,a marine biologist with the environmental group Oceana.The figures prompted Oceana to petition the government to upgrade the level of protection for the North Atlantic loggerheads from“threatened”to“endangered”—meaning they are in danger of disappearing without additional help.

Which raises the obvious question:what else do these turtles want from us,anyway? It turns out,according to Griffin,that while we have done a good job of protecting the turtles for the weeks they spend on land(as egg-laying females,as eggs and as hatchlings),we have neglected the years they spend in the ocean.“The threat is from commercial fishing,”says Griffin.Trawlers(which drag large nets through the water and along the ocean floor)and longline fishers(which can deploy thousands of hooks on lines that can stretch for miles)take a heavy toll on turtles.

Of course,like every other environmental issue today,this is playing out against the background of global warming and human interference with natural ecosystems.The narrow strips of beach on which the turtles lay their eggs are being squeezed on one side by development and on the other by the threat of rising sea levels as the oceans warm.Ultimately we must get a handle on those issues as well,or a creature that outlived the dinosaurs(恐龙)will meet its end at the hands of humans,leaving our descendants to wonder how creature so ugly could have won so much affection.

  Passage Two

There are few more sobering online activities than entering data into college-tuition calculators and gasping as the Web spits back a six-figure sum.But economists say families about to go into debt to fund four years of partying,as well as studying,can console themselves with the knowledge that college is an investment that,unlike many bank stocks,should yield huge dividends.

A 2008 study by two Harvard economists notes that the“labor-market premium to skill”—or the amount college graduates earned that's greater than what high-school graduate earned—decreased for much of the 20th century,but has come back with a vengeance(报复性地)since the 1980s.In 2005,the typical full-time year-round U.S.worker with a four-year college degree earned $50,900,62% more than the $31,500 earned by a worker with only a high-school diploma.

There's no question that going to college is a smart economic choice.But a look at the strange variations in tuition reveals that the choice about which college to attend doesn't come down merely to dollars and cents.Does going to Columbia University(tuition,room and board $49,260 in 2007-2008)yield a 40% greater return than attending the University of Colorado at Boulder as an out-of-state student($35,542)? Probably not.Does being an out-of-state student at the University of Colorado at Boulder yield twice the amount of income as being an in-state student($17,380)there? Not likely.

No,in this consumerist age,most buyers aren't evaluating college as an investment,but rather as a consumer product—like a car or clothes or a house.And with such purchases,price is only one of many crucial factors to consider.

As with automobiles,consumers in today's college marketplace have vast choices,and people search for the one that gives them the most comfort and satisfaction in line with their budgets.This accounts for the willingness of people to pay more for different types of experiences(such as attending a private liberal-arts college or going to an out-of-state public school that has a great marine-biology program).And just as two auto purchasers might spend an equal amount of money on very different cars,college students(or,more accurately,their parents)often show a willingness to pay essentially the same price for vastly different products.So which is it? Is college an investment product like a stock or a consumer product like a car? In keeping with the automotive world's hottest consumer trend,maybe it's best to characterize it as a hybrid(混合动力汽车):an expensive consumer product that,over time,will pay rich dividends.

57.D句意推断题。由于后面的句子与所推断句之间是并列关系,所以内容是一致的。作者举例说海龟的数量在下降,这说明尽管人类采取了保护海龟的措施,但似乎并没有效果。

58.B细节理解题。根据问题中的Elizabeth Griffin可将答案出处初步定位到原文第二段和第三段。而根据题干中另一信息词threat,进一步将答案定位在文章第三段第三句The threat is from commercial fishing。

59.A细节理解题。根据问题中的global warming可将答案定位在文章的第四段。文中讲到海洋变暖、海平线升高,威胁到海龟产卵的沙滩。

60.C句意推断题。通过理解句子,可知该句讲的是我们必须解决这个问题,否则的话,将会出现什么样的后果,这暗示了我们要采取有效的措施来保护海龟。

61.C细节理解题。通过题干信息词economists可将答案定位在文章第一段But后面,经济学家关于上大学的观点是,上大学就像是投资,最后会带来红利。

62.D细节理解题。根据题干信息词two Harvard economists和for much of the 20th century可将答案定位在文章第二段第一句。经济学家做了一项调查,20世纪的大部分时间,大学毕业生比高中毕业生赚得多,但是差额缩小了。由此可以知道两者之间的收入差距缩小了。

63.A细节理解题。根据题干信息词in-state可将答案定位到文章第三段的后半部分。解答这道题的关键在于把第三段的两个问句结合起来看。从第一个问句我们知道,上科罗拉多大学博尔德分校的外州学生一年要花35542美元;从第二个问句可以知道,上同一学校的本州学生只需花17380美元。就这所大学来说,外州学生的花销大约是本州学生的两倍,由此可知,学生选择本州的学校可以节省更多的费用,所以选A。

64.D细节理解题。根据题干信息词in this consumerist age可将答案定位到文章第四段第一句。作者一开始就提到,在这个消费时代,很多人把大学看做一种消费品。这道题的解题关键在于看出题干中的most parents和文中的most buyers属于同义替换,一旦确定它们的对应关系,很明显就可以判断出答案是D。

65.B细节理解题。根据题干信息词students choose a college考生可以将答案定位到文章的最后一段。就像挑选汽车一样,大学的选择也是如此,要在他们的预算之内选择最舒适、最满意的。选项B中satisfying是原文satisfaction的形容词。

There is nothing like the suggestion of a cancer risk to scare a parent,especially one of the over-educated,eco-conscious type.So you can imagine the reaction when a recent USA Today investigation of air quality around the nation's schools singled out those in the smugly(自鸣得意地)green village of Berkeley,Calif.,as being among the worst in the country.The city's public high school,as well as a number of daycare centers,preschools,elementary and middle schools,fell in the lowest 10%.Industrial pollution in our town had supposedly turned students into living science experiments breathing in a laboratory's worth of heavy metals like manganese,chromium and nickel each day.This in a city that requires school cafeterias to serve organic meals.Great,I thought,organic lunch,toxic campus.

And how does it compare with the other,seemingly perpetual health scares we confront,like panic over lead in synthetic athletic fields? Rather than just another weird episode in the town that brought you protesting environmentalists,this latest drama is a trial for how today's parents perceive risk,how we try to keep our kids safe—whether it's possible to keep them safe—in what feels like an increasingly threatening world.It raises the question of what,in our time,“safe”could even mean.

“There's no way around the uncertainty,”says Kimberly Thompson,president of Kid Risk,a nonprofit group that studies children's health.“That means your choices can matter,but it also means you aren't going to know if they do.”A 2004 report in the journal Pediatrics explained that nervous parents have more to fear from fire,car accidents and drowning than from toxic chemical exposure.To which I say:Well,obviously.But such concrete hazards are beside the point.It's the dangers parents can't—and may never—quantify that occur all of a sudden.That's why I've rid my cupboard of microwave food packed in bags coated with a potential cancer-causing substance,but although I've lived blocks from a major fault line(地质断层)for more than 12 years,I still haven't bolted our bookcases to the living room wall.

  Passage Two

Crippling health care bills,long emergency-room waits and the inability to find a primary care physician just scratch the surface of the problems that patients face daily.

Primary care should be the backbone of any health care system.Countries with appropriate primary care resources score highly when it comes to health outcomes and cost.The U.S.takes the opposite approach by emphasizing the specialist rather than the primary care physician.

A recent study analyzed the providers who treat Medicare beneficiaries(老年医保受惠人).The startling finding was that the average Medicare patient saw a total of seven doctors—two primary care physicians and five specialists—in a given year.Contrary to popular belief,the more physicians taking care of you doesn't guarantee better care.Actually,increasing fragmentation of care results in a corresponding rise in cost and medical errors.

How did we let primary care slip so far? The key is how doctors are paid.Most physicians are paid whenever they perform a medical service.The more a physician does,regardless of quality or outcome,the better he's reimbursed(返还费用).Moreover,the amount a physician receives leans heavily toward medical or surgical procedures.A specialist who performs a procedure in a 30-minute visit can be paid three times more than a primary care physician using that same 30 minutes to discuss a patient's disease.Combine this fact with annual government threats to indiscriminately cut reimbursements,physicians are faced with no choice but to increase quantity to boost income.

Primary care physicians who refuse to compromise quality are either driven out of business or to cash-only practices,further contributing to the decline of primary care.

Medical students aren't blind to this scenario.They see how heavily the reimbursement deck is stacked against primary care.The recent numbers show that since 1997,newly graduated U.S.medical students who choose primary care as a career have declined by 50%.This trend results in emergency rooms being overwhelmed with patients without regular doctors.

How do we fix this problem?

It starts with reforming the physician reimbursement system.Remove the pressure for primary care physicians to squeeze in more patients per hour,and reward them for optimally(最佳地)managing their diseases and practicing evidence-based medicine.Make primary care more attractive to medical students by forgiving student loans for those who choose primary care as a career and reconciling the marked difference between specialist and primary care physician salaries.

We're at a point where primary care is needed more than ever.Within a few years,the first wave of the 76 million Baby Boomers will become eligible for Medicare.Patients older than 85,who need chronic care most,will rise by 50% this decade.

58.C细节理解题。本题问面对专家的研究,家长有什么想法。利用the experts' studies定位文章第二段第二句whom should parents believe。

59.D细节理解题。根据题干信息词the 2004 report in the journal Pediatrics将答案定位到文章最后一段2004所在句:A 2004 report in the journal Pediatrics explained that nervous parents have more to fear from fire,car accidents and drowning than from toxic chemical exposure.《儿科》上的一份报告指出,比起接触有害化学物质,不安的父母们更应担心火灾、车祸、溺水等,而这句之后出现了转折信息词but,but后面才是真正要表达的意思,即具体的危险不如隐形的、无法量化的危险重要。所以家长要注意的是孩子能接触到的有害的化学物质,故本题选D。

60.A细节理解题。根据题干信息词the author thinks将本题答案定位到最后一段To which I say处。作者写到But such concrete hazards are beside the point.It's the dangers parents can't—and may never—quantify that occur all of a sudden.但是这些具体的危险并不是重点。重点是那些家长永远无法量化的,突然之间发生的危险。因此,那些突然发生、不确定的危险是家长最害怕的。

61.C细节理解题。根据题干信息词U.S.将答案定位在文章第二段。第二段提到,基础医疗是一个国家医疗系统的关键,基础医疗资源丰富的国家受到很高的评价,可是美国却采取相反的做法。所以作者认为美国基础医疗资源匮乏。shrink原本是“缩水”的意思,在阅读中通常表示“减少”。

62.D细节理解题。根据题干信息词将答案定位到文章第三段倒数第二句。文章提到,与大众观点相反的是,更多的医生给你看病并不能够保证更好的医疗服务。也就是说,大众认为有越多的医生照顾一个病人,就应该照顾得越好,故选D。

63.D细节理解题。根据题干信息词cut reimbursements indiscriminately将答案定位在文章第四段结尾句。文章提到医生别无选择,只能通过增加所看病人的数量来提高收入,因此题干问医生只能怎样,答案肯定是提高数量。

64.B细节理解题。根据题干信息词将答案定位在文章第六段。学生们看到现在的医疗系统并不重视基础医疗,所以他们不选择基础医疗作为他们的职业。

65.A细节理解题。根据题干信息词将答案定位到文章倒数第四段和倒数第三段。文章指出,要解决这个问题首先要改革医疗费用返还制度,卸下初级护理医生每小时看更多病人的压力,对优化病患管理和基于病症用药的医生给予奖励;免除选择初级护理作为职业的学生的贷款,消除专科医生和初级护理医生的工资差距,使初级护理对医学院学生更有吸引力。综合以上论述,再结合选项,只有A表述正确。

第一节 高分攻略

一、最新大纲

根据最新的六级考试大纲,翻译部分测试学生把汉语所承载的信息用英语表达出来的能力,所占分值比例为15%,考试时间30分钟。翻译题型为段落汉译英。翻译内容涉及中国的历史、文化、经济、社会发展等。长度为180-200个汉字。

二、评分标准

按百分制计算,本题满分为15分,成绩分为六个档次:13-15分、10-12分、7-9分、4-6分、1-3分和0分。各档次的评分标准见下表:

14分档次

The Silk Road,which is worldwide famous,is a series of routes connecting the east and the west.

解析:1.这里没有必要用定语从句,直接用worldwide famous作前置定语即可;2.east和west在表示“东方”、“西方”时要大写首字母。

11分档次

The well-known Silk Road is a series of routines connecting the east with the west.

解析:1.well-known表意不完整,没有体现“世界”两字的意义;2.routines 词义错误;3.east和west要大写首字母;4.connect...with...用在这里不够准确,因为该结构多用于表示“将……与……联系起来”,如:A good student must connect what he reads with what he sees around him.好学生必须会把他读到的东西与他在周围所看到的事物联系起来。

8分档次

The Silk Road,a famous series of routine which connects the East and the West(is about 6,000 kilometers.It stems from silk trade in ancient China.) 解析:1.该译法将原文的两句话进行了合并。真题原文的前两句是“闻名于世的丝绸之路是一系列连接东西方的路线。丝绸之路延伸6,000多公里,得名于古代中国的丝绸贸易。”原文的断句已经很合理了,没有必要再去拆分组合;2.famous表意不完整,没有体现“世界”两字的意义;3.routine 词义错误。

5分档次

The roads of silk which is famous to all the world are series of roads which connect Eastern to Western.

解析:1.“丝绸之路”为专有名词,有固定译法,且应大写首字母,不可以译为the roads of silk;2.which定语从句没有必要,用形容词作定语即可,而且第一个定语从句谓语be单复数错误;3.Eastern和Western属于低级的词性错误。

2分档次

“The road of clothing”has been known by the world,which is the serious of lines,contacts with the eastern and the western.

解析:1.“丝绸”不会翻译,属于硬伤;2.serious属于严重的词义错误;3.contact with属于严重的词义和用法错误;4.eastern和western属于低级的词性错误;5.整个句子结构混乱,出现了多个谓语生硬并列的现象,而且把“闻名于世”处理为主干,混淆了原文的重点。

三、应试技巧



  (一)手法灵活

从某种意义上讲,翻译也是一种写作,只不过不必自己组织思想内容而已。因此在很大程度上来讲写作与翻译的解题思路和评分标准是一致的。最大的一致之处在于汉译英与写作都有选择表达形式的自由。当然,一个词的翻译首先要找最恰当的词,万一找不到,用变通的方法也可以得分。比如翻译“在我们这个时代”,当然,“时代”可以用一些地道的大词如epoch,age,era等等,但如果实在想不到,就用最基本的、比较简单的times。



  (二)语法正确

一定要避免一些低级的语法错误,如时态、语态、单复数、冠词等,因为这些错误也会影响分数,这与写作是一个道理。因此一定要认真理解并避免本书第一章,即写作部分的强化训练第三项里面所提到的常见句法错误。



  (三)内容忠实

即必须把原文的内容准确而完整地表达出来,不得有任何歪曲、遗漏或增删。尤其注意不要漏掉原文的修饰性成分或列举成分。但在完整而准确地表达了原文意思的前提下,根据语言表达习惯的不同可以进行一定的形式上的增删。



  (四)语言闪光

即尽量使用出题人或阅卷人所期望的地道表达,如果实在想不出来或没有把握时才换用近似表达。

四、解题顺序

(一)理解

即通读并透彻理解原文含义,并根据上下文确定译文句子的结构、句型、谓语形式和用词。

1.定结构:简单句、并列句、复合句

2.定句型:五种基本句型(主谓、主谓宾、主谓宾宾、主谓宾补、主系表)之一或其变体(倒装形式、省略形式)

3.定谓语:时态、语态、语气、单复数

4.定用词

(二)翻译

可以先在试题册空白的地方打草稿,然后再誊到答题卡上。实在无法准确猜出出题人的意向,就用解释的方法写出答案。

(三)审校

首先检查译文是否正确地转述了原文的内容,是否有错译和漏译;其次,检查是否有语言上的明显错误,如时态、语态、单复数、冠词、拼写等。发现错误,及时改正。

五、备考方略

(一)多记话题词和常用词

可以通过看China Daily,Beijing Review等国内的英文报刊来积累与中国历史、文化、经济、社会发展等相关的话题所需要的词汇。但更重要的是把常用词亦即中学词汇以及本书下载资料中附赠的“大学英语积极词汇”掌握熟练,包括其拼写、词性、准确的意义和搭配。

(二)复习语法

鉴于语法错误的严重性,考生有必要对英语语法做复习或查漏补缺的工作。有些考生中学时对语法的掌握不够好,更多人是因为高考过后就没有再系统地复习过语法,所以印象不深,因此有必要做复习巩固的工作。准备一本比较详尽的语法书是有必要的,不光可以帮助理解和避免语法错误,也可以帮助巩固和使用英语特色句型。市面上这样的书很多。当然,也并不是要求考生拿着语法书从头学起,而主要是做查漏补缺的工作,即通过做翻译真题和模拟题发现自己语法上的问题,然后有针对性地翻看语法书。有些出版社出版的大学英语教材有配套的语法练习,对复习语法也很有帮助。另外,很多大学英语读写教材的课后练习有structure 一项,不妨做一做,也有好处。

六、汉译英常用技法



  (一)增补法

汉英两种语言由于用词造句的规律不同,因而在表达同一个意思时常需在译文中增补一些原文中没有的词语。增补词语的现象大致可分为以下几类: I.增补代词

1.增补作主语的代词

(1)增补复指的作主语的人称代词

根据汉语习惯,如果几个动作的发出者是相同的,则通常只在第一个动词之前出现一次主语,后面几个动词的主语不必重复出现。但根据英语语法,只要动词处于谓语的位置,就必须有主语,因此翻译时经常要增补人称代词,来复指前句中作主语的名词或代词。

1)他上学的时候,只靠水和面包为生。

When he was a student,he lived on only bread and water.

2)如果读书是为了获取一些东西,而不光是为了消磨时间,那就必须是积极的阅读。

If reading is to accomplish anything more than passing time,it must be active.

3)计算机能够提供正确的数据,但在未加判断之前可能是无关的数字。

The computer can provide correct data,but it may be an irrelevant number until judgment is pronounced.

(2)增补泛指的作主语的人称代词

汉语有很多无主句,因为其主语可以泛指一切人,但译成英语时要按英语习惯增补he,you,we等表示泛指的人称代词。

1)不怕浪头高,就怕桨不齐。

We have no fear of the towering billows,but are afraid that we can't pull our oars in union.

2)现在在北京到处都可以看到摩天大楼和立交桥。

Everywhere you can find skyscrapers and flyovers in Beijing today.

3)培根说过,“起始于确信,结果于疑惑;起始于疑惑,继之以不倦研究,则得可信之结果”。

“If we begin with certainties,”Bacon said,“we shall end in doubts but if we begin with doubts,and we are patient with them,we shall end in certainties.”

2.增补作宾语的代词

汉语句子中如果根据上下文能看明白,作宾语的代词常常可以省略。在英语中则不行,英语中凡是及物动词都要有宾语,因此汉译英时经常要增补作宾语的代词。

1)在他们看来,如果一样东西没法计量,又不能当酒喝,又不能当烟抽,也不能当钱花,那就没有价值。

In their view,if a thing won't be computed and you can't drink it,smoke it or spend it,then it holds little value.

2)我看了看她随手丢在旁边抽了一半的骆驼烟,捡了起来,拿到厨房,那儿的光线好一些。

I looked at the half-empty package of Camels tossed carelessly close at hand.I picked them up,took them into the kitchen,where the light was better.

3.增补物主代词

物主代词在汉语里用得远不如英语里多。英语中凡是说到一个人的器官、个人物品或与他有关的事物时,总要在前面加上物主代词如my,your,his,their,our等物主代词。

1)请把练习交上来。

Hand in your exercises,please.

2)她闭上眼睛,把手放在他的手里。

She closed her eyes and put her hands into his.

3)童年时代,我了解了很多关于非洲的情况。

In my childhood,I learned a great deal about Africa.

II.增补关联词

汉语是意合的语言,词语或分句之间不用或很少用语言形式手段(如关联词)连接,注重隐性连贯,注重以神统形。而英语是形合的语言,句中的词语或分句之间要用语言形式手段(如关联词)连接起来,注重结构完整,注重以形显义,因而会大量使用关联词,包括关系词和连接词。因此在汉译英时常常需要增补关联词。

1.增补并列连词

1)下雨了,我们就回家了。

The rain fell,so we went home.

2)她并不知道,我的父亲——也就是她的外公——抽的正是骆驼烟。

She does not know this,but it was Camels that my father,her grandfather,smoked.

3)最近的研究表明,白日梦是日常生活的一部分,每天白天有一定的梦幻对保持情绪平衡是必不可少的。

Recent research indicates that daydreaming is part of daily life and that a certain amount each day is essential for maintaining equilibrium.

2.增补从属连词

1)她不老实,我不能信任她。

Because she is not honest,I can't trust her.

2)人不犯我,我不犯人。

We will not attack unless we are attacked.

3)他体重增加了几磅,但那会儿他瘦得厉害,没人注意到这一点。

He gained a couple of pounds,but by then he was so slim that no one noticed.

4)夏天逐渐过去,幼鹿逐渐长大,不再那么依赖于母亲的奶水,而更多地以生长中的植物为食物来源。

As the summer progresses and the fawns grow,they become less dependent on their mother's milk and more dependent on growing plants as food resources.

III.增补冠词

汉语中没有冠词,只有数量词,英语中有冠词,所以翻译时往往需要增补。

1)马是有益的动物。

A horse is a useful animal.

2)决策是在现有的可选做法中所做的选择。

A decision is a choice made from among alternative courses of action that are available.

3)我们不可能在试管里或用计算机模型模拟出身体对药物或疾病的全部复杂反应。

We cannot possibly reproduce in a test tube or a computer model all the complex reactions of the body to a drug or a disease.

IV.增补介词

英语句子几乎离不开介词,而汉语则常常不用或省略介词,因此翻译时经常需要增补。

1)咱们车站见吧。

Let's meet at the station.

2)午饭我从来什么都不吃。

I never eat anything for lunch.

3)下次去那的时候问问他们这件事。

Next time you go there,ask them about it.

4)我们应当逐步消灭城乡差别。

We should gradually eliminate the differences between town and country.

V.增补谓语动词

英语句子必须有主语和谓语动词,汉语的句子可以没有谓语动词,因而在汉译英时往往需要增补谓语动词。

1)今天星期天。

Today is Sunday.

2)这东西又便宜又好。

It is cheap but good.

3)这条河50米宽。

The river is 50 meters wide.

4)你今天气色不太好。

You don't look fine today.

VI.增补解释性词语

有些谚语中的词语有较深的民族文化内涵,直译成英文不能达意,因此需要增加解释性词语。

1)三个臭皮匠,顶个诸葛亮。

Three cobblers with their wits combined equal Zhuge Liang,the master mind.

2)班门弄斧。

Showing off one's proficiency with the ax before Lu Ban,the master carpenter.

VII.增补原文无其词但有其意的词

1)要提倡顾全大局。

We should advocate the spirit of taking the whole situation into consideration.

2)这真是俗话说的,“旁观者清”。

Just as the proverb goes,“The onlooker sees most of the game.”



  (二)省略法

与词的增补相反,原文中有些词语从译文的角度来看往往是多余的,可以或必须删除,否则会造成文理不通,或不符合英语表达习惯。比如汉语喜欢用重复手法达到排比、比较、对比、强调等目的,而英语则不然,因此翻译时往往要把重复的部分省略。

I.省略原文中反复出现的名词,只出现一次

1)人们利用科学去了解自然,改造自然。

People use science to understand and change nature.

2)有些鸟类,借助于接收它们发出的尖叫声的回声,就能探测出障碍物的位置,并且还能避开这些障碍物。

Certain birds can locate and steer clear of obstacles by receiving the echoes to the squeaks they emit.

3)但那也是一个人造卫星的时代、核能的时代和绿色革命的时代。

But it was also the era of man-made satellites,of nuclear power and of the green revolution.

4)由此可见,市场经济本身是一个长期发展过程的产物,是生产方式和交换方式一系列变革的产物。

We see,therefore,the market economy is itself the product of a long course of development,of a series of revolutions in the modes of production and of exchange.

II.省略原文中重复的动词,只出现一次

1)他不想伤害他的女朋友,但还是伤害了她。

He has hurt his girlfriend though he didn't mean to.

2)他们说即使他们不研究激光武器,别人也会研究的。

They argue that if they do not develop laser weapons,someone else will.

3)在英国,人们不反对喝酒,但反对醉酒。

Drinking alcohol is not frowned upon in Britain though getting drunk is.

4)质子带正电,电子带负电,而中子既不带正电,也不带负电。

A proton has a positive charge and an electron a negative charge,but a neutron has neither.

III.尽管汉语经常用重复手段来连缀语篇,但也不是千篇一律的机械重复。为了避免用词单调,有时在内容上而不是形式上重复,但翻译时依然可以用省略法。

1)她既能工会画,又长袖善舞。

She was proficient both as a painter and as a dancer.

2)人们着装可能不拘礼仪,说话也可能很随便,表明他们很放松。

People may dress and speak casually,which signals that they are relaxed.

3)正如运动能强心、健肺、固骨、壮肌,运动也能健脑。

Just as exercise strengthens the heart and lungs,bones and muscles,it may also power up the brain.

IV.介词词组的大量存在和使用也是英语的一大特征,往往可以表达动词的意思,所以在翻译时一些表示具体意思的汉语动词可以省略。

1)主席在出席会议之前还有很多工作要做。

The chairman had a lot of work to do before the meeting.

2)万一发生战争,具有高度机动性的一面将获得决定性的优势。

In the event of war,the side which has a high degree of mobility will get a decisive advantage.

3)科学需要人们为其付出巨大的努力和全身心的奉献。

Science demands of men great efforts and complete devotion.

4)这是著名的思想家哈利·爱默生·福斯迪克博士所说的话。这些话说明,人确实可以通过幻想而使自己取得成就。

These are the words of the well-known thinker Dr.Harry Emerson Fosdick,and they show that people can literally daydream themselves to success.

V.省略汉语中某些表达时态的词

汉语动词没有词形变化,表达时往往要靠增加汉语特有的时态助词,如表示完成状态的“曾”、“已经”、“过”、“了”,表进行状态的“在”、“正在”、“着”,表将来时的“将”、“就”、“要”、“会”等等,但英语动词的时态只需靠动词形式变化或加助动词来表达。因此翻译时往往可以省略汉语中某些表达时态的词。

1)“你是老师吗?”

“不。但我以前是。”

“Are you a teacher?”

“No.But I was.”

2)中国今非昔比了。

China is no longer what it was.

3)另外,当你回到第一个任务的时候,应该回顾一下你原来所在的位置,以及还有哪些步骤没有完成。

In addition,when you return to your first task,you should have to review where you were and what steps were left for you to finish.

4)这些庞大的遗址,过去曾是重要的政治、经济和宗教活动的场所,现在几乎荡然无存了。

The big sites,which had the important political,economic and religious things going on,are almost all gone.

VI.省略语气助词

汉语有很多语气助词,如“啊”、“吧”、“呢”、“呀”、“哪”、“哇”、“嘛”、“吗”、“啦”、“了”、“罢了”、“而已”等等,而英语几乎没有,所以在翻译时往往省略。

1)利蓓加道:“啊哟,多好哇!”

“Oh,delightful!”said Rebecca.

2)不要当真嘛!我不过开个玩笑而已。

Don't take it seriously.I am just making fun.

3)我们索性在这里过夜吧!

We might just well stay here over night.

VII.省略承上启下的词

英语中有大量的分词词组、介词词组、或形容词词组可以在句子中作状语,相当于状语从句,有些祈使句也可以起到状语从句的作用,而不必使用表示各种关系的关联词,因此汉语的很多关联词在翻译时可以省略。

1)由于人手不够,我们完成任务有很大困难。

Not having got enough hands,we had great difficulty in carrying out the task.

2)莱斯利急于赶上班上的其他同学,所以每天晚上都学到很晚。

Eager to catch up with his classmates,Leslie stayed up late and studied every night.

3)如果你能了解飞行时差综合症是怎么回事以及如何通过饮食把它的不良作用减到最小,你坐飞机的难受程度就会轻些。

Understand what Jet Lag is,and how a careful diet can minimize its worst effects,and your flights will be less stressful.

VIII.表示范畴的虚指词或复指词

汉语里有一些名词,如“任务”、“工作”、“情况”、“状态”、“问题”、“事业”、“关系”、“现象”、“局面”、“制度”等等通常有具体的所指,自然应该直译,但当它们用来表示范畴时,则失去了具体含义,一般可以省略不译。

1)不诚实的现象越来越普遍。

Dishonesty is becoming widespread

2)两国正在采取措施缓和他们之间的紧张关系。

The two countries are taking measures to ease the tension between them.

3)这一举措体现了社会主义制度的优越性。

This move embodies the superiority of socialism.

4)这些都是人民内部矛盾问题。

All this are contradictions among the people.

5)朋友们听说了他家的困难情况后,纷纷伸出援助之手。

Learning about his family's difficulties,all his friends gave him a helping hand.



  (三)替代法

在体现篇章连贯方面,汉语多用重复,而英语多用替代手法。这一差异除了语用传统等历史因素之外,可能是由于汉语人称代词“他(们)”、“她(们)”与“它(们)”在语音上完全一样,很容易造成误解的缘故,而英语中则不存在由于发音相同而产生的指代关系混淆。因此汉语重复出现名词的地方,英语中常用代词替代。

I.用人称代词替代上文提到的名词

1)人们仿佛把时间当成一件实在的东西来对待。我们筹划时间,节约时间,浪费时间,偷取时间,消磨时间,压缩时间,我们为时间的使用做出解释,我们还为时间收取费用。

Time is treated as if it were something almost real.We budget it,save it,waste it,steal it,kill it,cut it,account for it;we also charge for it.

2)荷兰是欧洲唯一允许安乐死的国家,尽管严格意义上说安乐死在荷兰不合法。

The Netherlands is the only country in Europe which permits euthanasia,although it is not technically legal there.

3)如果你经久地,坚定地在你的想象中给自己描绘一个形象,你将会被引往这个形象。

Hold a picture of yourself long and steadily enough in your mind's eye,and you will be drawn toward it.

II.用物主代词替代上文提到的名词

1)富人有富人的烦恼,穷人有穷人的快乐。

While the rich have their own troubles,the poor have their own happiness.

2)要相信群众,依靠群众,尊重群众的首创精神。

Trust the masses,rely on the masses and respect their initiative.

3)你的父母可能想让你的名字用一辈子,但你要记住,他们为你起名字的时候几乎还没见过你呢,所以他们取名字时所怀的愿望和梦想不见得符合你的愿望和梦想。

Though your parents probably meant your name to last a lifetime,remember that when they picked it they had hardly met you,and the hopes and dreams they valued when they chose it may not match yours.

III.用强势关系代词或强势关系副词whoever,whichever,whatever,whenever,wherever来替代汉语中的重复。

1)你可以什么时候有空什么时候去那儿。

You may go there whenever you are free.

2)你愿意告诉谁就告诉谁——对我来说无所谓。

Tell whoever you like—it makes no difference to me.

3)所有这些书都是免费的,你喜欢哪本就拿哪本。

All these books are free.You may take whichever you like.

4)哪里有紧急情况发生,哪里就有人民解放军战士。

Wherever emergency occurs,there are soldiers of the People's Liberation Army.

IV.英语还常用one,ones,so等其他代词替代前文的内容

1)有些城市失去了本来的目的,但还没有发现新的目的。

Some cities have lost their original purpose and have not found a new one.

2)当人们实际只提出功能性问题时,计算机可能使人造成这样的错觉,他们提出的是根本性的问题。

The computer may foster the illusion that people are asking fundamental questions when actually they are asking only functional ones.

3)他离婚了,我也离了。

He is divorced and so am I.

4)在体育比赛中,如果同时有白人和黑人在场,他们分别支持相互对立的一方,其结果便是摩擦——摩擦太多以至于许多比赛场地只允许白人进入。

At sports events,if whites and blacks are present,they support opposing sides and the result is friction—so much so that in many grounds only whites are allowed.

V.英语中除了用代词之外,还经常用同义词或近义词来指代上文提到的内容,以避免重复

1)他们说,科学的发展与其说由于伟大天才的真知灼见,不如说是由于更为普通的东西,如技术和工具的改进。

Science moves forward,they say,not so much through the insights of great men of genius as because of more ordinary things like improved techniques and tools.

2)所谓方法论是指一般的历史研究中的特有概念,还是指历史研究中各个具体领域适用的研究手段,人们对此意见不一。

There is no agreement whether methodology refers to the concepts peculiar to historical work in general or to the research techniques appropriate to the various branches of historical inquiry.

3)有些哲学家说,权利只存在于社会契约中,是责任与权利相交换的一部分。

Some philosophers argue that rights exist only within a social contract,as part of an exchange of duties and entitlements.



  (四)词类转译法

翻译既要忠实于原文,又要符合译文的表达习惯,而不能逐词硬译。有些时候需要适当改变一些词的词类,使译文通顺流畅,符合英语特点。

I.汉语动词转换成英语的名词

一般来讲,英语倾向于多用名词,常常用名词来表达原来属于动词(或形容词)所表达的概念,如用抽象名词来表达动作、行为、变化、状态、品质、情感等概念。这种名词的优势在于往往可以使表达比较简洁,句式比较灵活,行文比较自然,也便于表达较为复杂和正式的思想内容。而汉语倾向于多用动词,因而翻译时常常需要把动词转译成名词。

1.汉语的动词转译成英语中由动词派生的名词

1)他们违反在赫尔辛基达成的协议,在国内侵犯基本人权,因此受到了各地热爱自由的人们的谴责。

The abuse of basic human rights in their own country in violation of the agreement reached at Helsinki earned them the condemnation of freedom-loving people everywhere.

2)医生迅速到达,并非常仔细地检查了病人,因此病人很快就康复了。

The doctor's extremely quick arrival and uncommonly careful examination of the patient brought about his very quick recovery.

3)过了几个晚上,在一次聚会上,她走过来央求我给她引见一位魅力十足的男性。

Several evenings later,she came up to me at a party,pressing for an introduction to a very impressive man.

4)听到我们的消息时,德博拉没有祝贺我们,反倒叫盖尔想清楚自己做的对不对。

Instead of congratulations upon hearing our news,Deborah counseled Gail to be really sure she was doing the right thing.

2.汉语的动词转译成含有动作意味的英语名词

1)看见那棵大树,总是让我想起童年。

The sight of the big tree always brings my childhood back to my mind.

2)它时时使我们更充分地感觉到强烈的活力,这当然会大大增强我们生活的激奋和欢乐。

It offers us a fuller sense of being intensely alive from moment to moment,and this,of course,contributes greatly to the excitement and joy of living.

3)伟大的生活源于一个人在想象中幻想自己有朝一日能做出什么事业或者成为什么人物。

Great living starts with a picture,held in some person's imagination,of what he would like someday to do or be.

4)人们对带薪休假的重视和大众娱乐服务的快速发展标志着人们对这一问题的日益关注。

The importance people attach to paid holidays and the rapid development of services for mass entertainment and recreation are signs of this increasing concern.

3.汉语动词转译成英语加后缀-er或-or 的名词

1)他能吃能睡。

He is a good eater and a good sleeper.

2)他既不抽烟,也不喝酒。

He was a nonsmoker and a teetotaler.

3)成功的语言学习者善于猜测,能够寻找线索,形成自己的结论。

Successful language learners are good guessers who look for clues and form their own conclusions.

4)她很健谈,但既然她似乎愿意谈论我的事,我还是做好准备,洗耳恭听。

She was talkative,but since she seemed inclined to talk about me I was prepared to be an attentive listener.

II.汉语动词转译成英语介词

介词是英语里最活跃的词类之一,是连接词语或从句的重要手段。据G·Curme 统计,英语各类介词共约286个。英语造句几乎离不开介词。而汉语中介词的使用则少得多,翻译时很多汉语动词可以转译成表示相应意义的英语介词或介词词组。

1)我很高兴地离城去出差了。

Pleased,I left town for a business trip.

2)说完这些话,她便走开了。

With these words,she went away.

3)他们立即出动,追击敌人。

They immediately set out in pursuit of the enemy.

4)新一代领导人赞成市场经济,摒弃了一切关于经济帝国主义的说法。

The new leadership has abandoned all talk of economic imperialism in favor of market economy.

5)另外,德国和捷克共和国还签署了协议来保护易北河,使其不受进一步的污染。

In addition,Germany and the Czech Republic have signed a treaty to protect the Elbe River from further contamination.

III.汉语的名词转译成英语的动词

英语中有很多由名词派生或由名词转用的动词,在汉语中有些名词往往可以转译为英语的这类动词。

1)骆驼的特点是能够几天不喝水。

The camel is characterized by an ability to go for days without water.

2)随着比赛的进行,他成了他们胜利的象征,成了一切美德的化身。

As the match progressed,he would symbolize their victories and become the embodiment of all merits.

3)这家商店的特色是24小时服务。

This store features round-the-clock service.

4)但是从理论上讲,物质在黑洞里的作用情况与在黑洞外的作用情况肯定是完全不同的。

But in theory,matter must behave very differently inside the hole.

IV.形容词与副词的互相转换

1)中朝两国人民一直保持着传统的友好关系。

Traditionally,there have always been good relations between Chinese and Korean people.

2)“光明!给我光明!”这就是发自我内心深处的无言的呼唤,也就在这时候,爱心的光芒照到了我身上。

“Light! Give me light!”was the wordless cry of my soul,and the light of love shined on me that very hour.



  (五)语态转换法

英语中被动句的使用远远多于汉语。由于英语是法治语言,强调主谓的完整性,因此在无从指出、没有必要指出或不想指出动作发出者时,就用动作的接受者作主语,将句子变为被动语态。另外,为了强调动作的接受者,为了上下文的连贯、句子的平衡或为了文体(科技文体、政论文体、公文文体)的需要也大量使用被动句。汉语被动句的使用则很少,因此翻译时很多汉语的句型应翻译成英语的被动句。

I.无标志词的汉语被动句译成英语的被动句

根据汉语的思维习惯,人的行为必然是由人来完成的,不可能由事物来完成,因此在表达时往往可以省略动作的发出者,而把重点放在动作的承受者和动作本身上。又因为汉语没有词形变化,同一动词既可以表主动意义,也可以表被动意义,因此“动作接受者+动词”的句式就成了一种表达习惯,如“苹果吃了吗?”“作业做完了吗?”“工作找到了,房子买了,老婆也娶了。”这些句子翻译时固然可以根据上下文加上动作的发出者,译成英语的主动句,不过更多类似的句子却因为无从指出、没有必要指出或不想指出动作发出者而要译成英语的被动句。

1)村子里很多房子都修缮得很漂亮。

A lot of houses in the village have been beautifully restored.

2)电脑模型可以用来演示细胞工作的方式。

Computer models can be used to simulate the way that cells work.

3)账单拿过来时我惊呆了,价格大大超出了我的预料。

I was startled when the bill of fare was brought,for the prices were a great deal higher than I had anticipated.

4)就雌鹿和幼鹿而言,很多能量耗费在产奶或生长上,脂肪积累得不如成年雄鹿那么快。

In the case of does and fawns,a great deal of energy is expended either in milk production or in growing,and fat is not accumulated as quickly as it is in full grown males.

5)佣人们经常不允许外出,也拿不到任何工钱。

Often the domestics are not allowed to go out,and they do not receive any payment.

II.汉语无主句译成英语的被动句

汉语是意合语言,当不需要或不能说出动作发出者时可以采用无主句的形式,但英语是形合语言,注重句子结构完整,句子中不能没有主语,因此翻译时除了给汉语的无主句加上一个泛指的主语译成主动句外,常常可以把原来动作的接受者拿过来当句子的主语,翻译成被动语态。

1)应该允许医生剥夺其他人的生命吗?

Should doctors be allowed to take the lives of others?

2)必须立即采取有效措施消除沙尘暴。

Effective measures must be taken immediately to eliminate sandy storms.

3)现在还不知道机器人有一天是否能拥有像人一样的视力。

It is not yet known whether robots will one day have vision as good as human vision.

4)只有假设地球表面是弯曲的才能解释这一现象。

This phenomenon can only be explained by assuming that the earth's surface is curved.

5)对多数人而言,是经过至少六个月的认真计划才做出出国留学的决定的。

For the majority,the decision to study abroad is taken only after a period of at least six months of careful planning.

III.汉语泛指人称主语句译成英语的被动句

汉语在不需要或不能说出动作发出者时可以用“有人”、“人们”、“我们”等泛指代词作主语,而英语喜欢用被动语态。

1)有人看见一个贼闯进了那栋房子。

A burglar was seen to break into the house.

2)没人能阻止比林斯先生实施他的计划。

Mr.Billings cannot be stopped from carrying out his plan.

3)有人说,关于年轻最可悲的事情就是因为年幼无知而浪费了年轻时光。

It has often been remarked that the saddest thing about youth is that it is wasted on the young.

4)但人们可能还不太了解,即使有了储存的脂肪,野生动物在冬天耗费的能量也比夏天少。

But it is probably less well known that even with their stored fat,wild animals spend less energy to live in winter than in summer.

5)曾有人说,失业不光带来经济压力,而且还导致极大的心理问题。

It has been observed that unemployment,quite aside from exerting financial pressures,brings enormous psychological troubles.

IV.汉语的“是……的”结构译成英语的被动句

汉语中有些“是……的”结构其实也是表示被动概念的,因此可以翻译成英语的被动句。

1)这本书是鲁迅1921年写的。

This book was written by Luxun in 1921.

2)这些产品是中国制造的。

These products were made in China.

3)知识产权的问题是在这一基础上提出来的。

On such a basis has the question of intelligence property rights been raised.

4)有些铁是随着汗液流失的。另外由于某些未知原因,高强度的耐力运动有时伴随着消化系统出血。

Some iron is lost in sweat,and,for unknown reasons,intense endurance exercise is sometimes associated with bleeding of the digestive system.

V.汉语的某些主动句译成英语的被动句

英语的被动句无处不在,甚至有些动作的发出者非常明确的句子英语也要用被动来表达。

1)她生了个男孩。

She was delivered of a boy.

2)这个村子住着约1,300户人家。

The village is populated by about 1,300 households.

3)我有理由接受他们关于地球形状的这种说法。

I am justified in accepting their say-so about the shape of the earth.

4)组织者宣布,所有工人都有权得到每小时5美元的报酬。

The organizer had declared that all the workers were entitled to $5 per hour.

5)但要是有人说读者应该只是接受方,不要信他的话。

But don't let anybody tell you that a reader is supposed to be solely on the receiving end.

6)每年的十月一日中国各族人民都庆祝国庆节。

National Day is celebrated on Oct.1 by the Chinese people of all nationalities every year.

7)结果,平均出生人数从每个妇女5.6个孩子减少到3个。

As a result,the average number of births has been cut from 5.6 children per woman to 3.

8)一些人误以为人们喜欢积蓄能量,喜欢休息,喜欢多一事不如少一事。

Some people are deceived into thinking that people like to store up energy,to rest and save themselves as much as possible.



  (六)正反表达法

叙述同一事物或表达同一思想时,可以正说也可以反说。汉语如此,英语也是如此。因此翻译时应根据英语习惯,采用正面或反面的表达。

I.汉语从反面表达,英语从正面表达

1.动词

1)很多欠发达地区的女孩得不到上学的机会。

Lots of girls in underdeveloped regions were denied the chance to go to school.

2)但这些措施能否对减缓砍伐森林的速度有足够的影响,现在还看不出来。

But it remains to be seen whether these measures will have enough impact on slowing the rate of removing the forests.

3)你大可不必受此麻烦。

You might well have spared yourself the trouble.

4)双方未能就领土问题的解决达成协议。

The two parties failed to reach an agreement over the solution of the territory issue.

Chinese New Year is the most important traditional Chinese holiday.In China,it is also known as the Spring Festival.New Year celebrations run from Chinese New Year's Eve,the last day of the last month of the lunar calendar,to the Lantern Festival on the 15th day of the first month.Customs and traditions concerning the celebration of the Chinese New Year vary widely from place to place.However,New Year's Eve is usually an occasion for Chinese families to gather for the annual reunion dinner.It is also traditional for every family to thoroughly clean the house in order to sweep away ill fortune and to bring in good luck.And doors will be decorated with red couplets with themes of health,wealth and good luck.Other activities include lighting firecrackers,giving money in red envelopes,and visiting relatives and friends.



  解析

本题汉语原文是对中国春节的简单介绍,属于新考试大纲里所说的“中国文化”方面的内容。但是通篇看来并没有太难表达的概念。通过参考答案可以看出,基本上用中学词汇就可以表达。即使最难的几处如“年夜饭”( annual reunion dinner)、“放鞭炮”(lighting firecrackers)和“发红包”(giving money in red envelopes),除了鞭炮不是中学词汇、也不好解释或替代以外,其他两处也是可以通过解释的方式用中学词汇译出来的。原文有六句话,下面分句进行解析。

a)中国新年是中国最重要的传统节日,在中国也被称为春节。

译文:Chinese New Year is the most important traditional Chinese holiday.In China,it is also known as the Spring Festival.

解析:原句由两部分组成,表面上看似乎是一个主语(中国新年)加两个并列谓语(是中国最重要的传统节日 + 在中国也被称为春节)的结构,但是如果译为Chinese New Year is the most important traditional Chinese holiday and is also called the Spring Festival in China 并不符合英语并列结构一致的原则,即is 和 is called不对等。我们看到参考答案译为两个英语简单句,第二句补充了主语it,属于翻译技巧里的分句法和增补法。其实汉语本来也是两个句子,只不过第二句省略了主语,而且两句话没有用句号隔开。

不过该句也可以译为一个英语简单句,即:

Chinese New Year,also known as the Spring Festival in China,is the most important traditional Chinese holiday.

可以看出将原文第二层意思用插入语的形式放到了第一层意思翻译出来的简单句里。

该句用一般现在时,因为是对客观事实或主语特征的描述。本段其他部分也是如此。另外,Chinese,New Year和the Spring Festival里面的Spring Festival,作为表示时间概念的专有名词里面的实词,应该大写首字母。

译文在用词上还可以有变化,如也可译为:

Chinese New Year,also called the Spring Festival in China,is the most significant traditional festival in this country.

b)新年的庆祝活动从除夕开始一直延续到元宵节(the Lantern Festival ),即从农历(lunar calendar)最后一个月的最后一天至新年第一个月的第十五天。

解析:原句结构比较好理解,即一个简单句,主语为“新年的庆祝活动”,谓语动词为“开始”和“延续”,逗号后的部分可以处理为“i.e.from...to...”结构,因此也可以译为:New Year celebrations start from Chinese New Year's Eve and last until the Lantern Festival,i.e.from the last day of the last month of lunar calendar to the fifteenth day of the first month.

通过对比可以发现,原译文比较灵活,用一个run from...to...的结构就可以翻译“从……开始一直持续到……”,而且把原句后半部分拆分后插入了前半部分。不过这种情况在汉英转换中是比较常见的,又如:“从2000年到2010年该城市房价急剧上涨,从平均5000元一平米到30000元一平米”,可译为“The price of housing in this city rose sharply from 5,000 yuan per square meter on average in the year 2000 to 30,000 yuan per square meter in the year 2010.”

当然,在某些用词和语序上还可以有变化,或者用解释的方式译出,如:

解析:原句可以理解为两个简单句,也可以理解为含有非限制性定语从句的复合句。因此也可以译为:

And doors will be decorated with red couplets.Their themes are health,wealth and good luck.

或:

And doors will be decorated with red couplets,whose themes are health,wealth and good luck.

但原来的译文显然更简练。

另外,语序和用词还可以有变化,如也可译为:

People would also stick onto their doors red couplets,whose themes are health,fortune and good luck.

但可以发现,原来的译文延续了前几句用事物作主语而非人作主语的句型特点,显得表述更客观,更正式。

f)其他的活动还有放鞭炮、发红包和探亲访友等。

译文:Other activities include lighting firecrackers,giving money in red envelopes,and visiting relatives and friends.

解析:原句是一个简单句,也可以译为:

  第三节 强化训练

一、练习题

1.汉语通常指的是汉民族所使用的标准语及其方言。汉族占中国总人口的90%以上。中国的大部分少数民族有自己的语言。就使用人数和分布范围而言,汉语是中国最重要的语言,也是联合国五种官方工作语言之一。汉语也是世界上最丰富、发展程度最高的语言之一。很多海外华人也说汉语:只是在东南亚一带就有超过一千万海外华人和华裔把汉语作为共同语言。目前,全世界有十几亿人——也就是将近全世界五分之一的人——以汉语为母语。汉语的书面形式早在六千年前就形成了。从其起源的角度来看,汉语属于汉藏(Sino-Tibetan)语系。

2.儒家思想是从中国古代哲学家孔子的讲学发展而来的伦理和哲学体系。两千余年来,儒家思想对中国的影响不仅体现在政治、文化方面,也体现在每一个中国人的行为和思维方式之中。有的外国学者甚至把儒家思想看作是中国的宗教思想。实际上,儒家学派只是中国古代许多学派中的一支。只不过在中国两千多年的封建社会里被奉为正统思想,长期占有独尊的地位。儒家思想不仅对中国文化产生了深远的影响,而且也影响了亚洲的其他很多国家。

3.端午节为农历五月初五,据说是为了纪念战国时期楚国的伟大爱国诗人屈原之死。在屈原投汨罗江自杀后,敬仰他的当地百姓竞相划船去救他或者至少找回他的尸体。据说这就是赛龙舟的来源。在无法找到他的尸体后,人们把糯米团扔进江里,这样,鱼吃糯米团就不会吃屈原的尸体了。据说这就是粽子的起源。但部分地区也有纪念伍子胥、曹娥等说。“端午节”现在为国家法定节假日之一,并被列入世界非物质文化遗产名录。

4.北京烤鸭是北京的一道名菜,从明朝以来便有烧制,如今更是被视为中国的民族食品之一。该菜贵在其鸭皮薄而脆,正宗做法基本只上鸭皮,略带鸭肉,由厨师在食客面前片取。烤鸭所用鸭只专门饲养,65日后宰杀、调味,然后于焖炉或挂炉中烤制。鸭肉伴薄饼、葱(scallion)、甜面酱和黄瓜同食。北京两家著名的烤鸭店是全聚德和便宜坊,是两家家喻户晓的百年老店。全聚德得到了世界范围的认可,1999年被命名为中国著名商标。

5.中国画是世界上最古老的不间断艺术传统之一。现在中国人将传统风格的绘画称为国画(traditional Chinese painting),意思是“民族的”或“本国的”绘画。传统绘画所需要的技巧基本上与书法一样,是用毛笔蘸着黑色或彩色的墨水完成的,不用油彩。与书法一样,最常用的作画材料为纸和丝绸。中国画的两大技法为工笔(traditional Chinese realistic painting)和水墨。工笔意为细腻,即用极细的笔触来精确地描绘细节。水墨画法也称为写意(freehand brushwork)或自由风格。山水画被认为是中国画的最高形式。

6.中国火锅拥有一千多年的历史。据说起源于蒙古,那里的主要食材是肉,通常是牛羊肉。后来在唐朝的时候传到了中国南方,在蒙古人建立的元朝时期进一步推广。随着时间的推移,各地形成了不同的火锅做法,用的原料也不一样了,比如有用海鲜的。最有名的地方火锅是重庆麻辣(numb and spicy)火锅,里面加了花椒(Sichuan pepper)。花椒与其他的辛辣配料——如红辣椒——一起在舌头上造成了一种既灼热又轻微发麻的感觉,类似于喝碳酸饮料的感觉。另外,重庆火锅除了羊肉片之外还用多种不同的肉。

7.当前最重要的任务是发展国民经济,提高人民的生活水平。为了实现这个目标,我们必须改革旧的经济体制,进一步解放生产力,我们应当向世界敞开大门,以便学习其他国家先进的科学和技术。只要我们坚持改革开放政策,就一定能把我国建设成强大的社会主义国家。在过去20年中,世界上没有任何一个国家的外贸发展速度像中国那么快。日本用了20多年时间才将其外贸总额翻了一番,而中国却翻了两番。中国现在已是全球第三大电器生产国,并且正式成为全球电器市场上的主角。中国还是世界上劳动密集型(labor-intensive)产品的主要生产国。

8.中国将始终不渝地走和平发展道路,坚定奉行独立自主的和平外交政策。我们根据事情本身的是非曲直决定自己的立场和政策,秉持公道,伸张正义。中国主张和平解决国际争端和热点问题,反对动辄诉诸武力或以武力相威胁,反对颠覆(subvert)别国合法政权,反对一切形式的恐怖主义。中国反对各种形式的霸权主义(hegemonism)和强权政治,不干涉别国内政,永远不称霸,永远不搞扩张。中国将坚持把中国人民利益同各国人民共同利益结合起来,以更加积极的姿态参与国际事务,发挥负责任大国的作用,共同应对全球性挑战。

10.我们前进道路上还有不少困难和问题。主要是:发展中不平衡、不协调、不可持续问题依然突出,科技创新能力不强,产业结构不合理,农业基础依然薄弱,资源环境约束加剧,制约科学发展的体制机制障碍较多,深化改革开放和转变经济发展方式任务艰巨;城乡区域发展差距和居民收入分配差距依然较大;社会问题明显增多,教育、就业、社会保障、医疗、住房、生态环境、食品药品安全、安全生产、社会治安、执法司法等关系群众切身利益的问题较多,部分群众生活比较困难;一些领域存在道德失范、诚信缺失现象;反腐败斗争形势依然严峻。

二、参考答案

1.The Chinese language usually refers to the standard language and its dialects used by the Han nationality which makes up more than 90% of the total population in China.Most of the minority nationalities in China have their own languages.In terms of the number of users and the extent of distribution,Chinese is the most important language in China and also one of the five official working languages of the United Nations.It is also one of the richest and most highly developed languages in the world.Chinese is also spoken by many overseas Chinese:it is the common language of more than 10 million overseas Chinese and persons of Chinese descent in Southeast Asia alone.At present,more than one billion people,approximately 1/5 of the world's population,speak Chinese as their mother tongue.A written form of the language was developed as early as 6,000 years ago.From the point of view of its origin,it belongs to the Sino-Tibetan languages family.

2.Confucianism is an ethical and philosophical system developing from the teachings of the ancient Chinese philosopher Confucius.For more than two thousand years,it has not only influenced Chinese politics and culture,but also every Chinese's way of thinking and behaving.Some foreign scholars even regard it as China's religious thought.In fact,it is but one of the many schools of thoughts in ancient China.But it was regarded as the orthodox ideology in China' feudal society which lasted for over two thousand years,enjoying a dominant position for a long period of time.Confucianism has exerted a profound impact not only on Chinese culture,but also many other countries in Asia.

3.The Dragon Boat Festival occurs on the 5th day of the 5th month of the lunar calendar.It is said to commemorate the death of the great patriotic poet Qu Yuan of the state of Chu during the Warring States Period.After Qu Yuan committed suicide by drowning himself in the Miluo River,the local people,who admired him,raced out in their boats to save him or at least retrieve his body.This is said to have been the origin of dragon boat races.When his body could not be found,they dropped balls of sticky rice into the river so that the fish would eat them instead of Qu Yuan's body.This is said to be the origin of zongzi.But in some places,the festival is said to commemorate Wu Zixu or Cao E.The festival is now one of the statutory national holidays and has been included in the list of world intangible cultural heritage.

4.Peking Roast Duck is a famous dish from Beijing that has been cooked since the Ming Dynasty,and is now considered one of China's national foods.The dish is prized for the thin,crisp skin,with authentic versions of the dish serving mostly the skin and little meat,sliced in front of the diners by the cook.Ducks bred specially for the dish are slaughtered after 65 days of feeding before being roasted in a closed or hung oven.The meat is eaten with pancakes,scallion,sweet bean sauce and cucumber.Two notable restaurants in Beijing which serve this dish are Quanjude and Bianyifang,two centuries-old establishments which have become household names.Quanjude has received worldwide recognition,having been named a China Renowned Trademark in 1999.

5.Chinese painting is one of the oldest continuous artistic traditions in the world.Painting in the traditional style is known today in Chinese as traditional Chinese painting,meaning“national”or“native”painting.Traditional painting involves essentially the same techniques as calligraphy and is done with a brush dipped in black or colored ink;oil paint is not used.As with calligraphy,the most popular materials on which paintings are made of are paper and silk.The two main techniques in Chinese painting are traditional Chinese realistic painting and using ink and wash.The former,meaning“meticulous”,uses highly detailed brushstrokes that depict details very precisely.The latter is also referred to as freehand brushwork or freehand style.Landscape painting is regarded as the highest form of Chinese painting.

6.The Chinese hot pot boasts a history of more than 1,000 years.It is said to have originated in Mongolia where the main ingredient was meat,usually beef and mutton.It then spread to southern China during the Tang Dynasty and was further established during the Mongolian Yuan Dynasty.As time went by,regional variations developed with different ingredients such as seafood.One of the most famous variations is the Chongqing numb and spicy hot pot,to which Sichuan pepper is added.Combined with other spicy ingredients like chili,it creates a sensation on the tongue that both burns and numbs slightly,almost like carbonated beverages.Besides,it uses a variety of different meats apart from sliced mutton fillet.

7.At present the most important task is to develop national economy and to improve people's living standards.In order to realize this goal,we must reform the old economic system so as to further free the productivity.We should open our door to the outside world in order to learn the advanced science and technology from other countries.So long as we adhere to the reform and open policy,we will certainly be able to build our country into a strong socialist country.Over the past 20 years,no country in the world has expanded its foreign trade as fast as China.Japan spent over twenty years in doubling its total foreign trade,while China spent the same amount of time in increasing its foreign trade by three times.China has become the third largest producer of electric appliances in the world,and has played a main role in the international market of electric appliances.China has also become a major producer of labor-intensive products in the world.

8.China will unswervingly follow the path of peaceful development and firmly pursue an independent foreign policy of peace.We will decide our position and policy on an issue on its own merits and work to uphold fairness and justice.China is committed to peaceful settlement of international disputes and hotspot issues,opposes the wanton use of force or threat to use it,opposes any foreign attempt to subvert the legitimate government of any other countries,and opposes terrorism in all its manifestations.China opposes hegemonism and power politics in all their forms,does not interfere in other countries' internal affairs and will never seek hegemony or engage in expansion.China will continue to keep in mind both the interests of the Chinese people and the common interests of the people of all countries,get more actively involved in international affairs,play its due role of a major responsible country,and work jointly with other countries to meet global challenges.

9.During the past five years,we have made new and major achievements in all fields of our work.The economy has developed steadily and rapidly.China's overall national strength has grown considerably.The overall agricultural production capacity has increased and grain output has gone up year after year.Fresh progress has been made in adjusting the industrial structure,and the infrastructure has been extensively upgraded.Urbanization has been steadily advanced,and development of urban and rural areas and different regions has become better balanced.Notable progress has been made in making China an innovative country,and major breakthroughs have been made in manned spaceflights,the lunar exploration program,and in the development of a manned deep-sea submersible,supercomputers and high-speed railways.Solid steps have been taken to promote ecological civilization construction,and comprehensive progress has been made in resource conservation and environmental protection.

10.There are still a lot of difficulties and problems on our road ahead.They include the following:Unbalanced,uncoordinated and unsustainable development remains a big problem.The capacity for scientific and technological innovation is weak.The industrial structure is unbalanced.Agricultural infrastructure remains weak.Resource and environmental constraints have become more serious.Many systemic barriers stand in the way of promoting development in a scientific way.The tasks of deepening reform and opening up and changing the growth model remain arduous.The development gap between urban and rural areas and between regions is still large,and so are income disparities.Social problems have increased markedly.There are many problems affecting people's immediate interests in education,employment,social security,healthcare,housing,the ecological environment,food and drug safety,workplace safety,public security,law enforcement,administration of justice,etc.Some people still lead hard lives.There is a lack of ethics and integrity in some fields.The fight against corruption remains a serious challenge for us.

[B]We live in small part of the Milky Way Galaxy,which is referred to as a solar system.Our solar system is made up of nine planets and 31 moons,which orbit the center of galaxy.At the center of our galaxy is our Sun,which is approximately twenty-five thousand light years from our solar system.

[C]These nine major planets in order from the center are Mercury,Venus,Earth,Mars,Jupiter,Saturn,Uranus,Neptune,and Pluto.

[D]Mercury is the planet nearest to the Sun.As it orbits the Sun,it does not rotate,keeping the same face of the planet toward the Sun at all times.This means that one side of the planet has a continual burning day of 900 °F,and the other side a continual night and a deadly cold of 450°F below zero.Mercury is the fastest traveling of the nine planets making one full orbit around the Sun in only eight days.Life on Mercury would be impossible.If you could live where the night meets the day and survive the extreme conditions,you would need dark goggles to protect your eyes from the extreme light.Mercury has little or no atmosphere to diffuse the sunlight.You would also weigh considerable less due to the lack of gravity.A person weighting 100 pounds on Earth would weigh 27 pounds on Mercury.

[E]Looking into the night sky you will notice Venus,the brightest star in the sky,and the second planet from the Sun.Venus can only be seen at certain times of the day either at dawn or at Sunset.In physical characteristics,Venus is most like earth with a diameter of seven thousand six hundred miles,and gravity the same as earth.It is located a distance of sixty-seven million miles from the Sun and makes one complete orbit around the Sun in two hundred twenty five days.A single day on Venus can last up to two hundred and twenty five earth days due to its slow rotation.The atmosphere appears to consist of mostly nitrogen and carbon dioxide.This is due to the lack of life on the planet.

[F]The best time to view Venus comes every one hundred and twenty years as it passes between the Earth and the Sun.The last time to best view it was on June 7,2004.

[G]Earth,the third planet from the Sun is our home planet.Earth is the only planet in our solar system known to sustain life.Under the layer of atmosphere that surrounds the planet we are able to provide all the necessary components to make life sustainable.Earth is the fifth largest planet in the solar system.Its diameter is just a few hundred kilometers larger than Venus.Earth rotates on its axis one complete revolution in a twenty-four hour period and orbits the Sun in three hundred and sixty-five days.

[H]Mars is the fourth planet from the Sun and is the closest neighbor to earth.Every seventeen years Mars reaches its closest point to earth in its orbit around the Sun at thirty-five million miles.

[I]Mars is a small planet that has a red glow.It makes one complete orbit around the Sun in six hundred and eighty-seven days.Oxygen and water vapor have been detected in the atmosphere of Mars,and a yellowish fog and clouds move around the planet indicating that the planet has different types of weather and seasons like the earth.A single day on Mars is very much like a day on earth lasting twenty-four hours and thirty-seven minutes,however,a year on Mars is twice as long as one year on earth.

[J]Jupiter,the fifth planet from the Sun,gets its name from the Father of the Greek Gods.Jupiter,which orbits four hundred and eighty-three million miles from the Sun,is the biggest of all the planets in our solar system.It has a diameter of eighty-nine thousand miles and a volume of thirteen times that of earth.Jupiter orbits the Sun every twelve years.Its atmosphere is thousands of miles thick and is made up of mainly hydrogen.The surface temperature is about -205°F.There are no seasons on Jupiter,but it has floating clouds of ammonia and methane gas.

[K]Jupiter has a bright red distinctive spot that is more than twice as wide as Earth.This mark has astronomers puzzled because there is no reason for the bright spot due to the fact that it does not receive much sunlight.This spot enables us to see that Jupiter has a very fast rotation.One rotation is completed every ten hours.The forces placed on the planet due to this quick rotation cause the clouds at the equator to bulge like a tire,but the gravitational forces of the planet keep the clouds from being cast into space.

[L]Saturn,even though it is the sixth planet from the Sun,it shines so brightly because of its size.Its diameter is seventy-one thousand five hundred miles.The planet itself is golden in color and is the brightest yellow star in the night sky.

[M]Saturn makes one complete revolution on its axis every ten hours and takes twenty-nine and one half days to complete one orbit around the Sun.The gravitational pull of this planet is most like that of Jupiter.It has a volume that is eight hundred times that of earth,but has a volume that is one hundred times lighter than earth.Saturn has two rings that surround the planet,but never touch it.They are located outside the atmosphere and above the equator.These rings are only about ten miles thick,which makes them transparent,only being seen with the use of a telescope.The ring closest to the planet is about seven thousand miles and very thin.A black band separates the inner ring from the outer ring,which is wider and brighter.It is believed that the rings are made up of crystals of ice or dust particles.

[N]Uranus is the seventh planet from the Sun.The name Uranus comes from Greek mythology.Uranus was the“God of the Heavens.”Uranus is situated one thousand seven hundred and eighty two miles from the Sun and completes one orbit around the Sun every eighty-four years.The size of this planet is four times that of earth,but has the same force of gravity on the surface as earth.There are five moons that orbit this planet.The largest one is Titania.

[O]Neptune,the eighth planet from the Sun,is invisible to the naked eye.It is located some two thousand seven hundred and ninety-three million miles from the Sun.A single orbit around the Sun takes one hundred and sixty-five years to complete.This planet only receives one nine-hundredth of the heat and sunlight as the earth.

[P]Pluto is the ninth planet from the Sun.The name Pluto comes from the Roman God who was the ruler of the under world.On Thursday,August 24,2006,however,the International Astronomical Union(IAU)met in Prague voted finalizing the guidelines of planetary classification,thus reorganizing Pluto into a new category of“dwarf planet”.Pluto disqualified due to its eccentric orbit that crosses with Neptune.In addition to the fact that it is disproportionately smaller than any of its former counterparts in the solar system,it does not qualify as a planet.Otherwise,we might as well qualify Pluto's moon,Charon as a planet,thus making Pluto and Charon a binary planet system.

Passage One

Questions 56 to 60 are based on the following passage.

Low-level slash-and-burn farming doesn't harm rainforest.On the contrary,it helps farmers and improves forest soils.This is the unorthodox view of a German soil scientist who has shown that burnt clearings in the Amazon,dating back more than 1,000 years,helped create patches of rich,fertile soil that farmers still benefit from today.

Most rainforest soils are thin and poor because they lack minerals and because the heat and heavy rainfall destroy most organic matter in the soils within four years of it reaching the forest floor.This means topsoil contains few of the ingredients needed for long-term successful farming.

But Bruno Glaser,a soil scientist of the University of Bayreuth,has studied unexpected patches of fertile soils in the central Amazon.These soils contain lots of organic matter.

Glaser has shown that most of this fertile organic matter comes from“black carbon”—the organic particles from camp fires and charred(烧成炭的)wood left over from thousands of years of slash-and-burn farming.“The soils,known as Terra Preta,contained up to 70 times more black carbon than the surrounding soil,”says Glaser.

Unburnt vegetation rots quickly,but black carbon persists in the soil for many centuries.Radiocarbon dating shows that the charred wood in Terra Preta soils is typically more than 1,000 years old.

“Slash-and-burn farming can be good for soils provided it doesn't completely burn all the vegetation,and leaves behind charred wood,”says Glaser.“It can be better than manure(粪肥).”Burning the forest just once can leave behind enough black carbon to keep the soil fertile for thousands of years.And rainforests easily regrow after small-scale clearing.Contrary to the conventional view that human activities damage the environment,Glaser says:“Black carbon combined with human wastes is responsible for the richness of Terra Preta soils.”

Terra Preta soils turn up in large patches all over the Amazon,where they are highly prized by farmers.All the patches fall within 500 square kilometers in the central Amazon.Glaser says the widespread presence of pottery(陶器)confirms the soil's human origins.

The findings add weight to the theory that large areas of the Amazon have recovered so well from past periods of agricultural use that the regrowth has been mistaken by generations of biologists for“virgin”forest.

During the past decade,researchers have discovered hundreds of large earth works deep in the jungle.They are up to 20 meters high and cover up to a square kilometer.Glaser claims that these earth works,built between AD 400 and 1400,were at the heart of urban civilizations.Now it seems the richness of the Terra Preta soils may explain how such civilizations managed to feed themselves.

As a wise man once said,we are all ultimately alone.But an increasing number of Europeans are choosing to be so at an ever earlier age.This isn't the stuff of gloomy philosophical contemplations,but a fact of Europe's new economic landscape,embraced by sociologists,real-estate developers and ad executives alike.The shift away from family life to solo lifestyle,observes a French sociologist,is part of the“irresistible momentum of individualism”over the last century.The communications revolution,the shift from a business culture of stability to one of mobility and the mass entry of women into the workforce have greatly wreaked havoc(扰乱)on Europeans' private lives.

Europe's new economic climate has largely fostered the trend toward independence.The current generation of home-aloners came of age during Europe's shift from social democracy to the sharper,more individualistic climate of American style capitalism.Raised in an era of privatization and increased consumer choice,today's tech-savvy(精通技术的)workers have embraced a free market in love as well as economics.Modern Europeans are rich enough to afford to live alone,and temperamentally independent enough to want to do so.

Once upon a time,people who lived alone tended to be those on either side of marriage—twenty something professionals or widowed senior citizens.While pensioners,particularly elderly women,make up a large proportion of those living alone,the newest crop of singles are high earners in their 30s and 40s who increasingly view living alone as a lifestyle choice.Living alone was conceived to be negative—dark and cold,while being together suggested warmth and light.But then came along the idea of singles.They were young,beautiful,and strong! Now,young people want to live alone.

By 1908,the United States was the only industrial nation in the world that lacked workers' compensation insurance.America's injured workers could sue for damages in a court of law,but they still faced a number of tough legal barriers.For example,employees had to prove that their injuries directly resulted from employer negligence and that they themselves were ignorant about potential hazards in the workplace.The first state workers' compensation law in this country was passed in 1911,and the program soon spread throughout the nation.

After World WarⅡbenefit payments to American workers did not keep up with the cost of living.In fact,real benefit levels were lower in the 1970s than they were in the 1940s,and in most states the maximum benefit was below the poverty level for a family of four.In 1970,President Richard Nixon set up a national commission to study the problems of workers' compensation.Two years later,the commission issued 19 key recommendations,including one that called for increasing compensation benefit levels to 100 percent of the states' average weekly wages.

In fact,the average compensation benefit in America has climbed from 55 percent of the states' average weekly wages in 1972 to 97 percent today.But,as most studies show,every 10 percent increase in compensation benefits results in a 5 percent increase in the numbers of workers who file for claims.And with so much more money floating in the workers' compensation system,it's not surprising that doctors and lawyers have helped themselves to a large slice of the growing pie.

Ironically,high consumption may be a mixed blessing in human terms,too.The time-honored values of integrity of character,good work,friendship,family and community have often been sacrificed in the rush to riches.

Thus many in the industrial lands have a sense that their world of plenty is somehow hollow,that misled by a consumerist culture,they have been fruitlessly attempting to satisfy what are essentially social,psychological and spiritual needs with material things.

Of course,the opposite of overconsumption,poverty,is no solution to either environmental or human problems.It is infinitely worse for people and bad for the natural world too.Dispossessed(被剥夺得一无所有的)peasants slash,and burn their way into the rainforests of Latin America,and hungry nomads(游牧民族)turn their herds out onto fragile African grassland,reducing it to desert.

A Nation That's Losing Its Toolbox

The scene inside the Home Depot on Weyman Avenue here would give the old-time American craftsman pause.

In Aisle 34 is precut plastic flooring,the glue already in place.In Aisle 26 are prefabricated windows.Stacked near the checkout counters,and as colorful as a Fisher-Price toy,is a not-so-serious-looking power tool:a battery-operated saw-and-drill combination.And if you don't want to do it yourself,head to Aisle 23 or Aisle 35,where a help desk will arrange for an installer.

It's all very handy stuff,I guess,a convenient way to be a do-it-yourselfer without being all that good with tools.But at a time when the American factory seems to be a shrinking presence,and when good manufacturing jobs have vanished,perhaps never to return,there is something deeply troubling about this dilution of American craftsmanship.

This isn't a lament(伤感)—or not merely a lament—for bygone times.It's a social and cultural issue,as well as an economic one.The Home Depot approach to craftsmanship—simplify it,dumb it down,hire a contractor—is one signal that mastering tools and working with one's hands is receding in America as a hobby,as a valued skill,as a cultural influence that shaped thinking and behavior in vast sections of the country.

That should be a matter of concern in a presidential election year.Yet neither Barack Obama nor Mitt Romney promotes himself as tool-savvy(使用工具很在行的)presidential timber,in the mold of a Jimmy Carter,a skilled carpenter and cabinet maker.

The Obama administration does worry publicly about manufacturing,a first cousin of craftsmanship.When the Ford Motor Company,for example,recently announced that it was bringing some production home,the White House cheered.“When you see things like Ford moving new production from Mexico to Detroit,instead of the other way around,you know things are changing,”says Gene Sperling,director of the National Economic Council.

Ask the administration or the Republicans or most academics why America needs more manufacturing,and they respond that manufacturing gives birth to innovation,brings down the trade deficit,strengthens the dollar,generates jobs,arms the military and brings about a recovery from recession.But rarely,if ever,do they publicly take the argument a step further,asserting that a growing manufacturing sector encourages craftsmanship and that craftsmanship is,if not a birthright,then a vital ingredient of the American self-image as a can-do,inventive,we-can-make-anything people.

Traditional vocational training in public high schools is gradually declining,stranding thousands of young people who seek training for a craft without going to college.Colleges,for their part,have since 1985 graduated fewer chemical,mechanical,industrial and metallurgical(冶金的)engineers,partly in response to the reduced role of manufacturing,a big employer of them.

The decline started in the 1950s,when manufacturing generated a sturdy 28% of the national income,or gross domestic product,and employed one-third of the workforce.Today,factory output generates just 12% of G.D.P.and employs barely 9% of the nation's workers.

Mass layoffs and plant closings have drawn plenty of headlines and public debate over the years,and they still occasionally do.But the damage to skill and craftsmanship—what's needed to build a complex airliner or a tractor,or for a worker to move up from assembler to machinist to supervisor—went largely unnoticed.

“In an earlier generation,we lost our connection to the land,and now we are losing our connection to the machinery we depend on,”says Michael Hout,a sociologist at the University of California,Berkeley.“People who work with their hands,”he went on,“are doing things today that we call service jobs,in restaurants and laundries,or in medical technology and the like.”

That's one explanation for the decline in traditional craftsmanship.Lack of interest is another.The big money is in fields like finance.Starting in the 1980s,skill in finance grew in importance,and,as depicted in the news media and the movies,became a more appealing source of income.

By last year,Wall Street traders,bankers and those who deal in real estate generated 21% of the national income,double their share in the 1950s.And Warren Buffett,the good-natured financier,became a homespun folk hero,without the tools and overalls(工作装).

“Young people grow up without developing the skills to fix things around the house,”says Richard Curtin,director of the Thomson Reuters/University of Michigan Surveys of Consumers.“They know about computers,of course,but they don't know how to build them.”

Manufacturing's shrinking presence undoubtedly helps explain the decline in craftsmanship,if only because many of the nation's assembly line workers were skilled in craft work,if not on the job then in their spare time.In a late 1990s study of blue-collar employees at a General Motors plant(now closed)in Linden,N.J.,the sociologist Ruth Milkman of City University of New York found that many line workers,in their off-hours,did home renovation and other skilled work.

“I have often thought,”Ms.Milkman says,“that these extracurricular jobs were an effort on the part of the workers to regain their dignity after suffering the degradation of repetitive assembly line work in the factory.”

Craft work has higher status in nations like Germany,which invests in apprenticeship(学徒)programs for high school students.“Corporations in Germany realized that there was an interest to be served economically and patriotically in building up a skilled labor force at home;we never had that ethos(风气),”says Richard Sennett,a New York University sociologist who has written about the connection of craft and culture.

The damage to American craftsmanship seems to parallel the steep slide in manufacturing employment.Though the decline started in the 1970s,it became much steeper beginning in 2000.Since then,some 5.3 million jobs,or one-third of the workforce in manufacturing,have been lost.A stated goal of the Obama administration is to restore a big chunk of this employment,along with the multitude of skills that many of the jobs required.

As for craftsmanship itself,the issue is how to preserve it as a valued skill in the general population.Ms.Milkman,the sociologist,argues that American craftsmanship isn't disappearing as quickly as some would argue—that it has instead shifted to immigrants.“Pride in craft,it is alive in the immigrant world,”she says.

Sol Axelrod,37,the manager of the Home Depot here,fittingly learned to fix his own car as a teenager,even changing the brakes.Now he finds immigrant craftsmen gathered in abundance outside his store in the early morning,waiting for it to open so they can buy supplies for the day's work as contractors.Skilled day laborers,also mostly immigrants,wait quietly in hopes of being hired by the contractors.

Mr.Axelrod also says the recession and persistently high unemployment have forced many people to try to save money by doing more themselves,and Home Depot in response offers classes in fixing water taps and other simple repairs.The teachers are store employees,many of them older and semi-retired from a skilled trade,or laid off.

“Our customers may not be building cabinets or outdoor decks;we try to do that for them,”Mr.Axelrod says,“but some are trying to build up skill so they can do more for themselves in these hard times.”

Because parents are emotionally important to their children,they are typically a child's most powerful role models.Other role models include caregivers,teachers,friends,and celebrities.According to a multiethnic study of Los Angeles adolescents,teenagers who said that their role model was someone they knew,e.g.a parent,relative,friend,or doctor outside the family,had higher self-esteem,higher grades,and lower substance use than peers whose role models were sports figures,singers,or other media characters.The researchers concluded that role model selection can have a positive or negative outcome on a teenager's psychosocial development.

Social learning theories contribute to our understanding of why we behave as we do,but much of the emphasis is on early socialization rather than on what occurs throughout life.Thus,these theories don't explain why gender roles can change in adulthood or later life.Social learning theories also don't explain why reinforcement and modeling work for some children but not others,especially those in the same family and even identical twins.

First,there is the way the data is assembled.The official unemployment rate is the product of a telephone survey of about 60,000 homes.There is another survey,sometimes referred to as the“payroll survey,”that assesses 400,000 businesses based on their reported payrolls.Both surveys have problems.The payroll survey can easily double-count someone:if you are one person with two jobs,you show up as two workers.The payroll survey also doesn't capture the number of self-employed,and so says little about how many people are generating an independent income.

The household survey has a larger problem.When asked straightforwardly,people tend to lie or shade the truth when the subject is sex,money or employment.If you get a call and are asked if you're employed,and you say yes,you're employed.If you say no,however,it may surprise you to learn that you are only unemployed if you've been actively looking for work in the past four weeks;otherwise,you are“marginally attached to the labor force”and not actually unemployed.

The urge to quantify is embedded in our society.But the idea that statisticians can then capture an objective reality isn't just impossible.It also leads to serious misjudgments.Democrats and Republicans can and will take sides on a number of issues,but a more crucial concern is that both are basing major policy decisions on guesstimates rather than looking at the vast wealth of raw data with a critical eye and an open mind.

In the chapter on skyscrapers,for example,Mr Smith touches on construction methods,the revolutionary invention of the automatic lift,the practicalities of living in the sky and the likelihood that,as cities become more crowded,apartment living will become the norm.But there is also time for brief diversions onto bizarre ground,such as a discussion of the skyscraper index(which holds that a boom in skyscraper construction is a foolproof sign of an imminent recession).

One obvious criticism is that the price of breadth is depth;many of Mr Smith's essays raise as many questions as they answer.Although that can indeed be frustrating,this is probably the only way to treat so grand a topic.The city is the building block of civilisation and of almost everything people do;a guidebook to the city is really,therefore,a guidebook to how a large and ever-growing chunk of humanity chooses to live.Mr Smith's book serves as an excellent introduction to a vast subject,and will suggest plenty of further lines of inquiry.

The Uses of Difficulty

The brain likes a challenge—and putting a few obstacles in its way may well boost its creativity.

[A]Jack White,the former frontman of the White Stripes and an influential figure among fellow musicians,likes to make things difficult for himself.He uses cheap guitars that won't stay in shape or in tune.When performing,he positions his instruments in a way that is deliberately inconvenient,so that switching from guitar to organ mid-song involves a mad dash across the stage.Why?Because he's on the run from what he describes as a disease that preys on every artist:“ease of use”.When making music gets too easy,says White,it becomes harder to make it sing.

[B]It's an odd thought.Why would anyone made their work more difficult than it already is?Yet we know that difficulty can pay unexpected dividends.In 1966,soon after the Beatles had finished work on“Rubber Soul”,Paul McCartney looked into the possibility of going to America to record their next album.The equipment in American studios was more advanced than anything in Britain,which had led the Beatles' great rivals,the Rolling Stones,to make their latest album,“Aftermath”,in Los Angeles.McCartney found that EMI's(百代唱片)contractual clauses made it prohibitively expensive to follow suit,and the Beatles had to make do with the primitive technology of Abbey Road.

[C]Lucky for us.Over the next two years they made their most groundbreaking work,turning the recording studio into a magical instrument of its own.Precisely because they were working with old-fashioned machines,George Martin and his team of engineers were forced to apply every ounce of their creativity to solve the problems posed to them by Lennon and McCartney.Songs like“Tomorrow Never Knows”,“Strawberry Fields Forever”,and“A Day in the Life”featured revolutionary sound effects that dazzled and mystified Martin's American counterparts.

[D]Sometimes it's only when a difficulty is removed that we realise what it was doing for us.For more than two decades,starting in the 1960s,the poet Ted Hughes sat on the judging panel of an annual poetry competition for British school children.During the 1980s he noticed an increasing number of long poems among the submissions,with some running to 70 or 80 pages.These poems were verbally inventive and fluent,but also“strangely boring”.After making inquiries Hughes discovered that they were being composed on computers,then just finding their way into British homes.

[E]You might have thought any tool which enables a writer to get words on to the page would be an advantage.But there may be a cost to such facility.In an interview with the Paris Review Hughes speculated that when a person puts pen to paper,“you meet the terrible resistance of what happened your first year at it,when you couldn't write at all”.As the brain attempts to force the unsteady hand to do its bidding,the tension between the two results in a more compressed,psychologically denser expression.Remove that resistance and you are more likely to produce a 70-page ramble(不着边际的长篇大论).

[F]Our brains respond better to difficulty than we imagine.In schools,teachers and pupils alike often assume that if a concept has been easy to learn,then the lesson has been successful.But numerous studies have now found that when classroom material is made harder to absorb,pupils retain more of it over the long term,and understand it on a deeper level.

[G]As a poet,Ted Hughes had an acute sensitivity to the way in which constraints on self-expression,like the disciplines of metre and rhyme(韵律),spur creative thought.What applies to poets and musicians also applies to our daily lives.We tend to equate(等同)happiness with freedom,but,as the psychotherapist and writer Adam Phillips has observed,without obstacles to our desires it's harder to know what we want,or where we're heading.He tells the story of a patient,a first-time mother who complained that her young son was always clinging to her,wrapping himself around her legs wherever she went.She never had a moment to herself,she said,because her son was“always in the way”.When Phillips asked her where she would go if he wasn't in the way,she replied cheerfully,“Oh,I wouldn't know where I was!”

[H]Take another common obstacle:lack of money.People often assume that more money will make them happier.But economists who study the relationship between money and happiness have consistently found that,above a certain income,the two do not reliably correlate.Despite the ease with which the rich can acquire almost anything they desire,they are just as likely to be unhappy as the middle classes.In this regard at least,F.Scott Fitzgerald was wrong.

[I]Indeed,ease of acquisition is the problem.The novelist Edward St Aubyn has a narrator remark of the very rich that,“not having to consider affordability,their desires rambled on like unstoppable bores,relentless(持续不断的)and whimsical(反覆无常的)at the same time.”When Boston College,a private research university,wanted a better feel for its potential donors,it asked the psychologist Robert Kenny to investigate the mindset of the super-rich.He surveyed 165 households,most of which had a net worth of $25m or more.He found that many of his subjects were confused by the infinite options their money presented them with.They found it hard to know what to want,creating a kind of existential bafflement.One of them put it like this:“You know,Bob,you can just buy so much stuff,and when you get to the point where you can just buy so much stuff,now what are you going to do?”

[J] The internet makes information billionaires out of all of us,and the architects of our online experiences are catching on to the need to make things creatively difficult.Twitter's huge success is rooted in the simple but profound insight that in a medium with infinite space for self-expression,the most interesting thing we can do is restrict ourselves to 140 characters.The music service This Is My Jam helps people navigate the tens of millions of tracks now available instantly via Spotify and iTunes.Users pick their favourite song of the week to share with others.They only get to choose one.The service was only launched this year,but by the end of September 650,000 jams had been chosen.Its co-founder Matt Ogle explains its raison d'être(存在的理由)like this:“In an age of endless choice,we were missing a way to say:‘This.This is the one you should listen to’.”

[K]Today's world offers more opportunity than ever to follow the advice of the Walker Brothers and make it easy on ourselves.Compared with a hundred years ago,our lives are less tightly bound by social norms and physical constraints.Technology has cut out much of life's donkeywork,and we have more freedoms than ever:we can wear what we like and communicate with hundreds of friends at once at the click of a mouse.Obstacles are everywhere disappearing.Few of us wish to turn the clock back,but perhaps we need to remind ourselves how useful the right obstacles can be.Sometimes,the best route to fulfillment is the path of more resistance.

There was a time not long ago when new science Ph.D.s in the United States were expected to pursue a career path in academia(学术界).But today,most graduates end up working outside academia,not only in industry but also in careers such as science policy,communications,and patent law.Partly this is a result of how bleak the academic job market is,but there's also a rising awareness of career options that Ph.D.scientists haven't trained for directly—but for which they have useful knowledge,skills,and experience.Still,there's a huge disconnect between the way we currently train scientists and the actual employment opportunities available for them,and an urgent need for dramatic improvements in training programs to help close the gap.One critical step that could help to drive change would be to require Ph.D.students and postdoctoral scientists to follow an individual development plan(IDP).

In 2002,the U.S.Federation of American Societies for Experimental Biology recommended that every postdoctoral researcher put together an IDP in consultation with an adviser.Since then,several academic institutions have begun to require IDPs for postdocs.And in June,the U.S.National Institutes of Health(NIH)Biomedical Research Workforce Working Group recommended that the NIH require IDPs for the approximately 32,000 postdoctoral researchers they support.Other funding agencies,public and private,are moving in a similar direction.

IDPs have long been used by government agencies and the private sector to achieve specific goals for the employee and the organization.The aim is to ensure that employees have an explicit tool to help them understand their own abilities and aspirations,determine career possibilities,and set(usually short-term)goals.In science,graduate students and new Ph.D.scientists can use an IDP to identify and navigate an effective career path.

A free Web application for this purpose,called myIDP,has become available this week.It's designed to guide early-career scientists through a confidential,rigorous process of introspection(内省)to create a customized career plan.Guided by expert knowledge from a panel of science-focused career advisers,each trainee's self-assessment is used to rank a set of career trajectories(轨迹).After the user has identified a long-term career goal,myIDP walks her or him through the process of setting short-term goals directed toward accumulating new skills and experiences important for that career choice.

Although surveys reveal the IDP process to be useful,trainees report a need for additional resources to help them identify a long-term career path and complete an IDP.Thus,myIDP will be most effective when it's embedded in larger career-development efforts.For example,universities could incorporate IDPs into their graduate curricula to help students discuss,plan,prepare for,and achieve their long-term career goals.

Questions 61 to 65 are based on the following passage.

Just over a decade into the 21st century,women's progress can be celebrated across a range of fields.They hold the highest political offices from Thailand to Brazil,Costa Rica to Australia.A woman holds the top spot at the International Monetary Fund;another won the Nobel Prize in economics.Self-made billionaires in Beijing,tech innovators in Silicon Valley,pioneering justices in Ghana—in these and countless other areas,women are leaving their mark.

But hold the applause.In Saudi Arabia,women aren't allowed to drive.In Pakistan,1,000 women die in honor killings every year.In the developed world,women lag behind men in pay and political power.The poverty rate among women in the U.S.rose to 14.5% last year.

To measure the state of women's progress,Newsweek ranked 165 countries,looking at five areas that affect women's lives:treatment under the law,workforce participation,political power,and access to education and health care.Analyzing data from the United Nations and the World Economic Forum,among others,and consulting with experts and academics,we measured 28 factors to come up with our rankings.

Countries with the highest scores tend to be clustered in the West,where gender discrimination is against the law,and equal rights are constitutionally enshrined(神圣化).But there were some surprises.Some otherwise high-ranking countries had relatively low scores for political representation.Canada ranked third overall but 26th in power,behind countries such as Cuba and Burundi.Does this suggest that a woman in a nation's top office translates to better lives for women in general?Not exactly.“Trying to quantify or measure the impact of women in politics is hard because in very few countries have there been enough women in politics to make a difference,”says Anne-Marie Goetz,peace and security adviser for U.N.Women.

Of course,no index can account for everything.Declaring that one country is better than another in the way that it treats more than half its citizens means relying on broad strokes and generalities.Some things simply can't be measured.And cross-cultural comparisons can't account for differences of opinion.

Certain conclusions are nonetheless clear.For one thing,our index backs up a simple but profound statement made by Hillary Clinton at the recent Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation summit.“When we liberate the economic potential of women,we elevate the economic performance of communities,nations and the world,”she said.“There's a stimulative effect that kicks in when women have greater access to jobs and the economic lives of our countries:Greater political stability.Fewer military conflicts.More food.More educational opportunity for children.By harnessing the economic potential of all women,we boost opportunity for all people.”

分析这些真题可以看出,其共同特征为对于谚语(Haste Makes Waste)、名言(Lincoln's famous remark“Give me six hours to chop down a tree,and I will spend the first four sharpening the axe”)或警句进行评论。尽管近几次真题涉及的并非众所周知的俗谚或名言,但也是精心设计的富有哲理的话,而且语言简练,修辞考究,起码可以称得上是警句。当然,既然其内容多为哲理,也可以称为“人生哲理型”作文。有人将其称为“话语评论型”或“引语评论型”,虽然比较直观,但笔者认为略有失之宽泛之嫌,容易与“观点认同型”文章混淆,如: Some people claim that economic development and environmental protection cannot be achieved at the same time.To what degree do you agree with this statement?Give your view and reasons.

这类作文话题往往是有争议的话题,而非公认的(起码是出题人认定的)哲理。这种作文多为雅思、托福、GRE以及专四、专八的考法,在四六级中尚未出现过,但以后有可能。为了避免混淆,因此将上述六级考题命名为“名言警句型”。

此类作文的另一共同特征为要求或者建议考生举例。这也是论述哲理性话题最常见的、甚至是唯一的写法。

当然,与1997年的Haste Makes Waste 以及2011年的Give me six hours to chop down a tree,and I will spend the first four sharpening the axe相比,近三次的六级作文确有不同。

首先,如前文所述,它们并非历史悠久、众所周知的俗谚或名言,而是近人所为,甚至就是出题人自己编出来的,因此此前范文里给的A famous saying goes可以改为A witty(机智、幽默的)/ meaningful(意味深长的)/ instructive(有教育意义的)saying goes(当然,不改也不算什么问题,说那个说法有名也是给了出题人面子嘛,哈哈)。

其次,与此相呼应的是,其内容也往往更具现实意义,如2012年12月It takes years to build trust,and a few seconds to destroy it所反映的现代社会诚信问题、It is not a real danger that the computer thinks like man,but that man thinks like the computer所反映的电脑过度使用问题、2013年6月A smile is the shortest distance between two people所反映的现代人与人之间的冷漠问题、Earth provides enough to satisfy every man's need,but not every man's greed所反映的现代人的贪婪与资源紧张问题以及2013年12月A wealth of information creates a poverty of attention所反映的现代社会信息爆炸引发的人们注意力难以集中的问题,等等。因此在没有特殊要求的情况下也可以按照“解决问题型”的思路去写,只要在文中(最好是首段)对题目所给的警句略作评论即可。

(当然,除此之外,其他话题仍然是有着永恒价值的人生哲理,如Good habits result from resisting temptation所反映的“人应该有毅力去抵制诱惑才能养成好习惯”,以及本次考题The greatest use of life is to spend it on something that will outlast it所反映的“人应该志存高远,过真正有意义的生活”,Happiness is not the absence of problems,but the ability to deal with them所反映的“人不应该惧怕困难,应该迎难而上,从与困难作斗争中获得快乐”。) 最后,本次考题与以往的最大区别在于,Directions中明确要求写出自己的做法(explain what you can do...),这恐怕是任何模板或所谓“功能段”无法解决的问题,而恰恰也是阅卷评分的重要依据。

A

(解释含义)A witty saying goes that“A wealth of information creates a poverty of attention”.Simple as the saying is,the message it conveys is profound and thought-provoking.Evidently,it is meant to tell us that we are now in an age of information explosion,which,while providing us with a vast sea of information,is causing the problem of lack of attention.

(举例说明)Taking a look around,we can also find examples too many to enumerate.Here I can think of no better illustration of the proverb than the experience of my own.Like many others,I am a constant user of the computer and the mobile phone.When working on the computer,I cannot help being distracted by information popping out on the screen from the Internet.Or I would keep looking at my mobile phone for funny news or comments.

(我的做法)This phenomenon is definitely unhealthy and requires remedying.Personally,I will try uninstalling some unimportant functions of my phone and my computers,so as to cut the sources of irrelevant information.In the second place,I will work out a plan for each day and set a time limit for important tasks.In a word,I truly agree with the saying given in the directions and I would take the right actions in my life and work in the future.

49.F 根据题干关键词lessons和easier to learn定位到F段,段落中第二句话提到老师和学生往往认为如果能使一个概念学习起来比较简单,那么就说明教学是成功的。转折词but后面是作者对此提出的否定观点,因此题干中的a false assumption与F段所表述的观点一致。

50.A本题比较难,题干关键词没有在文中直接体现,A段开头提到杰克·怀特喜欢事情不要太容易,中间举了很多例子作为论证,段尾处引用怀特的话说道,如果音乐创造太过简单,那么歌唱起来会更难,因此题干“音乐创作中的障碍能带来成功”是对此段内容的概括总结。

51.G题干关键词freedom 与happy出现在G段中,该段第三句话的but后面就是题干的信息所在,without obstacles to our desires it's harder to know what we want,or where we're heading,即:如果没有困难,我们很难知道自己想要的是什么,因此完全享受自由并不一定快乐,与题干意思一致。

52.D 本题比较简单,人名Ted Hughes出现于D段中,关键词long poems、submitted和composed on computers在该段中均直接体现。

53.K 本题的关键是that后面的信息:“正确的障碍能帮助我们取得更大的成就。”其中的关键词the right obstacles出现于K段倒数第二句,随后,该段尾句中的the best route fulfillment被同义改写为题干中的greater achievements。

54.I 题干关键词an investigation以及the super-rich出现在I段中,题干中的the infinite choices是对该段中the infinite options的同义改写。

55.J 本题的解题关键是one hundred and forty characters,在文中J段第二句中以阿拉伯数字体现。题干中的one free social networking website指的就是该句中提到的Twitter,即推特网。

Section C

Passage One

56.C细节题。本题考查当今美国新晋科学博士的相关信息,通过关键词new science Ph.D.s定位到文章第一段第二、第三句话:most graduates end up working outside academia...but there's also a rising awareness of career options that Ph.D.scientists haven't trained for directly—but for which they have useful knowledge,skills,and experience.A排除,与文章意思相背;B排除,文中没有提到well-paying jobs;D排除,与文章意思不一致。C与文章意思一致,为正确答案。

57.A细节题。通过关键词Ph.D.training定位在文章第一段倒数第二句:Still,there's a huge disconnect between the way we currently train scientists and the actual employment opportunities available for them,and an urgent need for dramatic improvements in training programs to help close the gap.B排除,与文章意思相背;C说法过分绝对,re-oriented表示重新定位,improve表示改进,所以排除;D排除,与文章意思相背。只有A是最佳选项。

58.C细节题。本题问的是:“对博士和博士后研究院提出了什么建议?”通过依次而下的顺序原则,定位在第二段,并找到相关信息:In 2002,the U.S.Federation of American Societies for Experimental Biology recommended that every postdoctoral researcher put together an IDP in consultation with an adviser.也就是建议其与导师协商制订个人发展计划。可见答案就是C。

59.B细节题。本题考查政府机构和私企使用IDP的目的,通过关键词IDP定位在文章第三段首句:IDPs have long been used by government agencies and the private sector to achieve specific goals for the employee and the organization,第二句更准确地提出了IDP的目标为to ensure...,即提供一种方法帮助员工充分利用自己的能力来实现职业目标。因此选B。

60.A推理题。本题问myIDP的相关信息。通过关键词myIDP定位在第四段。解题信息出现在该段第二至四句话:It's designed to guide early-career scientists through a confidential,rigorous process of introspection to create a customized career plan.Guided by expert knowledge from a panel of science-focused career advisers,each trainee's self-assessment is used to rank a set of career trajectories.After the user has identified a long-term career goal,myIDP walks her or him through the process of setting short-term goals directed toward accumulating new skills and experiences important for that career choice.可见答案就是A。B提到“the career they love”,与文章意思不符,因此不正确;C只提到了“long-term career path”,不完整,因此也可排除;D完全与文章不符,排除。故正确答案为A。

Passage Two

61.A细节题。本题考查作者对于目前妇女取得的进步持什么看法。我们在第二段找到相关信息:But hold the applause.这里用but转折,同时加上hold the applause(先别鼓掌),表明作者对全球范围内妇女所取得的进步仍不乐观。即A为正确答案。B和C与文章意思违背,排除,D文章并未提及。

62.B细节题。本题考查哪些国家妇女进步事业取得的成果最丰硕。仔细研读文章,可以定位到第四段首句:Countries with the highest scores tend to be clustered in the West,where gender discrimination is against the law,and equal rights are constitutionally enshrined.对应的正确答案为B。

63.D细节题。本题考查加拿大的妇女进步事业。仔细搜索关键词“Canada”,定位在第四段第三句和第四句:Some otherwise high-ranking countries had relatively low scores for political representation.Canada ranked third overall but 26th in power,behind countries such as Cuba and Burundi.因此D为正确答案。

64.B细节题。本题考查Anne-Marie Goetz的言外之意。仔细搜索关键词“Anne-Marie Goetz”,定位到第四段第五句至最后一句:Does this suggest that a woman in a nation's top office translates to better lives for women in general?Not exactly.“Trying to quantify or measure the impact of women in politics is hard because in very few countries have there been enough women in politics to make a difference,”says Anne-Marie Goetz,peace and security adviser for U.N.Women.根据答语Not exactly可知B为正确答案。

65.D细节题。本题考查Hillary Clinton的言外之意。仔细搜索关键词“Hillary Clinton”,定位到文章最后一段第二句至最后一句:“When we liberate the economic potential of women,we elevate the economic performance of communities,nations and the world,”she said.“There's a stimulative effect that kicks in when women have greater access to jobs and the economic lives of our countries:Greater political stability.Fewer military conflicts.More food.More educational opportunity for children.By harnessing the economic potential of all women,we boost opportunity for all people.”即如果女性的经济潜力得到释放,将会带来一系列积极的影响,因此D为正确答案。

二、题型描述

1.写作

写作部分测试学生用英语进行书面表达的能力,所占分值比例为15%,考试时间30分钟。写作测试选用考生所熟悉的题材,要求考生根据所提供的信息及提示(如:提纲、情景、图片或图表等)写出一篇短文,四级120-180词,六级150-200词。

2.听力理解

听力理解部分测试学生获取口头信息的能力。录音材料用标准的英式或美式英语朗读,语速四级约每分钟130词,六级约每分钟150词。听力部分分值比例为35%,其中对话占15%,短文占20%。考试时间30分钟。

对话部分包括短对话和长对话,采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。短对话有8段,每段提一个问题;长对话有2段,每段提3-4个问题;对话部分共15题。每段对话均朗读一遍,每个问题后留有13-15秒的答题时间。

短文部分包括短文理解及单词和词组听写。短文理解有3篇,采用多项选择题的形式进行考核。四级每篇长度为220-250词,六级为240-270词。每篇短文朗读一遍,提3-4个问题,每个问题后留有13-15秒的答题时间,共10题。单词及词组听写采用1篇短文,四级的长度为220-250词,六级为240-270词。要求考生在听懂短文的基础上用所听到的原文填写空缺的单词或词组,共10题。短文播放三遍。

3.阅读理解

阅读理解部分包括1篇长篇阅读和3篇仔细阅读,测试学生在不同层面上的阅读理解能力,包括理解篇章或段落的主旨大意和重要细节、综合分析、推测判断以及根据上下文推测词义等能力。该部分所占分值比例为35%,其中长篇阅读占10%,仔细阅读占25%。考试时间40分钟。

长篇阅读部分采用1篇较长篇幅的文章,总长度四级约1000词,六级约1200词。阅读速度四级约每分钟100词;六级约每分钟120词。篇章后附有10个句子,每句一题。每句所含的信息出自篇章的某一段落,要求考生找出与每句所含信息相匹配的段落。有的段落可能对应两题,有的段落可能不对应任何一题。

仔细阅读部分要求考生阅读3篇短文。2篇为多项选择题型的短文理解测试,每篇长度四级为300-350词,六级为400-450词;1篇为选词填空,篇章长度四级为200-250词,六级为250-300词。短文理解每篇后有若干个问题,要求考生根据对文章的理解,从每题的四个选项中选择最佳答案。选词填空要求考生阅读一篇删去若干词汇的短文,然后从所给的选项中选择正确的词汇填空,使短文复原。

4.翻译

翻译部分测试学生把汉语所承载的信息用英语表达出来的能力,所占分值比例为15%,考试时间30分钟。翻译题型为段落汉译英。翻译内容涉及中国的历史、文化、经济、社会发展等。四级长度为140-160个汉字,六级长度为180-200个汉字。

三、分数解释

大学英语四、六级考试是标准相关-常模参照的标准化考试。标准相关体现在:1) 试卷各部分的设计和命题参照大学英语的教学要求规定的技能和标准;2) 写作和翻译部分的阅卷依据评分标准。常模参照体现在考后各部分的原始分转换成报道分时,分别参照各部分的常模。因此,考试既是标准相关又具有常模参照的性质。

大学英语四、六级考试不设及格线。经过等值处理后的原始总分参照总分常模转换成常模正态分,均值为500、标准差为70,报道总分在220分至710分之间。在将原始分转换成报道分时,各部分采用不同的分数量表,从而使各部分报道分的简单相加之和等于报道总分。

采用常模参照旨在保证考试分数解释的稳定性。考生的任何一次四、六级考试成绩均可在四级或六级常模中找到其百分位位置,即考生成绩在相应级别的常模群体中所处的相对位置。考试委员会网站上(http://www.cet.edu.cn)已公布了总分和各部分的百分位对照表,以供考试成绩使用者了解考生的相对能力水平。

四、成绩报道

成绩报道分为总分和单项分。单项分包括:1)听力,2)阅读,3)翻译和写作。每次考试后,考试委员会向总分在220分及以上的考生发放成绩报告单,报告其总分和各部分的单项分。考试委员会同时向参加考试的各个院校提供该校考生的成绩(总分和各部分单项分)和有关该校的各种统计数据。

五、评分标准

1.作文评分标准

按百分制计算,本题满分为15分,成绩分为六个档次:13-15分、10-12分、7-9分、4-6分、1-3分和0分。各档次的评分标准见下表:
