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序言

前言
GMAT考试其实不考词汇，之所以要编这本词汇书，主要是为了帮助大家在学习GMAT阅读和语法时扫除词汇障碍。所有书中的词汇都来自GMAT考过的试题，是很实用的词汇。但这些词汇并不代表GMAT考试中必然要出现的词汇，也并不包括GMAT的全部词汇。我们只可以这样说：背完了这本书中的词汇，就有了学习GMAT的基础，就没有必要为学习中碰到太多的单词而苦恼了。同时大家也可以比较轻松地来对待GMAT词汇，即使不能全部背出来也不用太担心，只要留下个印象，能通过上下文猜出意思就行了。获取GMAT高分的重要途径在于反复练习阅读能力、语法能力和逻辑能力，达到熟能生巧的地步。
不过有一点大家一定要记住：词汇量是阅读的基础。从这一点讲，词汇是不能不背的。背词汇和读文章是两种完全不同的能力，又是相互依赖的两种能力。请大家记住：最愚蠢的方法就是一边查单词一边阅读。这样做的结果是单词记不住，阅读速度也上不去。我主张背单词时绝不阅读，读文章时绝不查单词。背单词在前，读文章在后。在读文章时不管有多少单词都不能去查，要尽可能地猜出它们的意思，要注重文章的整体思路，而不是中间出现的一两个单词。
背单词其实很容易。我在上大学时也怕背单词，后来为了谋生才开始专研词汇记忆；一旦入了门，才发现大量的词汇是非常容易记的。最主要的方法大概有三种，首先是词根词缀分解记忆。在本书中，我对大量单词都做了词根分解，这样一来，记几个单词只需记一个单词的时间：如commod表示“方便”，因此commodity(商品)，commodious(宽敞的)，accommodate(提供食宿)等词都会比较容易记住。对词根、词缀不熟悉的同学可以参考我的另一本书《英语词汇速记大全——词根+词缀记忆法》。其次是千方百计联想记忆法或分解记忆。如flaunt(炫耀)，可分解为fl(=fly飞) + aunt(姑奶奶) →飞去看姑奶奶→炫耀。这样的记忆法虽然荒谬，却十分有效。最后一点一定要记住的是：凡是背过的单词一定要反复背，这是真正有效的办法。我的词汇量就是在反复教GRE词汇时教出来的。
改革开放30多年来，中国的科学技术和管理水平有了突飞猛进的发展。然而，相对于飞速发展的中国经济，优秀管理人才的数量还远远不够。我们的国家迫切需要更多的管理人才，实现民族伟大复兴的中国梦不能缺少优秀的管理人才。众多国内高等院校都成立了工商管理学院，还有越来越多的学子希望直接到国外名校去读MBA，学习国际最先进的管理经验。新东方学校的GMAT班，从1994年至今，已经帮助了一批又一批学员成功通过GMAT考试，进入国外名校攻读MBA。有的新东方学员已经是国内知名企业家，有的学员一边苦读GMAT，一边管理着数百万甚至是数亿元的资产。这些都表明中国人的眼光看得远了，他们已经开始注视和洞察未来了。
面对这样的一群人，我不能不心潮澎湃。我所能做的就是为他们提供哪怕一点点帮助和便利，使他们在奋斗的道路上更轻松愉快一点。这本新版的GMAT词汇书，就是在这种心态下的结果。我个人的每一点进步，新东方学校的每一点成就和进步，都和广大学员对前途孜孜不倦的追求密不可分。

改版说明
1.增删词条
本书对上一版中较少考到的生僻词条进行了删减，增加了真题中出现的高频词1000余个，这使得选词更贴近考试，保证了目前收录的单词均为考生必备的重点词汇。
2.更新词义
近年的GMAT真题显示，一些单词的基本释义也成为考查重点，据此，本书增加了一些常考单词的基本释义。
3.修改英文释义
根据Webster词典，本书将上一版中偏难和过长的英文释义进行了适当的修改。对于一些词，还选用了难度稍低的同义词来解释，这不但更便于考生阅读，还能帮助考生更直观地理解词义。
4.增加例句，主打真题
为了保证本书贴近考试的特点，尽可能地多收录一些典型的真题例句。例句难度适中，这样可以让考生更好地了解词汇在实考中的运用方法。
5.删减生僻、较难词根
有的考生反映部分词根、词缀偏难，为了更适应考生的英语水平，本书将较生僻、较难的词根、词缀进行了删除，使所收录的词根、词缀更能体现工具性的价值。
6.丰富附录
通过对近年GMAT阅读考题的分析，在附录中总结增加了阅读词汇的内容，以及近几年常考的数学词汇及公式。丰富、精炼的附录内容方便考生充分备考。
7.查缺补漏
本书对上一版中欠妥的地方进行了全面修订，力求为广大考生提供最精准、可靠的学习内容。
